Merals And The
Welfare State
In the last three issues I have
been quoting Dr. F. A, Harper of
.'The Foundation for Economic Edu«
-cation, I continue to quote:

MORAL RIGHT TO
PRIVATE PROPERTY

Not all the Decaiogue, as has
been sald, is directly relevant to
the issué of the Welfare State. Its
program is an economic one, and
the only parts of the moral cofe
which are directly and specifically

relevant are these: (1) Thou shait
| covel, I

r

| not’ steal. (2) Thowu shalt not
| “Steal what? Covet what? Pri- |
vate property, of course. What else l
could I steal from you, or covet
of what i8 yours? I cannot steal
from you or fovet what you do not
own as private property. As Dr, D,
Elton Trueblood has aptly said:
‘Stealing is evil because owner-
ship i8 good.' Thus we find thet
| the individual’s right to private
property is an unstated assump-
tion which underlles the Deca-
logue. Otherwise these two admio-
nitions would be empty of either
purpose or meaning.

“The right §o have and to hold
private property is not 1o be con-
fused with the recovery of stolen
| property. If komeone steals your
car, it is still-—by this moral right

your car rather than his; and for
you {o repossess it is merely to
bring its presence back into har-
mony with its ownership. The same
reasoning’ applies to the recovery
of equivalent value if the stolen
item itself is no longer returnable;
and it applies to the recompense
for damaege done to one's own
property by trepass or other will-
full destruction of private proper-
ty. These means of proteeting the
possession of private property, and
its use, are part of the mechanisms
used to protect the moral right to
private property.

TO ASPIRE IS NOT TO COVET

“Another point of possible con-
fusion has to do with coveting the
private property of another. There
18 nothing morally wrong in the
| admiration of something that is
the property of another. Such ad-
| miration may. be a stimulus to
work for the means with which to
buy it, or one like it. The moral

Commandment has to do with
thoughts and acts leading to the
violation of the other Command-
ment, though still short of ac{ual
theft.

[ligious idea, any idea of a ‘good
|God’...is an abominably nasty
?mina.' Of course they would have
| to say these things about religious
beliefs. This is because the moral
code of these great reéligions, as we
[ have seen, strikes at the very
| heart of their immoral economie
scheme. Not only does their Wel-
fave State scheme deny the moral
| right to private property, but it
| also denies other underlying bases
| of the moral code, as we shall see,

“Stealing and coveting are cone
demned in the Decalogue as violas
tions of the basic moral code. It
follows, then, that the concepts of
| stealing and coveting presume the
right to, private property, which
then automatically becomes an ime
plied part of the basic moral code.
| But where does private property
come from?

“Private property comes from
what one has saved out of what he
has produced, or has earned as a
productive « employee of another
person, One may also,. of course,
ohtain private property through
gifts and jnheritances; but -in the
absence of theft, precluded by this
moral code, gifts come from tho:ie
who have produced or earned what
is given, So the right of private
property, and also the right to
have whatever one has produced or
earned, underlies the admonitions
in the Decalogue about stealing
and coveting. Nobody has the mor
al right to take by force from the
producer anything he has produced
or earned, for any purpose what-
soever—even for a good purpose,
as ha thinks of it.

“If one is free to have what he
has produced and earned, it then
follows that he also has the moral
right to be free to choose his work.
He should be fres to choose his
work, that is,’ so long as he does
not violate the moral code in do-
ing 80 by using in his productive
efforts the property of another
person through_theft or trespass.
Otherwise he isTree to work as he
| will, at what he will, and_ to
| change his work when he will. No-
body hag the moral right to force
him to work when he does not
choose to do 8o, or to force him
to remain idle when he wishes to
| work, or to force him to work at
a certain job when he wishes to
work at some other available job.
The belief of the master that, his
judgment is superior to that of the
slave or vassal, and that control is
‘for his own good,’ is not a moral
justification for the idea of the

He :nmmnsh" refrain-
ed from use of the word ‘““bomb
This time, the American scien-
tists whose duty it is to main-
tain constant vigil for such
things, apparently were sure it
was an actual bomb

Apparently evidence of the re
lease of atomic energy into the
upper atmosphere, where traces
are picked up by delicate instru-
ments even though the explo-
sion may occur thousands of
miles distant, was fortified by
an actual record of the explo-
sive shock. A congressional source
said a seismographic record, like
that used for earthquakes, was
obtained and showed the explo-
sion was ‘‘very successful.”

It appeared 1o have occurred
within the last few days

And it was of the nuclear fis
sion type, not a hydrogen bomb
explosion, it was explained in
other authoritative quarters,

There was also some evidence
that the Russians had failed in
another atomic explosive test be-
fore the successful one announcad
by the White House. Experts in

NEW YORK — (# - Amer-
ican industry is doing a record
amount of bullding this year—
expanding in a $25-billion-a-year
rush to build up military might.

Some businessmen are wonder-
ing today: what are we going
to do withk all these defense
plants, once the need for so
much expansion of military might
is over?

Most new plants and new tools
of production are for defense
or defense-supporting industries.
But most can be converted to
making goods for civilians, when
the time comes that the military
doesn’t need — on a keep-going
basis -+ as muech industrial plant
as it does now on a building-up
| basis.
| Business doesn't question the
need for defense mor the em-
phasis now concentrated on tool-
|ing-up for it. It can't help won-
dermg, though, about two things:
| 1, When .the defense building
{boom stops, will other construc-
{tion needs be enough to keep
ltlhs major prop of the economy
{quu standing — or will there be
a building slump and unemploy-
ment?
2, If plants now being built
for defense production are no
longer needed for that, will ci-
vilian demands for the goods
they make be enough to keep
them running — or will our in-
dustrial production - capacity be
seriously over-expanded?

The rush to invest in new
plants is already slowing down
{in most industries. Notable ex-
ceplions are: primary steel and
|nonferrous metals, non- electrical
'machinery, “hon-automotive trans-
portation equipment and rubber.

But the momentum of plans
already made indicate that bufld-
ing will continue at a high rate
well into 1952, depending on
how much material is made
available for construction.

The effect on industry may
hot reach its greatest force until
1953 or 1954. This time lag is
based on World War II experi-
ence, The National Industrial
Conference Board notes: ‘‘more
than half the total additions to
manufacturing for the five years
1940-45 had been completed /by
the end of 1942, and more than
three-fourths by the end of -1943.
But the peak output of indus.
trial raw materials did not come

The cool, dry weather of au-
fumn can bring with it an un-

welcome photo gremlin called|pro

static electricity. He is unwit-
tingly invited in by the action
of briskly unrolling film, insert-
ing or removing' film holder
glides and by wiping, or clean-
jng photo accessories, He gen-
erally leaves his footprints in
the shape of “static trees” on
negatives without bothering - to
see whether it aids the composi-
tion of the picture subject. It
seldom does.

It isn’t surprising in this
atomic age, that some chemist
could find a way to outwit na-
ture’'s phenomenom of static
electricity. Why they've even
changed the weather itself by
seeding clouds with dry ice, so

pave been a foregone conclusion.

Sure enough a harmless, color-
Jess chemical called ‘““Photo-
Sweep” is now being marketed
as a static eliminator and clean-

er, It can be used on films,|pe

glass slides, binders, transparen-
cies, lens surfaces, filters, film
holder slides. It comes in 6 oz.
pressurized cans for most photo-

ic uses and is bottled for
use with motion picture or strip
film,

It was demonstrated for me at
my desk. A 4” x 5" negative
was rubbed with a piece of cot-
ton to “‘‘clean it,” then held near
an ash tray. Ashes and dust
leaped to the film surface, at-
tracted by static electricity as a
vesult of the friction of wiping.
The negative-r was then given a
spray of Photo-Sweep. This was
rubbed with cotton as before and
put’ over the ash tray. No dust
Jeaped. The negative has seem*
ingly lost its power of attraction
» « Jdor dust. That is good.

The cleaning action of this new
preparation is provided by one
of the ingrediants, carbon tetra-
chloride, but the static-generating
sction of the carbon-tet has been
overcome with another chemical
agent. It was found that the
blast of the spray whisks off
any surface dust while it leaves
a microscopically thin, invisible
protective coating that prevents
further formation of static elec-

tricity. After .treatment, any lint

or dust that may settle on the
surface can be readily wiped off
without risk of attracting more.
Treating one side of the film
tects both _sides.

For cleaning motion picture
film, a cloth is moistened with
the liquid and the film passed
between two layers of the cloth
with a squeegee action.

It is interesting' to note how
photo fans henefit from dis-
coveries in other fields. A new
business and many applications in
the plastic fields have been un-
covered by static-removal com-
pounds developed by the maker
of., Photo-Sweep (Electro-Chemical
Products, East Orange, N.J.).
They started out to eliminate
static-born dust on vinylite rec-
ords and auto seat covers and
soon found the photo field crowd-
ing into their picture.

Of course if the fans took it
easy unrolling film, pushing in
and pulling out film holder slides
and in gently brushing — instead
of vigorously wiping — their
equipment, they wouldn’t encour-
age Mr. Static to make such a
st of himself.

Don't Handle The Discard Pile
