Two more cases of West Nile
Virus confirmed in area

Two more cases of West
Nile Virus have been confirmed
in the area. Kim Gleghorn of
Matador is now back at work at
the First State Bank in Matador,
after suffering with the illness
for about a month. Mrs.
Gleghorn said she felt bad for
about a month with flu like
symptoms, which later devel-
oped into a rash and joint aches
with severe headaches. After
two trips to the emergency
room, a spinal tap was adminis-
tered which revealed that she,
in fact, had West Nile Virus. Mrs.
Gleghorn was not hospitalized
and recovered at home.

Don Baxter; Sr., of Afton was
also diagnosed with the disease.
Mr. Baxter said he started feel-
ing bad with flu like symptoms
about a month ago. He was
treated for a sinus infection with
antibiotics for 2 1/2 weeks, be-
fore blood tests revealed that
he, too, had West Nile Virus.
Usually blood tests are not con-
clusive in diagnosis of the dis-
ease, and requires a spinal tap,
but in Mr. Baxter’s case, the
blood test were conclusive.

Mr. Baxter also suffered
with severe headaches. He was
not hospitalized and recovered
at home,

Although Mr. Baxter and
Mrs. Gleghorn are both feeling
much better, they report contin-
ued weakness and headaches.

Yancy Meredith was re-
leased from Covenant Medical
Center in Lubbock, on Tuesday
evening, after 4 1/2 weeks of hos-
pitalization for treatment of
West Nile Virus. Mr. Meredith'’s
case was very severe and has
left him with some paralysis and
deafness in his right ear, which
doctors hope is temporary. Al-
though he is re-gaining strength
he still needs assistance with a
walker or wheel chair, but will

Fire Prevention Week

This tragic conflagration killed
some 300 people, left 100,000
homeless and destroyed more
than 17,000 structures. The ori-
gin of the fire has generated
speculation since its occur-
rence, with the fact and fiction
becoming blurred over the
years. One popular legend has
it that Mrs. O’Leary was milk-
ing her cow when the animal
kicked over a lamp, setting the
O’Leary barn on fire and start-
ing the spectacular blaze. How
ever the massive fire began, it
swiftly took its toll, burning
more than 2000 acres in 27
hours. The city of Chicago
quickly rebuilt, however, and
within a couple of years resi-
dents began celebrating their
successful restoration to memo-

continue physical therapy in
Plainview. A full recovery is
hoped for.

According to Mr. Meredith’s
doctors there are different
strains of the disease. Some
people may have the disease
and not know it, some will expe-
rience only flu-like symptoms
and some sickness, some will
experience the more severe
cases. The disease has resulted
in death for some.

Although there is no real

treatment for West Nile, sup-
portive care in a hospital to help
the body fight the illness with
intravenous fluids, respirator
support if needed and preven-
tion of secondary infections,
such as pneumonia or urinary
tract infection is usually re-
quired.

Researchers from the Na-
tional Institutes of Health (NIH)
and the U.S. Army are trying to
develop a vaccine for humans
that prevents West Nile virus.

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Combs reminds cattle owners to test herds for TB

Austin -- Texas Agriculture
Commissioner Susan Combs
reminds cattle producers to
have their herds tested for
cattle tuberculosis by Dec. 31,
the first step towards regaining
Texas’ TB-free status.
~ Texas’ TB plan, developed

-in 2002 by a joint industry and
regulatory working group, origi-
nally called for testing at least
2,400 purebred beef and seed
stock herds by the end of Au-
gust, 2004. The U.S. Department
of Agriculture recently an-
nounced that it was extending
the testing deadline until Dec.
31, 2004, to allow for more tests
to be completed. If the 2,400
herds are not tested by the end
of December, the USI%A could
revoke a temporary waiver that
allows shipments of feeder
cattle to go out of the state with-
out restrictions.

“Testing these herds is a vi-
tal step towards our long term

oal of regaining TB-free status
or the Texas cattle industry,”
said Combs. “Since the deadline
does not fall until the end of

December, not only can cattle
owners test their herds for free,
they can take advantage of
cooler fall months to work their
cattle.” '

“We need the support of
dairy and purebred beef produc-
ers to find any possible remain-
ing TB infection, to prevent fur-
ther spread of disease and to
regain our ability to move
breeding cattle across state
lines without a TB test,” said Dr.
Bob Hillman, head of the Texas
Animal Health Commission
(TAHO), the state’s regﬂatory
agency for livestock and poultry
health. “Allowing cattle TB to
gain a ‘hoof-hold’ would be ex-
tremely costly, in terms of cred-
ibility with consumers, and in
our ability to trade freely with
out interstate and international
trading partners.”

Since 1983, cattle TB has
been detected in 19 Texas dair-
ies and eight purebred beef
herds. In 2000, Texas attained
the TB-free status under the
National Tuberculosis Eradica-
tion Program, but lost it in 2002,

Great Chicago Fire should be
observed not with festivities, but
in a way that would keep the
public informed about the im-
portance of fire prevention.

When President Calvin
Coolidge proclaimed the first
National Fire Prevention Week,
October 4-10, 1925, he noted that
in the previous year some 15,000
lives were lost to fire in the
United States. Calling the loss

after two newly-infected herds
were detected.

A joint industry and regula-
tory working group developed
the Texas TB plan in 2002,
agreeing to test 2,400 herds in
return for a USDA temporary
waiver allowing feeder cattle to
move interstate without a test
or official identifications.

Some beef producers are
concerned that restrictions on
their herd would be enforced
due to false positive results. But

new follow-up blood tests have
shown to be effective in elimi-
nating needless culling or loss
of genetics. To test a herd, pro-
ducers should contact an ac-
credited, private veterinary
practitioner and make an ap-
pointment. Testing is free. The
Texas Animal Health Commis-
sion maintains lists of veterinar-
ians who can conduct the test,
and can be contacted at (800)
550-8242 or www.tahc.state.tx.us
for more information.

TFU members attend
Washington Fly-In

Waco -- Texas Farmers
Union (TFU) President, Wes
Sims, and 190 other Farmers
Union members recently
walked the halls of Congress on
behalf of rural America. During
National Farmers Union’s leg-
islative fly-in, September 20-22,
farmers and ranchers from
across the country asked Con-
gress to implement mandatory
country-of-origin food labeling,
pass agricultural disaster aid,
enact fairer trade deals and
pass House Resolution 595.

“We delivered our concerns
straight to our members of Con-
gress and the administration
during personal office visits,”
Sims explained. “This was an
opportunity for us to put real,
personal stories behind the
natural disasters, import surges
and unfair trade negotiations
that impact farmers’ and ranch-

“ers’ livelihoods.”

Fly-in participants asked
Congress, again, to uphold the
mandatory country-of-origin la-
beling (COOL) law and oppose
all efforts to weaken it. “Con-
gress needs to keep COOL,”
Sims said. “Mandatory Cool is
a marketing opportunity for me
as a producer; and it’s also an
informational tool for me as a
consumer.

Days before the farmers

came to Washington; the U.S.
Senate approved $3 billion in
emergency disaster aid for
farmers and ranchers suffering
weather-related losses in 2003
or 2004. The group urged their
representatives to expeditiously
enact the relief package to help
those dealing with hurricanes,
premature frost, drought, flood-
ing and other natural disasters
in many regions of the country.

Sims and others also spoke
out against faulty free trade
deals that have resulted in ris-
ing imports and dwindling agri-
cultural exports. Farmers
Union members encouraged
U.S. trade negotiators to, in-
stead, ratify trade deals that are
profitable for domestic produc-
ers.

Also, the group voiced their
support for HR594, which would
correct the injustice of school
teachers, firemen, policemen,
and government employees not
being eligible for social security
that they have paid for. This bill
has 300 co-sponsors (218 is the
majority) but the House leader
will not bring it up for a vote.
There is a discharge petition
which would bring HR594 to the
floor for a vote but still needs

,; approximately 25 signers to

reach the necessary 218 signa-
tures.
