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Assistance available to Howard County farmers to devlop erosion control programs

Fermwi in Howard County 
are adviaed of the availability o f 
1006 cost share fluids through 
the Howard County Soil and 
Water Cmservation District to 
develop erosion control and 
proper nutrient and pest man- 

it practices to enable the 
producers' row crop operations 
to meet state water quality stan- 
dnds.

According to Eddy Spurgin,

district conservationist for the 
USDA Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS) in 
Big Spring, the signup period for 
making application began today 
and will continue through Aug. 
1. Interested producers can 
apply at the NRCS office or con­
tact Spurgin at 267-1871.

The advantage of participat­
ing in this program is that if an 
operator voluntarily develops 
and maintains a site specific 
water quality management plan 
(WQMP) through the district 
and has that plan certified by

the Texas State Soil and Water 
Conservation Board (TSSWCB), 
the operator will be in compli­
ance with state water quality 
law and exempt from other state 
regulatwy processes regarding 
nonpoint source discharge of 
pollutants,* Spurgin said.

T h e producer will have to 
maintain his or her plan to 
retain their certification,’  
Spurgin added. \

According tô  Spurgin, a 
WQMP will include apprc^riate 
land treatment practices, such 
as terraces, wawrways, estab­

lishment of permanent grass, 
production practices, manage­
ment measures, technologies or 
any combination to achieve a 
level of pollution prevention or 
abatement.

For other eligible practices for 
cost-share, producers may con­
tact the NRCS Field Office in Big 
Spring, but a limited amount of 
cost-share assistance is available 
to assist in Implementing the 
treatment practices.

’Senate Bill 503, which was 
passed in the last regular session 
of the Texas Legislature names

the Texas State, Soil and Water 
Conservation Board as the lead 
agency in Texas for activities 
relating to abating agricultural 
and silvicultural nonpoint 
source pollution,' Spurgin said.

The TSSWCB is responsible 
for assuring that individual 
water quality management plans 
comply with state water quality 
standards established by the 
Texas Natural Resource 
Conservation Commission.

Each WQMP developed, main­
tained and implemented by a 
landowner or operator through a

SWCD must meet rules and cri 
teria adopted by the TSSWCB.

’ With a little fine tuning and 
certification of an existing soil 
and water conservation plan, a 
producer might find that his or 
her operation will adequately 
meet state water quality goals,’  
Spurgin said.

Spurgin said best management 
practice standards wil  ̂be based 
on criteria contained in the cur­
rent edition of the USDA's NRCS 
Field Office technical guide for 
the Howard Soil and Water 
Conservation District.

Veteran’s home
Big Spring proposal to he 
hand-delivered Tuesday 
to Veterans Land Board

Big Spring’s chances to land 
one of four state veterans homes 
won't be hurt by the fact that 
the city has a Veterans Affairs 
Medical Center (VAMC), not a 
lot of severe traffic congestion 
as in larger cities or that the 
VAMC recently broke ground 
expanding its outpatient clinic 
by some 15,000 square feet.

Those are some of the points 
that Moore Development For 
Big Spring Executive Director 
Danette Toone and the group 
pushing Big Spring's plan hope 
will be the focus as Big Spring's 
plan is considered.

Tuesday is the deadline for 
interested communities to get 
their proposals in to the Texas 
Veterans Land Board (TVLB) in 
Austin.

According to Moore Assistant 
Director Pam Welch. Toone 
made the trip to Austin earlier 
today to hand deliver Dig 
Spring's plan.

The TVLB is expected to 
make its desision as to which 
cities will be the four veterans 
homes sites sometime this fall.

Gov. George W. Bush's recent 
signing of legislation that 
authorizes the construction of 
the veterans homes is due in 
part to the efforts of State Rep. 
David Counts.

Speculation is that Big Spring 
has a good chance at landing 
one of the four homes because 
of the numbers of veterans in 
the surrounding area and the 
presence of the VAMC.

In early June. TVLB mailed 
out more than 200 letters to city 
and county officials around the 
state, including Big Spring. 
Abilene and San Angelo, 
requesting applications to build 
the homes.

Statistics show Texas as one 
of 10 states that does not cur­
rently have this type of facility 
despite having 504,000 veterans 
older than 65 resiaing in the 
state — a number that's expect 
ed to reach 525,000 in the next 13 
years.

According to recent ttatistice. 
approximately 11,620 veterans 
age 65 and older reside in and 
around Big Spring. Midland, 
Odessa, San Angelo and 
Abilene.

Landing a veterans home 
would mean an approximate 
84.5 million payroll being added 
to the Big Spring economy.

The Big Spring Area Chamber 
of Commerce. Moore 
Development For Big Spring, 
the city of Big Spring, Howard 
County, the Big Spring 
Independent School District and 
Howard College are the entities 
that have worked together to

Odle, the company's employees 
were promised that If Norwest 
stock did go above the $60 mark, 
they would be able to purchase 
shares.

Norwest employees can now 
buy shares of Nmrwest Common 
stock for IS3.1S5 and sell them 
at Bie current market price or 
hold them *lbr as long as they 
like. The difference between the 
two prices — Ism  taxes apd fees 

is the employees' gain.

In announcing the program, 
Norwest Bank Texas Resident 
John Stumpf said, ’ Norwest is a 
company that recognizes people 
as its competitive a d v a n ce  — 
a company of people who have 
the products, the training, the 
resources, the incentives and 
the recognition to earn 100 per­
cent of every credit worthy cus­
tomer's business.’

Stumpf added, ’We sincerely 
believe that the outstanding 
efforts o f each and every 
Norwest team member has con­
tributed — and will continue to 
contribute — to the value which 
the market places on our stock.’  

According to Norwest offi­
cials, the price of Norwest com­
mon stock has increased 82.68 
percent since the option was 
granted on July 23,1996.

The proposed veterans homes 
would work in colijunction with 
eetablished VAMC't in a nurs­
ing home capacity caring fm* 
e l^ rly  veterans in the same 
manner.

The legislation signed by Gov. 
Bush would provide (Undlng for 
two homes this biennium and 
one home in each of the next 
two bienniums.

Veterans homes would save 
the state a considerable amount 
of money.

Also, a veterans home in 
Howard County would mean a 
150-bed facility on about 25 
acres. The specification location 
la a site on the south side of the 
Big Spring State Hospital off of 
U.S. Hwy 87.

The proposed homes would 65 
percent ftinded by the federal 
government, l e a v ^  state and 
local entities to fUnd the 
remaining 36 percent.

For Howard County this 
would mean a. state aiui local 
contribution of 83.6 million to 
$4 million because the projected 
cost o f each project is about $11 
million.

Thompson and other lawmak­
ers have been tight-lipped about 
the contents o f the FBI report. 
But U.S. News A World Report 
says in this weMt’s issue that 
most of the 12 million China 
budgeted to Increase its influ­
ence in IT.S. politics went to 
legal activities such as lobbying 
and trips to Beijing for 
American lawmakers.

The magaxlne said the Chinese 
plan added only |200,000 to exist­
ing activities in America, and 
less than half of that went to 
laundered campaign donations.

Victims fault system for not stopjping stock swindler
DALLAS (AP) — Investors 

who lost money to convicted 
stock swindler Ronald A. Cohen 
say the system flailed to stop 
him from ' carrying out his 
schemes even while he was on 
parole.

Cohen, 51, was sentenced to 
federal prison two years ago, 
marking the fourth time in 17 
years that authorities obtained 
a guilty plea from him.

“ This has made me lose faith 
in the system entirely,”  said 
Rita Rogers, a Dallas investor.

Cohen’s schemes have 
spawned scores of civil lawsuits 
aimed at recouping some of the 
$28 miUion poured into his 
fraudulent ventures. Over the 
past two decades, at least 10 reg­
ulatory and law enforcement 
agencies have investigated or 
supervised him.

Stephen Webster, a Securities 
and Exchange Commission 
attorney who sued Cohen in 
1993 and prosecuted him on 
state thefl charges in 1984, said; 
“ He was barred from trading, 
on parole, what more ... would 
there be to deter him?”

Cohen, serving a 55-month 
sentence at a federal prison 
camp in Texarkana for mail 
fraud, declined the newspaper’s 
requests for an interview.

His reputation for turning 
huge short-term profits was 
widespread. But authorities say 
his stock ventures became 
Ponzi schemes — pyramid-style 
ventures in which early 
investors are paid phony profits 
with money from new clients.

Caught trading on customers’ 
accounts without their knowl­
edge. Cohen was banned from 
fradfng in 1^6 by fh'  ̂NIW6haI 
'Association "  of ' SecliHfKs 
Dealers.

In the early 1980s, he char­
tered a company that became 
the vehicle for what wqp Igter 
described as the largest stock 
fraud in Dallas history. Over

three years, hundreds Invested 
at least $20 million with him in 
a Ponzi-style scheme.

By fall 1984, federal and state 
agencies had charged him with 
money laundering, theft and 
securities violations. Cohen 
pleaded guilty to all counts.

The state sentenced him to 15 
years in prison. In federal 
court, he got an 11-yeai* sen­
tence for two counts o f money 
laundering. He was paroled by 
the state in 1987 but remained 
in federal custody 'until 
November 1988.

Court records show that 
Cohen, still under state and fed­
eral parole, went back to selling 
investment advice,

prison after his parole was 
revoked for laundOHng $16,000 
for a convicted drug dealer.

Within 10 days, he seized 
Cohen’s office records and shut 
down his investment business.

But according to an affidavit, 
the SEC’s Fort Worth staff had 
known for six months that 
Cohen, although banned 'as a 
broker-dealer, was pur<;hasing 
"millions of dollars in stock” 
with large sums of money 
raised from Dallas investors.

'The affidavit shows the SEC 
also knew that “ large sums" of 
investor money were being 
transferred to Cohen from the 
investor trust account.

SEC officials said their mis­
sion was to assist in the crimi­
nal prosecution of Cohen. 
Stepping in beforehand, they 
said, would amount to seizing 
assets without evidence.

"He had been looking for 
two years and he said he never 
needed to look at another house 
again after he saw it. This was 
it.”

But the 6,200-square-foot 
home, with all of its memories 
for Simpson, was to be offered 
i foreclosure auction today.

The verdict will likely leave 
him a debtor forever.

The home is encumbered by 
numerous liens, and Simpson 
borrowed on it to help pay mil­
lions in legal'bills. He hadn’t 
made a mortgage payment in 
monflis.

“The house is history,” he 
said.' “ I’ve accepted that I’ve 
already lost it. Part of me will 
miss it." ■*:(

It was 1977 when Simpson 
arrived at the home with his 
first wife. Marguerite.

"She bras a painter and the 
guest house had a north light. It 
was perfect for her studio,”
Young recalled.

The guest house would later 
beebme'notorious as the resi­
dence of Simpson’s boarder,
Kato Kaelln, whose testimony 
at trial implied Simpson was 
not home at the time of the 1994 
slaying*.

Tragedy struck Simpson’s 
family early at the home when

his small daughter drowned in 
the swimming pool. Alter liis 
divorce from Margnei itt', 
Simpson brought his seconit 
bride, Nicole Hrown, to the 
estate. She redecorated it in eh 
gant style and when his foothal!

movie career, a screening room

Take part in budget 
process o r  butt out

School trustees have a challenging, though 
often thankless, job. They spend long hours 
determining local education policy, hear 
countless complaints from parents and handle 
a myriad of other details throughout a typical school 

year.
As an added bonus, they do all this free of charge. 
But of all the unpleasant tasks they must perform, 

trustees must look forward to this time of year with a 
special kind of dread.

That's right — it is budget time again.
For the next several weeks, area school trustees will 

spend a great deal of their time huddled together, 
crunching numbers to build a financial package to see 
their district through the next fiscal year.

This process will determine what your child will 
learn this year, who will teach him and how many 
supplies and instructional material will be at his dis­
posal. And, not incidentally, it will decide how much 
you the taxpayer must pay over the next year to see 
all this come to fruition.

It seems that the two ugliest words in the English 
language, at least to West Texans, are "tax increase,” 
yet trustees must wrestle with that very real possibil­
ity every summer.

Dwindling property valuations have forced almost 
every school district in West Texas to drastically raise 
tax rates in the last decade, and while that trend has 
slowed, it has not disappeared.

Taxpayer concern is not only warranted in this situ­
ation, but should be actively encouraged. And it is 
Incumbent upon concerned citizens to make surc.th^lic 
worries and interests are heard, especially at budget, 
time.

Building a budget, especially for an entity as large as 
a school district, can be mind-numbing work at times, 
but there is no question that one of the most impor­
tant tasks accomplished by school boards this year.

Over the next few weeks, each school district will 
conduct a series of budget workshops to formulate its 
1996-97 budget. And these meetings are open to the 
public.

Obviously, a night spent crunching numbers does 
not sound too appealing, but it is the only way you can 
assure yourself of being heard.

Thus we wind up with a 
teacher’s complaint in Tucson 
that “Our society has grown 
today to where each person does 
what’s right in their own eyes." 
We have "a Florida law that 
does not allow someone to be put 
in prison because they cannot 
pay a debt.”  An outstanding stu­
dent in New York "has consis­
tently shown that he is someone 
who takes pride in their achieve­
ment." Bob Dole didn’t begrudge 
anybody their surprise. A 
California legislator believes 
that a person has the right to 
decide if they want to wear a 
helmet.

For many centuries the lack of 
a neutral referent pronoun • 
caused no particular uproar. 
Women were not so feisty In 
those days. Over the years the 
custom took root of using only 
masculine referents. Everyone 
had HIS duty; the humblest 
peasant was master of HIS 
dwelling; every child was 
responsible for HIS lunchbox.

'liiis was the venerable prac­
tice, but some writers began to 
feel guilty. We’re chauvinist 
pigs! It was a problem begging to 
be solved. The editors of 
Merriam-Webster suggest that 
the Plural Solution came first.

Instead of asking If each child 
had HIS book, aenaltive writers 
asked if all the children had 
'THEIR books. "Chaucer used 
this dodge," the editors note.

Early in the 18th century, the 
His or Her Solution gained 
adherents. Then came the 
Vlngulean Solution: Every per­
son should exercise his/her right 
to vote her/his conscience as 
he/she pleases.

In our own time a number of 
writere, fearflil of offending 
their feminist constituency, have 
opted for the Distaff Solution, 
liiey employ feminine referents 
only. Harvanl Professor 
Laurence Tribe says "an inter- 

Spreter’s task Is to do the best 
SHE can." On the Supreme 
Court, Justice John Paul St«*vens 
uses “ she" and “her” whenever 
the mood strikes him. J«stlce 
William Brennan used the 
Distaff Solution when he wanted 
to tease the chief justice.

Parenting magazine tends to 
the Alternating Solution. In one 
paragraph of aid vice, an editor 
urges parents to "take your baby 
outdoors... Hold HER close to a 
newly opened bloom and watch 
HER astonished pleasure ..." The 
next paragraph Is for boy babies: 
“Warm a dime-sized squirt of 
baby oil by rubbing it between 
your palms, then massage it gen­
tly into HIS skin, starting with 
HIS feet."

Inventive linguists have pro­

posed radical reform. Under the 
heading of "epicene pronouns,” 
Webster’s Dictionary o f Entfish 
Usage lists such proposed aber­
rations as hlser, tay, ter, tem, 
and even che, chim and chis.
None of these nominations tver 
has emerged flrom committee.

What about all this? My 
thought Is that writers have two 
obligations: We ought to try 
never unintentionally to offend, 
and we ought to try never to 
write clumiy copy.
