Considerable areas of the old
paint may be peeling, badly blis-
tered or cracked. In such a case,
it is possible that all the old paint
eventually will deteriorate. There- |
fore, it should all be removed, for
applying new paint will not bind
the old paint to the surface, and |
time and labor will be wasted.

Paint failures, including peeling, |
may result “from many causes, such
as inferior quality of paint used;
too long intervals hetween paintings; '
use of wrong paint on p‘ruculu‘
surface to be covered and otfiers.

Peeling usually is the result of
paint being applied to damp or
wet wood, since moisture prevents
paint from properly bonding with,
or griping, the surface. Molsture
may enter walls through roof leaks;
poorly joined corner, windows and
doors; or cracks in the siding.

Peeled paint should be scraped |
from the surface before & new |
coat is applied, or it will continue |
to peel, and the new paint will
peel off with It, eaution Coloriser
| paint authorities

There are several methods for
complete paint removal It ean be
done with a blowtorch (especially
If the old coat of peeling paint s
thick) or with one of the new elec-
trie paint-removing tools. The heatl
quickly softena the paint so that it
can be removed with a wide putty
knife or soraping knife. The blow-
torch ia held In one hand and the
scraping knife in the other. The
flame passing over the surface
causes the paint to bubble and curl,
