
AF gladly accepts ‘Golden Fleece’
Top Air Force officials say 

they are “extremely pleased” to 
earn Sen. William Proxmire’s 
“Golden Fleece Award.” 

Senator Proxmire makes the 
periodic award to highlight 
what he considers wasteful or 
excessive spending of govern­
ment funds.

Announcing his award for 
November, the senator cited 
last-m inute spending o f 
$715,000 at Clark AB, Philip­
pines, for various programs 
designed to improve the quality

of life of Air Force people 
stationed there.

Senator Proxmire cited, in 
particular, purchases o f 
television sets, air conditioners, 
fans, resurfacing of tennis 
courts, acquisition of dorm 
furniture and refurbishing of 
the dining hall.

Air Force leaders say they 
consider receipt of the award 
“recognition that Air Force 
commanders in the field are 
trying to improve living 
conditions for their troops,

despite years of fund short­
ages.”

The senator from Wisconsin 
specifically mentioned what he 
considered a “rush” to use or 
lose unalloted funds on items 
that were not essential.

The Air Force disagreed.
“Years of trying to get along 

without enough money have left 
Air Force facilities  and 
accommodations for its people 
in bad need of repair,” a 
spokesman said.

“ We have to use most

available dollars to keep up our 
training and our aircraft flying. 
Meanwhile the quality of life of 
Air Force members and families 
has declined.

“ In the case at hand, a 
commander used money for 
legally authorized and essential 
improvements to broken and 
rundown base equipment and 
facilities.

“Air conditioners, fans and 
television sets for dormitory 
common rooms, in an extremely

tions will be permitted. Decora­
tions must meet fire department 
standards for use on base and in 
Reese Village.

Base organizations are urged 
to get in the Christmas spirit 
with imaginative non-electrical 
decorations.

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People key to medical care
by Lt. Col. Allen H. Moore Jr.

Hospital Commander

I was not surprised when, upon 
reviewing the Hospital’s Fiscal 
Year-79 statistics, I noted that 
personnel salaries accounted for 76 
percent o f total hospital expenses 
last fiscal year. However this did 
give me pause to reflect on the 
value o f manpower in today’s 
environment.

As a resource it is one o f our most 
costly ; both  to procure and 
maintain. This is occurring in spite 
o f  in creasin g ly  com plex and 
s u p p o s e d ly  m a n h o u r -s a v in g  
equipment.

For example, the health care 
field has grown increasingly 
sophisticated over the past several 
years with a proliferation of 
technical advances in medical 
equipment. Yet in the past two 
decades, nationwide, the ratio o f 
hospital employees to patients has 
increased from an average of 114 
employees to 100 patients in 1960 
to 360 to 100 in 1976. Likewise 
a v e ra g e  e a rn in g s  fo r  n on - 
supervisory health care workers

showed a 78.3 percent increase 
from 1968 to 1976.

Now I’m not trying to impress 
you that hospitals are labor 
intensive areas; this is fairly 
common knowledge. What I am 
stressing is that the value o f any 
personnel resource, expressed int 
dollars and cents, often times 
escapes us at base level with our 
focus on budgeted O & M dollars. 
When a new piece o f equipment is 
procured we establish extensive 
p reven tive  m a in ten an ce  p ro ­
grams, periodic inspections, and 
th orou gh  person n el tra in in g  
programs on proper equipment 
operation. Personnel is not that 
much different. Productivity and 
job assignment are a function of 
management and the personnel 
function. Maintenance of the 
individuals’ physical well-being is 
a function o f the medical service.

Unfortunately in my years as a 
physician, I have treated far too 
many patients with a disease or 
injury which could have been 
a v o id e d  or  th e  c o n d i t i o n  
minimized by proper preventive 
maintenance. In the medical field

th is  is k n ow n  as “ h e a lth  
maintenance.”  In many respects 
the Air Force is far ahead o f our 
civilian counterparts in this area 
by providing periodic physicals, 
im m u n iz a t io n s ,  a n d  o th e r  
programs meant to either prevent 
disease or result in its early 
detection. Yet I am continually 
amazed by the manner in which 
people approach the subject o f 
their personal health. Reluctance 
o f some individuals to get their flu 
shots, work related and sports 
injuries, drunk driving, drug 
abuse, and inadequate diet and 
exercise, are all matters over which 
the individual has direct control. 
Loss o f duty time or separation 
(m a n y  tim es w ith  m e d ica l 
com p en sa tion ) tra n sla tes  to 
unnecessary costs to the Air Force. 
To the individual it can mean 
discomfort, pain, loss o f function, 
or a shortened life-span.

Remember, putting antifreeze in 
your car is an inexpensive 
insurance aga in st a cracked 
engine block. Health maintenance 
is the same for the human body - 
with one important difference! The

engine or automobile can be 
replaced — the human body 
cannot. We don’t stock “ spares” at 
the hospital.

Chapman recalls infamous 
attack on Pearl Harbor

When five-year-old James 
Chapman woke up on the 
morning of Dec. 7, 1941, he 
wondered what all the noise 
was about. At first, he thought 
the gun implacements at the 
Army fort were having another 
d r ill. Then he n o ticed  
something about the noises that 
the fort’s gun had never done; 
the house was shaking.

“ Yesterday, December 7, 
1941—a date which will live in 
infamy—the United States of 
America was suddenly and 
deliberately attacked by naval 
and air forces of the Empire of 
Japan. ”

James wandered into his 
parents’ bedroom to ask what 
was happening, just as they 
were awakened by the light 
fixture being shaken from the 
ceiling by a nearby bomb. His 
father, James Sr., immediately 
realized what was happening 
and hastily prepared to report 
for work—as commander of the 
headquarters squadron at 
Hickam AFB, Hawaii.

“It will be recorded that the 
distance of Hawaii from Japan 
makes it obvious that the attack

was deliberately planned many 
days or even weeks ago. During 
the intervening time the 
Japanese government has 
deliberately sought to deceive 
the United States by false 
statements and expressions of 
hope for continued peace. ”

Lt. Col. James W. Chapman II

Hurrying his family off to a 
bomb shelter, Capt. James W. 
Chapman rushed to his office 
only to find a clerk refusing to 
issue weapons to the men until 
the proper paperwork was filled 
out. Smashing a chair through 
the glass-fronted gun cabinet, 
Captain Chapman started 
issuing weapons, without the 
necessary paperwork, as the 
bombs continued to fall.

"The attack yesterday on the 
Hawaiian Islands has caused 
severe damage to American 
naval and military forces. Very 
many American lives have been 
lost. In addition, American 
ships have been reported 
torpedoed on the high seas

between San Francisco and 
Honolulu. ”

To a five-year-old boy, the 
Japanese sneak attack on Pearl 
Harbor which forced the U.S. to 
enter WW II was more 
confusing and exciting than 
dangerous. His memories of the 
“day of infamy” are a series of 
unconnected vignettes: a 
soldier firing a rifle with a 
collection of full soft drink 
bottles at his feet, being forced 
to run to a ditch as Japanese 
planes strafed their car, and 
worst of all, having to leave his 
favorite play table in the bomb 
shelter.

“Hostilities exist. There is no 
blinking at the fact that our 
people, our territory, and our 
interests are in grave danger. ”

James II, his mother and 
baby brother, were packed off to 
stay in the hills with a 
philanthropic family that took 
in a number of refugees. They 
were eventually evacuated to 
the mainland, leaving Capt. 
Chapman to participate in the 
opening days of America’s 
entrance into WW II.

“ With confidence in our 
armed f o r c e s  —with the  
unbounded determination of 
our people—we will gain the 
inevitable triumph—so help us 
God.”

James Sr. went on to serve his 
country through the war and 
today, the 38th anniversary of 
the invasion of Pearl Harbor, is 
a retired Air Force colonel living 
in Alexandria, Va. James II is 
a lieutenant colonel now 
serving as assistant deputy 
commander of operations at 
Reese.

(Editor’s note: Eight months 
ago Gen. B.L. Davis grasped the 
reins of the Air Training 
Command. Recently, Bob Reed 
of the ATC Public Affairs office 
talked with the general about 
the current status of the 
command. This is the first 
installment of a three-part 
interview.)

Reed: First, General Davis, 
what broad conclusions have 
you formed about the state of 
the command?

Davis: I can say without 
qualification that it’s in very 
good shape, very healthy.

The technical training 
courses we’ve scrubbed 
down are on track, and our 
instructors — in tech 
training, undergraduate 
pilot and navigator training 
and the rest — are doing a 
superb job.

General Davis

I’m particularly pleased 
with the attitude of our 
instructor pilots. Like many 
of us, they’re having to put 
in long days. And I hate to 
say it — but I don’t believe in 
pulling punches — those 
days aren’t going to get 
shorter for a while. Instead 
of the 1,050 pilots we 
produced this year, next 
year the number will rise to 
1,575, and the year follow­
ing to 1,800, and manning 
problems will persist. But in 
spite of this and other 
problems, our IPs are 
performing in the finest Air 
Force tradition.

Reed: What’s the current 
status of Buck Stop, general?

Davis: It’s working, Bob, 
still not as vyell as it might.

Reed: Why?
Davis: First, for the 

benefit of newcomers to the 
command, let me explain 
that Buck Stop is a program 
designed to lower decision 
making to the low est 
appropriate level. Empha­
sizing lower level leader­
ship is of absolutely prime 
importance today, with 
technology making it so 
much easier to concentrate 
control at the top. But for 
the program to really work, 
it has to become an integral 
part of day-by-day manage­
ment, at every supervisory 
level.

Reed: And that ’s not 
happening?

Davis: To a degree, yes, 
but still not as much as I’d 
like — and I want to expand 
on that a little.

I can understand why 
some find it difficult to 
accept the underlying

philosophy of Buck Stop. It 
runs head-on into a deeply 
ingrained human character­
istic — an autocratic or 
egotistical one, if you will — 
the conviction that “ I’m the 
only one who can make 
proper decisions.’’

That’ s self-d efeatin g , 
poor management, and 
wastes valuable time that a 
good supervisor could be 
spending much more profit­
ably on larger matters. So 
we must give our subordi­
nates the chance to rise or 
fall on decisions they’re 
qualified to make — and I 
must emphasize that this 
opportunity must be given, 
cannot be just arbitrarily 
assumed by the subordinate 
— and nine times out of 10 
they’ll jump at the chance.

Reed: You obviously feel that 
everyone would benefit — ATC, 
the superv isor  and the  
subordinate.

Davis: I do. Buck Stop is a 
sp len d id  m anagem ent 
concept. By freeing them­
selves from briar patches of 
detail, supervisors can 
con cen trate  on th ose  
decisions which are theirs 
alone to make. That freedom 
to devote more time and 
thought to their jobs just has 
to result in better perform­
ance on their part, which, 
incidentally, can certainly 
pay dividends as far as 
future advancement is 
concerned.

Reed: What’s your bottom 
line, general?

Davis: I urge every super- 
sivor, military and civilian, 
at every level, to decide 
what decisions can appro­
priately and feasibly be 
delegated to subordinates, 
inform those involved of the 
responsibility and authority 
they’re being given, and put 
Buck Stop into action. 
That’s the only way it’s 
going to be completely 
successful.

As certain as I am of its 
value, I know full well that I 
alone can’t impose it just by 
fiat from above. It requires 
the wholehearted participa­
tion of everyone at every 
supervisory level in the 
command.

Reed: Do you plan to visit 
some of our units in PACAF? If 
so, when?

Davis: Yes, and just as 
soon as possible.

Reed: General, you earlier 
discussed problems in recruit­
ing. How are things working 
out?

Davis: Pretty well, Bob. 
Everybody knows from 
news headlines about our 
shortfall of some 1,400 this 
year in nonprior service 
enlistees, the first time 
that’s ever happened. But in 
all honesty, I don’t consider 
that to be too serious. What 
bothers me more is our 
difficulty in recruiting 
engineers, along with the 
continuing one of attracting 
medical and health person­
nel. The reason’s the same 
in both cases: We’re just not 
competitive with the private 
sector. For example, an Air

Force second lieutenant 
starts at about $12,000 a 
year, while his fellow  
graduating engineer who 
decides to go into the 
civilian market is offered 
around $18,000 to start.

Reed: What’s the answer?

Davis: The primary one in 
both cases is to grant more 
scholarships to college 
students. We’re doing it in 
the medical area — have 
some 1,500 scholarships 
working right now. And 
th ere ’ s a proposal in 
Congress to pay a bonus to 
other medical students who 
enter the military when 
they graduate. I might add 
that we are doing a little 
better w ith  en gin eer  
recruitment, but I’d still 
guess that we’re a couple of 
years away from completely 
fulfilling our needs.

Reed: Is the shortage of 
medical personnel affecting the 
troops?

Davis: No, not directly, 
because as a group we don’t 
require too much medical 
care — we’re too healthy. 
But it is affecting our 
dependents and retired 
people.

For instance, some of our 
hospital’s can’t provide OB 
service , so expectant 
mothers have to select a 
civilian doctor and work 
through CHAMPUS. That 
isn’t always satisfactory, 
because payments author­
ized by CHAMPUS some­
times are based on medical 
fees that are 12 to 18 months 
old. And with rapidly 
accelerating doctors’ fees 
many of the doctors will not 
accept CHAMPUS assign­
ment and require these 
mothers-to-be to pay the 
difference in charges — up 
front.

That hurts. I can assure 
you senior Air Force  
officials are fully aware of 
this unfortunate situation, 
and are working as hard as 
they can to correct it.
