Officially, with the dedication of 
a historical marker to the man 
for whom Coke County was nam­
ed, local officials, civic leaders, 
and those who were here at the 
founding, opened a Diamond Jubi­
lee observance expected to por­
tray throughout some six months 
of 1964 the heritage of the coun­
ty, its communities, and its peo­
ple.

The first program was introdu­
ced by County Judge W. W. Thet- 
ford at a noon luncheon Thurs­
day sponsored by the Board of 
Community Development, at the 
Recreation Building, at the Rob­
ert Lee County park.

Guests of honor included Col. 
B. R. Coke, a cousin of the re­
nowned Governor Coke, with Mrs. 
Coke, and with Mr. and Mrs. J. 
E. Salter, as well as Elton Mims, 
historian, and a number of Coke 
Countians who were here at the 
time the county came into actual 
being April 23, 1889.

Mrs. Salter, mother o f  Rev. 
Dempsey Salter, pastor of the 
Robert Lee Methodist Church, is 
a sister o f Col. Coke, a retired 
lieutenant colonel of the Air 
Force, veteran of World War I 
and II.

Mayor Robert Vaughan spoke 
briefly and presided in the intro­
duction of guests. A total of 71 
people attended the luncheon.

Mr s .  Bryan Yarbrough, in 
charge of general arrangements 
for the day, spoke in tribute to 
(pioneer mothers, Ulmer Bird

greeted pioneer fathers, Frank C. 
Dickey paid tribute to outstanding 
cowboys of the county’s past 
while Elton Mims gave a brief his­
torical sketch.

A quartet composed of Garland 
Davis, Mrs. Yarbrough, M r s .  
Frank Coalson, and Bill Williams 
sang ’ The Old Spinning Wheel in 
the Parlor” , and other songs of 
by-gone years.

Gerald Allen was master of ce­
remonies in the afternoon pro­
gram, dedicating the Coke mark­
er.

U C R A  Engineers Ready for Permit To Study Sites
The story of an application for 

permit to study dam sites on the 
Colorado, published last Friday 
in the San Angelo Standard 
Times, concerns the study men­
tioned in the Observer of April 16.

There are two agencies involv­
ed in the impounding of any wa­
ter on the Colorado River in this 
area. One is the Upper Colorado 
River Authority, with Gerald Al­
len of Robert Lee chairman of the

Board of Directors. The other is 
the Colorado River Municipal Wa­
ter District, with offices in Big 
Spring, referred to as CRMWD. 
That district has done the core 
drilling just west of Robert Lee. 
and have indicated they expected 
to reach a decision between thLs 
site and the Mitchell County site 
some time in June.

By the time they have reached 
this decision and the UCRA have

completed their study, the two 
are expected to have some kind 
of joint meeting.

The UCRA directors have in­
dicated that they are willing ei­
ther to build a dam and sell wa­
ter to the CRMWD. or else let 
the District build the dam and 
UCRA buy water that may be 
needed here and at San Angelo 
and other towns with which they 
have water contracts.

Forrest and Cotton, Inc., of Dal­
las. consulting engineers, who 
worked with San Angelo in the 
studies for Three Rivers Dam. 
filed a presentation for UCRA be­
fore the Texas Water Commission, 
asking for permission to make 
this study.

The Robert Lee dam would cost 
an estimated $28.3 million and 
would impound 356.000 acre feet 
of water, with 310,000 of these for 
water supply and 46,000 for sedi­

mentation.
The studies are along lines of a 

master plan drawn up by the ULA. 
Study Commission several years 
ago outlining projects to meet wa­
ter needs of the area, up to the 
year 2,000.

A part of this tentative plan in­
cludes wnat is called the Stacy 
Dam. However, it would be most 
likely the UCRA is more interest­
ed in water impounding within Ms 
own area.

We grow as we serve. Remembrance and appreciation have a 
very important place in our future. For out of that comes the feel­
ing and the thought that what we do is worth while and will be when 
our future becomes someone's past.

Along with this comes a good will and an appreciation that moves 
us on. not as those who plod beneath a heavy load dreading the 
tomorrow, but those who go with shining eyes and quickened step 
and hearts inspired to meet the sunrise of a new day across our 
mountains.
