Grain feeding would be much 
heavier for higher producers, the 
Illinois da^ry expert adds. The cow 
capable of 64 pounds of milk a 
day’ would get up to 16 pounds of 
«*-ain doily during the dry period. 
The 21 pounds a day is for still 
heavier milkers.

The average cow can be expect­
ed to produce about 20 percent 
more when she is 3 years old than 
when she is 2. A leading British 
researcher got 41 percent more by 
steaming up.

Another found that 250 pounds 
o f grain fed during the dry per­
iod produced 840 pounds of extra 
milk the first 4 months of the 
next lactation. I f  you can get $i 
a hundred for your milk, that 
much extra would be worth $33.- 
60 to you, a big price for 250 
pounds o f dairy grain, Har.-hbar- 
ger explains.

He believes that many cows in 
this country "fa il to get rest per­
iod- that are long enough.”  And 
they don’t get enojgh feed to 
make them produce at top capa­
city in the following lactation.

“ We’ re inclined to cheat a dry 
cow,” he said. “ Too often we think 
the rest period is a time to save 
grain. The English research 
seems to indicate that our .think­
ing is wrong. Their experiments 
-uggest that the best way to get 
top production and save dairy- 
grain is to feed the cow plenty.

Veterinarians have reported 
good succe s in combatting the 
condition if treatment is 
early.
