
It's depressing and em bar­
rassing to hear of incidents like 
th is country’s denial of help 
last week to a L ithuanian na­
tive who had escaped from a 
Soviet ship to an American 
ship. He said he was seeking 
asylum  in this country, but 
we, knowing very well w hat 
fate can be expected for him, 
gave him back to his slave 
m asters.

As the story came out in 
M onday’s reports, an Am eri­
can Coast Guard vessel and a 
Soviet ship were side by side 
as the personnel had some sort 
of discussion. Suddenly the 
L ithuanian sailor leaped to the 
Am erican ship and asked for 
political sanctuary.

Then came about eight hours 
of delay while the Coast Guard 
consulted with the State De­
partm ent. Finally permission 
was granted to a num ber of 
Soviet sailors to come and get 
their man. The escapee resis­
ted, was beaten into uncon­
sciousness and carried back to 
his ship.

Here is another story to
m ake Americans asham ed of 
th e ir country. As all the world 
knows, the man condemned 
him self before the Soviets by 
his attem pt to get away. That 
has been the fate of thousands 
w ho failed to escape. All of 
th e  Coast Guard and State De­
partm ent personnel who kicked 
the subject around for the next 
several hours knew that the 
escapee’s chance of survival 
w as very slim if he was sent 
hack. They must have known 
also tha t the torture awaiting 
th e  man if he survives is prob­
ably worse than death.

Under that condition the be­
trayal is shameful to a sick­
ening degree. For the finest 
compliment the m an could 
have given our country he was 
Tewarded w ith a decision that 
w as equivalent to a death 
sentence.

It is said that the State De­
partm en t wants to avoid in­
volvem ent in escapes. It does 
not wish to jeopardize our 
fragile  relationship w ith the 
Krem lin. But how can it be so 
callous as to condemn a man 
w ho asked only to be alive 
and free? And, even overlook­
ing that gruesome fact, what 
m akes the State Departm ent 
th ink  tha t our prestige is en­
hanced by this cringing a tti­
tude?

Furtherm ore, where does it 
get the idea that U.S. should 
m ake any kind of concession to 
im prove relations with Russia? 
W e sustained the country in 
w ar and starvation. We over­
looked the treachery and in­
trigue w ith which it responded 
to  our help. In recent years we 
endured colossal insult, like 
the  capture of the Pueblo and 
its  crew on the open sea.

How does that case strike 
you as a contrast w ith this? 
Pueblo personnel were taken 
against their will and our 
country was hum iliated as the 
entire crew was held for 
m onths by the communists. 
A pparently forgetting red be­
havior in th a t incident, our 
S tate Departm ent meekly sub­
m itted to red demands for re­
tu rn  of a m an who left them 
of his own choice and at the 
risk of his life. W ithout doubt, 
the  episode makes another 
shabby page in our history.

This helps us recall a cam ­
paign promise made by Candi­
date Nixon back in 1968. He 
promised that, if elected, he 
would clean up the State De­
partm ent. Well, w hat’s he w ait­
ing for? He has never had bet­
te r  incentive than right now. 
This is only the latest of a long 
list of boners and concessions 
which have embarrassed and 
exasperated our country in re­
cent years.

We’re thinking about the 
fiasco in Vietnam in which our 
m ilitary effort was nullified 
by State Departm ent restraints.

We’re thinking of sanctions 
against Rhodesia contrary to 
our own principles and trad i­
tion and our economic interest. 
We’re thinking of recent ef­
forts at pacifying Red China 
and increased coolness to Na­
tionalist China, one of the few 
powers on our side in the 
global struggle.

There's a saying in politics 
tha t any adm inistration is 
spinning its wheels when it 
tries to change the policies of 
a federal departm ent. Regard­
less o* the orders issued by 
new departm ent heads, the 
men who do the detail work 
continue to do as they please. 
They are civil service em ­
ployees, immune to dismissal, 
and a^le to run the show as 
they please regardless of top 
orders — or without bothering 
to ask for orders. The situation 
is absurd. I t’s possible conse­
quence is frightening.

This column does not go 
along with those silly notions

SH Students Fight 
Pollution; Project 
Boosts Class Fund

Sacred Heart High students 
have become involved in help­
ing fight pollution and at the 
same time boosting their class 
funds through their projects.

This year the four classes of 
SHH participate in a clean-up 
program.

The seniors began last May 
in what they term  saving 
trees by collecting waste paper. 
For each ton of this scrap they 
save 17 trees which would 
otherwise be cut down for 
pulp. In addition, they receive 
$15 a ton for their work when 
they sell the scrap paper.

Aluminum cans are in the 
drive headed by the junior 
class. For a ton of cans the 
class gains $200. That, in addi­
tion to keeping the streets and 
highways more sightly and 
free of clutter.

Sophomores find open Satur­
days and pick up trash for 
anyone who asks. They re ­
ceive a price for each load.

The freshman class also 
works to keep Main Street 
clean. Every Saturday, rain or 
shine, they start a t 7 a.m. 
em ptying four of the city’s 
m ajor trash barrels and clean­
ing litter off the street from a 
block north of Sacred Heart 
Church to Highway 82.

Plans are to expand the 
clean-up territory and to pick 
up trash and to empty barrels 
of local residents for a small 
weekly fee. For this service 
the freshmen will accept phone 
calls at the M. A. Becker res­
idence, 759-2552, and the Julian 
W alterscheid residence, 759- 
4246. Calls during the week, 
ra ther than on Saturday m orn­
ing, are asked, so the students 
can map their route.

Proposal for 
Tax Slavery

A sweeping program to es­
tablish national health insur­
ance on a compulsory basis 
has been introduced in Con­
gress. The nation is set for the 
last long plunge into the 
depths of a welfare state. It is 
up to the citizens of the United 
States, as taxpayers and vot­
ers, not to succumb to the sug­
arcoating on the b itter pill of

statism  that proponents of na­
tional health insurance hope 
the people will now swallow.

Advocates of the national 
health insurance proposal es­
timated, upon introduction of 
the measure, that it would cost 
Americans $40 billion a year. 
Only the most gullible will find 
it possible to accept the cost 
figures of those who sponsor 
the proposal. In the past, esti­
mates have been woefully 
short. A tone of reality has en-

tered the national health  in­
surance debate with the sharp 
rejection of the plan by Mr. 
John G. Veneman, under sec­
retary  of Health, Education, 
and Welfare. On the question 
of costs, Mr. Veneman com­
ments, “Actuarial estimates 
from the Social Security Ad­
m inistration indicate that the 
total expenditures under this 
bill in the year 1974, which 
would be the first full year of 
its operation, would come to 
$77 billion. . . . This is equal 
to about half the to tal pres­
ent general revenues of the 
federal governm ent and would 
be equivalent to a federal 
health tax of over $1,000 per 
year for every household.”

Mr. Veneman fu rther com­
mented, “There are those who 
insist that the present system 
is sound and should be left 
alone. Others demand that we 
throw out the baby with the 
bath w ater and replace our 
pluralistic health enterprise 
with some* monolithic scheme 
in which the federal govern­
ment controls everything. . .
Mr. Veneman thinks both ex­
trem es are wrong. He believes, 
“the role of the federal govern­
m ent in part is properly to do 
what the private sector cannot 
do. . . .” This is the heart of 
the expanded health care plan 
that has been recommended 
by the American Medical As­
sociation and is known as 
Medicredit.

National health insurance 
can be far more than  a mere 
health plan. It can be a de­
vice for altering the economic 
and political system of the 
United States and, as the cost 
of the current proposals indi­
cate, could threaten  virtually 
every American family with a 
form of tax bondage that 
amounts to slavery.

Effective January  1, Social 
Security “will be sweetened 
again” — probably by about 
seven and one half percent. 
It is said that minimum pen­
sions may be raised to as high 
as $100 a month; all of which 
sounds fine. On the debit side 
of the ledger, however, the in­
crease will mean something 
like this. The average employee 
earning $9,000 will pay $468 a 
year in Social Security tax in 
1971, compared with $374 now. 
By 1980, his contribution will 
go up to $585. A person earn­
ing $12,000 a year as an em­
ployee will be taxed $624 next 
year in the name of Social 
Security, and $780 in 1980.

The question that remains 
unanswered is how far we can 
abandon the principle of self- 
reliance and still expect to 
retain the privilege of self- 
government and the liberties 
granted under it. Admittedly, 
this is an old and shopworn 
question. But, it remains, 
nonetheless, more pertinent to­
day than ever before.

Free Way Is Best
Anybody who m ight ever 

be brain-washed into doubt­
ing superiority of the Am eri­
can way over the Communist 
way, ponder this, from Na­
tion’s Agriculture:

“Over five times as many 
farm  workers cultivated 70% 
more land in Russia in 1967, 
compared to U. S., and got 
lower yields for 13 out of 16 
major crops.

“M o r e  mechanization, a 
greater use of fertilizer, more 
up-to-date cultural practices 
and the incentives associated 
with private enterprise pro­
duction were the big reasons 
for U. S. superiority.”

The free way of life just na­
turally is better than  vassal- 
age to the state; more pro­
ductive, too.

According to the latest com­
parison chart of the United 
States and Soviet economies, 
the National Federation of In­
dependent Business finds that 
in 1967, Russia lagged far be­
hind the U. S. in a num ber of 
im portant categories. In 1967, 
the U. S. had one dwelling unit 
for each 3.75 people, and Rus­
sia had one unit for each 13.82 
people. The U. S. had 285 m il­
lion radio receivers compared 
w ith only 81 million in Russia 
and 78 million TV sets com­
pared with 23 million in Rus­
sia.

Russia runs a very poor sec­
ond to the U. S. when it comes 
to producing the luxuries and 
necessities of life, yet there is 
no talk  of overthrowing the 
establishm ent in Russia. Ap­
parently, there is more tru th  
than fiction in the belief that 
a spoiled child is the hardest 
to satisfy. It appears the U. S. 
is the home of a lot of spoiled 
children — and adults.

Changes Urged 
In State Welfare

A raise in welfare benefits, 
rem oval of the constitutional 
ceiling on payments, reorgani­
zation of the Departm ent of 
Public W elfare and a new ap- 
roach to problems of needy 
families with dependent chil­
dren were recommended by 
the "blue-ribbon Senate Wel­
fare Study Committee.

Committee said the state must 
aim at development of chil­
dren ra ther than simply m ain­
taining them on aid rolls to 
break the poverty cycle.

These additional recommen­
dations were included in the 
85-page report:

A constitutional amendm ent 
to perm it garnishm ent of wages 
for court-ordered child sup­
port.

A vendor drug program to 
supply medicines to Medicaid 
outpatients.

Renaming the W elfare De­
partm ent the Departm ent of 
Human Resources and reo r­
ganizing it with a head named 
by the Governor and confirmed 
by the Senate.

C o m p l e t e  overhaul or 
stream lining of departm ent 
adm inistration with increased 
use of computer methods.

Committee Chairman W illi­
am P. Hobby Jr. said that the 
Legislature next January will 
have to pass an emergency ap­
propriation of more than $40 
million just to carry the w el­
fare program at present levels 
to the  end of the biennium.

"Don't Tread 
On Me"

From the beginning of the 
United States, and long after, 
the security of the nation and 
of the individual depended up­
on rifles and handguns that 
held predators, both hum an 
and animal, at bay. Every 
schoolchild knows, or should 
know, the part that the skill 
of American riflemen have 
played in our history from the 
battle  of Bunker Hill to  the 
jungles of Viet Nam.

The extent to which a na­
tion may have to depend upon 
citizen possession of firearms 
can be seen in Israel. Mr. Jac 
Weller, honorary curator of 
the West Point Museum, and 
author of several books on 
m ilitary history, has w ritten 
of the curreJit travails of Is­
rael, which he calls “A Na­
tion Of Armed Citizens.” He 
says. . . i t’s difficult in Is­
rael today to distinguish be­
tween the m ilitary apparatus 
and the civilians-in-arms.” In 
some areas of Israel, every in­
dividual m ust carry his per­
sonal weapon with him at all 
times. Almost every single 
man and many of the women 
in Israel can fire at least one 
weapon adequately. Mr. Weller 
witnessed a school picnic at 
which teachers carried sub­
machine guns, and the boys 
had rifles close by as they 
munched their lunches.

It is difficult for a U. S. 
citizen to believe that any na­
tion could be reduced to such 
extremities. But, as Mr. Weller 
concludes, although heavily 
outnum bered by hostile Arabs,

. . the Israelis are likely to 
survive because a nation in 
arms is hard to destroy.” Even 
in this nuclear age, the right 
of firearm  ownership by re­
sponsible citizens — and that 
means the great body of Am er­
icans — gives meaning to those 
historic words, “Don’t Tread 
On Me,” im printed on the 
famed rattlesnake flags of the 
American Continental Army of 
1776.

Conference Urges 
Traffic Safety

Legislative measures to get 
more problem drivers, especi­
ally drunks, off Texas high­
ways were urged at the second 
annual Governor’s Traffic 
Safety Conference.

Col. Wilson Speir, D epart­
m ent of Public Safety director, 
said the 12-month minimum 
suspension law for drunk driv­
ing now opens the door to an 
excessive num ber of probated 
sentences.

Where You Stand 
On Income Tax

April 15 is the deadline for 
filing your income tax return. 
If you owe additional taxes, 
waiting until April 15 might 
be good business. Ho\vever, on 
January  1 about 2/3 of the 
taxpayers have a refund com­
ing to them from Internal 
Revenue.

The taxpayer can’t file until 
January  1 and In ternal Rev­
enue can’t send out his refund 
until they get his tax return, 
Form 1040. The taxpayer m ust 
also wait until he receives his 
Form W-2 from his employer.

It is usually good business 
for all taxpayers to gather 
their records and figure their 
income tax as soon as possible 
after January  1. Even if you 
owe money and don’t have the 
money to pay, you need to 
know. If you know on January  
2 that you will owe a lot of 
money on April 15 you can 
come a lot nearer raising the 
extra taxes owed than the fel­
low who waits until 11:59 pm 
on April 15 to figure his tax.
