JUDGE CLARK INDORSED. ) THE LAST OF HOGAN.

Inventor Campbell's Alr ship proves
the death of the Daring Areonmant,

The Balloon Ia Bighted in Mid-Ocean,
but Parts with Its Car and
Balls Away. Hogan
Certeinly Dead.

Provivecr, R. 1, July 18 —A-
bout 7 o'clock Tuesday evuing a
big balloon passed over this city
hesding in a direction that would
have taken it over Vineyard eound
in® hour er two., A greal many
people here believed that the bal.
loon was the missing Campbell air
ship, as no assensions are known
to have been made hereabouts.

New York, July 18.—Pilot Phe
lan the pilot bore Caprice reports
that July 16, in latitude 39. degrees
3C, loogitude 7, degrees 40, he
sighted from the wasthead st n
long distance away a baloon drag
ging its car along the surfuce of
water, He gave chace to it, but
sundown, when about tbree-qnar
ters of a mile from it, it collapsed
and disappeared from sight

There seemed to be no longer
any reason to doubt but that Ho
gun is dead. Pilot Phelan was seen
at the oftice of the pilov commine
sioners, this afternoon. He eaid:

“At 05:30 o'clock on the afler-
noon of Tueeday last, when we
were about wne bundred sand fifty
miler sontheast of Sandy Hook,
running before a stiff twent-five-
mile northwest breeze, the lookout
aloft sighted two schoonsre and o
peculiar looking ohject lying near
them on the sarface of the ocean.
One of the two schoours was to the
leeward of the object, which the
lookout took to be a square-rigger,
and was bearing northward. The
second schooner was bearing eas!
by southeast, We made up to the
object, and abot 6:30 made her out
to be a balloon about fiifly to sixty
feet in diameter. She wse in ongi-
tude 71.30, latitude 39.56. As 1
was getting derk and we knew
that probably some one was in
danger in the balloon, we crowded
on extra sail and fairly flew over
the water toward it. At about 7
o'clock, ona honr and & ball after
we had first sigted the balloon,
when we were about one hundred
yards from it, the balioon parted
from rome heavy object in the wa-
ter which it bhad been dragging
along, and flew up into the air
When several hundred feet above
the rurface it was cought in a
north-northwest wind and went
before il east~southeast at the rate
of abont twenty-five miles an hour.
When we first sighted the belloon
and drew close enough to make
ber out, she was eggsbspe and
tuggivg at what mus® have been a
car, About fifteen ropss held her
to the car which was buried ssveral
feet under the water, The balloon
wasg assumiog all kinds of shapes,
inflating and collapring, and at
last it calapeed at the end and as
suming the shape of a pumpkin,
arose in the air. There was noth-
iog hangiog to the ropes of the
balluon. If Professor Hogan was in
the balloon when we came upen
ber then he was drowoed, Assist-
ance could not bave been rendered
to bim by the schooner I speke of
as being to the lawurd snd bound
northward, It is not at all improb-
able that the schooner bound east,
sotitheust may bave someihing to
say when she arrives at ber des-
tination. We cruised over the spot
in whiob the baloon and it car part.
ed. There were no sigus of life and
tbere were no flostiug objects.
KEverything was as quiet and as

Hler Resources, Advantages, Prog-

gress aud Future Prospects,

HASKELL county 18 situated in
the southern part of the panhandle
on the line of the one-hundredth
Meridian weet from Greenwiob, It
is 1000 feet above the sea, and hae
mild winters and summers. It is
30 miles squsareand contains 576,
000 acres of land. It was created
in 1858 from & part of Fannin and
Milam counties, and named in
honor of Charles Hoskell, a young
Tennesseean, who fell at the mas-
gacre at Goliad in 1836,

It remained unsettled until 1874
when there was one or two ranches
established. Other ranchmen fol. |
lowed and in 1880 the county
could boast of 15 or 20 1nbabitants.

There was no further development .

until early in 15854, when the town
of Haskell was laid off and by do-
nating lots a few settlers were in-
duced to build residences, and in
January 18583 the county organized
with a polled vote of 57 electors.

Up to 1854 the soil had never
been turned by a plow, and the
people depended upon raisiog cat-
tle, sheep and horses as the natural
grasees furnished food both winter
and summer for immense herds.
The poorer people made money by
gathering many thousand tope of
Buffalo boues and shipping them
east to be made into fertilizers for
use in the old states.

Experiments were made in 1885
with garden products, corn, oats,
wheat, rye, barley and cotton and
the yield was bountifal,

In 1386 and 1537 the entire west,
from Dakota to Mexico suffered
from seasons of unprecedented dry-
nese, but the faith of the few
farmers of Haskell conoty, kept
greer and in the fall of 1887 farm-
ing begun in dead earnest, and the
crop of 1885 far surpassed all an-
ticipation, eorn miade 25 bushels
per acre; oate made from 60 tv 100,
wheat from 15 to 25, rye 20, and
cotton, one-third to one-half bale
per acre, and sorghum, hay ond
millet was so bountiful it was
hardly considered as a part of the
general crop and there was no de-
mand for it in the local market,
The acreage in lerms have been in.
crensed to at least 10,000 ncres,

TOPOGRAVHY.

The county is an naodulated plaic
with occasional creeks and branch-
es, It is bounded on the north by
that picturesque stream the Salt
Fork of the Brazoa, and on the
west by Double-Mou=teia Fork,

There are & few washes and
gulches along the creeks and rivers,
but with river breaks, rocks and
poor land combined, their area in
Haskell county would not average
over 10,000 acres that would not be
