Ten inches of snow fell in

Hereford, according to the official
observation at KPAN. While most of
the Panhandle-Plains had plenty of

snow Tuesday, no one around here
had as much as Hereford ..

Even after the snow stopped
falling around noon, the winds of 30
mph and better whipped dte snow into
a blinding mass of white across
highways. Officials never closed U.S.
Highway 385 or U.S. Highway 60
going southwest from Hereford. but

wreckers, Department of Public
Safety troopers Deaf Smidt County
sheriff's deputies. and Hereford
firefighters stayed busy from
daybreak Tuesday through last night
and into dtis moming helping
hundreds of stranded motorists.
MOlorists faced drifts up to 10 feet
high in the Ford area, about 20 miles

north of Hereford on U.S. 38S.
U.S. Highway 60 from Hereford

up to Canyon and into Amarillo was
closed. blocked about du-ee miles east
of Hereford: Stale Department of
Transpon&lion officials ordered the
road closed here because they arcn't
able 10 gel U.S. 60 and Interstate 27
open because of dozens of stranded
vehicles that are preventing snow
plows from clearing the highways.

Members of the Texas National
Guard were called thls morning to
assist with helping find' stranded
motorists, move stuek vehicles from
roadways, and help to clew- roads.
They were expected to concentrate
their efforts along Interstates 27 and
40 today, then continue their work
along other U.S. highways once the
interstates are clear.

BEAUMONT (AP) - Southwestern
Bell Telephone Co. officials say they
are disappointed with a judge's order
allowing a lawsuit brought against the
company by the city of Port Arthur
to proceed as a class action.

Beaumont state district judge Jack
R. King issued the order Tuesday.

Pon Anhur sued Southwestern
Bell in .March, claiming the company
for years has been underpaying ina
franchise fee agreement wi.lhthecit)'.
The possible underpayments could
total millions of dollars, the cit)' said.
