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Jimmy Parker Named Finalist =

For Superintendent Position

Tahoka High School Principal
Jimmy Parker was announced as the
sole finalist for the position of super-
intendent at Tahoka Independent
School District, during a board of
trustees meeting held at noon Tues-
day. Trustees made the announce-
ment following their official accep-
tance of Supt. David Hutton’s resig-
nation, effective June 30.

Board President Greg Henley
noted that the finalist announcement
must be posted for 21 days before
board action may be taken, and the
board set a special meeting for vot-
ing on the superintendent position for
May 25.

Supt. Hutton informed trustees
that he was signing a contract for a
superintendent position with
Muleshoe 1.S.D. that .afternoon
(Tuesday). Hutton will continue to
serve as superintendent for Tahoka,
however, until June 30.

Trustees at the meeting regretfully
aucpted Hutton s resignation.

Henley told The News, “The board
regrets the loss of Mr. Hutton to the
district. He has been a good asset and
did great work in improving the aca-
demics here, as well as the facilities.
While we hate to see him go, we up-
derstand that he has based his deci-
sion on valid personal reasons and we
certainly wish him the best in his
endeavors. We know he will be an
asset to Muleshoe 1.S.D.,” Henley
added.

If Parker is named superintendent,
the district will have to fill the posi-
tion of high school principal. No in-
formation regarding that position was
presented at Tuesday’s meeting.
Parker has been high school princi-
pal here for the last three years.

In other business, trustees can-
vassed the May 1 election and de-
clared Brad Hammonds and Math
Bartley winners in their respective
districts. They will take their oath of
office at the next regular board meet-
ing, on May 13.

Water Well
Repair Project

There was money left over from
grant funding after completing a re-
cent water line project within the City
of Tahoka, so city officials requested
a contract amendment to repair wa-
ter well heads with the remaining
$66,500 in grant funds, receiving
approval for the request. City coun-
cil members unanimously approved
the contract amendment request for
the community development fund
contract between the City of Tahoka
and the Texas Department of Hous-
ing and Community Affairs, and
awarded the contract to Rhode Con-
struction Company during a routine
meeting held Monday night.

In other action, council members
approved a request from the Tahoka
Volunteer Fire Department to have all
the yolunteer firemen vaccinated for
Hep.um B, in order to protect fire-
men who often operate the Jaws of
Life at accident scenes and have the

. potential to come in contact with hu-

man blood. The request was ap-
proved, contingent upon cost nego-
tiations which City Administrator
Jerry Webster was authorized to seek.

City officials also approved a
landscape agreement and general
maintenance agreement with the
Texas Department of Transportation,
who has begun the landscaping
projects near overpasses in Tahoka.
The city provides water lines to the
sites.

The oath of office was adminis-
tered to Mayor Mike Mensch and
council members Amy Preston and
John Chapa Jr., who were declared
elected. No city election was held
because each position was uncon-
tested.

Police Chief Steve Chance pre-
sented a monthly report on the
Tahoka Police Department activities,
and monthly bills were approved as
presented.

All council members were present
at the meeting, as well as Mayor

Mensch, Webster, City Attorney Cal

Huffaker, and others.

Youth Killed In Crash

Tahoka High School freshman
Meg Flynn was one of six youth
killed in a
three-vehicle
accident in-
volving a
Green Lawn
Church of
Christ bus
near Artesia,
N.M. Sunday
afternoon.
The church bus, filled with youth re-
turning from a youth retreat near
Cloudcroft, N.M. was headed east-
bound on U.S. 82 when it was side-
swiped by a westbound pickup that
was pulling a camper-type trailer
with a gooseneck connection, au-
thorities said. A second pickup that
was following the bus was also in-
volved. New Mexico State Police
said they did not know what caused
the initial collision.

Six children from the bus, includ-

ing 15-year-old Meg, were confirmed
fatalities, and a 60-year-old Albu-
querque man was killed as well. The
other youth were Sara English, 15,
Sarah N. Johnson, 14, Astyn Qubty,
14, and Heather Bauman, 13, all re-
portedly of Lubbock, and Talitha

Beeman, 16, of Meadow.

Meg's parents, John and Elaine
Flynn, and sister Kelly, live near
Tahoka; and grandparents include
Dortha Flynn of Tahoka and
Ernestine Duncan of Lubbock.

The accident occurred 55 miles
west of Artesia. In addition to the fa-
talities, 27 children and adults who
were on the retreat were injured in
the crash; 21 were treated and re-
leased in Alamogordo by Monday.

As news reports came in Sunday
evening, Tahoka youth gathered at
one of the local churches to begin
dealing with their grief and concerns
about the Flynn family and others
involved in the accident.

Early Monday morning many
youth gathered around the Tahoka
High School flagpole before classes
began, in an emotional ceremony
where the flag was raised to half-
mast.

All Tahoka High School and
Middle School students and staff met
in the school auditorium at 8 a.m.
Monday when High School Princi-
pal Jimmy Parker, Superintendent
David Hutton, several local pastors
and others spoke with the student

body. Students were also encouraged

to come to the school library or au-
ditorium for additional counseling
throughout the day. The school pro-
vided a bus to transport senior stu-
dents who wanted to visit at the Flynn
home, where Meg'’s sister Kelly, also
a THS senior, was grieving with her
family.

The freshman class met separately
to share memories of their classmate,
led by class president Jon Luna, and
to discuss plans for a memorial trib-
ute to Meg.

A community memorial service
honoring Meg was held at 7 a.m.
Tuesday outside the Lynn County
Courthouse in Tahoka. Local pastors
Marvin Gregory, Ron Fant and
Domingo Chapa participated in the
service, as well as singers Byron and
Daron Norwood. Daron Norwood
also sang a song with words written
by Clayton Chancy as a tribute to
Meg. John Flynn spoke at the gath-
ering, expressing his family’s appre-
ciation and thanks to the community
for their kindnesses.

Funeral services are scheduled for
10 a.m. Friday at the Church of Christ
in Wolfforth, where the family are
members.

Nine Incumbents Reclaim Seats
In City, School, Hospital Elections

Voters marked their choices at the
polls Saturday in area city, school,
and Lynn County Hospital District
elections, where nine incumbents
were re-elected to their seats in vari-
ous elections and three were ousted
by challengers.

The two incumbents were the vot-
ers’ favored choices in the Lynn
County Hospital District election,
where Peggy Morton led the ticket
with 532 votes and Mike Rivas was
re-elected with 388. Challenger
Nancy Inman Guilliams garnered
293 votes in the race.

However, one of the incumbents
in the Tahoka Independent School
District race was ousted in District
3, while the District 4 incumbent re-
claimed his seat. Challenger Math
Bartley wan the District 3 race with
55 votes, while incumbent Ginger
Henry received 27 votes and Mitch
Raindl followed closely with 23, In
District 4, incumbent Brad
Hammonds was re-elected to a fourth
term of office with 43 votes, followed
by challengers Norman Ledbetter

Ralph Huffaker with 27, and

The lone incumbent in the Wilson
I.S.D. race did not fare well either,
as voters chose three new trustees.
Two seats were full three-year terms,
with Dan Cook leading the ticket
with 97 votes and Clyde Wilke
elected to the other seat with 69. In-
cumbent John Earl Fields had 58
votes, and two other challengers in
the race, Bridget Taylor and Rick
Yowell, each received 17 votes.
There were two candidates for the
unexpired one-year term, with John
Henderson claiming the seat with 97
votes and Margaret Guzman trailing
with 35,

New Home L.S.D. incumbents on
the Board of Trustees were re-
elected, with Andy Fillingim receiv-
ing 99 votes and Rick Clem elected
with 74. Challengers included Jo
Moore with 50 votes and Gary
Cramblet with 30,

Incumbent Danny Willis led the
ticket and reclaimed his seat on the
o $.D. Board of Trustees,
with 240 votes, and Stella V. Arguello
claimed the other trustee seat with
178 votes, edging out challenger

Regina Crutcher with 161, and Cody

Furlow had 43.

In city elections, challenger Larry
Pyron led the ticket in the O’Donnell
City Election, receiving 242 votes.
Incumbents Max Mendieta, with 189,
and Phil Bairrington, with 130 votes,
reclaiméd the two other seats on the
council. Incumbent Brian Snellgove
was edged out, with only 82 votes.

Incumbent Victor Steinhauser led
the ticket in the Wilson City Election
with 69 votes, followed closely by
challengers Lupe Guzman with 60
and Janie Zavala with 52, to claim
the three seats on the council. Other
challengers in the race were Teresa
Parish with 41, and write-in candi-
date Helen Stephenson with 30 votes.

City elections in New Home and
Tahoka were cancelled, where the
incumbents were uncontested in their
bids for re-election, and will be de-
clared elected. In Tahoka, Mayor
Mike Mensch and council members
Amy Preston and John Chapa Jr. will
be declared elected, and New Home
Mayor Don Sharp and councilmen
Leroy Nettles and Kyle Johnston will

reclaim their two-year seats.

for it.

Preparing for Y2K has become a
top priority for many businesses. The
issue refers to a problem with com-
puter software and the embedded
microchips. The systems were devel-
oped using two digits rather than four
digits to specify the year. This was
done to save disk and memory space.
Now it is being anticipated that
at the turn of the century, these sys-
tems may falsely recognize the new
date as 1900 or “00”. Those comput-
ers that_cannot process the date
change accurately may not work
properly and may shut down entirely.

Some of the problems anticipated
are power failures, no running wa-
ter, gas being shut off, and computer
problems at the banks.

These things might in turn cause
problems at the grocery stores, hos-
pitals, traffic lights and conveniencé
stores.

So, what has been done in Tahoka
about this potentially chaotic situa-
tion? Rest assured that businesses
around town are well prepared.

City Manager Jerry Webster con-
firmed that all of the computers at
City Hall have been upgraded and are
Y2K compliant.

John Krcy, prcsndcnt of First Na—
tional Bank of Tahoka, also foresees
no problems with customers having
access to their money.

“We have completed testing, and
our system is Y2K compliant,” Krey
said. “We feel very confident we will
have no problems here.” :

Kelly Livingston, vice-president
of Wilson State Bank assures that
there will be no damage done to com-
puter records when 2000 arrives.

“We have been working on it for
several years,” Livingston said.
“Banks are getting bad press, but we
do not see any problems.”

Both men strongly urge people
not to panic or take their money out
of the banks. Even if there is a prob-
lem, New Year’s Eve occurs on a
weekend, so the banks will have a
couple of days to work out whatever
small issue comes up. According to
Krey, there will be more danger in
people taking their money out than
in leaving it in the banks.

Lynn County Hospital is also tak-
ing the necessary steps to insure there
will be no problems. According to
Louise Landers, hospital administra-
tor, they are working on converting
the gas generators to butane. The
water well has an emergency genera-
tor and has already been deemed
compliant.

Mike Rivas have been appointed to
a committee to investigate various
aspects of the project. All of the com-
mittee members and board president
Billy Tomlinson have visited one or
more assisted living facilities in the
area, including operations at
Crosbyton and Brownfield.

Olton and Idalou are among area
towns which have recently opened
assisted living facilities, and similar
projects are in planning stages in
other nearby cities.

Services, which must approve any
plans for new projects, Wood said.
He reported to the board information
he received during a visit with the
TDHS architect in Lubbock who
oversees this area’s projects.
“Just about everybody we have
talked with is enthusiastic about the
idea of building an assisted living
facility in Tahoka,” he said.

The board, which is considering
building 16 units under one roof, con-
nected to the hospital by covered
archway to make medical assistance
to residents virtually immediate,
plans to hear proposals by a Lubbock
architect at a meeting this month.

Emergency care procedures and
the monthly financial report were
reviewed by the board, with
Tomlinson presiding. Also present
were members Wood, Ford, Mrs.
Griffing and Peggy Morton, plus hos-
pital administrator Louise Landers.
Absent were board members Rivas
and Joe Hays.

Saturday Storm Spawns Area Tornado

Tahoka And County Suffers
Tornado And Wind Damage ’

Late Saturday afternoon, turbulent weather moved into Tahoka
and the Lynn County area, spawning rain, wind, hail and one con-
firmed tornado. Tahoka received little damage but the eastern part of
the county sustained tornado and fl g damage.

» The storm hit Tahoka at approximately 7:15 bringing wind and
rain. Rain total amounted to 2.23 with several businesses receiving
some wind damage. Hail was reported in some areas.

Lankford Variety and Borden-Davis Hardware both lost sections
of plate glass from the store fronts. Some damage was reported to
merchandise in these areas. Several strips of aluminum was torn loose
at Collier-Parker Pharmacy and Plainsman TV sustained damage toa
large store-front sign.

Other damage was light, with broken tree limbs and bent anten-
nas reported.

A confirmed tornado began its destructive journey about six and
one-half miles south-east of Tahoka, continuing across country, dissi-
pating somewhere near White River Lake in Garza County.

One of the hardest hit areas, suffering tornado and flood damage,
was near the New Lynn area. It is reported that all through the area,
heavy rains left from 3.50 to 6 inches recorded, flooding fields and
rural roads. Most of the cotton that had been replanted, due to heavy
hail recently, will have to be replanted for the third and fourth times.

The J.C. Dunlap farm home, east of New Lynn sustained some
roof damage and the tornadic winds tore the porch away from the
house. Several pieces of farm equipment were scattered around the
area. Rainfall left the yard area under water with mud 12-15 inches
deep in the driveway. The Dunlaps were not home at the time of the
storm.

The Charlie Craig farm, to the southwest of the Dunlap place was
hard hit, almost I the direct path of the tornado.

The funnel dipped down in a fruit orchard just west of the farm
home, uprooting several large trees. Destroyed were three buildings,
including a 14x30 barn, tractor shed and chicken house. Wood and
contents of the buildings were scattered over a quarter to half-mile
area.

Also destroyed at the Craig home was a cotton trailer and stock
pen areas. Twenty-three chickens were counted dead, and were
literally picked clean, with heads removed. The home was not dam-
aged.

A neighbor, Horace Daniel warned the Craig's of the approaching
storm when it was about thee miles away. They left with Daniel and
headed towards New Lynn, out of the storm path.

Other damage has been reported in various parts of eastern Lynn
County and also in Garza County. Rural roads were wash4ed out and
fields flattened from heavy downpours. Utility lines and fences were
also ripped out in the store area.

Adequate warning had been issued about the tornado and local
authorities kept watch until the tornado cleared this area. Towns

people and other observers watched the tornado for a period of 20-30

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Entomologist Gives Tips On Managing
Emerging Overwintered Boll Weevils

Even though boll weevil eradication
is coming to the Permian Basin and the
Western High Plains zones, farmers
should not let their guard down, warns
Tommy Doederlein, Lynn-Dawson Ex-
tension Entomologist. The eradication
program will not start until the diapause
phase which will begin about mid-Au-
gust. In the meantime, weevils need to
be managed by farmers during the early
-season and mid-season portions of the
1999 growing season.

“To be successful in managing wee-
vils we need to first understand the boll
weevil as well as the cotton plant,” ex-
plains Doederlein. Weevils overwinter in
habitats outside cotton fields with the best
sites being areas where large amounts of
broad leaf litter accumulate, such as in
tree groves and towns. Other areas of less
favorable habitat such as salt cedar, wind-
break trees (cedars), CRP grasses, etc. are
more important to survival during mild
winters. Overwintered boll weevil emer-
gence, movement out of overwintering
habitat, begins during early spring and is
best monitored using pheromone traps.
The time of weevil emergence is trig-
gered primarily by: 1) a depletion of fat
supplies and 2) an accumulation of hours
above a temperature of 52° F.

There are several factors that can af-
fect emergence. First, overwintering sur-
vival is a must; high survival generally
indicates an earlier and extended emer-
gence while fow survival indicates a later
and shorter emergence. Second, the time
of entry into habitat during the fall; the
carlier they go in the earlier they come
out while the laterthey go in the later they
come out, assuming all have equal
amounts of fat to begin with and over-
winter in similar sites. The habitat used
also has an effect on overwinter boll wee-
vil survival; better habitats provide the
weevils better protection which allows
longer survival in the habitat. All of the
above factors become a function of fat sup-
ply versus the length of time in habitat.

Other factors which affect weevil
emergence are weather related, says the
agent. High temperatures accelerate
emergence while lower temperatures
slow emergence. Rainfall increases emer-
gence sharply and this is most evident
when periods of dry weather are inter-
rupted by rainfall during the spring.
Winds tend to decrease weevil movement
and their response to pheromone traps.

“Typically, the Southern High Plains
experiences peak overwintering boll wee-
vil emergence around June 15 although

Knowing that adequate planting
moisture is everything, the best strategy
for planting cotton in the Southern High

Plains would be a uniform planting of all
acreage, thus avoiding planting over a
long period. Late plantings provide wee-
vils quality food (squares and small bolls)
late in the season on which to fatten up
completely prior to moving into overwin-
tering sites. Planting early provides the
early emerging weevils, those which
should e suicidafh food supply while
exposing that field to more of the over-
wintering population and season long
pressure. It generally takes 45 days from
planting to first 1/3-grown square (earli-
est hostable squares) on the Southern
High Plains. Keeping this in mind and
the June 15 peak emergence date, the best
planting dates would be from May 5
through May 21, with first squares ap-
pearing about June 19 through July 5
Other considerations when planting
are variety selection, choosing those va-
rieties which offer good yield and an early

harvest without jeopardizing quality and
adjusting planting dates according to va-
riety. Also utilize seed treatments and
control early season insects, mainly
thrips, allowing the plants to get off to a
healthy start and avoiding any delays in
plant growth and development.

While earlier planted fields can have
the most overwintering boll weevil infes-
tation pressure, controlling weevils en-
tering fields before thy lay eggs can help
avoid mid-season problems. The simplest
and most efficient way to determine the
need to treat overwintering boll weevils
is with the use of pheromone traps. Traps
should be placed along the field margin,
ideally next to a telephone pole, road sign,
etc., giving special attention near over-
wintering habitats by increasing the num-
ber of traps. Avoid placing traps in areas
in which air flow may be limited, such
as under a low hanging trec. Place traps
3-4 feet above the ground level and no
closer than 100 yards apart

Fields 100 acres n size or smaller

need a minimum of four traps while fields
larger than 100 acres in size need about
one trap per 25-30 acres. Fields which
have a history of weevil problems, fields
located near overwintering habitat, fields
which are planted early and/or fields with
high production potential are primary
candidates for pheromone trapping.

Initiate trapping three weeks prior to
square initiation or about the time of plant
emergence. Week one is a time for intro-
ducing the trap into the system and week
two is a “fall back™ week. Week three is
the first decision making week, with each
succeeding week also used as a decision
making week, while the previous week
becomes the fall back week. The fall back
week is important in cases when prob-
lems with the traps occur during the de-
cision week (i.e. bad weather, shredders,
shotguns. etc.). Check traps on each ficld
every week, preferably on the same day

Consumers Urged
To Pay Attention
To Food Recalls

Did you check your refrigerator
or freezer recently to see if you had
any Ball Park or Bil Mar Franks or
Sara Lee Deli Meat? If you're like
most people, you probably didn’t —
even though Sara Lee, the parent
company for these brands and sev-
eral others, recently printed full-page
ads in national newspapers recalling
what could-amount to millions of
dollars’ worth of hot dogs and pack-
aged meats believed to harbor illness-
causing Listeria bacteria. The ads,
which urged readers not to eat the
potentially tainted food, listed brand
names and code numbers for the sus-
pect products. They also stated
clearly that pregnant women, new-
borns, the elderly, and people with
weakened immune systems are at
particular risk of falling ill. But a
newly-published study investigating
how consumers respond to food re-
calls shows just how lightly people
tend to take such warnings.

Researchers at the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention
checked the degree to which consum-
ers heeded a recall launched by ice
cream maker Schwan’s after it had
been determined that Salmonella in
the company’s product had already
sickened an estimated 224,000
people with diarrhea, stomach
cramps, nausea, and vomiting.

While customers in most of the
households contacted had heard the
warning, they weren’t any more
likely to have thrown away the
tainted dessert. In fact, more than 25
percent of them still thought the ice
cream was “‘okay to eat.” Even worse,
a full 31 percent of the customers
who had heard the warning still had
the ice cream in their freezers sim-
ply ignored it and ate the sweet stuff
anyway. Most of them didn’t believe
that there was a problem.

“What Schwan’s customers
didn’t know did hurt them,” wrote the
CDC researchers, adding that many
illnesses could have been prevented
had the warning been headed.

The take-home message: Food
recalls concern you. When you read
or hear about potentially tainted prod-
ucts, take a few minutes to look
through your fridge or freezer and be
sure you don’t have any of them on
