BETTER PROSPECTS.

Snyder citizens will be interested
in knowing that weather conditions
in all parts of the country, although
abnormal this summer, have been
such that on the whole all kinds of
crops are yielding more bountifully
than the government predicted early
in the spring. With but two excep-
tions, this will be the biggest corn

yvear in the history of the nation.
Winter wheat has suffered, but
spring wheat is fine. This year’s

wheat crop is short of 1924 but bet-
ter prices are being maintained, and
farmers are being advised to hold as
long as possible so as to cash in on
another rise, which seems almost
sure to come.

Potato growing states report small-
er crops than usual, due to reduced
acreage. But here, again, prices
will make up for the shortage. It
seems to have been an off-year for
fruit crops, though some sections re-
port better than an average.

In his latest report Uncle Sam
shows that the per capita production
on American farms last year was
$266. In other words, enough food
was produced and sold to mean $266
for each farm, big and little. This
is ahead of 1923, and this year prom-
ises to average still higher. The rail-
roads report record-breaking car
loadings—more cars are being used
to move crops than at any similar
time in the history of the country.

In fact, all indications point to a
prosperous year for those who raise
our foodstuffs and, with unemploy-
ment conditions growing rapidly bet-
ter, the remainder of the year ought
to see the entire country enjoying a
pretty fair measure of prosperity.

The asso-
ciation was a result of the confer-
ence of judges, county commission-
ers and employees of the State High-
way Department in Commissioner
Joe Burkett's district. Judge A. S.
Mauzey, Sweetwater, was elected
president; T. A. Bendy, San Angelo,
vice-president; Judge Victor Gilbert,
Baird, secretary, and Will Dawkins,
Lubbock, treasurer.

organization was perfected
a speech in which Commission-
Burkett and Judge Gilbert out-
the need for an association
fostering the proper maintenance of
the roads of the State. Burkett said
that while at the present time the
association would be confined to his
highway district, he hoped to see it
eventally become statewide in scope.

Discussion of maintenance of high-
ways by the State or by private con-
tractors took up a great deal of the
Friday session.

County Judge R. A. Luker of Co-
manche county said he formerly was
in railroad work and that the rail-
reads of the nation had found by a
costly experiment that maintenance
of their right-of-ways under the con-
tract plan was inefficient.

“The argument that the of
equipment which the State would
have to buy makes it too expensive
for state maintenance is foolish.”
Judge Luker said, “because the State
would have to pay for the equipment
and material used by the contractor.
Dcn’t get it into your noodle that the

cost

contractor is going to furnish the
labor and throw in the equipment,
tco. The State will pay for the

eauipment and then not own it.

“The great part of our mileage is
dirt. The contractor agrees to main-
tain the roads in the condition in
which he finds them. Under State
maintenance the roads can be con-
!stnntly improved.”

Judge J. H. Stephens of Knox
|county cited the dirt roads of Mot-
{ley county as the best to the State
[in construction and maintenance.
| Judge Horace Holley of Snyder
| pointed out that under the contract
|system misunderstandings may arise
[over the terms of the contract and
| when they do, the tangle will go into
| the courts while the roads suffer.

Judge H. R. Winston of Terry
county praised state maintenance of
roads in his county, asserting that
they are being constantly improved.

Judge J. T. Matheson of San An-
gelo approved State maintenance in
preference to contractural mainte-
nance.

Several of the supervisors and
county foremen told of improve-
ments being made in the dirt roads
in their districts and counties.

Burkett said a good road will be
opened up by the State into the
Davis Mountains.

NEW DROUTH-RESISTING FEED.

F. I. Townsend was exhibiting in
town Saturday some fine samples of
Chiltex, a new feed originating at the
State Experiment Station at Chilli-
cothe, Texas. This feed is a hybrid
produced by crossing feterita and
black-hull kaffir corn. This new
forage product is said to be better
and more favorably adapted to this
locality than sorghum, kaffir, maize
or feterita for at least the following
reasons: It is two weeks earlier than
kafir, a better drouth resister even
than fetereita, doesn’t shatter, not so
chaffy as feterita, heads firmer, pro-
duces a greater yield, and stock likes
it better because it contains more
saccharine matter than any of the
other above-named feeds except sor-
ghum. It also produces more fod-
der, which being sweeter, stock will
eat it better and in almost any stage.

If any of our farmers are interest-
ed in this new forage, they can se-
cure further information by writing
the experiment station at Chillicothe,
Texas.

' SOME FINE RAINS.

Summer showers. You bet, some
were more than showers; in places
they were water-spouts or cloud-
bursts, as some term them. It has
been raining in various parts of the
county for more than a week.

On the whole, however,
fully three-fourths of the county has
had sufficient moisture to benefit
cotton and even feed that was not
too far gone.

NORTHWEST COMPANY BRINGS
IN ANOTHER WELL IN
THE IRA FIELD

The Northwest Company operating
in the Ira field in the southwest part
of Scurry County have brought in
another well, the Newman No. 1, lo-
cated about 1000 feet northwest of
the Moore No. 2. This well was giv-
en a shot of 180 quarts of nitrogly-
cerine about 4:00 p. m. Wednesday
between 1770 and 1860 feet. The
well bridged above the shot hole aft-
er making one flow. It then immed-
iately filled 1000 feet in oil within
three hours. The well is being clean-
ed out and drilled through the bridge
and will be put on the pump at once.
The Northwest Company are build-
ing storage at this well to take care
of the output. It is impossible at
this time to give an accurate esti-
mate as to the production but it is
conservatively estimated to make at
least 50 barrels when placed on the
pump. The Newman No. 1 is the
best wéll that Northwest Company
has brought in in Scurry County
and is among the best of the shal-
low wells in the adjacent field. The
Northwest company will start work
at once on several additional well in
this field as soon as the location are
made. There is no doubt in the
minds of those connected with the
Times- Signal but that we will have
a real oil field right at our door with-
in a comparatively short time. When
this happen let us be ready to handle
the situation as it should be for it
will mean much to Snyder and Scurry
County.
