Random throw of a dart
lands CBS news program
in Matador for second year

What are the odds of a CBS news
program from Los Angeles, Califor-
nia cominF to Matador two times in
two years for interviews - with neigh-
bors? Probably not as good as win-
ning the lottery! But that’s just what
happened last week when Steve
Hartman and photographer Les
Rose from the CBS show “Everyone
Has A Story” came to Matador to in-
terview C.W. and Pat Moore, neigh-
bors to Mike and Rhonda Norrell,
who were featured on the program
last year.

The destination of the show’s in-
terview is determined by the throw
of adart at a US map. The dart that
hit Motley County was thrown by the
people featured on the program from
Waycross, Georgia. After the desti-
nation is determined, and the crew
arrives, Mr. Hartman closes his eyes
and picks a number from the phone
book.

“Pat answered the phone and
when she told him they had inter-
viewed her neighbors, last year, they
couldn't believe it,” said C.W. “When
they found out we meant really our
neighbor; with adjoining yards, they
were astonished.” In fact, before
they arrived at the Moore's home,
they stopped next door to visit old
friends, the Norrell family, with
whom they have remained in con-
tact with since last year.

C.W, aretired Special Agent with
US Customs, and Pat, a Special Edu-
cation Specialist, moved to Matador
a few years ago, from Laredo. “Steve
gave the interview a “City slicker
came to be cowboy” angle,” said C.W.

With Mr. Moore’s career, the
couple have lived in Miami, Florida,
Jacksonville, Florida, and Washing-
ton, DC, before moving to Laredo.
Mrs. Moore has equally been busy.
She received her Specialist Degree
from the University of Georgia and
has worked as a Special Education
Supervisor. She is a trained consult-
ant/supervisor for speech, hearing,
vision, mental retardation, learning
disabilities and emotional problems.
She now enjoys working as a Special
Education teacher at Motley County
ISD.

C.W. and Pat have become very
involved in community activities
since moving to Matador. In addition
to taking care of his cattle operation,
C.W. is a member of the Amerian
Legion, Matador Lions Club, the
Matador Fire Department, the Hos-
pital Board, and is a director of
RC&D with the Agricultural Depart-
ment of the USDA Service Center. He
also works as a substitute teacher for
Motley County ISD. Pat is a member
of the American Legion Auxiliary, as
well as other activities.

The Moores have had phone calls
from about 50 people since the show
aired. Old friends from everywhere
have called. C.W.even heard from his
roommate from his academy days,

whom he had tried to locate several
times over the years, and Pat heard
from the people who were her neigh-
bors when she and C.W. were dat-
ing.

Hartman and Rose were with the
Moore’s for two days, enjoying a
cook-out at their home, and a visit to
their ranch, shooting a lot of pictures
at the ranch. “They interviewed us
about three or four hours, but the

actual TV airing was very short,” said
Mr. Moore. “We developed a friend-
ship with these guys and plan to stay
in contact with them,” he continued.
“They seemed to be impressed with
the ranch and cattle, and that’s
where we threw the dart for the next
destination.”

Steve Hartman, who has won an
Emmy for his work, and Camera-
man Les Rose will travel to
Vernal, Utah for their next interview.
That’s where the dart landed when
C.W. made his throw. Another name
will be randomly picked from the
phone book, another interview will be
done, and another story will be told,
because “Everyone Has a Story.”

' to refurbish the Quanah Acme & Pa-

cific Railway Depot. Alex Crowder,
Ken Abbott and Corky Marshall
spearheaded the efforts on behalf of
the Depot.

Bob’s Oil Well, as a Visitors Cen-
ter, was the focus of the City of
Matador’s application. The Motley
County Chamber of Commerce
served as sponsor, and Marisue Potts
prepared the report.

Both applications required item-

City Council to
conduct feasibility

study for Nursing Home

Matador City Councilman, Doyle
Rose, informed the Council that the
County Commissioners, the Hospital
Board, and the Chamber of Com-
merce are all willing to pay $1,250 for
the feasibility study on the proposed
nursing home when the Council met
for their regular meeting, Thursday,
June 14. The City of Matador will pay
the remainder of the bill after receiv-
ing the monies from the three other
entities Council voted to hire Edward
A. Ipser, Sr. from Fort Worth to do the
Market Study for the proposed Nurs-
ing Home.

Council also disci'issed a beauti-
fication project to clean up the Wel-
come area east of town. Council
planned to have a clean-up day to
mow, weed, etc. Councilman Fred
Parson moved to advertise for bids
for maintenance for the project.
Shane Jones seconded and council
voted to advertise for bids.

The City’s sanitation contractor,
Glenn Martin Companies, has sold to
El Paso Disposal - LP Mr. Martin is
in the process of closing the deal and
will meet with the Council at a later
date.

Council briefly discussed the pos-
sibility of drop-box for paying water
bills. This was tabled.

Application for the HOME Pro-
gram was mailed on June 8. Grant
Works of Lubbock filed the applica-
tion after selecting 4-5 homes in
Matador to be refurbished. The City
of Matador will be required to pay
$24,000.00, which will be in-kind, as
the city will provide labor for jobs
such as hauling off waste material,
ditching, etc.

Councilwoman Shane Jones
gave a report on the Tourism Meet-
ing she attended in Junction on May
30. Mrs. Jones said the meeting

placed emphasis on not being in com-
petition with neighboring cities and
to work together. She learned at the
meeting that Bird Watching is now
the number one form of relaxation.
Grants are available for this worth-
while cause.

A resolution to submit an appli-
cation to the Texas Department of
Transportation for the development
of Bob’s Oil Well and Cook Shack
Visitor's Welcome Center was pre-
sented to council members. Council
approved the resolution and a certi-
fication of funding and support.

Shane Jones gave a progress re-
port-on the upstairs renovation of
City Hall. She is painting the walls
and windows and the council will be
putting bids out soon.

Mayor Rodney Williams ex-
plained to the council about the
clean-up action on the Brownfields
(underground tanks) He said that
Texas Natural Resources Conserva-
tion Commission will come out to
assess these tanks. The city has to
own the property where the tanks are
located.

Council members reviewed the
Treasurer’s report.

Water Superintendent Steve
Barton reported that he had a land-
fill inspection and a few minor viola-
tions were found. He also said he had
awater inspection and got a clean bill
of health on this one. The flow meters
for the Roaring Springs pump station
will cost $3600.00 and will be ad-
dressed by the Matador Water Dis-
trict board.

All council members were
present for this meeting, with the
exception of Bert Darsey. Also
present for the meeting were City
Secretary Linda Perryman and Wa-
ter Superintendent Steve Barton.

Paramedic answers unusual accident call

Ozona Paramedic Doug Meador,
former Matador resident, answered
a very unusual accident call on the
morning of June 13, when 42-year-old
Ozona resident Ronald Koerth was
involved in an unbelievable incident.

Koerth, a field operator for
Andarko Petroleum, was checking
gas and oil wells on the morning of
June 13. He was checking a well off
the Big Lake Highway outside Ozona
about 10 am. and was driving down
a ranch road back to the highway.

Just before reaching the high-
way, he slowed to go over a cattle
guard and through an open metal
gate he had passed through just niin-
utes before. Except this time, the
gate wasn't completely open.

He said he was driving 20, maybe
25 miles an hour when he struck the
gate.

According to an article which ap-
peared in the San Angelo Standard,
Mr. Koerth said, “All of a sudden, I
started hearing things coming apart.
Metal crashing, coming through the
dash. I never saw what I hit.”

He hit what is called a single pipe
gate — a steel structure made of 2-
inch diameter pipe (about the diam-
eter of a soft drink can). A pipe — jut-
ting out like a spear — sliced through
the left headlight of his pickup,
through the firewall am? dash,
through Ronald's stomach, through
the seat behind him, through the
back of the pickup and into its bed.

The pipe entered Ronald’s lower
abdomen just to the right of the na-
val and emerged through the right
side of his back, passing through his
body at a 45-degree angle.

“It happened just Fike that,” he
said, Wham!”

At first, he didn’t realize how
badly he was hurt. “I just thought
something was pressing up against
me,” he said. “Something was putting
pressure against my stomach. It
hurt, but not any more than if I had
hold of your arm and squeezed real
hard.”

The pickup’s company telephone
was destroyed by the accident, and
he used his personal cell phone to call
for help. A few minutes later; another
pumper happened to drive by and
stopped to help. “He opened my door,
said, ‘Oh, God!" and shut my door,”
Ronald said. “That’s when I started
getting nervous.”

The other pumper also called for
help and rescuers arrived from
Ozona about 20 minutes after the
accident.

Paramedic Doug Meador was

one of the first rescuers on the scene.

“Doug started calling people,”
Ronald said. “He told the fire depart-
ment to bring the Jaws of Life. He
told the hospital to call Shannon
(Medical Center in San Angelo) to
send the helicopter.

Doug, who has been an Emer-
gency Medical Technician since 1983
said, “I've seen a lot of accidents,
from automobile to plane crashes
and just about everything in between,
but this is definitely the most unusual
accident I have worked in which the
victim survived.”

Meador, the son of Dena Meador
and the late Charlie Meador of Mata-
dor, received his first medical train-
ing in a class in Matador; taught by
the late Roy Tippin, former Motley
County Clinic PA. He worked with the

OUR WORLD GETS SMALLER

of her papers last weekend, she thought
about the many hours Joan spent on re-
search. She thanked us for our prayers
and promised to keep us in her prayers. I
am so glad to know Brenda (Lawrence)
Ryan.

See “...0f Such As These” by Traweek
or Dickens County Its Land and People
for interesting accounts of the large pio-
neer Green family; both books may be in
the Genealogical Section of the Motley
County Library. The books do not circu-
late outside the library, as they cannot be
replaced. Joan is an eighth generation
descendant of Archibald Magill Green, a

Virginian, who was a graduate of the

United States Military Academy, West
Point. He was sent to Galveston, Texas
serving as an American Consul to the
Republic of Texas in 1843. In 1844, before
his wife and children could join him, he
died of Yellow Fever and was buried in the
“Old Cemetery” in Galveston.

We learn from a Dickens County his-
tory, that Joan's great grandfather John
A. Green migrated to Texas in 1872. Duff
Green was born in Lampasas, TX. The
Greens spent fourteen years on a ranch
twenty-five miles north of Waco, where
Mrs. Green established “Greennook”
Post Office in her home, and her lawyer
husband maintained offices in Waco, Me-
ridian, and Hillsboro, and raised livestock
on his ranch. That must have been an in-
teresting and challenging life for a grow-
ing pioneer family.

The drouth of 1886 and 1887 produced
a migration of “Nesters” farther West. In
1889, the Greens started out in a caravan
of two wagons, and a small herd of cattle
driven overland. On September 1 camp
was set up at a place now called
Aspermont. Son Duff was born there and
Col. Green built the first house in
Aspermont. Lumber was freighted from
Abilene, using a team of horses and a yoke
of oxen. Due to lack of water, the stay in
Aspermont was only two years, so a move
was made to Dickens County, adjoining
Motley County, where the “sprouts” from
the pioneer Green families are still known
and loved. My sister Birdie Nell married
Gil's son John Lawrence Green.

My father and mother Eunice Morton
and Arthur Benjamin Nichols came to
Dickens County before 1911, and I was
born there in 1913. A course in Geneal-
ogy required a ship’s passenger list that
included some of my ancestors. I had to
borrow one. Groves families are found in
the 1790 census. My folks got to Alabama
via Georgia sometime around 1850, then
on into Texas during the early 1870’s. It
seems they fought for the South and the
Greens were in the North, so I mightbe a
DAR but could not qualify as a Daughter
of the Republic of Texas.

The history of Algie's grandmother
Frances Anne Bass Groves, who is bur-
ied in the Roaring Springs Cemetery, was
documented back to a King of the Franks
by John Lawier Drye, a relative of the late
Mrs. A.C. Traweek, Jr. The McKinneys
who migrated to Collin County were an-
cestors of both John and Algie. John very
kindly furnished us with a copy of his re-
search. Not having known grandparents,
my interest in family history waned when
I learned that my Nichols and Morton
grandparents were in Alabama until the
early ‘70s. Reading the history of others
is more interesting than writing mine.
Joan's research may be a valuable addi-
tion to research on the Civil War.

The fo.llowing takes me back to the
‘40s:
From a California accuaintance, to

quote: “Ican't remember ifI ever told you,
but I am friendly with a fellow who is head
of our chapter of the International Wine
& Food Society here in LA, and upon
meeting him for the first time...being
seated next to him at a Valentine's din-
ner a few years ago...we were chatting and
I discovered that he had spent part of his
childhood in Matador, Texas, while his
mother worked for the school district...He
is Ben Tunnell - pronounced with the
emphasis on the TUNN - not on the
ell..After his early years in Texas, Ben
spent most of his childhood in the south-
ern California area and went to one of the
Claremont Colleges. He runs his own
business here in LA..an appraisal firm
that does biz all over the world. His wife
Sherry and I are good pals and do sev-
eral activities together...charities, a book
club, a board. Anyway, small world depart-
ment. Imean,a MATADOR connection at
a fancy restaurant in Los Angeles!"”

Those of you who are young probably
don’t remember the Tunnell family of
Matador: The family lived in Matador sev-
enteen years, since Mr. Tunnell moved
there to accept the responsibility of su-
perintendent of Matador I.S.D, and where
Mrs. Tunnell taught in the elementary
school as substitute until B.E Jr.'s senior
year and Billy's eighth grade year. Mr.
Tunnell managed to maintain a high edu-
cational standard and to achieve an out-
standing record. A bond issue was passed
to build a new elementary school and
gym; lunchroom facilities were added; the
high school received full accreditation as
a member of the Southern Association of
Secondary Schools and Colleges; a cont-
mercial department was included in the
curriculum; Burleson Field was estab-
lished, and the school for Negro children
was extended from six to nine months in
a better building with a new library.

Mr. Tunnell enjoyed confidences and
fellowship with many of the town’s young-
sters. One day two angry little boys were
sent to him to settle their differences. One
boy was ready to “beat the other up.” Thé
other boy didn’t know whether he wa
mad enough to fight, saying he might be
if he had time to think it over. At which
Mr. Tunnell said it was always good to give
thought to such matters, and if they still
wanted to fight by the next day he thought
he could make arrangements with Mr.
Doss to referee a bout in the gym. By
the next morning when they reported to
the office, they had declared a wobbly
truce. They shook hands and walked out,
but at the door the first little boy turned
and said, “I'm still so mad at him I could
just spit on him!"

The Tunnells had two sons, B.F, Jr.
and Billy. B.F. Jr. married Jo Lipari, who
may be remembered as a former em-
ployee of the First State Bank of Mata-
dor. Mrs. Brackeen was the boys’ grand-
mother. The Ben Tunnell who married
Sherry, is the Matador Superintendent
grandson, the son of B.F. Jr. (Taken from
Traweek’s “Of Such As These” Copyright
1973).

Motley County Ambulance Service
for a year after his training, before
he and wife, Barbara, and son, Doug
Jr., moved to Ozona in 1984.

Meador received Special Skills
training and Paramedic training in
1988. He has worked as the EMS Co-
ordinator for Crockett County since
1988 and teaches EMS classes.

Meador, who had worked with the
City of Matador Water Department,
is the Ozona Waterworks Superinten-
dent. “I never thought that my expe-
rience as a Water technician would
be used to the extent it was used at
this accident.” Pipe cutters used in
his job with the City were used to cut
the pipe from Koerth’s body.

“Doug didn’t say much to me at
first, but he didn't have to. I figured
it out. I knew it was bad,” said Koerth.

But it wasn’t until rescuers
climbed into the back of his truck to
cut the end of the pipe that the truth
dawned on him.

“That’s when I realized, ‘Oh my
gosh! It went all the way through me

and out the back of the truck.”

For the first time Koerth knew his
injury might be life threatening. Con-
scious throughout the hour-long res-
cue, Ronald watched as the pipe was
cut six inches in front of his stomach.

With a short section of pipe still
imbedded in his body, Koerth was air-
lifted to San Angelo on Shannon
{Vledical Center’s AirMed 1 helicop-

er.

The surgery lasted five to six
hours. “They reattached my small
intestine to my colon and took out m
appendix and a little piece of my 12
rb,” he said.

Miraculously, the injury didn’t
leave any permanent damage. He
was released from the hospital on
Monday and might be back at work
within two months.

Koerth credits God, his Ozona
rescuers and the Shannon staff for
his successful recovery.

“The Ozona personnel really im-
pressed me,” he said. “I've never
seen such professionalism.”

Meador said, “I know Ronald had
another passenger riding with him
that day. There was definitely divine
intervention in this situation.”

Meador says he will use the acci-
dent scene in his future EMS train-
ing classes.

Sailor prepared for
overseas deployment

For Sailor Gary D. Locke, the
months of drills, inspections and
training evolutions are finally over.
Locke and the crew of the Navy’s
only mine countermeasures support
ship, USS Inchon (MCS 12), have
proven to the Navy that they are
ready to operate in the Persian Gulf
and can handle anything that may
occur during their four-and-a-half
month deployment, which began re-
cently.

Navy Petty Officer 3rd Class
Locke, the 23-year old son of Teresa
Locke of Pampa and Kelly Locke of
Amarillo, and other Inchon members
have spent the last six months con-
ducting exercises to prepare for de-
ployment overseas. Inchon is cur-
rently participating in a Western Pa-
cific deployment.

Inchon, a modified Iwo Jima -
class helicopter carrier, was named
in honor of the highly successful land-
ing in Inchon, Korea on Sept. 15, 1950,
by Gen. Douglas MacArthur. Locke
believes it is important for ships to
deploy to these regions of the world.

“We deéyloy to keep the sea lanes
open,” said Locke, a 1996 graduate
of Pampa High School.

In addition to meeting national
security agendas, overseas deploy-
ments also help Sailors like Locke
satisfy interests they had when they
first joined the Navy.

“I joined the Navy for the travel
and for college,” Locke said.

Locke is an electrician with
Inchon, based in Ingleside, Texas,
located 144 miles southeast of San
Antonio. Locke maintains and re-
pairs lighting systems and other elec-
trical equipment.

Inchon, at 602 feet long and 84
feet wide at the beam (the flight deck
is 105 feet wide), was originally de-
signed in the late 1960s to conduct
amphibious force landings by provid-
ing helicopter support to Marines
and assist in establishing air superi-
ority in the designated landing area.
The crew consists of 45 naval offic-
ers and 634 enlisted personnel. Two
600 psi steam boilers produce 23,000
shaft horsepower, which propel the
single-screw ship to speeds of 23
knots. Inchon’s weapons include Mk
38 25 mm chain guns, .50 caliber
guns, and Mk 15 Phalanx Close-in
Weapon Systems.

Inchon’s conversion to a mine
countermeasures support ship was
completed in 1996, which provides in-
tegrated command and control for all
mine countermeasure (MCM)
forces, including communication and
data interface with amphibious battle

force commanders. It also supports
a variety of MCM units, including
mine-hunting and mine-sweeping
vessels, explosive ordnance disposal
(EOD) personnel, a two-helicopter
detachment of CH-46 Sea Knights
and an eight-helicopter detachment
of MH-53 Sea Dragons. The ship can
also provide medical augmentation
and intermediate level maintenance
support for the assigned units.

Daily life on board the Inchon can
be demanding, but Sailors like Locke
still have opportunities to pursue
personal and professional goals,
even during deployment.

The two-year Navy veteran said,
“My goal is to see places I have only
experienced in books or on televi-
sion.”

Inchon has participated in eight
major operations, ranging from Op-
eration End Sweep in the early 1970s,
which tasked the ship with the re-
moval of mines from North Vietnam-
ese harbors, to Operation Shining
Hope in 1999, where the ship pro-
vided critical heavy lift support as
part of the humanitarian relief effort
for Kosovar refugees in the Balkans.

From being prepared to support

DRYLAND CROP NEARING
END OF LINE IN 2001

Dry weather conditions continue
to strengthen the probability that a
significant percentage of High Plains
dryland cotton acreage will not es-
tablish a stand.

The end result could be a further
reduction in the number of acres that
will enter July with a chance to make
it to harvest.

Preliminary estimates, and infor-
mal discussions have indicated that
as many as 750,000 acres of dryland
cotton south of Lubbock will be
turned in to federal crop insurance
beginning June 25 with the expira-
tion of the late planting period man-
dated by the insurance policy.

Federal crop insurance man-
dates that two weeks pass, after the
final planting date, before insured
acreage can be turned in and a de-
termination of the crops status can
be made.

For most of the counties south
of Lubbock the end of the two-week
waiting period arrives June 25. Af-
ter that date adjusters can begin the
process of evaluating and releasing
acregge that has failed to achieve &
stand. ’

All told the area in question ac-
counts for 1.2 million of the area’s es-
timated 1.8 million dryland acres.
Some 750,000-800,000 acres in this
area are considered prime candi-
dates for failure after June 25.

One point that must be taken into
consideration on the dryland acreage
1s that any substantial rainfall before

The estimated dryland loss plus
the 350,000-400,000 acres of irrigated
crops already listed as lost to a vari-
ety of weather events, mostly hail and
high winds, puts the total acreage
that is now considered to be tallied
as lost somewhere in the neighbor-
hood of 1.2 million acres.

That would leave only about 2.5
million acres for harvest with the
months of July, August and Septem-
ber still to come.

The writing could well be on the
wall for the area to be on the short
end of the production stick.
