I nder New Rule

Nichols ani

The State Depiirtmvnt of Public 
Welfare today bt*gan op-ration of a 
r**oigunizid plan of old age a *̂i -̂t- 
ance as oiitlineil in a new rule book 
issued by Jonny W inters, executive 
director on Oct. 20th. The 0.5 page 
manual, which replaces one of 377 
jiages, makes its principal changes 
in the rules for judging nee«l.

The welfare director explained that 
“ the amount of a grant is deter- 
miiual by itemizing and totaling the 
cost of necessities and deducting in­
come. The deficit thus found deter­
mines the assistance granteil.There- 
fom, rules governing the consiilera- 
tion of «*ach necessity and kind of 
r< source have l>ei n made.

We havef ound for instance.” Win- 
t:is  continu'd, "that the am>»unt al 
lowed for incidentals varies widely 
and :-ince this is a semi-es- -ntial 
item we are placing a $2 per month 

White, and i limit un al owanc*-' to meet this nee*l 
so that everyone will n'ceive equal 
treatment. The incidental allowance 
I'rs ir.cb.’.ded such items as bus fare, 
small church contributions, tobaccos, 
stamps, stationary, newspapers.etc.

“ We havef ound a wide variance 
in the amount allowed for the pur­
chase of glasses and teeth. Hertafter 
we feel that we cannot grant more 
than $15 for the purchase of glasses 
or $40 for teeth.The welfare depart 
ment has i>een Glowing the prac­
tice of providing money to enable 
aged persons to pay their prorata 
share of rent and utilities when liv­
ing in the home o f a son or daughter 
While this department is prohibited 
by law from inquiring into the ability 
of a child to support, w’e have found 
that such allowances are often not 
used for payment of rent. In the 
future no money will be granted for 
rent unles sthe aged person’s pre- 
since in the home actually increas­
es the cost of rent.”
