Fight Erupts In Beirut

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP )—Heavy fighting broke out
in Beirut during the night for the first time in the nine-
day-old cease-fire. The civil war's 57th truce was also
threattened by fighting south of the capital and by
the return of more Palestinians to southeast Lebanon.

Leftist Moslem and right-wing Christiap forces in
Beirut traded grenades and machine-gun fire at close
range all night. Hospital and militia sources reported
that more than 45 persons were killed and 65 woun-
ded, a toll le to the nightly totals before
the cease<fire began Oct. 21.

SIGNALING CONTINUED SLOWDOWN

WASHINGTON (AP)—The
government index designed to
predict future economic growth
declined for the second month in
a row in September, the Com-
merce Department said today,
bringing more bad pre-election
news for the Ford ad-
ministration.

The decline in the index of
leading economic indicators was
seventh-tenths of a per cent in
September, the same as in
August. It indicates that the
economic slowdown may con-
tinue.

Economists say they are not
certain that the index points to
an economic decline until it has
gone down for three months in a
row. .

But the latest report seems
certain to raise new questions
about the strength of £conomic
recovery, since other recent
statistics on economic growth
and unemployment have also
been disappointing.

However, one Commerce
Department analyst said it
wasn't clear from the index
whether the decline reflected
the slowdown in economic
growth that has already oc-
curred, or whether it pointed to
a further slowdown in the
months ahead.

(AP) — State
Bar director Joe K. Longley
said today bar president Gibson
Gayle is mistaken if he thinks
the state does not own the land
on which the new bar building
stands.

Longley charged Wednesday
that the bar illegally mort-
gaged the land for $4 million to
an Austin bank in 1975. Texas
has always been a pay-as-you-
‘g0 state, Longley said, and the
Texas Constitution prohibits ex-
tension of the state's credit.

Americans Finding More

Bargains In Mexico Now

EDITOR’'S NOTE — A hotel
room for $5 a day, filet mignon
at $2.20, a bottle of wine only
$1.50 — those are some of the
bargains Americans are finding
iIn Mexico after devaluation of
the peso. Here is a report.

GUADALAJARA, Mexico
(AP) — Tourists from the
United States and most of the
595,000 retired Americans living
in Mexico find it hard to sup-
press gleeful grins as pesos
multiply in their wallets.

Two devaluations In two
months have made Mexico one
of the world’s great tourist bar-
gains and doubled the number
of pesos a retired American
gets for his dollar pension
check.

“T can live like a king here
now,”” said Ed Schopp, who
used to farm in Salix, Iowa.

Mexican wage earners and
foreigners who live on income
from investments inside the
country were stunned, however.
The government has made no
real effort to explain what de-
valuation might mean to them.

Mexico's currency was
allowed to float — seek its own
level of value — on world mon-
ey markets on Sept. 1 after 22
years of being pegged at 12.5
pesos to the dollar. The govern-
ment later stabilized the rate of
exchange at 199 to the dollar
but in a surprise announcement
last Tuesday night allowed it to
float freely again. It imme-
diately shot to 26.5, and on
Thursday a dollar bought 25.79
pesos 1n major banks.

““This is my 20th trip to Mexi-
co since 1958 and it has never
been so cheap,’’ said Linda Bin-
kele of Santa Barbara, Calif.
‘““‘My parents and I have one of

the ‘best rooms at one of the

best hotels in Guadalajara for
$5. I bought a leather jacket for
$40 yvesterday. That same jack-
et would cost $200 or $250 in the
United States.”

Prices of hotels and most res-
taurants are controlled by the
government and have been
allowed to rise only 20 per cent.
A top-class hotel room that cost
the equivalent of $28.80 on Mon-
day now costs $21.69. Tax
fares, bus fares, meals and
tourist goods and services
dropped similarly.

Study Finds Refillable Bottles, Cans Are Cheaper

28-ounce refillable bottle of gin-
ger ale at the same price as a
disposable.

The biggest price spread be-
tween the two types of contain-
ers was found in Roseville,
Minn., where a quart of 7-Up in
a refillable bottle was 66.7 per
cent cheaper than in a throw-
away. .

Nationwidé, the savings per
refillable ranged from one to 10
cents per container of up to 16
ounces when purhcased in six-
or eight-packs. The range on
quart bottles was from 14 to 18
cents.

The survey showed that a
beer drinker could expect to
spend from 30 cents to $2 a
case less for beer purchased in
refillable containers. The sav-
ing for premium beer would be
slightly less.

However, the league found
that beer in refillables is avi-
lable in only a few areas. An
