Il was born and reared on a farm in West Tennessee where we 

had many stumps in the fields we cultivated. Some of these stumps 

had long small roots, and when my plow ran under them, they had 

a way of striking back and hitting me on the shin, In my agony, 1 

was inclined to blame both my team and the stump for the painful 

black spot on my shin, but [ soon learned that the wise and best thing 

to do was to plow around the stump and leave it out in the mellow 

soil, hoping some day it would be removed. 

We contact many stumps as we plow along the furrows of life, 

which for a time give us much pain and discomfort, but in most in- 

stances the only wise thing for us to do, is to plow around them and 

go on about our work. If we put dynamite under them to blow them 

up, we will likely get the worst of it, unless we are experts at the 

business, so the safest plan is to plow around them. Some years ago 

a man came into our services where I was pastor. He seemed to be 

deeply interested in every department of our church. He often ex- 

pressed his appreciation of my sermons. But suddenly he stopped 

coming. [I had fear that he was ill, so I called to see him. On asking 

for the cause of his absence, he said, ‘I will never hear you preach 

again. You make direct reference to me in your sermon a few Sun- 

days ago while speaking on the inconsistencies of professed Chris- 

‘tians.”” I said, ‘‘My brother, I certainly did not know you were 

guilty. I have been thinking of you as being a true, loyal Christian, 

one whom I could depend on at all time.”” He said, ‘‘No, I will never 

hear you preach agian.” What could I do in this case, except to 

plow around the stump and go on about my work, praying that God 

would help him see himself in the true light, that he might overcome 

his weakness. 

There are other similar cases that have come into your life and 

mine that we had to plow around. There are some, however, that 

misjudge us through honest, but misunderstood motives that will 

gladly become reconciled when they know the good motive that 

prompted our action. Such an attitude will tend to cement hearts 

together ‘and make even closer friendship.

Wilson Fielder, missionary in the 

Far East for the past 24 years, was 

the principal speaker at the Ballinger 
Rotary Club meeting Tuesday noon of 
last week. The speaker, considered 

one of the best posted men on political 

and social affairs in China of any 
American living there, spoke on a 
very interesting phase of the situa- 

tion existing at present. 

Mr. Fielder stated that since re- 

turning to this country for a few 

weeks’ vacation he had been asked 

many times, “what does Japan intend 

to do with China?” He commented 

that this was more discussed outside 

the two countries than in them and 

the question was rarely ever heard in 

the Orient. He explained their posi- 
tions and said Japan wanted China 

only as a possible help in case of war 
with Russia. 

The speaker, talked on the New 
China and the changes their during 

the past two decades, asserting that 

it had progressed more than in the 

2,000 years prior to this area. 

He devoted part of his address to 

Russia and told of the power this 

nation would seon command in the 

world. He described some of the 

military preparations underway in the 

of the country by the compact gov- 
ernment. 

Upon conclusion of his talk Mr. 

Fielder was kept on the floor for some 
time answering questions. The first 

was in regard to the poor. He stated 

that most of the Chinese were poverty 

stricken and had to support a family 

on approximately $3 a month. He 
said they would eat only enough to 

permit them to work and that if they 

worked little they ate little. 

Information relative to the educa- 
tional system was the next question 

Dissatisfied as Year Ends 
With the third year of repeal draw- 

ing to a close December 6, the nation 

balances its liquor ledger this week 
with results that are unsatisfactory 

to both wets and drys, according to a 

survey by the National Voice News 
Bureau. 

Elimination of bootleggers, aboli- 

tion of the old time saloon, annual 
revenue of more than a billion a year, 

and removal of the liquor problem 
from politics were among the prin- 
cipal promises made by repealists in 

their campaign arguments against 

the Eighteenth Amendment. 

On the third birthday of repeal, 
The National Voice News Bureau 

sums up the evidence that dry lead- 
ers are offereing to prove that these 

repeal promises have all been broken: 

“The bootlegging business is as 

highly organized since repeal as it 

was during prohibition,” says the In- 

stitute of Public Administration in 

New York. The institute estimates 

that nearly 40,000,000 gallons of un- 

taxed liquor were produced in 1935, 

nearly half of the total gallonage of 
tax paid spirits. “Illicit liquor is the 

cause of 50 per cent loss in revenue,” 

stated a headline in Tap & Tavern, 

journal of the liquor industry re- 

cently.

Fielder was kept on the floor for some 

time answering. questions. The first’ 

was in regard to the poor. He stated 

that most of the Chinese were poverty |t 

stricken and had to support a family 

on approximately $3 a month. He 

said they would eat only enough to 

permit them to work and that if they 

worked little they ate little. 

Information relative to the educa-’ 

tional system was the next question 

and it was explained that China had 
a public school system in which the 

good points were taken from the 

school systems of other countries. 

With the third year of repeal draw- 
ing to a close December 6, the nation 

balances its liquor ledger this week 
with results that are unsatisfactory 

to both wets and drys, according to a 
survey by ‘the National Voice News 

Bureau. 

Elimination of bootleggers, aboli- 

tion of the old time saloon, annual 

revenye of more than a billion a year, 

and removal of the liquor problem 

from politics were among the prin- 

cipal promises made by repealists in 

their campaign arguments against 

the Eighteenth Amendment. 

On the third birthday of repeal, 

The National Voice News Bureau 
sums up the evidence that dry lead- 

ers are offereing to prove that these 

repeal promises have all been broken: 

“The bootlegging business is as 

highly organized since repeal as it 

was during prohibition,” says the In- 

stitute of Public Administration in 
New York. The institute estimates 

that nearly 40,000,000 gallons of un- 
taxed liquor were produced in 19365, 
nearly half of the total gallonage of 
tax paid spirits. “Illicit liquor is the 

cause of 50 per eent loss in revenue,” 

stated a headline in Tap & Tavern, 

journal of the liquor industry re- 

cently. 

Regarding the “no saloon” promise, 

James G. Flaherty, attorney for the 

Tavern Owners’ Association in Cali- 

fornia, recently declared in a news- 

paper interview: “It is time to ad- 
mit it is a saloon, whether you call 

it that, or a tavern, or an inn, or 

t Pete's place.

5. Communism is false because it puts an exaggerated em- 

phasis on physical values in violation of man’s fundamental and 

essential spirituality. It has consequently magnified the economic 

out of all proportion, and too extensvely degraded love into lust. and 

men into beasts. 

6. Communism is false because, denying the spirit, it has no 

appreciation of the sanctity of the individual life, consequently it 

has both plundered man of his ennobling political freedom, un- 

founded his aspirations, and abolished his hopes. 

7. Communism is false because in its approach to a classless 

society its organizing motive has beén hatred, while cold-blooded 

murder has been its pracical technique. 

8. Communism is false because in Russia still after nineteen 

years it practices an oppressive censorship, disclosing its spine of 

tyranny and its fear of truth. 

9. Communism is false because its partieular principle: of mas- 
tership and control is through fear. 

10. Communism is false because as a totalitarian dictatorship 

it cannot be reformed except by conspiracy, violence, and revolu-

-MORE ABOUT RECKLESS DRIVING 

The press of the country is beginning to wake up and speak out 

in meetin’ on the perils of reckless driving. This week, as we

we ran across the following broadside cast at reckless drivers: 

‘‘If we had hundreds of wild men running wild over this nation 

and killing one hundred or more persons each week, a way would 

soon be found to put a stop to this blot on civilization. Yet we have 

more than that number of people killed by automobiles each week 

and we do nothing whatsodver to stop the terrible slaughter. About 

37,500 will be the automobile death toll for 1936, and the number of 

maimed will be away up in the hundreds of thousands. Folks can- 

not be educated to drive safely and sanely so it is up to Uncle Sam 

to demand that governors be placed on all cars using the public high- 

ways and have a speed limit of 35 to 40 miles an hour. Any time a 

car is found that will exceed such limit treat the owner as though 

he were in possession of a deadly weapon. And an automobile under 
‘the guidance of an irresponsible person is more deadly than a loaded 
gun. Why a civilized people absolutely ignore this daily massacre 
of our people without attempting to take some measures to halt it, 
is something hard to understand. We read the daily death list with- 

out batting an eye, evidently deciding it is all right just so none of 
my family is affected.’’ 

We agree with the above editorial that some drastic steps must 

be taken to curb the speedmania epidemic that is causing the destruc- 

tion of so many lives in this country.

THE SUPREME GIFT OF LOVE 
+ (Christmas Lesson) 

I Johm 4:7-19 

The fraternity, the spirituality, the 
serenity, and the service of Chris- 

tian love are emphasized in the pres- 

ent paragraph from the pen of the 

“disciple whom Jesus loved.” 

1. The Program of Love 
Love redeeming is the highest task 

in the program of love. The duty of 
fraternal love stands in the fore- 

ground but it is based upon, inter- 
woven with and enforced by divine 
Jove. Why ought we to love one an- 
other? (1) Love is of God. Hence 

every one who truly loves is a child 
of God; and as a child he knows God 

in an atmosphere of love. (2) God is 

love. Hence one who does not love 

shows that he does not know God. 

(3) The love of God was manifested 

in the sending of his Son into the 

Cy 

tion for our sins, and that we might 

have life through him. (4) He loves 

us definitely and savingly, through 

we did not love him and were in re- 

bellion against him. In view of re- 

deeming love, the conclusion is firre- 

sistible: “We ought also to love one 
another.” 

2. The Privilege of Love 

Love indwelling is the richest gain 

in the privilege of love. Notice four 

things here: (1) Access to God. While 

no one has ever seen God with hu- 

man eyes, yet if we love one another, 
God abides with .us and his love is 
perfected in us. (2) Assurance from 

God. We know he abides in us be- 

cause he has given us of his Spirit. 

(3) Activity for God. Under the im- 

pulse of love and of thé Spirit we see 
and say that God has sent his Son 
to be our Savior and that Jesus is the 

Son of God. (4) Association with 

God. Realizing the fact of the di- 

vine love and that God is love, we 
find that to live the life of love we 

must live in God, and he in us. 

8. The Perfection of Love 

Love empowering is .the finest de- 

velopment in the perfection of love. 

If God dwells with and within us, we 

have a threefold power: (1) The pow- 
er of attainment, for love thus 

reaches .ita perfection in us; (2) the 

power of confidence, for thus we have 

boldness in the Day of Judgment; 

complete love expels fear with all its 

shrinking from penalty. 
4. The Philanthropy of Love 

Love uplifting is the noblest ex- 

pression of the philanthropy of love. 

Observe: (1) The leverage of love, for 

God's love to us enables and inspires 

us to love; (2) the lift of love (verse 

20), which reaches out to our fellow 

men the hand of help without hate 

or hypocrisy; and the life of love 

(verse 21), whic ys the divine 

command to love God and man. 

Love God and One Another 

(1) The Source of Love. “Love is 

of God.” He originates it. He is 

the embodiment of it. He imparts it. 

Apart from him, hate lurks or reigns 

everywhere, 

(2) The Birth of Love. “Begotten 

of God.” One cannot have Christian 
love without being a Christian. The 

life of love must start with the new 

birth. All else is superficial or sham 

love. a 

(3) The Revelation of Love. “Born 
of God.” We cannot know God with- 
out loving him. And if we love him, 

we shall know him. No higher knowl- 
edge is there in the universe. 

(4) The Secret of Love. “God sent 
his only begotten Son.” Deity was 
incapable of greater love and saeri- 
fice. Is not the thought of it over- 
mastering? Does it not smite upon 
the remotest heart-strings? 

(6) The Obligation of Love. “We 

ought also to love ofle another.” We 

cannot be like God unless we love. 

Nor can we live happily and help- 
fully among our fellow men. And 
how love expands our own souls! 

(6) The Development of Love. 
“His love is perfected in us.” Our 

grow or our vices harden. 
Love can be nurtured and perfected. 
No other virtue is so high; no other 
duty so urgent. 

(7) The Service of Love. “We 
have seen and do testify.” Love sees 
into the deep things of God and then 
spreads abroad the good news. Per- 
ceive and proclaim! See and say! 

(8) The Perseverance of Love. 
“Dwelleth in love.” Not a fleeting 
emotion, but an enduring grace is the 
love worth while. It is the air we 
breathe, the raiment we wear, the 
house in which we live.

FOR PAST 43 YEARS 
TELLS OF ASSAM WORK 
(Continued from page 1) 

the most mountainous and most un- 
civilized Portion of India—the north- 
eastern province of Assam, where 

head-hunters and savages have held 

forth for centuries in the Himalaya 

mountains. The population of that 
province is around 9,000,000. India’s 
total population is around 362,000,000. 
Dr. Swanson made these statements 
as he began his talk to impress his 
audience with India’s vastness and 

the staggering number of souls withind 
-. her borders. 

Much of his talk dealt with the Cen- 
tennial just celebrated in Assam— 

the Centennial of coming of Baptist 

Christian teaching to that country. 
He said that the work of the first 50 
years was discouragingly slow, but 
that of the last 50 has been swift and 
encouraging. He said that conver- 
sions are being made fastet? than con- 

verts can be baptized and properly 

instructed in Christian living. 

When Dr. Swanson first began his 
work he rode a bicycle from village to 

village. Then he had a “gipsy” wagon 

preaching from the wagon wheal 

whereever he stopped. The stops were 

usually made at the market places. 

Were necessary 
when the Centennial jubilee celebra- 
tion was held. They repeated each 
speaker's words so that all the vast 
throng could understand. Dr. Swan- 

son dwelt on the intermingling of the 
“castes” at the jubilee. 

Tea-growing is the great industry 
in Assam, Dr. Swenson Said. The 

9,000,000 inhabitants speak 136 lan- 
guages—but Dr. Swanson quickly ad- 

mitted that he didn’t learn that many 

during all his 43 years. 

Clean-shaven and active, Dr. Swan- 
son hardly looks his 69 years in 

spite of all the strenuous service he 

has seen. Mrs. Swanson is 67. They 

have three sons, all born in India. 

One is now a ministerial student at 
Southwestern Theological Seminary, 

in Fort Worth. 

Leaving India several months ago, 
Dr. and Mrs. Swanson attended the 

World Sunday School convention at 
Oslo, Sweden, and Dr. Swanson vis- 

ited his birthplace. He lived in Swed- 
en until he was 13 years of age. He 

and Mrs. Swanson were married in 

Maline, Indiana. They were sent to 

Indian in 1893 by the Northern Bap- 
tist mission board. © ’

guests of the Rev. and Mrs. O’Brien. 

Afterward they continued on their 

way to California, where Dr. Swan- 
son will do educational work and as-
