Representative Tawney, of Minnesota, 
Objects to an Item of $1,875 to Pay 
Senator Bankhead as Member of the 
Commiaaion—Anthracite Coal Strike 
Cited.

WashluBtoa. Feb It .—The Ie«allty 
of the creation by the president of the 
Inland waterways commission was 
questioned by Mr. Tawney, Minnesota, 
chairman of the committee on appro­
priations, in the bouse Tuesday. The 
point was raised when .Mr. Tawney 
urged that the house conferees dis­
agree to the senate amendment to the 
urgent deliclency bill granting $1,875 
to Senator John 11 Itgnkhead for ser­
vice as a member of the commission. 
Mr. Tawney deebired that he did not 
question the motives of the chief ex 
ecutive, but Insisted that his action 
was without authority of law.

Mr. Crumpacker, Indiana, asserted 
that in extra constitutional an<l legal 
matters the president did have author­
ity to Incur ex|>enses of this character 
and he cited the anthracite coal strike 
coninilssion.

“ Du you understand the president 
has itower to commit this house to 
an apropriation In violation of law?*' 
inquired Mr. Livingston, of Georgia?

“ No." replied Mr. Crumpacker, "but 
he Is not forbidden by law to appoint 
a voluntary commission to gather ma­
terial fur his own information. He 
would be." said Mr. Crumpacker, " if 
It was Information gathered for the 
government."

Replying to Mr. F'itxgerald. N'ew 
Yurk. Mr. Crumiuirker said he as­
sumed the comaiiasloners had not been 
paid

"Hut they have been paid.” insisted 
Mr Fltrgerald, "and It Is possible to 
ascertain from what fund."

Mr Tawney challenged .Mr. Cnim- 
packer on the‘ strength of his state­
ment to say why ihe government 
should pay the expenses of the com­
mission. but Mr. Crumpacker asserted 
that he was not claiming that the 
government should pay these ex­
penses.

"A t a matter of fact." reiterated Mr 
Tawney, "these expenses have not 
been paid and can not be under any 
law now In force."

CITY OF BAQDAO CLAIMS RE8T- 

INQ PLACE OF LEADER.

Moslem Woman Gather There and 
Pray for All Kinds of Favors— Haa 

Been Taken from Cuetody 
of the Jews.

Famewe German Chef Found But One 
Olah Worthy of Imitation.

Albert Neumann, ebef to her Im 
perlal hlghneaa the Prussian Crown 
Princess Ceoelle. has returned from 
a tour in America a disappointed 
man.

He waa dispatched to thia land of 
unlimited poastblllties to search high 
and low (or some culinary delicacies 
better than anything made In Ger­
many. and all he brought l>ack worthy 
if Imitation, he reports, la the clam 
chowder.

Altogether he fonnd American cook­
ing devoid of novelty or especial ex- 
'ellence. He aaya the only good Amer- 
can cooking la French. Indeed, he 
lays that the real Amatlcan cooking 
a simply barbaric—always excepting 
he clam chowder, which he hopes to 
nuke a favorite diah at the crown 
trlni-eaa' table.

Bagdad, once a city of 3,080.000 peo 
pie, and 1,000 years ago tbe wuiid't 
center of all which civilization meani. 
boasts only two graves of Its great 
characters. Tbe tomb of the Caliph 
Mansur and of Zubelde, the wife oi 
Harun-el-Rashid, alone stand among 
Its ruiaa, says the Sunday School 
Times. M'heru the long list of caliphs, 
the grand vizera and the i>oets who 
made Bagdad famous were burled 
none ran say. The tombs have prob­
ably deen demolished by the ruthless 
hunters of bricks.

However, among the ruins of tbe 
old cRy of Bagdad, to the left of the 
Tigris, stands a large square brick 
structure In which the Moslem keep­
ers solemnly assert the body of Josh­
ua la buried. It Is useless to teat their 
statements by the apparent age of the 
building, for (he small square bricks 
of Its walla, gathered from tbs ruins of 
tbe Arabic period, may Indicate only 
a reconstruction. The present build 
Ing la not ancient. The entrance, pro- 
tected by a portico, leads into a large 
open court, which la surrounded Ig 
chambers. In some of the chamber.- 
are tombs of the recent dead. In 
others the attendanta live and In one 
Is housed a rough board coffin, wbUb 
renders service at every funeral ic 
the community. It Is used to trans 
port the body to the cemetery and 
la then returned to the masque tc 
await the nezt burial. A single date 
palm now grows la the court, raising 
Ita bead above the flat ixMif to which 
a brick stairway leads

At the farther end of the court, oc­
cupying the entire rear of the build 
log. is the shrine, a spacluus, window 
less chamber, lighted only by the door 
way, sad enilrely destitute of fuml 
ture save (or tbe coarse reed matt 
which cover tbe brick (lour Its cen 
ter is capped by a large dome, and the 
walla have recently been white­
washed. yet In places beneath tbe 

I thin white coal appear the more an- 
I dent Hebrew Inscriptions which were 

once tho interior decorat kins.
Tbe tomb beneath the center of the 

dome is protected by a large rectangu 
lar paneled rase of dark wood, and 
excepting In one place, where a panel 
Is missing, It It Invisible. At the bead 
of the case are two tin projections, 
about which are tied a number of 
strings or rags torn from the gar 
menu of the visiting pilgrims. One 
day, while I was standing at the head 
of the sacred tomb, a young Moslem 
woman entered, and with eyea wet 
with weeping the tore a small rag 
from her garment and tied It 
about one of tbe projoctlona, while 
aho mumbled a prayer to God that be­
fore a year hence, when she should 
come to untie the rag. she might pre­
sent her husband with a child. It 
waa but a repetition of the picture of 
Hannah, the mother of Samuel, while i 
she was at tbe temple, weeping and 
praying before Eli the priest. In the 
shrines of the east, the picture it still 
common. Uefore the government 
buildings at Bagdad stands a big 
cannon which the ignorant Arab wom­
en, aware of Its trenieadous power, 
believe can answer prayer.

The old gun is half hidden with the 
strings and rags tied about It, each to 
represent a prayer, and could U apeak 
It might tell strange stories of the 
confessions which the confiding wom­
en have poured out to It. So with the 
tomb of Joshua. There the women 
author and pray for all kinds of 
favors, firm In tbe belief that the 
prophet will In some way cause them 
to be granted.

Less than half a century ago the 
tomb of Joshua was in Jewish bands, 
but tbe Turkish officials caused a 
number of them to be arrested as 
they were bearing the body of a noted 
mbbi there (or burial. They were Im­
prisoned for attempting to bury a Jew 
at tbe sbrtne of the great prophet. 
They uuMtl/ I Oiwibed upon inw
payment of large turns of money, but 
the care of the tomb was taken from 
them. Since then the tomb has been 
forbidden to the Jews, and, ilka moat 
Moslem things. It now shows sad neg­
lect. Yet should we follow the Jewish 
woman na she crosses the old boat 
bridge, we might see her turn toward 
tbe tomb, and from a distance look 
longingly at the doorway which she is 
forbidden to enter, while her lips ut­
ter a prayer with the hope that the 
long-buried leader, even so far away, 
may hear and answer it.

TALCS OF LABRADOR'S WEALTH.

They May Be True, But It Will Be 
Celd Werk Proving Them.

Storiee of Labrador have the weird 
Interest that attaches to a practically 
undiscovered eountry irappeio nave 
penetrated the wilds to soma extenL 
and, after monthk of iaolaliun, have 
brought out a wealth of peltry In proof 
of the number and variety of fur bear­
ing animals that Inhabit tfaam A 
aummer tourist now and then, disdala- 
Ing thw beaten paths of civlllsatioa. 
aaa. with canoe aud gun and camp 
equipage, apant a season of adventure 
on the rivers that flow Into the Gulf 
of SL lAwreuce or lludaon'e bay; 
tales have been told of tbe lonely 
half savage lives of the flaber folk la 
their little huts perched upon tbe 
rocks, their bitterest necesslliae re­
lieved once a year by a supply ship 
sent out by the British government; 
the topography of the country has 
been outlined by government surveys 
and by tbe findings of more than one 
ill-ataried Arctic expedition; the won­
derful people that live in anow huta 
and exist upon what they can taka 
out of the frozen waters have been 
described, and their servitors la the 
animni kingdom—tbe Eskimo dogs— 
wolves scarcely Uraed, savagely 
hungry, fierce 0ght>-rs among tbert- 
aelves, but trained to harneas, have 
boen extolled for tbeir usefulness 
and sagacity.

But of tbe great natural resources 
of I.abrador—Ita mineral depuelts, Its 
vast wealth in timber, the possibilities 
of agriculture In ita more favored lo­
calities. and Its general susceptibility 
to settlement, there is little beyond 
conjecture. Hence the story brought 
from the far nurthland by A. W. Bird- 
Bell, of Ix)s Angeles, who bas Just re­
turned to his home in that city after 
an absence of 18 years In northeast­
ern lAbrador, Is of more than passing 
Interest. Thhre is nothin' unbellov 
able in the assumption ih tbe rm-ks 
of bleak and InhoapUable -tb Lab­
rador are stratliled with gold, the 
story of tbe Klondike bears out Ihs 
truth of the theory. The iiuaslblllty 
of surviving In comfort a winter In a 
tem|>eraturo of 60 degrees below se-o, 
where the night lasts for half a year, 
baa been demonslmted by other ex­
plorers within the Arctic zone, but 
the public will listen with Interest to 
Mr BlrdseM's reilera'lon of the state­
ment

Tbe conditions Imposed by nature 
in these far-north latitudes, however, 
are forbidding, and, except under tbe | 
stress of excitement engendered by 
the discovery of gold mines of fabu­
lous richness, few people will rare to 
brave the rigors of the I.nbrador cli­
mate In the hope of uncovering tbs 
wesith that sboiinda In tbe rucks.

laterstate Commerce Commission 

Makes Statement Regarding 
Nine-Hour Law.

W ILL T H E  E FFE C T MARCH 4
No Extension of Time ie Authorized 

Except in Particular Cases After 
Full Hearing— Good Cause 

Must Be Shown.

Show Books or Qe to Prison.
Guthrie, Ok„ Feb. 12.—A bill pro­

viding that ofllceni of corporations | 
wbo conceal ih«dr booBtt or statemenie 
shall be guilty o f a felony and sub-' 
ject to not moi-o than two years nor 
lesa than threat months' imprison-, 
men, has pasted both bouses of tbe* 
Aealtlatura. j

Wasblngtou, Feb. 12.— An important 
announccnient was made Friday by 
tbe interstate commerce comniitslon 
respecting Us attitude toward tbe re 
quest recently made by tbe operating 
vice-presidents of tbe railroads o f the 
L'nlted Slates that tbe so-called nine- 
hour law, relating to the employment 
of train dispatchers, telegraph oper­
ators and tower men be suspended by 
the commission until such time as the 
law could be amended to meet the de­
sires of all concerned. The commis­
sion holds In brief that It has no au­
thority to extend the time or suspend 
the operation of the law except In a 
particular case Or c«*es Iu w’ulcii a 
bearing has been heW and good cause 
shown for the exteusion asked. Fol 
lowing is the text of the coni miss Ion's 
announcement:

Thousands of letters and telegrams 
received within the last few days in­
dicate widespread misapprehension a* 
to the power o f the commission to ex 
lend the law,” which goes Into effect 
.March 4 next, limiting the hours of 
service o f employes engaged In the 
movement o f trains upon interstate 
railroads.

The only authority in thi* regard Is 
expressed in the law as follows;

"The interstate commerce comrals 
slon may after full bearing in a par 
tirular case and for good cause shown 
extend the period within which a com 
mon carrier shall comply with the pro­
visions of this proviso ‘as to such 
case.’ ”

The proviso referred to Is that part 
of Section 2, which provides that no 
employe who handies train orders by 
telegraph or telephone shall be re­
quired or permitted to be on duty 
more than nine hours out of the 24 at 
offices continually operated night and 
day, nor more than 13 hours out o f the 
24 at olllces operated “ only during the 
day time," except In case o f em er 
gency when four additional hours may 
be required on not more than three 
days in any week. No other provision 
of the law can be esteuded or modi­
fied by the commission.

Tbe power to extend under this nro-

vlso Is extreiuei} itiiilled. This Is evi­
dent from the plain Import of the lan­
guage above quoted, from the contest 
to which It relates and from tbe ob­
vious purpose of tbe entire enactment 
It seems clear to us that uolhlng more 
was intended than to authorize tbe 
commission. In exceptional Instances 
where condltlncs are unusually or un 
foreseen, to enlarge somewhat the 
time allowed To prepare tor com 
pliance. Cundltlons which are com­
mon to many railroads or to a sub­
stantial percentage of telegraph sta­
tions are condlflons which must have 
been taken Into account when this law 
was passed and do not constitute “a 
particular case" for re lie f by the eoni- 
mlaslon.

W e are therefore o f the opinion, 
without deciding more definitely In ad 
vance o f "full hearing," upon auch ai> 
plications as may.be made, that "good 
cause" for extension Is not shown 
when it Is merely alleged or made to 
appear that the law ought not to be 
enforced at certain stations or c1as.se* 
of stations because tbe number of 
train orders handled is small and there 
Is no need o f increasing the force of 
employes. Neither would It be good 
cause, as we lielleve, to show that ad­
ditional operator* cannot be obtained 
at the Wages now or heretofore of­
fered If It appears reasonably certain 
that higher wages would procure the 
requisite number. These are purely 
questions of legislative policy which 
must have been and were determined 
by the congress adversely to the car­
riers, and the commission has no right 
or authority to postpone the taking ef­
fect of this law merely because Its 
observance will Involve Inconvenience 
and financial hardship.

We are also of the optnino that such 
power as we have must be exercised 
before the law takes effect. It is the 
power to extend the period allowed 
for preparation, not the |>ower to sue 
pend after tbe law baa become obli­
gatory. Therefore we can afford no 
relief after the fourth of March except 
in the particular canes where exten 
sioDs may have been granted prior to 
that date.

This announcement ie made for pub­
lic information and to the end that all 
Interested parties may be duly advised.
