At the close of business cn
January 31st 1939, the books of
Sheriff- Assessor and Tax Collector
Vern Davis shows that 99.22 per
cent of the taxes of Sterhng County
as shown hy the tax rolls had been
collected. . This leaves only $440.35
on the delinquent list, and Deputy
tHinton Emery is authority for say-
ing that a good part of this amount
stands a gooa show to be collected.
There were 400 poll tax receipts
issued and 12 exemptions.

Being an “off year”, the poll tax
receipts fell short of 1938 poll tax
and exemptions. Last year, 440 poll
tax receipts were issued and 25
exemptions.

The tax slate of Sterling County
was almost wiped clean.

If any other county in Texas can
show a better tax collection, let it
now speak up or hold its peace, be-
cause we are claimiog that Sterling
County is the champion county of
Texas in the matter of collecting
advalorum taxes.
