Provision is made for commer-
cial services necessary “‘for ac-
tivities which are proper for
realizing the recreational or
other wilderness purposes.”

Who opposed the legislation?
Such groups as livestock graz-
ers, minerals prospectors, min-
ers and loggers. They feared
loss of rights to use of federal
lands

WHAT OF THEIR rights un-
der the Wilderness Act® Provi-
sion is+ made for such activities
under controls designed to keep
them compatible with preserva-
tion of the wilderness character.

What about the cost” The leg-
islation does not call for any
money. It would simply give
statutory protection to existing
wilderness areas, establishing a
national policy to be carried out
by agencies. Congress
would have the power, however,
to vote future appropriations for
acquisition of privately owned
lands within the boundaries of
any wilderness area

Renal Glycosuria Mistaken For Diabetes

By JOSEPH G, MOLNER, M.D.
Dear Dr. Molner: My son is
22 and when he went for his
army physical, they found sug-
ar in the urine. We had a blood
sugar test made and the doc-
tor said he had renal diabetes,
and there wasn't anything that
could be done except diet.

Could a kidney specialist do
anything?MRS. L. W

Relax. You are too much up-
set over something that doesn't
warrant it. For that matter, sup-
pose your son had real diabe-
tes” It's not “good” but it isn't
tragic, either. Even with dia-
betes mellitus, now live
useful and happy lives. Thirty

sugar first accumulates in too
large concentrations in the
blood. After that the excess sug-
ar begins to “spill over” into the
kidneys, and is excreted
through the urine. Hence a urine
test is the first (and simplest)
test for diabetes.

Your son has been found to
have what you call renal dia-
betes, but a much better term
is renal glycosuria. (Glycosuria
means “sugar in the urine.”
This does not necessarily mean
too much sugar in the blood.
What happens is that the blood

Around The Rim
Tic-Tac, And Where Did It Go?

Back in the old days (and draw
your own copclusion as to when this
elusive date begins), there was a
good deal more leniency with child-
ish pranks—now called juvenile de-
linquency.

We came along in our prankish
teens in the days of sometimes faulty
but still workable indoor plumbing,
so it 'was Dad who told all the Hal-

loween tales of turning over outhous-
es or carting them to conspicuous lo-
cations, like the lawn of city hall.

BUT ONE PRANK which our close-
ly-knit group of healthy young boys
(we'd be termed juvenile delinquents

{mw, too) specialized in was the tic-
ac.

Now, this interesting little game
may be labeled by different names
around the country, and somewhere in
this land, the frowned-upon practice
may still live. Personally, we have
not heard of the tictac since we
showed it to a group of wide-eyed and
doubting freshmen in college, at the
expense of a sleeping sorority house,

TO THE UNINFORMED, the tic-
tac is a simple, harmless but some-
times side-splitting stunt. Tt is done
solely at night, moonless nights much
the li:ettfer l:‘,q:ipment h:‘onslm of one

of silk thread, ight, or
:gl,aolng line will do if youvyt":eng:ﬂom
it: a plece of resin (we usually
scrounged up a pitcher's bag from a
brnseball team), and a bent straight

The scheme is to sneak to a sleep-
ing house, with the thread tied to the
end of the bent , hook the
through the mid of a w\nﬁ
screen then retire, unwinding the
spool of thread to a clump of bushes—
making sure no other inter-
fere with the thread. The distance
from the screen to the hiding place
varies widely, and a skilled tictac
operator can work sometimes 100 to

150 yards away. It's much safer this
way.

SECURELY HIDDEN, the tictac
man pulls the thread taut, then rubs
the resin back and forth on it. The
comparison is crude but the principle
is the very same as a violin, resin
upon a taut string, and the window
screen, connected to the whole house,
acts as the sounding board.

Outside the house, there is little
noise. Inside the house, ding on
the skill and manipulations of the tic-
tac operator, there comes an "mearth-
ly combination of screeches, ripping
sounds, uwknells, ear-shrieking screams
and the . Obviously, a sleeping
family finds all this slightly disturb-
ing, lights flash on, Dad peers out
the door, flashlight and gun in hand,
and often times a police prowl car
soon eases down the street, playing
its spotlight back and forth.

WE FANCIED ourselves as quite the
skillful tic-tac -operators when we
were 15 or 16, There was one boy in
the crowd who was the best—by
maneuvers of tension on the thread
and variance of the resin-rubbing, he
could first make a sound like a win-
dow screen being slit with a knife,
followed by ripping noises like a
sash’s nails being pulled out and top
it with a high-tension panther .(or
woman) type screaming sound. This
was alwaysnguarameed to rouse the
household and bring on the police.

ONE OF THE BEAUTIES of the
tic-tac game was that it was virtually
undetectable. You used black thread
and by suddenly letting off all tension
and then , the pin would come
out of screen and mh could
scamper safely away. A light's
beam wouldn't disclose the thread or
the pin (painted black with model air-
plane dope).

As the saying goes, we've put away
childish things now that we've reached
manhood. Still, we wonder once in a
great while, whatever happened to the
old tic-tac stunt? ~JOE MOSBY

ORDINARY enlightened self-interest
entitles the rest of the world to
be concerned at our antics, but there
is°more to it than that—there is quid
pro quo in it as well.

Barry Goldwater, how many
acres of wood pulp has the Chicago
Tribune consumed decrying the ego-
centricities of Gen. Charles de Gaulle?

We Americans, forsooth, are the great-
est busybodies in the world and it ill
becomes us to pretend outrage when
allen commentators profess interest
in our quaint folkways.

WE HAVE pressured Britain,
France, the Netherlands and Belgium
to dissolve their colonial empires. We
have destroyed legal governments in
at least two friendly nations by extra-
legal means, and we have frequently
conditioned foreign aid on our approv-
al or disapproval of other nations.

Much of this is cynical, to be sure,
and it is a hangover from a happier
and simpler time when such jumi-
naries as Chicago's Big Bill Thomp-
son made much face by threatening
to punch King George in the nose
But a great deal of this sort of thing
can be traced to the nation’s brooding
unwillingness to recognize its place in
the world

SEN. GOLDWATER has suggested
that one of his campaign themes would
be the decline of U S. prestige through-
out the world—a tactic that was used
with some success in the late John
F. Kennedy's campaign. It was as
phony in 1960 as it is in 1964 The
only doubters of American power and
influence are to be found among self-
seeking politicians at home

Sophisticated foreigners, friend and
foe alike, know us for what we truly
are — an adolescent giant whose
strength may not yet be matched by
his intellect. They have a genuinely
justified interest in our affairs, and
we would do well to brace ourselves
