The
sheets of newsprint are subjected
to certain chemieal procedures. and
than baked for T2 hours at a tem-
perature of 212 degrees, A8 a result
of this preservation process, "the
sheet of newsprint is about the
thickness of a posteard and has a
pasty, dulled appearance.

A processed sheet of newsprint
is declared to be able to withstand
wear and tear, as well as age.
Dr. Broadman, the sclentist who
discovered this process, says in his
letter to Miss Crawford: “You
may cut and fold this sample in
any way you desire, without dam-
age.” He also adds that a piece of
the sample may be crushed in one's
hand, with severe préssure on it
without much damage. It Is his
belief that no sample can possibly
be subjected to a more severe test
than this one.

Dr. Broadman has been engaged
in research’ In this fiéld of sclence
for approximately seven years. In
a lettér to the Library sponsor,
Miss Crawford, concerning the pro-
cess, he remirked. that this pres-
ent work Is an outgrowth of his
| library work with which he has
;heen engaged for the last twenty-
