The order proposes that the fol-
lowing wells, be classed as margin-
a] producers:

Wells producing six harrels or less
per day from 2,000 feet or less.

Producing properties which have
wells producipg an average of 12
barrels a day or less from 2,500 to
3,000 feet.

It was also proposed that mar-
ginal wells be exempt from any cur-
tailment necessary under the com-
mon purchaser law, by which a
pipeline company is required to
purchase in pro rata quantities from
all producers in a field.
| Marginal wells are those which
have neared depletion, so that any
, curtallmgnt possibly would chuse
their extinction,

THEFT OF GAS
IS UNDER PROBE
IN PAMPA ARFA

Two Santa Fe switchmen and one
employe of the Phillips Petroleum
loompmw here were placed in tlw|
county jail yesterday in connection
with the alleged theft of thousands
of gallons of_gasoline during the
last three menths from tank cars of
the Phillips company in the local
Santa Fe yards. The switchmen
‘were charged with theft, while the
Phillips employe is being held for
investigation.
| Officials of the railroad company
and Phillips company and County
lAttorney John Studer have been
"mvestigating the ease since last
Thursday, when it was learned that
a tank car which had been loaded
was emptied of its contents during
the night. The emply car was dis-
covered by a switchman who report
ed it to the freight office

More than a score of local Phil-
lips and Santa Fe employes and
filling station operators in the Pam-
pa territory were questioned during
the last three days. Ten officlals
of the head office of the Phillips
Petroleum company at Bartlesville,
Okla., have been assisting in the in-
vestigation. Some of these return-
ed to Bartlesville last night. Spe-
clal officers for the Santa Fe also
are working on the case.

"Those In charge of the Investiga-
tigation declared last night that
the theft was daringly executed and
involved an amount of at least $10,-
000, . and probably more. Phillips
officlals reported that since May 1
# least 12 tank cars, loaded for
shipment, were emptied and the
gaseline sold to fllling station opera-
ﬁp‘t in various towns of the Pampa
territory. A number of affidavits
regirding sale of the gasoline, de-
posit of proceeds and phe hauling
away of the gasoline in trucks had
béen obtained. ¢

A fTurther check-up now underway
wil} reveal the total argount of
the loss. Probability that more than
12 cars of gasoline havg been stolen
in the last three months was ex-
pressed by Phillips officials.

Texas ﬂf (Carbon Company
Is Pleasing Sight—Flowers lee
Color in Otherwise Barren Area

Situdted on the banks of & can-
yon “where the breaks begin,” seven
miles southeast of Pampa is the
Texas EIf Oarbon company camp,
now a colorful oasis in a drouth-
is 'stricken desert and that canyon may
desert In August.
Rising out of the bare brown hills
sthere is a little street, threeé blocks
fong, flanked by vine-clad cottages,
{flower filled yards and green lawns.

When the plant was built two
years ago, the Cabot company which |-
owns the establishment instituted
the yard contest which is held
every year in August. An expensive
prize is given to the housewife whe
has the prettiest yard, Judges de-
clare that the yards are more béau-
tiful this year than ever before.
The contests were held at the four

town, Stinnett and the Texas EIf.

All the flowers were
not crowded in front. The space al-
loted to the lawn was ample.

The flowers are zinnias, Califor-
nia poppies, petunias, canterbury
bells, nasturtiums and four o'clocks.

These zinnias are not
monotonous reds either, but of ev-
ery color,

The Hastings yard is & mass of
flowers and the front porch 1is
completely ofvered with morning
glories, The flowers are castor beans
ginnias, petunias, marigolds. The
Hill yard is llke a garden and it is
well-arranged, It also contains zin-
nias, cosmos, four :o'clocks, mari-
golds, pinks and vines covering lat-
tices set up at various places in
the yard,

In this yard we saw our first
bachelod buttons in years. The
flower beds are well-shaped and
contain many varieties of blossoms,
The Kleplinger yard pleaséd the
writer more than any of the oshers
becaused he is inclihed to be im-
pressed by quality and gquantity of
flowers than by arrangement, How-
ever, the arrangement of the Klep-
linger yard @ was satisfying. Tt
has one of the loveliest flower beds
in the camp. This is a4 circle of
blossoming . periwinkles at the base

er seen Such phlox as Mrs, Klepling-
er has bordering the walk: from
porch to sidewalk. The morning
glory vihe covering the porch s
tastefully arranged. Other. flowers
are cosmos, zinnlas, marigold and
other garden flowers, There is a
