All West Texas
' Feeder’s Day

The All West Texas Feeders’ Day
will be held at the Spur Experiment
Station on May 4. At this time the
final results of a 112 day feeding
test in which 100 standard steer year
lings, divided in to lots of ten will be
announced.

Last year delegates from 31 West
Texas counties were present at the
Spur Station’s feeders day and in-
dications are that there will be 'this
year a larger attendance from more
counties than in any former year.
There appears to be a new and wide-
spread interest in a fuller and more
intelligent use of West Texas feeds.

The experiments conducted at the
Spur Station were planned for a spec
ial study of farm feeding on a few
head but the results are applicable in
commercial feeding. Some of the
problems being studied are:

(1) Does it pay to grind Milo heads?
(2) T1s silage more profitable thaw
dry roughage

(3) Can cotton seed be used m a
ration for fattening beef steers?
(4) Can cotton seed be used to re-
place the grain ration?

(5) How much mineral should be ad-
ded to the ration?

(6) Can roughage be profitably fed
without grinding?
