DEAD RANK ROBBERS.

We have never b m  s lle  to master 
any sympathy tor bank robbers, or 
for baadite of any sort. Pact Is, wa 
haea never tried to crustsi any sym­
pathy far such miscreants, and wo 
favor suitable extermination of nil 
sack, provided they are la fact each.

How to do it la a question. The 
Texas Bankers Association adopted 
the plan of offering $6,000 each for 
dead bank robbers, refusing to pey n 
penny a dosen for live ones. That of­
fer forthwith began to get results. 
Liberal money rewards always get re­
sults. Human nature is ttu t way. 
The plan was at first applauded, be­
cause, first, all people hate bank 
robbers, and secondly, because the 
plan seemed to work and to prove ef­
fective. Now the sentiment is chang­
ing because an otherwise workable 
plan can bo and is being abused. In 
fact sli things and methods capable of 
us# are subject to abuse.

The situation has presented a 
ous question, which raises the issue 
as to whether or not it is right to of­
fer this reward for dead bank robbers. 
This question has been raised only 
because the occupation of hunting 
down bank robbers ran be carried too 
far. Rut robbing bank* is itself sn 
occupation with a very large number 
of desperado** and their number 
ncems to increase steadily. The peace 
officers seem either unable or unwill­
ing to meet the situation unless en­
thused and encouraged by the reward. 
Bank robbers are murderer* at heart, 
because they are cowards, t nd they 

ill and often do kill. We have to 
rope with the situation. Bank ban­
dits must be exterminated, one way 
or another, and the beat effective 
means ia abused, aa in the Stanton 
rase, which it will not likely be very 
often, then those who abuse it must 
be placed in the same category with 
bank robber*, or in a category below 
bunk robbers, and dealt with speedily, 
effectively and summarily.

Offering rewards of this character 
ia a species of mob law, but it ia sf- 
ter ail the weapon of society to which 
society will reeert when other meth- 
ods fail, aad the failure to curb the 
hunk rubber menace aad to capture 
ths prilty must be laid to the door 
ef ear constabulary and no whirs else. 
That’s why society, acting through 
ths Texas Bankers Association, has 
found it nseoaanry, ia a manner, to 
take ths law into Its own hnnda and de­
clare open sense a on hank robbers.
