No Money Returned
To State, Say Officials

Contrary to reports heard within
the past few days, according to city
officials, there has been no state-grant
money earmarked for Winters' pro-
posed park development project
“returned to the state.” To the
contrary, it was explained, no money
has been received from the state for
this project.

According to the reports heard, the
official said, the State Parks &
Wildlife Department had granted
money to the City of Winters to be
used for development of the city's
parks, but the council had decided last
Monday night that the city did not
want the money and had returned it to
the state agency. Since that report
was made, the officials said, they have
been “deluged” with calls from
interested citizens regarding the
so-called “return” of the state funds,
which in reality had never been
received. The Winters Enterprise did
not run a story on this project
following last week’s council meeting
because, it was explained, there was
no definite action taken following a
discussion of the proposed parks
project.

To summarize, city officials said, the
parks development program was

proposed a good many months ago,
and the city had applied for in-kind
grants from the Parks & Wildlife
Dept. Application was ‘for approxi-
mately $30,000, with the City of
Winters to provide a like amount, in
the manner of labor, materials, or
money.

The cost, in order to meet the
state agency’s stringent requirements,
skyrocketed, in the meantime, it was
explained, causing the situation to
become almost hopeless, in the opinion
of at least one city official.

In recent weeks, the state agency
notified the City of Winters that a
deadline of June, 1979, had been set to
complete planning and to meet other
requirements in order to receive the

grant which would amount to about
$30,000. At the council meeting last
week, even in face of the temptation
to drop the whole program, the council
decided to take another look at the
proposed project, with the idea to go
ahead if at all possible. The project
dropped, as reported,
according to city officials, and the city
has several months before the cutoff
date.

City officials have expressed deep
concern over the outcome of this
proposed parks development project,
because of the need. Some of the
groundwork already had been done
some time ago, in the way of dirt
filling work for proposed tennis courts
at the park. However, because of the
high cost of searching for water for
the community, there will be little
money available for use on the parks
program, it was pointed out.

The city council has definitely not
dropped the program, it was stressed,
but will take another look at the
overall picture. In view of that, Mayor
Homer Hodge at the council meeting
last week appointed Aldermen Randy
Springer and Jim Hatler as a special
committee to make a thorough study
of the project, and report back to the
council with recommendations.

tern Alaskan village.

Another letter on Nov. 10
said “The weather here is
mostly rain. There is a
saying in Southeast Alaska
‘there are two kinds of
weather—raining and raining
hard.” We had 39 inches in
October. November 1
brought snow, but it melted
due to the rain. For two days
now we've had frost, ice and
cold, dry weather for a
change. Temperatures in the
20’s, 30’s and 40’s.

“My work here is quite
interesting. We work with
Indians who come to Mt.

Edgecumbe by ferry or
airplane, as there are no
connecting roads to the

outlying villages due to the
mountainous terrain or wa-
ter. We get a lot of alcohol
abuse patients as alcohol is
the Indians No. 1 health
problem here.”

“We plan to come back to
Winters in the summer and I
may stay there next winter
while Keith finishes his
school term.”

28 to Jan. 4 for a visit. I'll try
to see you. I hope to get a

What do you think my
chances are?

Betty included a brochure
in her letter that was
marked to show their loca-
tion. The map shows the
main town of Sitha and the
bridge which connects Ja-
ponski Island and Baranof
Island.

The Thomasons live on
Japonski Island and a picture
of Keith's school is included.
It is a modern building and
grounds, also a fine landing
strip nearby.

Keith’s mother, Mable
Thomason, says that among
other things Keith is teach-
ing drivers education to the
Indians. Some who come for
lessons have never seen a
car.

On my trip to Alaska in
1976, 1 went by ship to
Kitchikan, to Juneau and
Skagway where we debark-
ed and took an inland tour of
Fairbanks and Anchorage
before boarding a plane for
home. And we didn't see
Sitka which is south of
Fairbanks.

Everyone should see Sitka
for this is where many of
Alaska’s most historic events
were recorded. Sitka was the
site of the discovery of
Alaska by Russia in 1741,
was the headquarters for the
Russian American Company,
the site of the historic
transfer of Alaska from
Russia to the United States,
and the location of the first
capital of Alaska in 1884
remaining the seat of go-
vernment until 1912 when it
was transferred to the Gold
Rush town of Juneau.

The Russian merchant
prince, Gregor Shelikof, or-
ganized the Russian Ameri-
can Company, seeking the
fur wealth of the sea otter.
Alexander Baranof, “Lord of
Alaska”, managed the com-
pany. He established Fort
Archangel Michael in 1799,
now known as “old Sitka.”
Two years later the hostile
Flingit Indian warriors burn-
ed this fort and slaughtered
most of the Russian settlers
when Baranof was away. In
1804 Baranof returned with
an armed armada of ships
and attacked Sitka. So
important in American his-
tory was the “Battle of
Alaska,” the site was named
a National Monument. The
park protects the Indian fort
site and a magnificant collec-

Sitka, once known as the
“Paris of the Pacific,” was
the outpost of the Russian
Empire for the next 63
years. The center of trade,
industry and culture in the
new world. Ships from many
nations came to trade for the
valuable skin of the sea otter
and to share in the glittering
social life.

Sitka boasted of shipyards,
flour mills, saw mills and
tanneries. Ice cut from Swan
Lake near town was shipped
to the gold rush settlement
of San Francisco.

Castle Hill was the first
registered historic landmark
in Alaska. Castle Hill com-
mands a sweeping view of
the city and Sitka Sound, it
was first the ancesteral
home of the Kiksadi Clan and
the Tlingit fort site, then
saw four Russian “castles.”
The old Russian Cannons are
still on this site where the
flag of Czarist Russia gave
way to the Stars and Stripes
of 1867.

There is a museum on
the campus that has an
outstanding display of an-
cient Alaskan artifacts.

Sheldon Jackson was an
early missionary who work-
ed closely with the Indian
and Eskimo people, and the
Eskimo mask collection in
this museum is one of the
finest in the world.

Learning For Children

Books get a child ready for
learning, exploring and shar-
ing—especially when parents
share the adventure, says a
family life education special-
ist.

Different ages have differ-
ent needs, and they start
before age one, Dorthy
Taylor says.

Miss Taylor is with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas
A&M University System.

Needs Before Age One

When a child is eight- or
nine-months old, parents can
start a “reading readiness”
program for him.

He is ready for the
non-destructible, heavy card-
board books.

He is ready for large,
uncluttered pictures, bright
colors—and few words.

He is also ready for a
“special time” with parents
that reading books together
can provide—but he is not
ready for more than five or
10 minutes of this.

Hold him in your lap and
turn through the book “read-
ing” it together.

“Reading” here means
holding him and talking
about the story.

This is when he begins to
learn about being together,
sharing, humor, laughing out
loud and other feelings.

He will also start learning
how to turn the pages—to
find new adventures with
this new skill—if the pages
are thick enough for his
chunky fingers.

Needs At Age Two

A two-year old can handle
cloth or thick-paged books
with lots of color and fun,
Miss Taylor says.

“Fun” is having a parent
to share all the adventures
with, she stresses.

Nursery rhymes and a
variety of stories about other
people, jobs and community
workers help pre-school
children learn about other
people, places and work.

Again, remember: five or
10 minutes is as long as he
can sit usually.

Needs At Ages Four-Six

When a child is age four,
he's ready to go with you to
the library and choose books
for himself.

Children ages four to six
still want to see colors. They
want to hear new sounds and
say new words.

Also, they are ready to
start naming shapes and
reasoning out story plots.

They are ready to identify
with other children in the
story.

And they are ready to tell
stories—and follow in your
footsteps, because you like
reading books, too.

However, remember that
10-12 minutes is their limit,
generally.

Of course, reading time
increases as children grow
older—and for some it will
increase earlier. Let children
be the guide, but do “test”
extra time occasionally.

Remember, too, that the
more often parents read with
children, the more ready
they will be to increase
reading time, their own skills
and their knowledge store-

house.

Damper Controls Draft

A damper regulates the
fireplace draft.

Close the damper when a
fire is not burning to prevent

heated-air loss.
Adjust the damper on the

fireplace according to the
type of fire.

For example,
pine fire may need a
full-throat opening, but a
slow-burning hardwood log
fire may need only a one- or
two-inch opening.

Set the damper so that no
smoke enters the room.
Glass Screen Saves Energy

A glass screen—or glass
enclosure—with an adjust-
able damper can save energy
by increasing fireplace effi-
ciency.

It permits heat to radiate
into the room when the fire
is burning.

Leave the damper in the
fireplace itself open to pro-
vide air for draft and
combustion.

Also, the glass screen can
prevent a down draft from
kitchen or bath ventilating
fans.

In addition, at night,
simply close the glass screen
damper—Ileaving the fire-
place damper open. There is
no need to wait for the fire
to die down.

Few health problems get
more attention from more
types of people than main-
taining the right body
weight. Whether the moti-
vation is health-oriented,
cosmetic, or required for
some special athletic endea-
vor, keeping oneself the
proper weight has at one
time or another been a

concern of nearly all of us.
There are two sides to this
story—too much weight and
too little weight. First, we

will deal with the more
common problem.
Whether we speak of

persons who need to lose a
few pounds or persons who
are obese, being overweight
is a common problem.

“It can be more perplexing
to those who need to lose
just a few pounds,” says
Barbara L. Taylor, Director
of Nutrition Services at the
Texas Department of Health.

“Such persons are likely to
be very weight conscious and
have a strong desire to
control their weight.”

In contrast, a person who
is extremely overweight has
had poor eating habits for a
considerable period of time,

and may even begin to adapt
to the heavier condition. Any

A Member of The Central and South West System

Qualified Factory-Trained Servicemen Offer You The Finest In Appliance Service

attempt to lose weight would

require a rigorous effort.
How much is too much?

Ideal body weight can be

determined by the following
formula: for men, 106 pounds
for the first five feet in
height and six pounds for
each inch over that; for
women, 100 pounds for the
first five feet, and five
pounds for each inch after
that. For a large frame, add
10 percent; for a small
frame, subtract 10 percent.
A person is overweight if 10
pounds above the ideal
weight. Twenty percent a-
bove the ideal weight is
considered obese.

There are two keys to
losing weight and keeping it
off —patience and balance.
An effective diet covers a
long period of time and may
involve a lifestyle change.
While making gradual cuts in
the quantity of food eaten,
one must be sure not to
slight one food group over
another. The body functions
best when foods from the
four basic groups can act
together. These four groups
are the meat and fish group,
the milk and cheese group,

the fruit and vegetable
group, and the bread and
cereal group. Balance in
one's eating will assure

ample vitamin intake with-
out the need for vitamin
supplements.

“Diets often fail because
dieters try to do too much
too fast,” reports Mrs.
Taylor.

“Long range plans to
control weight and small,
manageable changes in eat-
ing habits will spell success.”

Often, fad diets strictly
limit the intake of one of the
four basic food groups.
Though adverse effects of an
unbalancing diet may not
show up for 10 or 15 years,
nutritional problems will
inevitably result from any
inadequate diet followed for
a considerable period of
time.

On the other side of the
fence, the problem is less
obvious. Particularly in our
culture, we tend to think of
thin people as healthy, trim
or even chic. But under-
weight is fairly common. The
danger arises because under-
weight people do not have
any physiological reserves to
draw on in an emergency.
Fever, for example, could
present a serious situation to
an extremely underweight

person,

Most underweight people
have a more sensitive “hun-
ger thermostat” than the
average person. Their appe-
tites are more quickly satis-
fied than the rest of us. To

gain weight, the under-
weight person must there-
fore increase the number of
calories in the quantity of
food already being eaten.
For example, adding pow-
dered breakfasts, powdered
whole or skim milk or
blended fruit to a glass of
milk will increase the caloric
content, but the volume of
milk does not increase.

Most importantly, weight
should be gained slowly.
Eating too many high-calorie
foods can cause nausea. Also,
metabolic changes caused by
aging may correct the under-
weight condition, particu-
larly if the person’s activity
level decreases slightly. For
chronic underweight people,
there is little danger of going
overboard in the weight
gaining process and not
being able to stop. Once the
desired weight is reached,
the same “hunger thermo-
stat” which helped to cause
the underweight condition
will again function to stop
the weight gaining process.

Obesity and its relation to
nutrition problems through-
out the life cycle will be
among the points discussed
at a statewide nutrition
conference January 30-Feb-
ruary 1, 1979 in Austin. The
theme, “Food and Fitness-
Nutrition Throughout the
Life Cycle: Phase II"” comple-
ments the first statewide
nutrition conference held in
Austin in September, 1977.
Among those scheduled to
speak are Dr. Kenneth
Cooper, Director of the
Aerobic Center in Dallas, Dr.
William Darby, President of
the Nutrition Foundation in
New York City, Irma Vyh-
meister, Loma Linda Uni-
versity School of Allied
Medicine, Lt. Governor Wil-
liam P. Hobby, and Dr.
William J. MecGanity, Chair-
man of the Department of
Obstetrics and Gynecology
at the University of Texas
Medical Branch, Galveston.

HOLIDAY WATCH-
WORDS: In buying mixed
nuts and dried fruits, re-
member several guidelines
about packaging and prices.

Mixed Nuts

Mixed nuts that carry the
U.S. “Extra Fancy” or
“Fancy” grade must have at
least 10 percent—and no
more than 40 percent—of
each kind of nut in the
mixture.

When buying nuts with no
“grade” follow these buying
rules:

e Make sure they have
been inspected by the U.S.
Department of Agriculture.

¢ For in-the-shell nuts,
choose clean nuts that are
free from splits, cracks or
holes. Don't buy nuts with
moldy or oil-stained shells.

® For already-shelled nuts,
select nutmeats that are
plump and fairly uniform in
size and color.

Dried Fruits

“Shop around” for dried
fruits, since prices vary from
store to store.

If mixed dried fruits are
especially low-priced, check
the ratio of prunes in the
package. Since prunes are
less expensive than other
dried fruits, a mostly prunes
mixture might not be such a
bargain.

In buying prunes, prices
rise with size, although
flavors are all similar.

In buying raisins, dark

ones are usually more eco-
nomical, although the raisin
crop is down this year, so

prices are high.
Ir buying dates, the more
