Recipes Given Tuesday.

Following are the recipes that
were given in the Tuesday lecture
and demonstration:

Shrimp Creole,

Coffee ice cream.

Peaput bread.

Refrigerator cake.

Streamline cake.

.+ Baked cabbage with tomatoes and
cheese,

Carrot timballs. .

Tray of molded salads (cheese ring
for salad, individual fruit salad, ba-
nana salad, frozen salad).

Roast Pork.

Shrimp Creole.

Probably the featured dish of the
day was shrimp Creole. Its ingredi-
ents are: 3 cups hot boiled rice, 2
tbsp. Mrs. Tucker's shortening, 2
onlons sliced, 4 stalks chopped cel-
ery, 1 thsp. Gold Chain flour, 1
tbsp. salt, 2 cups tomatoes, 2 cups
peas, 1 tbsp. vinegar, 1 tspn. sugar,
1% cups coocked shrimp, 2 thsp.
chili powder.

Cook onions and celery until
brown in shortening, add flour, sea-
sonings and slowly the water. Cook
15 minutes, Add tomatoes, peas,
vinegar, sugar and shrimp, continue
cooking 10 minutes or until shrimp
are thoroughly heated. Mold ice
either in cones or ring and sur-
round with shrimp Creole.

The experienced cooking school
leader came to Snyder from San
Saba. She recently conducted 8
school at Colorado, and earlier in
the year was at Abllene, San Angelo
and other West Texas cities.

Never Chip Ice in

When
the ice is sufficiently fine for the
use to which it is to be put, it may
be taken from the bag and placed
in the freezer, pitcher or pail. Thus
there is no waste or litter.

Lime Removed From
Kettle Saves Time

Hard water is responsible for the
lime deposit which forms on the
inside of teakettlds, It is not harm-
ful, but the more lime on the inside
of the kettle the slower will water
in the kettle heat.

If the kettle is aluminum or iron
it may be heated cautiously when
It is empty. As the metal of the
kettle expands, the lime deposit will
crack and can then be removed.

Treating with acid 1s another
method. If the deposit is light, a
dilute acid, such as vinegar, allowed
to stand in the kettle will dissolve
it. The addition of a little common
salt will hasten the process. Little
bubbles indicate that the deposit is
dissolving in the acid.

An inexpensive and pretty purse
may seem useless because the snap
that closes it is broken before ihe |
purse is worn out.
