night. The American and National
Leagues, together with their club
owners and officials and certain of-
ficials of the defunct Federal League
were defendants in the $900,000 suit
for dama brought under the Sher-
man Anti-Trust law.

President Johnson sald that an ap-
peal would be taken to the court of
appeals of the District of Columbia,
and if necessary 1o the supreme court
of the United States.

“The verdict, of course, is & blow
to basebull,” President Johnson said,
“but we are not rticularly distress-
ed as it was nothing. more than we
expected under the circumstances.
We were bound to appeal, nojmatter
what the amouht of the damages in
volved was,

“We do not want o be charged
with operating in restraint of trude;
nelther do we want the charge of con
ducting a monopoly hanging over us,
We can see a ray of sunshine be-
cause of the fact that we can appeal
I the verdict had been brought in
our favor, we would have been de-
nied that privilege.”

While declaring that he did not care
to ridicule the justice of the court
President Johnson said that attorn
eys for the Baltimore club lull('*
ke “Lenine and Trotzky."

“You would have thought that we
were on trial In Russia,” the Amer-
fcan League execulive sald.
