TOENAIL SURGERY

Nail problems often result from
improper trimming, minor injuries, or
repetitive trauma. Common disorders
include ingrown nails, fungal infec-
tions, and blood beneath the nail. With
chronic or severe cases, a podiatrist
may recommend removing all or a
portion of the nail.

TEXAS BUSINESSES HAVE APRIL
17 DEADLINE FOR FILING
PROPERTY TAX RENDITIONS

(Austin)-Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton Rylander today reminded
Texas businesses to render their property with county appraisal districts
by April 17. To render is to list the taxable property that businesses owned
or managed as of Jan. 1, 2000. Rendering allows property owners to
record their opinions of their property’s value. This ensures that the ap-
praisal district sends them a notice before placing a higher value on their
property.

“Property owners who render are in a better position to exercise their

rights as taxpayers,” Comptroller Rylander noted. “They ensure that

the appraisal district has their correct address so they will receive no-
tices of any actions that affect their property or tax bills.”

Even if the tax collector cannot deliver a tax bill because of an incorrect
ress, the property owner is still responsible for paying the taxes, plus
payment penalties.

Businesses annually report their inventories, furniture and fixtures, ma-

chinery and equipment and other tangible assets. Appraisal districts use

the reports to set business property values. When a business owner
doesn’t render the business property, the chief appraiser estimates the
value. While state law requires business owners and operators to ren-
der, any property owner, including homeowners, farmers and ranchers,
may render their property with county appraisal districts.

Since the regular deadline of April 15 is on a Saturday this year, prop-
erty owners have until Monday, April 17 to render.

State law requires anyone who owns or manages income-producing per-

sonal property on January 1 to render with the local appraisal district.

An exception is a business that receives the freeport exemption for man-

aging cotton stored in a warehouse. Renditions must be notarized if they

are filed by persons other than the property owner, the owner’s em-
ployee or the owner’s representative.

Rylander also announced that property owners whose property was

damaged by a storm, flood or fire last year may file a special decreased

value report that could lower their final tax bills. Property owners have
until April 17 to file the decreased value report, which indicates their

p rty’s condition on Jan. 1, 2000.

rty owners may ask the chief appraiser to extend the filing dead-
lir®%o May 1 if the owners can demonstrate good cause. The chief ap-
praiser must grant owners of property regulated by the Public Utility

Commission or the Texas Railroad Commission a filing extension to May

1, and may extend the deadline another 15 days if the owners request it

in writing and show good cause.

If more than one appraisal district appraises a property, the property

owner should render in each appraisal district office. One appraisal dis-

trict may appraise a property for county purposes, while a neighboring
appraisal district may appraise the same property for school taxes, if the
school district is in both counties. :

“Render” your taxable
property by April 17 th.

A “rendition” is a report to the appraisal district that lists
all the taxable property you owned or controlled on Janu-
ary 1st of this year. The rendition form is available at your
local appraisal district office...or you may draft a similar
form.

Who must file a rendition?

i You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal prop-
erty that is used to produce income--such as the inventory
and equipment used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?

§ The advantages of filing a rendition are:

@ You give your opinion of your property’s value.

If the appraisal district believes the value is higher, it
must notify you in writing of the higher value and
explain how you can protest that value to the
appraisal review board.
@ You record your correct mailing address so your

tax bills will go to the right address. If your bill is
mailed to the wrong address, the law still holds
you responsible for paying your taxes on time or
paying extra charges for late payments.

§ ¥ You can also file a “report of decreased value” to
notify the appraisal district of significant depreciation
of the value of your property in 1999. The district
will look at your property before assigning value in 2000.

What's the deadline?

§ The last day for filing 2000 renditions is April 17. Call your

lexas Comptroller Carole Keeton
Rylander delivered a total of $196.1
million in monthly sales tax pay-
ments to 1,104 Texas cities and 119
counties, a 13.4% increase over the
$172.8 million allocated to cities and
counties in March, 1999.

Sales tax rebates for the first three
months of 2000 are up 8.4%, com-
pared to the first three months of last
year.

March sales tax rebates represent
sales taxes collected in January and
reported to the Comptroller in Feb-
ruary.

over last year.

Deport received $1,390.87, mark-
ing a .47% decrease.

Paris received $413,297.04 for this
period marking a .91% decrease.

Clarksville received $30,247.88
for a 17.71% increase and Detroit
received $2,006.82 for a 54.80% in-
crease over the same period in 1999.
