Substantial Tax

Revision Needed

All of the talk in recent days
about taxes and the chance for
a tax cut bring to my mind
the need for some substantial
tax revision. I feel that under
the present tax laws many in-
equities could be erased . by
some quick amendments. Any
tax law, like any other type of
law, is subject to human errors.
It is only after administration
of the law begins that many of
the unseen errors become ob-
vious

As an example, let me cite
the case of a young man who

was supporting his several
sisters and also his mother,
The father had abseénted him-
self and completely falled in
his responsibility to the fam-
ily. Hence, the mother and the
several sisters were directly
dependent upon this young
man for their sustenance,

Certainly no one would con-
tend that the law should place
such a penalty on a young man
who was assuming a moral but
not a legal obligation in sup-
porting his sisters and his mo-
ther. He should be rewarded
for his fine Christian attitude.
Nevertheless, the law so read.
It was obviously an oversight
at the time the tax law was
written.

I have introduced a bill to
correct this gross inequity, If
this amendment
pasged it will not only relieve
this young man and .others in
his predicament of an unfair
and burdensome penalty, but it
may 'save many from crimi-
nal prosecution, There are un-
doubtedly a number of cases
where the same situation exists,
but where the taxpayer is un-
aware of the actual provisions
of the law, :

Technically, he 4s in viola-

tion of the law and could be
prosecuted and would also be
liable for the payment of a
substantial  clalm by the go-
vernment for back taxes. This
would be unconscionable —an
unexpected bill for a sub-
stantial amount of money
would upset the budget of al-
most anyone, to say nothing
of the amount of money that
would - be required should
some
decide to push prosecution.

It is for this and similar rea-
sons that -any . tax legislation
should be carefully and exhaus-
tively studied before it is pass-
ed. After it is passed, It should
be very carefully administered
by individuals with some of the
milk of human kindness’ cours-
ing through their veins.
