Such programs would stimulate a 
great deal of interest in the Hundred 
Thousand Club and result in} many 

new members for that organization 
that is meaning so much for the debt 
payment of Southern Baptist insti- 
tutions. The suggestions by Dy. Scar- 
borough follow: 

1. A complete setting out of the 
100,000 Club—its purposes, its 
achievements so far, the debts on the 
various boards, the progress made 
paying them, the reason for making 
the debts, the things we have to show 
for them, and the allocations to the 

different causes. ., 

2. A message by an outstanding 

leader on one of the following scrip- 
tural texts: 

(1) Romans 1:14—Our Universal 

Debtorship to a Lost World. 

(2) II John, 8—*“Look to yourselves 
that we lose not those things which 
we have wrought, but that we receive 
a ful] harvest.” 

(8) II Kings 4:7—“And he said, Go, 
sell the oil, and pay thy debt, and 
live thou and thy children on the rest.” 

This discussion ought to be a great 
message on the obligation of Baptists |: 
to save their honor and good name 
and to save the causes involved in 
these debts. ° 

8. In the afvernoon there should be 
an open discussion, a roundtable on 
our debts and an organization set up 
to push this matter of the organiza- 
tion of the 100,000 Club in every 
church, cards furnished and pledges 
made and report made to Dr. Tripp, 

as well ag to Dr. Williams of the 
achievements. The .entire workers 
conference in January ought to be 
given to a discussion of this matter, 
and then in February conferences, a 

checkup ought to be made to see what 
progress has been made. LC

CAN THE LIQUOR DEALERS BE | GOOD? - 

This question was suggested by a timely editorial in Monday's 
Abilene Daily Reporter. The editorial follows: 

‘State and municipal authorities aré joining hands to enforce 
the new liquor law which forbids the serving of drinks on the prem- 
ises where liquor is sold. 

“In Dallas a number of raids and arrests were made, and thet}: 
liquor control board announces that similar raids will be made in 

Fort Worth, San Antonio, Houston and other cities. 
‘If the new liquor law is to be made workable and win the ro- 

spect of the public just such vigorous enforcement is necessary. If 
it is flouted and its plain provisions violated on every hand, conditions 

_will soon become such that the prohibition, movement will start once 
"more and eventually sweep legalized liquor out of the state. 

‘“Those engaged i in the legitimate liquor trade should join hands 
with the authorities in putting the chiselers out of business. If they 

don’t, they'll soon find themselves out of business. 
‘The traffic is on its good behavior and if it expects to survive 

it had better toe the mark.” 
To be sure it is encouraging to know that law enforcement offi- 

cers are making an effort to enforce the prohibition laws past by the 
last called session of the legislature. Judging from the past records 
of the liquor interests it would be a pipe dream to eéven suggest that 
there is a ‘possibility that the liquor crown would try to obey the law 
and confine their sales to packages. To be sure some few will obey 
the law, but it is to be expected that a big majority of them will not. 

* However, the warning issued by the editorial ‘writer above is timely. 
. If ‘the liquor interests do, as they have done in the past, violate the 
laws-with impunity and reach out and try to dominate politics, then 
within the next few years history will repeat itself, a reaction will 
set in that will bring national prohibition again. 

KAGAWA, NoTED JAPANESE EVANGELIST, AUTHOR 

Kagawa, the outstanding Christian evangelist and author of 
Japan, who is touring the United States, is being warmly received by 

our people. Kagawa is considered by many as the world’s outstand- 

ing Christian at the present time. We are looking forward to the 
time when he comes to this section for a visit. 

In last  week’s Baptist Messenger, Editor Routh, in commenting 

on Kagawa’s theology, gave some interesting quotations from the 
latter’s writings, together with some interesting observations. We 
quote from the Messenger: -- 

In some of Kagawa's book we have seen statements which do not 

accord with our beliefs. But there are two things which we need 

to keep in mind in our estimate of this great Japanese Christian 

leader. The first is, he had a spiritual experience which can be ex- 
plained only by regeneration. 

" We do not know of any man in modern times. whose career has 
been more of a miracle of grace than Kagawa’s. Born and reared 

in the most unfavorable surroundings, he has been a flaming evangel 

of grace since his conversion when he lived in the home of a foreign’ 

missiongry. He has brought multitudes to know and love" Christ as 
their Savior and Lord. He has been utterly unselfish in his living, he 

and his family existing on a very small budget; although he has a 

large income from his writings, the most of it goes back into the 

service of Christ. 

' He bears the cross daily and has a stronger grip on the multitudes 
of Japan than any other man in that nation and is constantly pointing 

them to the Savior who takes away the sins of the world. We have 

just read his latest book, ‘‘ Meditations on the Cross,’’ (Willett, Clark 

& Co., $1.50) which came from the press a few days ago. We quote 

from that book, which teaches salvation by the blood of the Lord 

Jesus Christ. 
‘“‘A great many people are not willing to accept literally this 

thing called the Cross. During the 19th century, the opinion pre- 

vailed that the cross was unimportant, but I think that the Cross is 
Jesus’ central idea. . . . 

‘“‘“Through offering his body, Christ annulled the law, and ac- |‘ 

quitted us of the charges against us. This is a sublime idea, excel- 

lently depicted in the fifth, sixth, and seventh chapters of Romans. 

“The Old Testament teaches that the Righteous One must surely 

quitted. Christ believed that, and died in this spirit of the Old 

Testament. . . . 

‘‘This is the blood which is to save mankind, to redeem sinners, 

and make the human race into children of God. . .. 

‘‘For nineteen centuries this blood has been the fountain of life 

and healing for the souls of countless millions. . . . Through this blood- 

of all our past sins, and healing of all the wounds of our hearts. 

Through this marvelous fountain of Emmanuel’s blood we are to 

accept healing from all sin—sins which others see, and sins they 

cannot see—our individual sins, and the sins of society."’ 

We must remember, too, that Kagawa, an Oriental, who has lived 

such a strenuous life of service since his conversion, has not had the 

theological training that many of our preachers have, and does not, 

therefore, always speak their language. When Paul went to Ephesus 

he found an eloquent young preacher, Apollos by name, who had 

been converted, and had become an effective preacher. But Apollos 
had to learn from Priscilla and Aquilla the way of the Lord more 
perfectly. 

OHRIST'S CHALLENGE TO MEN

We know that some things which we imagine we need, we do not 
need at all. Yet we are stupid enough to worry over large catalogues 

of wiinecessary needs. But there is one need that we do need, though 

we tio not often feel our need of it. Because we do not realize this 

need, we are where we are in some serious. matters. If I must needs 
use a big word to emphasize this need, that word is ‘‘ paramount.’’ For 

this need is greater than all our other needs. Of course I am except- 
ing salvation, for it is in salvation that we are to find grace to help 

us in this need. - 

I have now come to where I id name this need. Well, then, 

courage is what we need in these soft and slippery times. We are 
not as deficient in physical as in mental and moral courage. Ob- 

serving the boldness of some daring automobile drivers, I am conced- 
ing that we possess physical rashness. Admitting that we constantly 
manifest that kind of courage, I am eliminating the physical from this 
discussion. But that does not dispose of the fact that our need of 
mental and moral courage is large and lamentable. 

Let us, first, consider our need of mental courage. Surely cour 
age is vitally essential in the process of sturdy thinking. It is also 
very necessary for the right sort of mental living. To be independent 

in thought requires, it is said, a high degree of courage. It probably 
does. As many of us have never tried to do any independent think- 

ing, we really do not know whether courage is needed. We move 
along familiar and deeply beaten paths, unconscious of the mental 

cowardice that dominates our reasoning faculties. If it takes courage 

to think independently, then it is apparent that we are sorely in need 

of that grace. As we live on borrowed thinking, we should realize 
our need of a courage that would enable us to make an independent 

use of it. 

But there is not much evidence that we have any realization 

of our need of mental courage. Take the ministry as an example 

There is in the average sermon an absent note; it is the note of men 

tal independence that is missing. The present day sermon has a way 

of impressing one that it has been purloined from a book of sermons 
or else that the preacher has borrowed out beyond his ability to be 

independent in the handling of the material. Now of all men, preach- 

ers should be independent in their thinking. I gladly recall that in 

my boyhood years, preachers who had not been much in school, 

preached with a mental independence that produced the impression 

that they had gotten their sermons out of the Scriptures. It was 
fortunate for them and glorious for their congregations, that those 

preachers did not know that they could have bought books of sermons. 

Well, speaking of books, I am weary of this book preaching and 

still believe that a bright and popular preacher should not publish 

his sermons. I have heard enough sermons from Clovis Chappell’s 

books to do me for a long time. Having heard some of them from 

prominent and well-paid preachers, I decided to try my skill with 

one. But I made such a pathetic failure with its financially, spirit- 

ually and in mental independence, that I penitently and firmly re- 

solved to quit that kind of stealing. When we preach after that 

fashion, it is no surprise that the independent note is lost. Nor will 

it be recovered until preachers shall turn from such folly and men- 

tally wrestle with the Scriptures for their own sermons. When alone 

they wrestle with God’s Word, then they will prevail and the 

churches will flourish under their ministries. For God has promised 

to bless His Word, but nowhere has He promised to bless a plagar- 

ized sermon. Now courage is needed in breaking away from the 

pernicious habit’’ of pilfering sermons. But it will be worth any 

effort just to be free from a practice which, if continued, will grow 

die and that through this vicarious substitution, others will be ac- | 

stained love which gave up life itself, we must receive the forgiveness |!

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A PROPHETIC VISION 

. Luke 2:25-35,40 

Golden Text—Mine eyes have seen thy salvation, which thou hast 

prepared before the face of all people.—Luke 2:30-31.. 
The second census ordered by Augustus Caesar, the Roman em-. 

peror, as taken in Palestine during the first term of Quirinius as gov, 

ernor of Syria, provided for the enrollment of the Jews in their an4 
cestral cities. Hence, Joseph and Mary, being both of the line of 

David, made the mid-winter journey of eighty miles from their home 
in Nazareth to Bethlehem six miles south of Jerusalem where Jesus 
was born: That night the angels sang their glory song in the nearby 

fields and the wondering shepherds came to the city and worshiped 

the new-born child in the manger. 
The naming and circumcision of Jesus occurred when he was 

eight days old. On the fortieth day afterward during presentation in 

the Temple at Jerusalem, the child was recognized as the Messiah 

by aged Simeon and Anna. 
Jesus was about two years old wheh the Wise Men came from 

the East through Jerusalem to Bethlehem and worshiped the child- 

king, pouring out their treasures at his feet. Under angelic direction 

svents moved swiftly, perhaps overnight, the Wise Men turning hast- 
ily homeward another way, while-Joseph took Mary and Jesus on 
sudden departure to Egypt. It must have been very soon after 

fhristmas Day, 2 B. C, that Herod slew in Bethlehem and vicinity 
all the male children two years old and under, expecting to catch ‘‘the 
king of the Jews’’ in his murderous dragnet. Upon the death of 

Herod a year and a half later Joseph was directed by the dream angel 

to return from Egypt. It appears to have been after Passover that 
he reached Palestine, not to locate at Bethlehem as he probably “hoped 
but at Nazareth in Galilee, Jesus now being three years a and four 
months old. 

Since Joseph and Mary ‘went to Jerusalem every year to the 
Passover it is likely that Jesus accompanied them. But as he entered 

his 13th year the trip had special significance because he was then 
confirmed under the law, as the Jews are to this day. Savage thinks 
that Jesus spent this entire Passover-Pentecost period of 53 days in 
the Temple ritual and study, starting home June, 12 A. D., to remain 

|in obscurity at Nazareth until in March, 27 A. D., he descended to the, 

lower Jordan valley where John baptized him and pointed him out 
as the Lamb of Gob.

mony. According to the Law of Moses there were two requirements 
of Mary and Joseph which since they were near Jerusalem were per- 

formed in the Temple, The first was a ceremony of dedication for’ 

the child and the second was the eeremony of purification for the 

mother (Exodus 13:2, 1}.15; Leviticus 12:1-8). As the firstborn son 

was spared when the destroying angel passed through the Land of 
Egypt so every first-born son among the Jews through all the com: 
ing generations was to be laid when forty days old before the Lord 
and consecrated to his service, Since Mary was too poor to bring 

for the burnt offering the yearling lamb, she presented herself with 

either two turtle doves or two young pigeons, and, the offering being 

accepted by the priest, she was pronounced ceremonially clean. (2) 

The -Beer. During the Temple ceremonies an aged seer, Simeon by 
name, appeared. He was righteous in his external life. He was 
devout in his spiritual life. "He was expecting the Messiah to come 
as the comsolation of Israel. And the Holy Spirith was upon him in 
power. Indeed, he had been assured by the Holy Spirit that he should 
not see death till he had seen the Lord’s Christ. Thus confident in a 
serene old age and definitely led by the Holy Spirit, he arrived just 

now in the Temple court. Finding Joseph, Mary, and Jesus there, 

Simeon at onke recognized the Messiah in the infant, whereupon he 
took the child eagerly and exultingly in his armas. (3) The Recogni- 

tion. The song which Simeon now sang called ‘‘Nunc Dimittis’’ from 

its first words. in the Latin version, magnified the Lord for letting 

him, aceording to divine promise, depart in peace only after having 

seen the medium of the world’s salvation thus presented before the 

face of all peoples. It was a salvation which means revealing light 
to the Gentiles and Messianic glory for the people of Israel. (4) The 
Benediction. From praising God, Simeon now turned with blessing 
upon Joseph and Mary who marveled at the prophecy he had just 
uttered. To the mother in particular he declared two things con- 
cerning the child: First, he is set for the downfall of those who reject 
him and the rise of those who receive him; and, second, he is assigned 
or marked for the spleen and scorn of those who in speaking against 
him reveal the evil thoughts of their hearts. Yet even now the shadow 
of the awful cross fell upon the infant’s pathway. For to the fond 
mother Simeon further declared: ‘‘A sword shall pierce through thine 
own soul,” for she must suffer with her suffering son! Thus bene- 
diction was linked with prophecy and present happiness tinged with 
future sorrow. 

2. Growth of the Boy Jesus. 
The childhood of Jesus at Nazareth. Note: (1) Growth. The 

boy Jesus grew normally in body. There was no dissipation, no dis- 
ease, no decay, no defect. It was necessary for him to grow because 
he put himself under the limitations of human development. (2) 
Strength. The infancy of Jesus like that of every one else was beau- 
tiful in its helplessness and dependence. But helplessness must not 
continue always. Limb and lung, muscle and mind, bone and sinew, 
character and conduct must be matured into strength and stature. 
So Jesus ‘waxed strong.”’ (3) Wisdom. More was needed even for 
Jesus than a beautiful face and figure. It is not enough to have a 
strong arm and a stout heart. Even in childhood he had the wisdom 
that cometh from above. (4) Spirituality. The favor of God insures 
the favor of good men. Power with God guarantees power with men. 
Far more than we think spiritual power is the chief dynemiec in the 
world. Upon the child Jesus rested the grace of God. 

Jesus Is the Hope of All Nations

B. T. U. CONFERENCE

On Monday, December 80, we drove 
to Birmingham for the South-Wide B. 
T. U. convention, and to a preliminary 
meeting called by the Sunday School 

Board of the Baptist Religious Edu- 
cation teachers of the South. The 
education meeting was attended by 

representatives of 27 Baptist eolleges 
and universities. The purpose of the 
meeting was to acquaint and enlist 
the Bible departments of the various 

schools of the denomination in the re- 
ligious education program of the Sun- 
day School Board, also, to learn from 
the representatives in what ways the 
Sunday School Board can aid the col- 
leges in their classes in providing 
suitable textbooks, awards, and cred- 
its. Secretary Holcombe outlined the 
enlarged five-year program of the 

board in its co-ordinated efforts to 
reach to the farthest smallest and 
poorest church in the south ‘with a 
view to increasing its evangelistic 

fervor, missionary efficiency, stew- 
ardship ideals, denominational loyalty, 

and genuine Christian character. Dr. 
P. E. Burroughs was master of cere- 
monies, completing his 25th year of 
great constructive service with the 
Board, and also observing his 64th 
birthday. In the evening a surprise 
dinner was given in honor of Dr. Bur- 
roughs, many of his co-workers, and 
members of the Board spoke of hir 
long and distinguished service, and a 
love gift of a handsome travelling bag 
was given him by those in the meet- 
ing. 

Tuesday night, December 81, al] at- 
tended the opening session of _ the 
great B. T. U. conference in the large 
municipal auditorium of the city of 
Birmingham. The sessions of the 
conference continued morning, after- 
noon and night through Friday and 
was climaxed by two stirring ad- 
dresses of Kagawa from Kobe, Japan. 
The meetings were largely attended 
\but the morning . that Kagawa ap- 
‘peared for his first message the build- 
ing was filled to capacity with some 
eight or ten thousand in attendance. 
1 am sure none of them were dis- 

appointed in Kagawa, and all felt 
that in reality he is eminently worthy 
of the designation “the world’s great- 
est Christian.” Al] the speakers on 
the program were of a high order 
and included such men as Dr. Roy 
Angell, President Pat Neff, Drs. Law- 
rence and Maddry of the Home and 
Foreign Mission Boards. One felt a 
new hope and saw new visions of the 
future of our Baptist work in such an 
assembly of clean, keen, and conse- 

crated young Christians as were gath- 
ered from all the south. There was 
no hand clapping and a deep spirit 
of reverence and decorum prevailed in 
all the sessions superior to that ob- 
served in the Southern Baptist Con- 
vention. Probably the most {nterest- 
ing and inspiring five-minute speaker 
was ‘a little wisp of a Japanese girl 
from the Hawaiian ‘Islands now at- 
tending school in Dodd College. 

We returned via Meridian, Jackson, 
Vicksburg, Shreveport, Marshall, and 

Dallas. We visited Blue Mountain 

College, Blue Mountain, Miss.; Ole 

Miss, the State University, Oxford, 

Miss.; Howard College, Birmingham, 

Ala.; the University of Alabama, Tus- 

caloosa, Ala; and Clark College, 
Newton, Miss.; and called the dean of 
Marshall College over the ’phone as 
we passed through. We drove some 

two thousand miles with a minimum 
of one flat and that at night in a 
garage.
