Postal Inspector in Charge
W.R. Newsome announced
today the Postal Inspection
Service has initiated a pro-
gram which is intended to
eliminate, or drastically re-
duce, the effect work-at-
home schemes have on
postal customers.
~ Mr. Newsome stated work-
at-home schemes are gener-
ally aimed at the unemploy-
ed, elderly, and housewives
who want to supplement
their income. The most
common work-at-home
schemes involve advertise-
ments offering a large
amount of income for *‘stuff-
ing envelopes.’”’ The promo-
ter will require you to invest
your money before you are
sent any instructions.

Mr. Newsome declined to
state all work-at-home pro-
motions were illegal, but
stated he knew of no
work-at-home promotions
which would guarantee regu-
lar salaried employment.

Advertisements which
claim you can earn unusually
high income with little or no
effort should be viewed with
suspicion.

Bronchos win over

Wheeler

Hosea Hearn rolled up 213
yards, including TD runs of
68 and 76, to lead the
Clarendon Broncos to its
second consecutive district
victory, a 34-11 trouncing of
the Wheeler Mustangs Fri-
day at Bronco Stadium.
Head Coach Ted Allen said
that the Hearn-led offensive
performance, which broke
big play after big play, was
the best shown by the
Broncos this year. And this
was evident in the statistics.
Featuring four touchdown
runs of over 40 yards,
Clarendon backs followed
crisp blocks by the offensive
line to 334 rushing yards and
S0 yards through the air.
Allen said that much of
Hearn’s success came be-
cause the Mustang defense
was keying on Bobby
Weatherton. And that stands
to reason, since Weatherton
has been the Broncs main
threat most of the year. But
Allen added *‘You can'’t just
key on one, or the other one
will burn you.”” This proved
true, because as soon as the
Mustang defense started
holding Hearn down,
Weatherton popped into
clear running room for S8
yards and a touchdown.
The first half was a
defensive struggle, with
neither team able to mount a
real scoring drive. The only
touchdown came on Hearn’s
658 yard run on the first play
f the game. The 2-point
ittempt failed, however,
eaving the Broncs with an
early 6-0 lead. But Wheeler
rebounded and drove inside
the Bronco 20, coming out
with a 31 yard field goal by
Russel Gaines. The only
other real scoring threat of
the half came on a drive by
the Broncos to the Mustang
three yard line. Then Wheel-
er held the Broncos for three
plays and capped the goal-
line stand with a 13-yard
sack of Lance Thornberry, on
a would-be pass play. Clar-
endon had one more scoring
opportunity before the half
ended in a long field goal
attempt by Bobby Weather-
ton; but the kick went wide to
the right, and the Broncs
went in at halftime with a 6-3
edge.

In the second half, how-

ever, Clarendon came out
mentally ready again, as they
had been in the first half.
Allen said that they had been
ready all weekend and it was
obvious to everyone present.
When asked why his team
was so ready for Wheeler, he
said, ‘‘We knew we had to
win it, and we knew it was an
important game.’’ And in the
third quarter, the Broncs put
the 1-2 punch on the
Mustangs, scoring 21 points.
It started with little more
than one minute left in the
third quarter, when Drew
Thornberry picked off a
Wheeler pitch and raced 45
yards for the score. Allen
credited this play as sparking
the defense to its outstand-
ing defensive play in the
second half. Key players in
the awesome defense inclu-
ded Drew Thornberry, Randy
White, Billy Perry, and
Weatherton, who stopped a
Wheeler scoring threat with
an interception in the Mus-
tang end zone soon after
Thornberry's touchdown.
Two plays later, Hearn
dashed 76 yards for his
second touchdown of the
night. On Wheeler's next
possession, the Broncos re-
covered another fumble and
Weatherton dashed S8 yards
to give the Broncs a 27-6
lead.

is finished. There must be
many people like that be-
cause you have heard the
expression ‘‘You can't put it
down'' so many times that it
must be a common pheno-
mina.

Some folks take the Kkit-
chen pantry contents, a
gallon of coffe or tea or sodas
and locate a comfortable
chair, shade tree, warm fire
or cozy bed and munch their
way through a mystery or

tomance. These readers that

really claim good taste in
book selection.

There are millions of
people who read a book like
taking a dose of medicine.
They will read a tiny dose
two times a day as needed
and take three months to
finish a Louise L'Amour
book. They deserve credit,
however, at least they keep
at it.

Most every home has the
‘‘reading room literature’’
conveniently placed and that
is where the world’'s maga-
zines and light novellas are
read and disgested. Without
indoor plumbing, libraries,
book clubs and magazine
circulation would never have
reached the lofty heights
they now enjoy today in their
circulation.

I like to watch the skimmer
read a book. They first read
the last chapter or page to
see if they really want to get
into the book. Then they
casually flip through the first
of the book to get to the
““meat’’ of the story. You can
tell when a juicy scene is up
because the reader will
hunch over the book and
quickly, jerkily, read the
several pages before contin-
uing the casual reading
technique.

Magazine readers are a
challenge to the publishers.
Over half of the people 1
know start from the back of
the magazine, turning to-
ward the front. They begin to
read the middle of a story,
find it interesting, hunt up
the first part, and re-read the
to the end.

Students are no fun to
watch read a book. It is nerve
wracking to even try to read
in the same room with a
student who is reading a
book. They will pour over the
volumn with the deepest
most intense glare, moving
their lips as they read.
Suddenly, They throw the
book down, grab a pencil and
scribble frantically on note
paper or make long scratches
underlining the passage in
the book. Sometimes they
will flip back and forth
through the pages with such
violence that the pages snap
as the student hunts up some
vital statistic or passage.

FmHA
news

Temple, Texas received
$837 million during fiscal
year 1980 in loans and grants
by the U.S. Department of
Agriculture Farmers Home
Administration (FmHA)
supporting farms, home im-
provement and community
development in rural areas,
FmHA State Director, W.H.
Pieratt. reports.

The agency's farm loan
services, which supplement
private credit available in
rural areas, added $524
million to Texas’s resources
for operation of farms during
a year of emergency and
commerical credit shortage
for many farmers.

FmHA home loan pro-
grams accounted for $134
million to build or improve
3,847 homes in town and
countryside areas.

Loans and supplementary
grants to improve rural
community water, sewer,
health, fire protection and
other public facilities totaled
$78 million for 164 projects
throughout the state.

FmHA's service in guaran-
teeing commercial loans for
business and industry that
employ rural people accoun-
ted for $101 million in the
year ended September 30.

W_.H. Pieratt said FmHA's
improvement as a multi-pur-
pose rural financial agency,
serving rural localities
through county and district
offices, has resulted in $1%
billion more farm credit and
community development in
rural Texas during the past
two years.

The state director empha-
sized that FmHA has been
given a lead responsibility in
the system introduced this
vear to coordinate the Feder-
al Government’s rural deve-
lopment assistance with
goals adopted in local and
regional areas of the states.

I've had a request for some
recipes for those students
who may be trying to live
away from home and eat like
they still lived at home. It's
hard to feed one person and
make good meal outof a can
and macaroni box. Here are a
few ideas for economic and
easy, quick main dishes.

Barbecue Pizza
1 pkg refrigerated biscuits (8
biscuits)
salad oil
1 Ib can barbecue sauce and
beef (Heinz or Kraft)
2 C shredded mozzarella
cheese (but cheddar or
American will do)

Flatten biscuits into ovals
and arrange around the edge
of a pan, a round one if you
have it, but a cookie sheet or
a cake pan will also work.
Press together so entire
bottom of pan is covered.
Brush biscuits with oil.
Spread barbecue sauce and
beef over biscuits. Sprinkle
with salt and pepper and any
other season you may have
such as garlic salt. Top with
cheese. Bake 400 degrees 10
to 13 minutes or till crust is
brown.

1 15-0z can chili with beans
1 8-0z can tomato sauce

1 pkg macaroni and cheese
dinner

Mix chili and tomato
sauce; heat. Cook macaroni
as on package, drain and add
cheese mix as directed. Add
to chili/Toss to mix. You may
want to top with slices of
cheese.

Squaw Corn

Dice one 12 o0z can
luncheon meat (spam) in
skillet, brown meat and 2
TBS chopped onion. Add one
1 pound can golden cream
style corn, heat till bubbly.
Stir in 3 beaten eggs. Cook
over low heat, stirring occa-
sionally, just till eggs set.

Soup’s are a great idea for
just now and anyone can
fancy up and stretch out a
can of soup.

Take a can of your favorite
soup such as chicken and rice
or beef and vegetable. Add a
can of your favorite vegeta-
ble such as corn or peas or
green beans. If you have any
lunch meat, dice it up and
toss it in. If you have some
celery, that really adds zest
to a soup.

Try the Top Ramen soups
and add a can of chicken
spread or pieces for under a
dollar and toss in some
chopped onion or celery or
both. That is a whole meal in
a bowl if you add toast with
cheese melted on top as a
side dish.

Use the soup of your
choice and put in a can of
water and a can of instant
rice and you have a great
meal to stick to your ribs.
You can always add pieces of
lunch meat, hot dogs, canned
tuna or chicken or canned
ham, Spam, any kind of
quick meat to a soup will
make it heartier and stretch
it out longer.

When you have left over
soup, just add another ingre-
dient the next time you heat
it up and you will think it's a
fresh bowl of soup. Combine
left over soups for a unique
soup blend.

Anything you want omlet
2 eggs
cheese
onion, diced
Y4 C milk
anything else you want to
add

Put your eggs and other
ingredients, cut small and
fine, of course, into a bowl.

Beat it with a fork until it is
yellow and blended. Pour
into a pre-heated skillet with
a pat of butter melted, but
NOT smoking, in it. Let the
egg mixture just sit there
until it gets firm around the
edges and just slightly wig-
gly in the middle. You may
want to put more cheese on it

now. Fold it over into a half
and put a lid on the pan. Or,
you may not want to ftry
turning it so just put a lid on
it and cook for a few minutes
until the middle sets. You
can add anything from ava-
cado to Zesta crackers to this
omlet.

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A rural electric cooperative
somewhere in the Panhandle
will benefit from a $25,000
federal grant recently a-
warded to the Panhandle
Regional Planning Commis-
sion. The commission is one
of sixteen councils of gov-
ernment in the U.S. to
participate in the Depart-
ment of Commerce’s Rural
Energy Initiative.

Initially, the commission
will survey the thirteen RECs
in the Panhandle-Plains re-
gion to determine interest in
theprogram. The co-op
boards and staffs will be
asked to complete question-
naires showing their level of
interest in such issues as
solar and wind energy, the
use of synfuels, biomass
conversion and alternative
appraoches to energy pro-
duction and supplementa-
tion.

The REC that is selected
as a target for the Panhandle
Rural Energy Program
(PREP) will be assisted by
PRPC staff member, Wayne
Hughes, in exploring the
alternative energy resources
that might be adaptable to
their economic situation.

During the phase I term of
the PREP, the co-op board
and staff will be acquainted
with all aspects of alternative
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energy systems open to them
and then be encouraged to
adopt one of those systems
or a set of systems for further
study and development. Part
of the adoption process
would include public hear-
ings to get input from private
citizens and acquaint them
with the progress of the
grant.

One possible application of
the funding would be to train

to construct small solar
collectors in their farm
workshops. The co-op would
then sell the units to other
members of the co-op or to
the general public. This kind
of cottage industry would
help prevent job displace-
ment resulting from increas-
ing mechanization of farming
operations.

ergy Program was designed
to be linked to an electric
cooperative because this kind
of organization already has a
board of directors and a
professional staff. It saves
the time that would be spent
in creating a governing body
from *‘scratch'’. Co-op or-
ganizations are accustomed
to dealing with energy issues
routinely.
