If the
Lady Matadors had defeated
the Lady Dra%ons there would
have been a four way tie and "
most likely would have been
settled by a district tournament.

The Motley County Mata-
dors are wrapping up a success-
ful regular season and getting
ready for the playoffs. The out-

sure they are seated in proper
restraint systems every time
they ride in a vehicle, said Bev
Kellner; Extension program co-
ordinator for passenger safety.

That’s why each February,
during the week that includes
Valentine’s Day, Child Passen-
ger Safety Week is observed,
she said. This year that’s Feb.
11-17.

“This year’s focus is on the
milestone reached in saving
children’s lives through the use
of_(crlhild safety seats,” Kellner
said.

“From 1975 to 2005, 7,500
children (nationwide) have been
saved by the correct use of child
safety seats.”

Choosing a safety seat for
childrenisn't as simple as going
into a store and buying one,
Kellner said. The child’s height,
weight and age must also be
taken into consideration.

The National Highway Traf-
fic Safety Administration’s “4
Steps for Kids,” lists four differ-
ent types of child safety seating
for children of different ages
and sizes:

Step 1: For the best possible
protection keep babies in the
back seat, in rear-facing child
safety seats, as long as possible
up to the height or weight limit
of the particular seat. At a mini-
mum, keep babies rear-facing
until a minimum of age 1 and at
least 20 pounds.

Step 2: When children out-
grow their rear-facing seats (at
aminimum age 1 and at least 20
pounds) they should ride in for-
ward-facing child safety seats,
in the back seat, until they reach
the upper weight or height limit
of the particular seat (usually
around age 4 and 40 pounds).

Step 3: Once children out-
grow their forward-facing seat
(usually around age 4 and 40

pounds) they should ride in
booster seats, in the back seat,
until the vehicle safety belts fit
properly. Safety belts fit prop-
erly when the lap belt lays
across the upper thighs and the
shoulder belt fits across the
chest (uSually at age 8 or when
they are 4 feet 9 inches tall).
Step 4: When children out-
grow their booster seats (usu-
ally at age 8 or when they are 4

feet 9 inches tall), they can use '

the adult safety belt in the back
seat, if it fits properly (lap belt
lays across the upper thighs and
the shoulder belt across the
chest). Parents and other
caregivers who want to learn
more about the correct use of
child safety seats should plan to
attend a checkup event or make
an appointment at a fitting sta-
tion, Kellner said. Information
about fitting station locations is
available at http://

www.seatcheck.org/. A schedule
of child safety seat checkup
events is on Extension’s Family
and Consumer Sciences Web
site at http://fes.tamu.edu/
safety/passenger_safety/calen-
dar/indes.php.

“The Passenger Safety
Project at Texas Cooperative
Extension has seen a 99% mis-
use rate in the over 7,600 inspec-
tions that the program has over-
seen since 1999.”

This
means “all-powerful.” God is In
possession of all power and the
ability to do anything which He
wills to do.

But, this
does NOT mean that He can do
anything! He cannot do that
which is actually impossible,
such as make a square circle, or
make a rock so heavy that He
can't lift it if He can rhake it, He
certainly can lift it!)

God is deep and powerful, but
not even He can will or act con-
trary to His core constitutional
attributes.

As m1 ht be expected ex-
amples a ound of man’s at-
tempt to water down the power
of God (Finite Godism). Beware
of them. Currently in vogue are
“Process theology,” “Open The-
ism,’ and extreme
“Armenianism.” Nor is any cre-
_ated creature, including Satan,

as powerful as God. He may be
the Devil, but he is God’s Devil!

God s also just or righteous.
Most theologians and apologists
treat these terms as synony-
mous. God’s justice is revealed
in His moral law expressing His
moral nature and in His judge-
ment, granting to all, in matters
of menit, exactly what they de-
serve, and without respect of
persons. This is why there will
be degrees of reward in

Heaven, and degrees of punish-
ment in Hell! His justice is infi-
nitely perfect. Man’s isn't. Per-
fect justice demands punish-
ment (wrath) for breaking God’s
Law (sin), which He MUST im-
pose.

trustworthy tax services, the
BBB encourages tax-filers to
review the BBB's tips for find-
ing a reputable tax preparer,
learn the signs that a tax ad-
viser is acting illegally and use
the BBB Web site database, and
its nearly three million business
reports, as your trusted source
for finding the right professional
this tax season,” Campbell said.

In addition to steering clear
of tax preparers who should too
good to be true, the BBB ad-
vises consumers to avoid entie-
ing tax-related promotions that
may notbe to their financial ad-
vantage.

Quick-refund offers or re-
fund anticipation loans are an
example. These loans are
heavily promoted beginning in
early February when consum-
ers receive their W-2 forms. The
tax preparer advances money to
the tax-payer, which is paid back
when the refund check is re-
ceived.

Many consumers complain
to the BBB that they did not
understand the offer was a loan
and felt deceived by the tax
preparer.

While fees vary, an average
tax refund of $2,000 can carry
associated fees for the tax
preparation, filing and loan of
$250 or more. That works out to
an annual interest rate of 521%
for a 10-day loan.

“You may get your money a
bit quicker than waiting for your
IRS refund check, but you incur
a steep cost for that service,”
Campbell said. “In effect, you
are paying fees and interest to
borrow from yourself.”

The BBB advises those who
are considering quick-refund
offers to:

» Read Up on this type of
loan and consider your options.
Be aware that if your refund is
denied or less than you ex-
pected, you are still responsible
for payment of the loan in full,

as well as all fees. You may be
able to speed receipt of your re-
fund yourself by filing your tax
return online and requestmE
direct deposit into your ban
account. In addition to using
BBB resources, consumers can
visit the IRS Web site at
www.irs.gov to learn more.

* Reach Out to helpful orga-
nizations. Your public library
and state or local government
offices can provide the names of
community organizations or
groups that offer free or low-
cost tax preparation assistance.
Some credit unions and senior
citizen centers also offer such
assistance.

* Be an Informed Con-
sumer. If you do decide to sign
for a refund anticipation loan,
carefully review the paperwork
and all ({sclosures to gaina full
understanding of the terms of
the loan and related costs.
