the Little League Baseball pro-
gram. Hefting a bat which some-
* times is as long as he is, the Little

Leaguer is in the big time every
time he steps up to the plate or
, takes to the field.

The Little League Baseball pro-
gram does much in providing a
training ground for youngsters,
and communities in which young-
sters are encouraged to take part
in such activities can count thgir
blessings.

In Winters there is a group of
dedicated men who have worked
Jong and hard to provide a Little
League baseball program for the
young boys who might otherwise be
without an outlet for boundless
‘energy. Each spring these men
organize and manage several ba_se-

. ball teams, many times taking
time out from their own businesses
or woik to see that the program
gets underway and keeps going.

This year, an attempt is being
made to build an even better pro-
gram. The Winters Little League
has joined the National Little
League organization, and as such
will be eligible next year to play
outside their own district, and as
far in national competition as their
skill allows.

A new baseball field is being pre-
pared east of town for the season
which opens May 4. The land was
leased, and materials for fences,
backstops and the like have been
donated. Men have worked in their
off hours to build the fence and
the backstop, and to get the field
in readiness for the season. Many
lbng hours are being spent by a
few men who realize the value of
the program.

Many of these men who
do not have youngsters on the

"teams, but they are men who are
willing to give of their own time
and resources to see that the pro-
gram is not left out on a long limb.

And they could use some help.
There are many things to do be-
fore the new baseball ground is
ready, and the services of anyone
who could spare a few minutes or
a few hours would be.greatly ap-
preciated.

In addition to actual help, there
is also a decided need for finan-
cial assistance. All the things need-
ed to organize and maintain teams
in the Little League cost money,
and the Winters Little League or-
ganization has no money. They are

_entirely dependent upon the h'elp
of the people in the community.
There are such things to buy as
balls, gloves, uniforms, bats.

The Winters Little League, Inc,,
“now is trying to raise some money
far the purpose of outfitting the
teams, and to finish the ball park,
and they are asking for your help.
If you feel you would like to help
keep this program alive and go-
ing, and give these kids a chance
to enjoy Little League baseball,
take or send your donation to Tab
Hatler, president of the Winters
Little League Inc., Homer Hudgins,
who is helping in the program, or
anyone connected with the organi-
zation will be glad to take your
denation.

Disappearance
Of WintersMan

Hudon White, 31-year-old farmer |
who lives west of Winters, left his |
home Tuesday morning, supposed-
ly to check his cattle. He has not |
been seen since by any of his
friends or family.

His strange disappearance set
in motion an area-wide search
which led to Abilene and a used
car lot, where the trail stopped.

The disappearance is being in-
vestigated by Runnels County of-
ficers, highway patrolmen, and
Abilene police.

When he left home Tuesday
morning, White wore blue jeans,
a grey dress shirt and a white
Stetson hat. He carried a green
corduroy shirt which he sometimes
wears as a jacket.

Officers picked up his trail at a
used car lot in Abilene, where the
pickup he was driving had been
sold. According to information,
White definitely was the man who
sold the pickup truck for $475,
making no mention of his plans.

There seems to be no reason for
his sudden disappearance, accord-
ing to the police. Nothing in his
past has given officers a clue to
his reason. He has never disap-
peared before, and has no history
of family trouble. Several friends,
according to reports, told officers
he is a good church man, doesn't
drink, and is a devoted family
man.

He does have a back ailment of
some duration. Recently he went to
an Abilene physician for treat-
ment, but seemed to be in good
health, doctors reported.

Sometimes the back ailment will
make him fall when an attack
comes.

Police were checking all exits
from Abilene: the airport, train
station, bus station, car rental ag-
encies and taxis, with no clues as
to his whereabouts.

A sec-
ond is with Dave's older brother,
Frank (Arthur Kennedy), whom
he dislikes, and with the latter’s
wife, Agnes (Leora Dana) and
daughter, Dawn (Betty Lou Keim).

Medium and good feeder steers
ranged from $24.50 to $28.85. Stoc-
ker cows and pairs ranged from
$150 to $290.

The Market Institute reported
there would be no more night sel-
ling and that in future sales the
auctioning will halt at 5:00 p.m.
Unsold cattle and fresh cattle
brought in for the auction will be
sold on the following day.

“We feel this arrangement safe-
guards the farmer and rancher
since with most sales, much of
the buying power quits the arena
5 or 6 o'clock. Night selling fre-
quently develops more ‘‘low" spots
because of this. We think if we
start selling at 9:00 a.m. and quit
at 5:00 both the buyers and sel-
lers will like it better. We went
until 10:00 p.m. April 9 and cat-
tle sold after 7:00 p.m. would near-
ly all have been better off sold
the next morning,” Gouldy stated
The new schedule will not inter-
fere with the scheduled stocker
and feeder shows and sales which
are jointly sponsored by the Mar-
ket Institute and the Texas Here-
ford and Texas Angus Associa-
tions.

WASHINGTON NEWSLETTER

Federal Control of
Farm Labor Is
Becoming Serious

By Congressman 0. C. Fisher

Revolutionary changes in the
American concept of federal control
over farm labor is becoming more
serious. Despite a mass protest by
40 Congressmen and Senators at
a meeting with the Secretary of
Labor three weeks ago, the Sec-
retary has proceeded to draft a
regulation which he proposes to
put into effect this summer.

The regulations would require
farmers and ranchmen who apply
for labor through United States
Employment Services to hire (if
local labor is not available) any
idle worker available, even though
such person might live 1000 miles
away, with the employer paying
the transportation costs to and
from the employee's home. The
employer would also have to pay
that imported employee the pre-
vailing wage, determined by the
Labor Department, and provide
certain housing also required by
that Department.

Of course, the employer could
refuse to hire such person. But if
he did hire him that would be the
conditions imposed.

And if he applied to contract
for a Mexican national, where no
local labor is available, before
such bracero could be processed,
the employer would have to offer
to take that unemployed worker
who lives that 1000 miles or more
away, under the terms and con-
ditions described!

The proposed regulations are
monstrous. Before becoming effec-
tive they must have White House
approval. And the protest is now
shifting to the office of the Presi-
dent. In addition, the legality of

GASOLINE TAX VIEWED

Gov. Price Daniel says he's
ready to support a l-cent hike in
the state gasoline tax if it will
be used to improve public schools,
raise teacher salaries.

Neither the House nor Senate
appropriations bill included pub-
lic school teacher raises. Lawma-
kers seemed to think this, if it
were to be done, should be handled
in a separate bill.

Texas still would have a low-
er gasoline tax than other states,
said Daniel, even after the l-cent
raise. He said he felt sure ser-
vice station operators would ‘‘go
along” with it if it were for the
purpose of better schools.

Opponents say that, with prac-
tically everyone having to use a
car these days, the gasoline levy
is about as ‘‘general as a sales
tax can get.”

HEALTH CHIEF RESIGNS

Recent target of lawmakers is
the State Health Department,
where Commissioner Henry A.
Holle stepped out of his $16,000
a year post under the glare of
legislative disapproval.

Dr. Holle said he felt the de-
partment would be better off with
another commissioner who could
get more support in the way of
legislative appropriations.

Meanwhile, both House and Sen-
ate launched inquiries into Health
Department spending practices.

FLEXIBLE RATING OFF

State regulation of Texas auto
insurance rates apparently will
continue for at least another two
years.

Senate Insurance Committee re-
fused to approve a flexible rating
plan, sent it to the sub-commit-
tee ‘‘graveyard.”

Backers of the bill, mostly
large out-of-state companies
claimed it would save Texas auto
owners millions. Careful drivers
would be rewarded with lower in-
surance, they said.

Opponents, including most Tex-
as companies, fought the bill said
it would ‘‘take the lid off'’ rates.
They said a merit rating plan,

being considered by the State
Board of Insurance, would take
care of rewarding safe drivers.
LENDING BILL FILIBUSTERED

Sqnatc disagreement over how
to improve loan shark regulation
brought on the first filibuster of
the session.

Sen. Abraham Kazen of Laredo
sponsored the House-passed mea-
sure which would, if approved by
a vote of the people, amend the
constitution. It would allow the
Legislature to license lenders and
set maximum interest rates. Pre-
sent 10 per cent ceiling, widely
ignored, would be abolished.

Sen. Frank Owen III of El Paso
led a long-winded assault on the
measure. He and other senators
insisted such regulation should be
limited to loans under $500 to $600.

Senate gave Kazen’s measure
preliminary approval, despite all
the opposition.

PARTY IN-FIGHTING BEGINS

Fifteen months ahead of conven-
tion time is not too soon for Tex-
as Democrats to start haggling
over who'll receive their presiden-
tial nominating votes.

U. S. Sen. Lyndon B. Johnson is
the focal point of controversy. Re-
cent developments:

Young Democrats of Texas, cur-
rently controlled by leftwingers,
declared the senator should pay
more attention to the party plat-
form. J. Ed Connally, chairman
of the state executive committee,
quickly announced the Young De-
mos did not speak for the party.
He called them “‘immature extre-
mists.”

Democrats of Texas, unofficial
liberal organization, announced it
would have a convention in Aus-
tin in May. DOT, also, has “fal-
len out” with Sen Johnson.

In the Legislature, the House
elections committee approved a
bill that would allow Senator John-
son to run for president and re-
election as senator in the same
general election.

INVESTMENT BOARD URGED

A bill by Sen. Hubert Hudson
of Brownsville would create a
new board to handle investments
of three large state trust funds.

Making up the nine-member
board would be the governor, at-
torney general, comptroller, chair-
men of the two retirement sys-
tems, chairman of the State Board
of Education and three bank pres-
idents.

Investment in corporate stocks
and bonds would be permitted by

Hudson’'s measure. Altogether,
the three funds total $820,000,000.
NO AGGIE WOMEN
U. S. Supreme Court has up-
held state court rulings that wo-
men are not entitled by law to

enter Texas A&M College.

A&M officials were pleased, but
Bryan-Brazos County citizens, for
the most part, took a dim view
of the enroliment restriction.

Their feelings were reflected in
Bryan Sen. William T. Moore's
prediction that *“if the A&M
Board continues its present poli-
cies, the time will come when
A&M will have a classroom for
each student enrolled there.”

There is fear that when Arling-
ton College, an A&M branch which
admits women, advances to sen-
ior college status, it may eclipse
the parent institution.

Higher Earnings
Linked to Higher
S Payments

Higher earnings, up to $4800 per
year, can now be credited to in-
dividual social security accounts,
according to a reminder state-
ment issued by Floyd B. Elling-
ton, district manager, Social Se-
curity Administration.

The new earnings base for all
workers under the social security
system replaces the old $4200 per
year ceiling which was in effect
from 1955 through 1958.

The increased base will apply
to future social security benefit
determinations as well as social
security tax contributions, Elling-
ton said. It means that many in-
dividuals whose earnings exceed
$4200 per year will pay more be-
ginning in 1959 and will also get
more when benefits become due.

The higher tax and benefit base
reflects the general increase in
earnings levels in the past few
years and the principle of keep-
ing benefits related to earnings.
It will result in greater over-all
old-age, death, and disability pro-
tection for most people under so-
cial security, Mr. Ellington said.

Mr. Ellington, district manager
of the San Angelo Social Security
office also stated that anyone de-
siring information concerning the
social security program should see
the Field Representative, Neil Tar-
vin when he makes his regular
visit to Winters, Wednesday, Ap-
ril 15 and 29, May 13 and 27, June
10 and 24.
