man Mack Wallace of the Railroad 
Commiasioo aaya the United States 
may be worse o ff in energy 
resources than during the "energy 
crisis" caused by the 1973 Arab oil 
embargo.

" I  believe we are in an equal — if 
not worse — situation today," 
Wallace told oil and gas executives 
Thursday. “The fact of the matter 
is, at this very moment we do not 
have enough oU and gas for our own 
national security."

Wallace called for a bipartisan 
national energy conference to 
“ outline the steps that must be 
taken to help secure America’s 
energy future."

The conference, he said, should 
include congressional leaders, 
federal energy offlcials, the public, 
and representatives from energy- 
producing states, major oil ccm- 
panies and independent producers.

Wallace said if foreign oil sup­
plies were shut off, the SSO millioo 
barrels of oil in the Stratetfc 
Petroleum Reserve would last only 
10 weeks. He said the United States 
has a 33-day supply of gasoline, but 
shortages causM a foreign cutoff 
could affect motorists within three 
days.

Wallace also said the Reagan ad­
ministration had decided to aban­
don the goal of energy self- 
sufficiency, a move Wallace called 
“ a m is t^ e  with far-reaching 
consequences."

“ A national consensus must be 
formulated and decisive action 
taken ,”  W allace said. “ Our 
children are ontitlsd to a future bas­
ed on promise'iuid oppoitunily, not 
regret and roartmlnanon."

W a lla ce  sum m arised at a 
statewide oil allowable hbarlng a 
letter he had sent to Presidmt 
Reagan on Huursday.

Record fee  collection 

noted by county clerk

The Howard County clerk’s office 
during 1983 collected the largest 
amount of clerk’s fees ever. County 
Gerk Margaret Ray said Monday.

According to Mrs. Ray’s annual 
report for f lk » l  year 1983, the offlce 
collected $129,808.43 in clerk’s fees, 
up more than $3,000 from Rscal year 
1982 when the office collected 
$124,228.87. The clerk’s office c(d- 
lected slightly more than $47,000 in 
clerk’s fees in 1974, the year before 
Mrs. Ray took office.

Gerk’s fees include those col­
lec ted  fo r record ings, v ita l 
statistics, wills, probate, issuance 
of certified copies, and birth and 
death certificates.

Collections of county court costs 
also are iq>, Mrs. Ray said. The 
clerk’s office colMcted $171,953.03 in 
court costs for the year, she said.

The increase in collections of fees

was caused by an increase in 
volume of court work, recordingB 
and requests for certified copies, 
Mrs. Ray said. OU records also ac­
counted for part of the increase in 
fees, she said.

In 1983, the clerk’s office collected 
$28,410.80 for certified copies, about 
$3,000 more than the $25,318.15 col­
lected by the office in 1982. In 1974, 
the office collected $7,986 in fees for 
certified copies of records.

“ The office is paying its way,”  
Mrs. Ray said. “ Of course, we’re 
not in it for the numey. Our duty is 
nuiinly record-keeping and collec­
ting user’s fees. .

“ When people talk about the tax­
payer’s money being used to run the 
county, it’s not all taxpayers’ 
money. User’sfeestakecareof a lot 
(of expenses)," Mrs. Ray said.

Fees for birth certificates went up 
during the year, but the raise was

Jobless trend 
affects county

A statewide trend of rising 
unemployment also has affected 
Howard County as September 
statistics show the area’s Jobless 
rate rose to 8.8 percent compued to 
August’s figure of 7.6 percent.

Texas Eteplovment Commission 
figures releaiMd today showed the 
slate’s unemployment rate had in­
creased in 23 nMjor urban areas, 
and the state also saw its overall 
M less rate Jump from 7.6 percent 
in August to 8.6 percent in 
September.

In Howard County, the civilian 
labor force totaled 18,233 in 
September, an increase of 133 per- 
sdns over August’s force of 18,098. 
’The employed ranks measured 
16,671 for September compared 
with 16,709 for August.

However, figures show the 16,871 
having work is the second highest 
numbw recorded in the coun^ dur­
ing the past two years, accormng to 
TEC statistics.

TEC statistics showed 1,362 per­
sons were out of work in September 
in Howard (bounty.

Local TEC emplosrment super­
visor John Eckley said there was 
“ no particular reason" for the in­
crease other than the labor force 
had grown, but Job openings had not 
kept pace with the demand.

“ We were surprised because our 
c la im s a c t iv ity  (c la im s fo r 
unemployment insurance) had 
fallen o h ’’ Eckley said. “ We 
thought the rate would be down. 
HopefliUy, it’ll reverse itself next 
month."

PUC hearing on Bell 
rates slated M onday

AUSTIN (A P ) -  Despite op­
ponents pleas that they n e^  nnore 
time to sift through hundreds of 
pages of testimony filed this week, 
the Public Utility Commission hear­
ing on Southwestern BeU’s $1.36 
billion rate case will begin Monday.

PUC Administrative Law Judge ' 
Jacqueline Hobnes on Thursday 
denied the requests to postpone the 
case, but she did set a one-week 
recess to begin after Bell’s opening 
witness.

Bell is looking for a $1.36 billion 
hike that would double monthly bills 
for basic home service.

In addition to giving the go-ahead 
for the hearing that will last about 
eight weeks, Ms. Holmes ruled 
Thursday that Bell’s filing package 
was completed Wednesday. That 
means the telephone company can 
set temporary, bonded rates on 
Feb. 21 if the commission has not 
acted on the rate hike.

But Paul Roth, Bell vice president 
for revenue and public affairs, said 
the company can’t wait until 
Feburary. He said Bell needs addi 
tional money after Jan. 1, when 
court-ordered divestiture will leave 
Bell as an independent company.

“ If we don’t get interim rales 
here we’ll be in real trouble in 
January," he told reporters.

D ivestiture will leave Bell

without much of the long-distance 
revenue It now draws. Bell lawyer 
Jon Dee Lawrence said the com­
pany will be out $2 million to $S 
million a day after Jan. 1.

PUC General Counsel Allen King 
agreed the company needs more 
nnoney soon.

“ Sou thw estern  B e ll ’ s to ll 
revenues will diaappear to a large 
extant. Something will have to be in 
place to replace them,”  he told Ms. 
Holmes.

The requests to postpone the 
hearing were based on a separata 
hearing on so-called “ access 
charges," a method of replacing 
some of the long distance revenue. 
That hearing has been going on for 
five weeks.

Jim Boyle, the state lawyer 
representi^ consumers, said the 
rate hearing and the access charge 
hearing are equally important. ’The 
problem, he said, is “ when you 
focta on the left hand, the ri)pit 
hand comes around and picks your 
wallet”

Geoffrey Gay, representing the 
State Purchasing and General Ser­
vices Gmuniasion, said a delay was 
needed because “ there’s too much 
going on in the country today" 
reladng to the future of telephone 
service.

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European missiles eyed
BERLIN — Soviet bloc leaders say

Warsaw Pact defense ministers and 10 
Soviet bloc premiers made separate but 
eimilar statements Thursday in the 
latest of repeated demands that NATO 
forgo the missile deployment that is 
scheduled to begin in December.

The two meetings in East Berlin of 
Kremlin leaders and their allies came 
amidst an escalated protest campaign 
in parts of Western Europe by anti­
nuclear activists opposed to the 
missiles.

Army Gen. Hudson Austin, heading a 
military council, took over the island na­
tion Thursday, a day after soldiers kill­
ed the prime minister and several his 
top supporten in the Marxist-led 
gfwernment.

Jamaica led Caribbean nations in ex- 
pressi^ revulsion over the killings by 
breaking off diplomatic relations Thun- 
day n i^t. Jamaican Prime Minister 
Edward Seaga proposed a trade em­
bargo on Grenada and said heads of 
government from the English-speaking 
Caribbean would discuss the situation at 
an emergency meeting in Barbados this 
weekend.

People remained indoors today in 
Grenada after Austin threatened that 
soldiers would shoot anyone who 
violated a 24-hour curfew in effect until 
Monday.

Brake woes reported
WASHINGTON -  When General 

Motors Corp., put its highly touted X- 
bo<fy cars on the inarket 4 Vt years ago, 
it did so despite numerous reports from 
test drivers about the car’s braking pro­
blems, according to GM documents.

The files, made public Thursday as 
part of a suit against the automaker, 
also showed that less than two months 
before production began, top GM ex­
ecutives discussed the driver reports 
and acknowledged the brakes appeared 
to be the cars “ number one problem.”

Among the documents were logs that 
showed at least 35 instances on l l  dif­
ferent test cars during 1978 in which 
drivers had control problems because 
brakes locked prematurely. Similar 
reports continued to be received right up 
to when the cars went into showrooms in 
April 1979, the files revealed.

Market reopens
TEL AVIV, Isael -  The Israeli stock 

market has reopened for limited trading 
after a 10-day shutdown to avoid a panic 
in bank stocks, and the government is 
working with banks to prevent a crash 
when full trading resumes Monday.

Trading that resumed Thursday was 
restricted to government and commer­
cial bonds, and there was heavy demand 
as prices of government bonds rose 8 to 
12 percent

'The key test comes Monday with the 
reopening of trading in ordinary shares, 
including bank shares, which will affect 
the entire business sector and half a 
million small investors — one in every 
three households.

The Tel Aviv Stock Exchange closed 
Oct. 9 to avert a crash of bank shares 
after the public, alarmed by severe in­
creases in Israel’s foreign debt and 
trade deficit, bought hundreds of 
millions of dollars and other hard cur­
rencies as a hedge against economic 
upheaval.

The rush to hard currency was financ­
ed by mass selling of other investments, 
particularly bank shares.

Hurricane-spawned torrential rains 
finally moved out of Texas and into 
Oklahoma, where that state’s governor 
declared a state of emergency in the 
face of more than a foot of rain in some 
places.

But in America, there is not now one signal woman politician 
who is a national leader.

There are nationally prominent women in government. 
Supreme Court Justice & ndra Day O’Connor, Sen. Nancy 
Kassebaum, Transportation Secretary Elizabeth D<de. But Day 
won her slot by ap|^tment,HKassebaum is daughter of Alf 
Landon and Dole is the wife of a prominent senator.

There are women maytMV and legislators who fought their 
way up through — and smnetimes against — the machines of 
local politics.

But none of them come instantly to mind when thinking about 
a presidential or vice presidential candidate. Democrat or 
Republican.

'The women at NOW are waiting for lightning to strike. They 
want a male candidate to stand up and say he v ^ l put a woman 
on the ticket.

The time is ripe for a woman candidate for vice president or 
president. But there appears to be no nationally prominent 
woman politician ripe for the candidacy.

Women shouldn’t be asking male candidates to put women on 
the ticket. They should be searching for a candidate and 
organizing behind her, helping the primaries, so that she is 
swept into nomination by votes in the national convention. 

That is unlikely to happen in either party convention, in 1964.

Not only was he presi­
dent, but he was secretary of state, 
and a congressman,”  Richard said.

Peter Sellers could have served 
as the president, the Pentagon 
lead ersh ip  and the cabinet 
simultaneously, thereby cutting the 
budget beyond anyone’s dreams, 
Richard said.

A great campaign slogan loss, 1 
agreed, since Sellers’ ^ y  disad­
vantage might be his insistence on 
also being the heads of foreign coun­
tries the United States negotiated 
with. Soviet premier Yuri Andropov 
doesn't strike me as the kind of per­
son who would take kindly to having 
Sellers move from seat to seat at 
the Geneva SALT talks to conduct a 
high-level dialogue of arms control, 
reconciliation and peace keeping 
while Andropov stood in the 
background.

Barren Sudan center of geopolitics

WASHING’TON -  In the subter 
ranean world of spies and ter­
rorists, the Reagan administration 
has embarked on yet another secret 
mission This one is centered in the 
Sudan, geographically the largest 
nation in Africa

Not only is the Sudan considered 
strategically important by ad­
ministration geopoliticians, it is the 
site of a major pipeline project and 
heavy investment by Ctwvron Oil.

This giant country has few 
population centers, isolated from 
one another by vast stretches of 
desert and primitive transportation 
facilities. ^  vast a space with so 
few people is difficult enough to 
maintain centralized rule over, but 
the tribal rulers of the south have 
grown disenchanted with their 
Moslem leaders in northern Sudan.

Adding to the aggravations, the 
Sudan has two unruly neighbors — 
Marxist Ethiopia on the east and 
radical Libya on west — which are 
stirring up rebellion. According to a 
highly sensitive State Department 
cable seen by my associate Lucette 
Lagnado, th m  is “ evidence of a 
growing externally sponsored in­
surgent threat to southern and 
western Sudan”

To President Reagan’s global 
planners, this translated into the 
“ need for an effective Sudanese 
counterinsurgency capability”  So 

 ̂ the Pentagon has sent a Swurity 
Evaluation and Assistance team to 
the Sudan.

The project has “ high political 
sensitirity," according to the cable, 
so the American counterinsurgency 
experts have been traveling in­
cognito, their presence known only 
to the Pentagon, the U.S. Embassy 
and top officials of the Sudanese 
government. “ Civilian attire is

directed for travel in and to Sudan,”  
the cable cautions.

The American public was not 
trusted to know abwt the Sudanese 
involvement. Nor, for that matter, 
waaCongresa. Sources at the House 
subcommittee on Africa, for exam­
ple, said they had heanl'nothing 
about it from the Pentagon.

The team is no more than the 
camel’s nose under the tent — three 
individuals with “ specific skills and 
expertise in counterinsurgency pro- 
b l e m s ”  a nd  o n e  w h o  i s 
knowledgeable in “ Sudanese 
politico-military sensitivities.

The classified cable makes clear 
that (3ievron’s oil investment is the 
chief concern. The oil fields have 
been threatened by rebels who op- 
poae the Khartoum government of 
President Gaafar Mohammed 
Nimeiri, and the American team is 
supposed to develop specific plans 
for protecting “ proposed oil 
facilities in southern Sudan against 
an insurgent threat.”

The team will also evaluate the 
Sudanese ability to deal with the in­
surgents, “ through observation of 
training in progress, employment of 
tactics, equipment organization and 
leadership, and operational plann­
ing skills.’ ’

While (Congress and the public are 
being kept in the dark. Chevron 
isn’t. The cable notes that “ an ap­
propriate CTievron representative”  
will brief the Pentagon team and 
accompany it on its Sudanese 
rounds whenever possible.

A possible operational option 
would be the dispatch of U.S. 
Special Forces to train the 
Sudanese in counterinsurgency.

I guess that’s the main 
artery that pumps blood 
throughout your system. I 
would Uhe to know how 
dangerous It b, and what 
could be done about it. —

You’ve got it right, and I 
couldn’t put it better. It’s 
the nuin artery leaving the

heart that sends blood 
throughout your circula­
tion system. What about 
hardening of the aortai? We 
all have some degree of 
aorta hardening. It’s part 
of aging and it begins as 
early as the late teens and 
early 20s. Autopsies on 
soldiers who died during 
the Korean War showed 
that even these young men

had some hardening of that 
vessel.

The aorta takes a conti­
nuing buffeting throughout 
our lives . The g rea t 
pressure with which blood 
b  pumped directly from 
the heart into the aorta 
takes its toll on the lining. 
It becomes txaighened, and 
as that happens deposito of 
fab, pbtrieb, and Mood

proteins begin to stick to it. 
In time calcium build on 
those deposib, causing a 
hardening and narrowing.

What can be done? That 
depends on where the 
hardening b , how thick the 
deposib are, and whether 
U im  flow b  impeded. If 
the problem isn’t serious, 
and surgery b  not needed, 
the general rules that app­

ly in any generai arterial 
hardening situation hold 
tru e . Th ose  a re  the 
famiUar teneb preached 
regarding less cholesterol 
in the diet, less saturated 
fab, the value of exercise 
whra that b  possible. Quit­
ting smoking, keeping 
blood pressure in control, 
and maintainii^ normal 
weight are also important.

MIDLAND — Imagine being a pitcher 
and facing Mike Schmidt, Dale Murphy 
and Pedro Guerrero in successive or&r. 
A challenge, to be sure, much like Big 
Spring High’s upcoming football schedule 
against Midland Lee, Permian and San 
Angelo.

The Steers begin their quest against 
three teams ranked among the state’s top 
20 tonight when they travel to Midland’s 
Memorial Stadium to battle the No. 9 
ranked Rebels.

Both teams are coming off big victories 
last Friday night. The Rebels knocked off 
previously unbeaten and No. 2 rated Per­
mian 20-7 in Odessa while the Steers were 
snapping a 3-game losing streak by iqien- 
ding Cooper 14-11. Lee stands 6-1 on the 
season, the only setback a 14-9 loss to 
Odessa High, and moved back into the top 
10 with the victory over Mojo.

Lee is not the flashiest team in the 
district but to this point, certainly the 
most effective.

Senior running back Isaac Garnett 
(5-10, 195) is No. 2 in rushing with 839 
yards, overtaking Cooper's Allen Gunter 
who saw only limited duty against Big 
Spring. “ Garnett is a s t r a i^  ahead run­
ner,”  Steer head coach ()uiin Eudy says 
of the Lee fullback. “ He lines up thrw 
yards behind the ball and when he gets 
the ball, he runs in a direct line. He’s a 
power runner and breaks a lot of tackles.

“ We can’t let him get into our secon­
dary'untouched like ( (^ r le s )  Hunter,”  
Eudy said, referring to the success of the 
O d e ^  High back against Big Spring two 
weeks ago.

When Garnett isn’t piling up his 120 
yards per gam e and scoring 13 
touchdowns, the Rebels pitched the ball to 
a pair of s p ^ y  junior tailbacks. Walter 
Jones is 12th in the league with 288 yards 
(4.8 a carry) while tiny (5-6) Tyrone Thur­
man has 167 yards in four games.

The Rebel game plan does not em-/

phasize the pass. Starting quarterback 
Jeff Motley has thrown just 17 times and 
backup John Abbott 19 this season. Hie 
two have combined for 168 yards in seven 
games.

“ They don’t throw much to begin with,”  
Eudy says, “ but from what I ’ve seen, 
they th iw  very well when they do.”

Steelers' Rivera critically injured in accident

GABRIEL RIVERA 
..severe spinal injaries

PITTSBURGH (A P ) -  Gabriel Rivera, the 
highly regarded Pittsburgh Steelers' rookie 
defensive lineman known as “ Senor Sack,” 
escaped a brush with death in an auto acci 
dent but remained in critical condition today 
with severe spinal cord and internal injuries 

Steelers’ publicity director Joe Gordon said 
he didn’t know when the extent of the injuries 
suffered by the 22-year-old former Texas Tech 
star would be known. But he admitted “ the 
possibility exists”  that Rjvera may suffer
some paralysis. (___

Rivera was in surgery at Allegheny General 
Hospital for over three hours, banning at 11 
p.m. Thursday, as doctors tried to determine 
how badly injured he is, Gordon said.

At 5 a.m. today, a statement issued by the 
hospital spokeswoman Suzanne Gitomer said,

“ Mr. Rivera sustained serious spiiul injuries 
and other internal injuries ”

The accident, which doctors said for a time 
threatened Rivera's life, casts a shadow oi 
doubt over the career of one of the Steelers’ 
most promising young defensive players in 
years. v

“ This came as a great shock to us,”  Gordon 
said. “ It’s hard to believe Dan < Rooney, the 
Steelers' president). Franco (Harris) and Mel 
(Blount) came to the hospital as soon as they 
heard, and many other players called.”

Rivera also suffered various cuts, bruises 
and abrasions to the head and body in the acci­
dent, which occurred on a rain-slick Ross 
Township road at about 9 p m. as he was driv­
ing to his suburban North Hills home from 
Julian’s, a restaurant-bar on the city’s north

side
Rivera’s car collided with a car driven by 

Allen Wates, 48, of Ross Township, authorities 
said.

Wates was treated and released from North 
Hills Passavant Hospital, but Rivera had to be 
airlifted from Passavant to Allegheny 
General via Lifeflight helicopter when his 
blood pressure dropped dramatically.

The 6-foot-3, 295-pound Rivera then was 
taken to surgery by a team of doctors headed 
by Dr. Daniel Diamond, the chief of 
Allegheny’s trauma unit, said Fred Peterson, 
the head of Lifeflight.

Rivera was only the third defensive lineman 
to be drafted by the Steelers in the first round 
since 1969, the others being Joe Greene (1969) 
and Keith Gary (1981).

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HATTIESBURG, Miss. (AP ) -  Marcus Dupree, at­
tending his first dhsy of classes at the University of 
Southern Mississip^ Thursday, said he wanted to 
forget about the troubles he had as a star running back 
at the University of Oklahoma.

Former BYU miler aims 

at NYC Marathon title
NEW YORK (AP ) -  

'There are vast differences 
in running a mile and a 
marathon, and Paul Cum­
mings has eperienced the 
agony and the ecstasy of^ 
b ^ .

Cummings, considered 
one of the top contenders in 
Sunday’s New York City 
Maratlion, was the 1974 
NCAA 1,500-meter (metric 
mile) champion while at 
Brigham Young University 
a n d  w i n n e r  o f  t he  
Wanamaker Mile in the 
1976 Millrose Games at 
New  Y o r k ’ s Madison 
Square Garden.

“ I still feel I can run a 
good mile,”  said Cumm­
ings, 30, of Provo, Utah, 
who now is concentrating 
on longer distances.

In preparing for the 
marathon and the 10,000 
meters — he plans to com­
pete in the U.S. Olympic 
’Trials in both events next 
year — Cummings said one 
of the biggest changes is 
the distance he runs in 
training.

“ Much more distance 
running is involved,”  he 
e x p la in e d  Thursday. 
’ ”There are not as many 
short intervals as when I 
was running miles. >

“ The main thing, though, 
is mental. 'The mile is over 
quickly, as opposed to the 
10,000 or the marathon. In 
the marathon, you have to 
keep your concentration up 
a long time.

“ The pain levels also are 
different,”  said Cumm­
ings, a two-time American

indoor record holder in the 
1,500 meters. “ You feel the 
worst in the mile for about 
five or 10 minutes after you 
cross the finish line. Now 
(in the longer races), the 
pain level is not as intense, 
but it goes on for a long, 
long time.

“ I enjoy road racing 
because it is not as intense. 
There is less pressure.

“Iload races are in the 
morning,”  he continued. “ I 
get up and I run. ’The mile 
is at night, so you have to 
sit around all day and think 
about it.”

Also, noted Cummings, 
“ If I finish 10th in a mile 
race, no one even knows 
my time. But if I finish 10th 
here, it would be a good 
accompliahment. ’ ’

a world beat of 1 hour, 1 
minute, 38 seconds for a 
half-marathon at Dayton, 
Ohio Sept. 25, broke the 
American record for 15 
kilometers (9.3 miles) by
