Einstein Theory 
Challenged by 
Canadian Physicist

New Formula Stirs 
World of Science

NEW YORK. — A kcen- 
in in iled, elderly Canadian 
mathematician from Montreal, 
lacking what is commonly re­
garded as accepted academic 
affiliation, wrote a b s t r a c t  
mathematical formulae on the 
blackboard In the lecture room of 
Columbia U niversity’* Michael Hu 
pin L aboratory of Hhyalca, and pre 
seated  evidence th a t seriously chal­
lenges some of the basic concepts 
of T w entieth  century physic*. The 
challenging report was presented 
before the American Physical soci­
ety meeting.

Reading like a roll call of famous 
sc ientists were the names drawn 
Into the discussion of the m athe­
m atical symbols, for behind the 
cryptic chalk m arks on the black­
board w ere Im plications which seem 
to challenge, clarify  and yet support 
In a moat paradoxical fashion the 
work of such men as Klnsteln. Mlch- 
elson, Morley. Miller. Lorentz and 
F itzgerald

Mlchelson Results Questioned.
Except to  a physicist those names 

may mean but little, yet they repre 
Bent the men who by experim ent 
and theory were Instrum ental In cre- 
• t f n j  CiZStcL s special tneory.

T he symbols on the blackboard 
aroused the discussion because they 
ra ise  once again the question of the 
validity  of the theories on which 
the classic Mlchelson-Morley exi>erl- 
nient to  determ ine the e ther d rift 
w as based. When one recalls th a t 
the Mlchelson Morley experim ent 
served as  one of the “springboards” 
from  which E instein  crested  the 
theory of rela tiv ity  the Im portance 
becomes clear.

I t  R elativity  a M ythf
Is E inste in ’s relativ ity  wrong or 

la It s tren g th en ed ! H as the M lchel­
son Morley experim ent and Its many 
repetitions been a m ere scientific 
m irage! Was the Ingenious hy­
pothesis o f Lorentz and F itzgerald 
to  explain the negative resu lts of 
Mlchelson and Morley’* experim ent 
m ere needless speculation! These 
a re  some of the questions which sc! 
e c tls ts  a re  trying to puzzle out.

Who Is th is man who, w ith hi* 
equations, may potentially  c lear up 
a forty-year-old scientific problem?

He la W illiam B. Cartm el. from 
the U niversity of M ontreal

F or years Mr. Cartm el has been 
working to  find out w hat possible 
reason the re  might be for the great 
discrepancy between the negative 
resu lts o f Mlchelson and Morley In 
the ir e th er d rift experim ent snd  the 
definite positive resu lts obtained by 
Prof. D ayton C. Miller over a pe 
riod of many years.

Possibilities of New Theory.
P rofessor M iller’s resu lts stand 

alone, like a high m ountain In a flat 
p la teau  country, among the resu lts 
of the  original experim ent and the 
many repetitions since then. If  
M iller's resu lts are right, then Eln 
ste in 's rela tiv ity  theory Is wrong.

Mr. Cartm el claim s th a t his math 
em atlcal In terp reta tions account 
very well for the resu lts  of P ro 
feasor Miller and account at the 
sam e tim e for all the o ther results 
obtained from the original Michel 
■on Morley experim ent right down 
to the present. T hat la hta claim, 
and today sc ien tists are pnzxltng 
over h is equations, and the basic 
postu lates which underlie them to 
see If C artm el’* claim s are  valid. If 
they are, one of the biggest silence 
s to ries o f the last forty years can 
be told. If  not, Cartm el will be 
Jnst one more nam e added to  the 
sizable and dlatlngulshed Hat of 
those who have tried to crack one 
of the most difficult problem s of 
physics In the last forty years.

Mechanical ‘Memory* 
Controls Car Lights

WASHINGTON — Danger 
of driving without lights at 
night is claimed to be reduced 
to a minimum by the “fool­
proof" au tom atic  control system  for 
sutom oblle lights recently patented  
by George Paulson, of Erie. Pa.

T urn  on the Ignition sw itch and 
on go the headlights. And as long 
as the ca r Is operating  a t night It 
Is Impossible to cut off the lights In 
the usual way.

Then there a re  also these fea tu res 
In the Invention: In a city w here 
parking lights a re  required. It Is not 
necessary to rememhsn* to tu rn  them 
on when It get* dark or snap them 
off when dawn breaks. The pa ten t­
ed control system  "rem em bers" ts  
do all th is  for car owners.

WAR TO DEATH ON 
GOATS ON HAWAI'

Ruminants Become Serious 
Menace to Vegetation.

Honolulu.—A leaf has been ta k er 
from  the p rac tice s  of the la te  M artin 
Johnson by ag ricu ltu ra lis ts  and 
U nited State* governm ent officials 
in the T errito ry  of Hawaii. Thev 
have preszed a irp lanes Into zervice 
to wage a w ar to the death  against 
wild goats.

Until recen t years the Umber 
lim bed c re a tu re s  of the high peaks 
have not been any p articu la r  m en 
ace In the islands. In fact, to a cer 
ta in  extent, they Were considered 
sn  asset. They offered a fascinating  
sport to huntsm en who found in Ha 
wail no other gam e of qu ite  that 
ca liber, unless they tra iled  the Jun 
gles for pigs or went to the Island of 
Molokai for the sm all species of 
deer found the re  The goats, fa ­
m ilia r  on every  island of th# te rr t 
to rla l group, w ere easy  to reach  
but taxed  every  hunting skill to 
b ring  them  down

It Is th a t w ariness which has 
forced au thorities to advance their 
b a ttle  lines into the air.

N orm ally rang ing  in the higher 
elevations, frequently  beyond the 
b a rr ie rs  of alm ost im passab le lava 
flows, they have in recen t years 
with g rea te r frequency m ade forays 
into the lowlands w here considera 
ble areas, above the sugar cane 
p lantations, a re  given over to g ras 
ing.

The first encroachm ent was h a rm ­
less enough. Paniolas—the island 
te rm  for cowboys—would see them  
In sca tte ring  groups here and there 
V egetation was lush. There seem ed 
no probable danger of any num ber 
of flighty goats stripping the fields 
on which valuab le stock depended 
for the ir living

The “ Dying Island.**
F irs t w arning c line from  the Is 

land of Kahoolr e. Almost unin 
hab ited  and a from  the re s t ot 
the group, It 1 been to r y ears  s 
landm ark  to -  ..d en ts , known local 
ly as the jy ln g  Island." bu t the 
significance of th a t slow death  of an 
island was not generally noticed. 
P assengers on inter-island s team ers 
and planes had the pinnacled rock 
pointed out to them . B are and 
brown, from  lta sum m it constantly  
d rifted  a red  plume, dust ot the d is­
in teg rating  rock blowing down the 
trad e  winds. It was p icturesque, a 
landm ark , sufficiently unique to 
d raw  the attention  of various w rit­
e rs  who com pared  the dying isle to 
o ther sections of the te rrito ry  w here 
volcanic activ ity  was still m aking 
land.

It was not until the island wa* 
leased by ranchers, who unsuccess­
fully a ttem pted  to establish  a ranch 
there , th a t the rea l trouble cam e 
out. Wild goata!

Legends tell of Kahoolawe once 
having been heavily verdured. de­
spite the lack of any w ater except 
rainfall. Then goata were Intro­
duced, and while they could not de­
stroy the g rass, they could and did 
destroy alm ost com pletely all the 
shrubs and trees. Result—w ater ran  
off as fast as It fell, g rass died, 
soil blew away, and the only 
thing tha t prevented  Kahoolawe 
from  becom ing an H aw aiian “dust 
bowl" was th a t the island was. un­
derneath . solid lava rock.

Almoat every  island of the A m er­
ican islet ia being sim ilarly  afflict­
ed though fortunately  to m inor ex ­
ten t so fa r It i t  to prevent fu rthe r 
dam age th a t th* governm ent, fed­
e ra l scientists and even th* arm y  
is co-operating with ranchers  and 
ag ricu ltu rists  to erad ica te  the m en­
ace

Chief B attle Ground.
The big island of Hawaii is the 

chief battle  ground in the presen t 
w arfare  againat the increasing 
g a ts L argest of all the islands of 
the Hawaiian group, it ia also the 
m ost difficult to cover. H unters 
afoot a re  helpless. Despite drive 
afte r drive, the goats are apparen tly  
undim inished.

Four m ountainous a re as  a r t  to be 
found on this island. Two of these 
rise to alm ost 14.000-foot elevations 
A th ird  runs upw ard 8,000 feet and 
the fourth reaches 9,000 fe e t  Vol­
canic cones cover all four, with an ­
cien t or m odern lava flows criss­
crossing the te rra in . In between, at 
the tower levels, a re  sem i-tropical 
jungles to  heavy as to m ake, in 
m ost places, passage alm ost Impos­
sible.

Strenuous efforts have been m ade 
during the past th ree y ears  to kill 
off the goats In these areas. It was 
estim ated  a t the inauguration of the 
fight that tom e 40,000 goata w ere to 
be found on the slopes of M auna 
K ea—th* loftiest of the four peaks— 
alone.

H awaii believes it has struck  upon 
the solution of the goat problem . 
Long fence*, down which th# an i­
m als a re  run to  a slaughtering  pen. 
will toon be established on all m oun­
tainous a re as  w here th* pest breeds. 
Annual drive*, participa ted  In by 
ranch  em ployees and sportsm en 
who m ay desire  to join the hunt, a re  
being planned. Th* goat, it ia 
thought, will soon be as ra re  a t  th# 
pig now la. and the safety  of ranges 
assured.

Farms to Feed 
Our Factories 
of the Future

Industrial Use of Farm 
Products Is Great Hope

By L. F. LIVINGSTON 
President, American Society of Ag­
ricultural Engineers, In an Address.
^ T ^ H E  idea of the in d u s t r ia l  

A  use of farm c ro p s  as r a w  
materials is not new. Years o f 
scientific research are b e h in d  i t ,  
but the depression, from w h ic h  
we now seetn to  tie e m e rg in g , 
has given it a prominence t h a t  
niukes It one of the m ajor hopes 
of agrli Iture today. World changes 
In agricu ltu re a re  tending to make 
nation* more and more self austaln- 
Ing, which means that somehow w# 
must broaden our m urkets at home. 
One way to do th is la by cu ltiva t­
ing on American Roll those ag ri­
cu ltu ral raw m ateria ls we now Im­
port. The o ther way la by flndtng 
new use* for our crops In our m an­
ufacturing Industries. We are  fol­
lowing both of these methods of 
development.

Soy beans furnish the alm ost
perfect example. Introduced In 
th is country over a century ago 
from China, tliey were first grown 
In the Mouth. Acreage was limited, 
however, and the  beans were fed 
mainly to hogs. P ractically  none 
of the American production went 
Into Industrial use, regardless of 
the fact tha t soy bean oil was bo­
le { Imported from China for use 
in the pain t Industry. Then re­
search tackled the  aoy bean and a 
wholly different story may be told 
today.

Boy Bean Acreage Increased.
In 1035, alm ost S.500,<)00 acres In 

27 sta te s  were planted  to aoy beans 
alone, and an additional acreage 
was p lanted with corn and other 
crops for forage. T his was an In­
crease of one-third over 1034. Al­
most 21,00O,i*(0 pounds of A m eri­
can-produced aoy bean oil was used 
by Industry. About ha lf of th is  
went Into the m aking of pain t and 
varnish. The balance went Into 
soaps, linoleum and oilcloth, p r in t­
ing Inks, edible compounds, and 
various other Industrial products, 
Including autom chlles G ear sh ift 
knobs, engine d istribu to r covers, 
ornam ental door handles and other 
parts  of automobiles a re  now being 
made out of soy bean meat.

Casein, a dairy by-product used 
widely In Industry and particu larly  
In the m anufacture of certain  
grades of paper, Is ano ther exam ­
ple of what may he done with many 
farm  produced m aterials now Im­
ported. According to  the United 
S tates bureau of dairy  Industry, 
tw o-thirds of the casein  required 
by American facterlea In 1920 was 
obtained abroad. As la te  as 1929, 
about one-half waa Imported. How­
ever, In 1934, all hut 4 per cent of 
our Industrial needs w ere supplied 
by home producers, who, with 
chemical and engineering aid, found 
th a t w hat could lie accom plished 
by the dairym en of the  A rgentine 
and elsewhere w in not beyond the 
Ingenuity of Americans.

The Farm  Chemurglc council es­
tim ates th a t 50.<n>0,000 acres may 
be planted to Industrial-use crops 
w ithin the next ten years " if  man 
sets him self to the task .” The 
council estim ates 8,000,000 new 
acres to provide wood pulp for p a­
per and paper stock, a forecast 
th a t Is based on the success of the 
experim ents by Dr. C harles H. Her- 
ty with fast-growing southern  pines.

Possibilities In South.
The South abounds In unexplored 

possibilities for new crops. In 
southern Florida they have found 
th a t coffee and cacao may he grown 
If sheltered by la rger trees. Rub­
ber from American grown p lan ts Is 
■till a possibility. Artificial tem ­
p era tu re  control, to pro tect p lan ts 
like the tung tree  from  w inter 
frosts, is gradually being developed 
to a practical stage, and w hat v is­
ta s  tha t will open to sou thern  grow ­
ers  only the fu tu re  can te l l

No discussion of Industrial • use 
crops can he com plete w ithout men 
tlonlng cotton. Through chemical 
conversion Into cellulose Its uses 
have become literally  hundreds. 
Cotton seeds, once a w aste, now 
have a value of over $200,000,000 
In a cotton crop of $1,500,000,000. 
Cotton seed oil, the hulls, the lln- 
tera, the meal and cake, all have 
become valuable m aterials. C oat­
ed fabrics such as "F abrlko ld” con­
sume cotton by the millions of 
pound*. Cotton en ters Into the m an­
ufac tu re  of cement* for leather, 
textiles and p aper; Into w ate r­
proofing compositions, sm okeless 

ler, gun cotton, b lasting  gels 
J r ,  coal mine explosives, Into tol- 
»t articles, electric Insulators, tno- 

;.lcture film, golf balls and 
,,i en 's fingernail polish. Th# list 

Is alm ost endless.

Cold 
fac t says the tem pera tu re  of the 
fires could not have been g rea t 
enough to m elt the sand, but science 
has ever had a way of Interfering 
with rom ance.

A m erica began Its story of g lass 
before the P ilg rim s landed a t P ly­
m outh Rock. A glass house was 
sstab lished  In the English se t­
tlem ent a t Jam estow n, Va. This 
was the first factory  built on this 
continent. Its first products were 
bottles. L ater a considerable trad e  
was established with the Indians In 
supplying them  with colored beads 
w ith which they w ere g rea tly  
enam ored. Y ears la te r glass fac­
tories w ere established In M assa­
chusetts, New York and other New 
E ngland and m id-A tlantic atates, 
but It was not until afte r th* A m er­
ican Revolution tha t the glaas In­
dustry  really  took root here.

Over th ree centurlea have passed  
since the first rough bottles w ere 
produced at Jam estow n. Today w* 
taka all m anner of glass p roducts 
as  a m a tte r  of course which In the 
ea rly  days of the Industry would 
have seem ed Im possible to produce.

Thrwe Methods Arm Used
in the Curing of Pork

T here a re  th ree m ethods at cu r­
ing pork—the sw eet pickle process, 
the d ry  sa lt method, and the d ry  
c u rt, s ta tes a w riter in the Chicago 
Tribune. In the first, used for ham s, 
the m ea t is soaked in vats contain­
ing sa lt brine, a sw eetening a g a n l 
and n itra te  of soda Th* cure re ­
qu ires 20 to 75 days and a constan t 
tem p era tu re  of 38 to 40 degrees 
m ust be m aintained.

The second m ethod consists at 
putting layers of sa lt between piles 
at m e a l  Th* th ird  la used large ly  
for bacon and consists at soaking 
the m ea t In a light brine containing 
sugar and n itra te  of soda. To finish 
off the cure th* m eats a re  placed in 
sm oke from  burning hardw ood 
which add* to the flavor and color.

Th* sa lt used prevents spoilage, 
the sugar offsets the ta ste  of th* 
sa lt, and the n itra te  preserve* th* 
color.

L ard  Is m ade from  hog fat, e ith e r 
by boiling la an open kettle  o r 
through a steam  pressu re method. 
I t  is cooked, filtered, and chilled, 
the cooking separating  th* m ee t fi­
bers from  the f a t  The rem a in ­
der, cracklings and tankage, la used 
as stock tn d  poultry feeds.

Origin of the “ Annie Oakley**
A ccording to “A m erican T ram p  

and Underw orld S lang,” edited by

D C.—Coffee, fa­
m ous bean th a t con tribu tes to m il­
lions of A m erican  b reakfasts , la 
m aking  world headlines again. Bra- 
til. w orld 's la rg est producer of cof­
fee. has reduced her export tax on 
the com m odity and world coffee pro­
ducers a re  w ondering how this m ay 
affect the ir fortunes.

"M ore than  3,000.000.000 coffee 
trees, three-fifths of all the re  a re  In 
the world, a re  busily producing cof­
fee In B razil’s cool uplands, and 38 
or m ore o ther countries and colo­
nies a re  adding to the world crop, 
which reached  2.500.000 tons in the 
last crop-year, enough to m ake two 
and a half pounds for every hum an 
being on e a r th ,” says the National 
G eographic aociety.

"Coffee is an  im m ig ran t from  an­
cient E thiopia tha t m ade good in 
the New world. On the highlands 
of the old A frican kingdom  recen tly  
conquered by Italy , coffee trees  
ave grown wild since early  tim es.

"L egend says the stim ulating  
propertie* of coffee w ere discovered 
by a p riest who noticed tha t goats 
refused to take the ir o rd inary  rest 
afte r ea ting  coffee berries F rom  
E thiopia coffeo crossed the Red sea 
to A rabia, then trave led  to Ja v a , 
and finally cam e as a ’vegetab le Im ­
m ig ran t' to  the A m ericas.

Coffee’s  Success Story.
"T h e re  began coffee’s rea l auc- 

cesa story. Like m auy hum an im ­
m ig ran ts. coffee m ade good In the 
New world to an extent far beyond 
anything ever d ream ed  of in the 
’old country  ’ South A m erica becam e 
its g rea tes t producer, and North 
A m erica iU g rea test consum er In 
the 1936-37 crop-year. Brazil alone 
grew approx im ate ly  68 per cent of 
the w orld 's coffee production, and 
the U nited S tates used half of all the 
coffee consum ed In the world.

"B ut the world In recen t yeara 
baa consum ed fa r leas coffet than 
it has produced, and cotlee 'e suc­
cess story  has changed lately to a 
ta le  of woe. With B raz il'!  own p ro­
duction increasing, and other coun­
trie s p lanting  coffee trees to com ­
pete with her. coffee prices have 
dropped.

"H oping to Im prove the situation. 
Brazil began destroying p art of her 
crop. Long before the United S tates 
began ’plowing under' cotton and
Killing off pigs to boost prices, B ra ­
zil was burning surplus coffee by the 
ton Since 1931 nearly  52.000.000 
bags, or 3.432.000 tons have been 
destroyed Som e of the a th  was 
used aa fertilizer on Brazilian 
farm s.

Leading P roducers in New World.
"In  the crop-year of 1936-37, B ra­

zil alone produced a m illion bags 
m ore of coffee than the world con­
sum ed In the sam e period. (The 
standard  bag of coffee weighs 132 
pounds ) World coffee production 
in th a t crop-year was 13,000.000 bags 
in excess of the am ount consumed. 
Leading coffee producers next to 
Brazil a re  Colombia. N etherlands 
E ast Indies. Venezuela. G uatem ala 
and Salvador.

Once Called Intoxicant.
••Coffee tree* thrive best on land 

from  1.000 to 4.000 feet above sea 
level tn the trop ics They are ever­
green. and blossom  two or th ree 
time* a year. Coffee blosaoma are 

1 pure white and frag ran t, and tha 
I berries a re  dark  red. very m uch like 
j cherries. Tha coffee ’bean’ ia the 
I seed of this berry  After the ber- 
I ne* e re  h a rv e ited  the pulp and oth- 
; er ex traneous m a tte r ia rem oved, 

leaving the coffee beans of com ­
m erce.

"S trangely  enough the leaves of 
tha coffee tree  contain m ore ca f­
feine. the stim ulating  alkaloid found 
in coffee, than coffee beans. In som e 
regions, for this reason, a aort of 
’tea ' aa been m ade from  coffee 
leaves, but ia not an especially 
pleasant drink aa the leaves lack 
tha arom a tha t m akes reg u la r cof­
fee so popular.

"B ecause of the stim ulating  prop­
erties of coffee. It was once con­
sidered an Intoxicant am ong ortho- 
d x M oham m edans and therefora 
was a forbidden drink. But coffee 
nevertheleaa increased  tn popularity  
arT.,,ng the A rabian  Moslems, and 
becam e aa closely identified with 
A rabia aa la tea with Chine.

"U ntil the close of the Seven­
teenth century , p rac tica lly  all of the 
w orld 's supply of coffee cam e from  
Yemen, in sou thern  A rabia, and the 
nam e of M ocha, a Y em enite se a ­
p o r t  becam e a sort of synonym  for 
coffee. L a te r coffee cultu re sp read  
to Jav a , end for a tim e this E as t 
Indies island led in production, ao 
tha t its nam e also becam e a syno­
nym  for coffee."
