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Commissioners retain Lovett Building; may not use it

Gray County Commissioners
decided Thursday morning to
retain ownership of the Lovett
Building.

By doing so, the architects with
Ameritexas who have been hired
by the commission to prepare a
Master Plan to seek funding for
courthouse renovation may list
the building as a possible loca-
tion to move county facilities if
needed during renovation.

The priority item of the four
county commissioners is, how-
ever, to replace the wiring in the
courthouse building.

County Commissioners Joe
Wheeley, Jim Gregne, Gerald
Wright and Jamed Hefley were
unanimous in their concerns for

the Gray County courthouse.

Architects have recently sug-
gested that the county offices
vacate the building while the
procedure is completed. The
commissioners feel the offices
may remain in the building
while the replacement takes
place.

“I talked with a local electrical
contractor who said we can do it
on a tloor-by-floor basis,” said
Wright. “Whether we get the
grant trom the state or not, the
wiring has to be done. | just
don’t think it would be necessary
to evacuate the courthouse.”

Commissioner Hefley
expressed concern about the cost
to renovate the Lovett Building
tor county ottices, whether tem-
porary or not.

“The money it would cost

funds for courthouse renovation
very quickly,” said Hefley.

Commissioner Greene said it
would be a big item just to wire
the building tor the needed com-
puters.

“This county is losing popula-
tion, and we’ll have less money
coming in, Greene said. “1 don't
think we can afford to spend
money on the Lovett building.”

“We hired these architects for
their recommendations, but we
don’t have to do this big court-
house renovation,” said
Commissioner Wheeley. “The
electrical wiring is the priority.
Future commissioner courts will
have these reports, too, to refer
back to know the weaknesses of
the building.”

The architects are to have the
Master Plan submitted to the

Pampa district attorney named
special prosecutor in Lubbock case

Pampa District Attorney John Mann has
been appointed as special prosecutor to pros-
ecute two Lubbock County jailers.

Texas 99th District Judge Mackey Hancock
appointed Mann special prosecutor in a case
of two deputies accused of tampering with
physical evidence, Mann said.

The deputies allegedly beat Ollie Johnson,
a black inmate, then altered county records
to say that the inmate threatened and
assaulted them, Mann said.

There have been a number of similar accu-
sations against the Lubbock County jail
administration under the former sheriff in
recent years.

“There have been more than 500 lawsuits
filed under the previous sheriff’s [Sony
Keesee’s| administration,” Mann said.

Former Lubbock Sheriff Sony Keesee died
of a heart attack while in office, and has since

been replaced by Sheritt David Gutierrez.

The deputies were indicted separately,
Mann said.

Mann, district attorney for the 31st and
223rd Judicial Districts in the eastern and
northern Texas Panhandle, has already acted
as special prosecutor in the case of former
Lubbock County Deputy Rusty Hendrick.

“This [the case against Deputy Hendrick]
was the weakest case in my opinion,” Mann
said.

A jury ot 11 whites and 1 hispanic tound
Hendrick not guilty earlier this month.

“I don’t think there was a jury anywhere in
that [Lubbock] county that was going to
brand ajailer a felon on the word of a felon,”
Mann said.

The abuse case actually involves six men.

All six men involved in the abuse case
have left the Lubbock County Sheriff’s
Department. Cpl. Jerrold Welborn and
Deputy Tommy Ray resigned July 22, 1999,
Sgt. Thomas R. “Rusty” Hendrick and

Deputy Russell C. Lilley resigned in May;
Deputy Richard Lewis resigned in June;
Assistant Jail Administrator Jack Mitchell
retired June 11.

According to Lubbock County Sheritt’s
Office crime reports, as reported by the
Lubbock Avalanche-Journal, Johnson scuf-
fled with deputies inside the jail April
30, 1998, after refusing to tollow orders.
Johnson struck Ray in the mouth and
threatened to kill Welborn, the deputies’
reports said. Johnson was charged the
next day with assault on a public ser-
vant and retaliation.

The Lubbock County Commissioners
Court agreed to a $100,000 settlement with
Ollie Johnson in April.

Deputy Tommy Ray pled guilty to misde-
meanor records tampering in exchange tor
testimony.

No charges were brought against Lewis
and Mitchell.

Prosecutors say woman arrested at
Canadian border has terrorist ties

BURLINGTON, Vt. (AP) — A
woman arrested at the Vermont-
Canadian border has ties to an
international group that is
believed to have sponsored ter-
rorist activities in Europe and
Algeria, federal prosecutors said

ay.

Thz disclosure came as prose-
cutors argued successfully in fed-
eral court to keep Lucia Garofalo
and Bouabide Chamchi in jail.
Both were arrested Sunday at a
remote border crossing in north-
eastern Vermont.

Their arrests, combined with
the arrest of an Algerian man in
Washington state last week on
bomb-related charges, have
stirred fears of terrorist attacks.
At the same time, the State
Department has warned that U.S.
citizens abroad should be cau-
tious over the holiday weekend
because of possible terrorism.

In court documents,
tors said they have hnEed Ms
Garofalo’s cel{ phone and the car
she was driving to Brahim
Mahdi, a member of the Algerian
Islamic League, whose leader is
said to be connected to “organi-
zations sponsoring a number of
terrorist acts in Europe and
Algeria.”

at information came from
American intelligence sources,
which the prosecutors did not
identify.

Ms. Garofalo’s cell phone
account was opened by Mahdi,
and the car she was driving when
stoiped at the border Sunday
night was registered in his name,
they said.

Prosecutors also said U.S. and
Canadian authorities were inves-
tigating a land line telephone
account connected to Ms.
Garofalo. There were calls from
that account to another Montreal
number, the court papers said.

“This latter telephone number

. was reportedly associated with
a person under investigation for
the theft and sale of dynamite
stolen in Ontario,” said a docu-

ment submitted by Assistant U.S.
Attorney Tristram Coffin.

Neither Ms. Garofalo nor
Chamchi had an opportunity to
speak during the proceeding.

The court documents, citing
intelligence sources, said the
Algerian Islamic was found-
ed and directed by Mourad Dhina.

“Dhina has been identified
from other sources of information
as an Algerian international arms
dealer who resides in
Switzerland and is connected to
orgamzatxons sponsormg a num-
ber of terrorist acts in nd
Algeria. Dhina is repo to be
actively involved in the shipment
of arms to terrorist organiza-
tions,” the documents said.

Prosecutors said final tests by
the FBI found no evidence of

explosives or materials used to |
make them from samples taken
from Ms. Garofalo’s car in
Beecher Falls. Two dogs trained |
to detect ex losives had indicat- ¢
ed the ibility of explosives in |
the right rear fender.

Tax-relief priorities
at top of agenda

“I always like to go to Washington. It gives me a chance to visit my
money.”

Last summer, Congress passed what I thought was a fair and
balanced tax relief bill, a definite improvement for America’s
hard-working taxpayers.

It included some elements I view as critical. The first and most
important of those was elimination of the marriage tax ty.

er significant tax-reduction g“rovnsnons of the bill included:

—Phasing out the death tax which is critical to maintaining
our family ﬁarms ranches and small businesses.

—Allowing those over age 50 to make catch-up payments to
pension plans such as 401(k)s and Individual Retirement
Accounts. This would benefit, in particular, women who retym |
to the workforce after raising children.

—Increasing the maximum allowable contribution to IRAs o
$5,000 from $2,000.

—Providing additional personal exemptions to those giving
longterm care to elderly family members.

ﬁu se tax cuts were possible because the federal budget is
expected to show a $3 trillion surplus over the next 10 years.
Congress had devoted 75 cents of each surplus dollar to protect
Social Security and Medicare, pay down the national debt and
fund national defense and education priorities. The remaining
25 cents of each surplus dollar would be returned to the taxpay-
ers who sent it to Washington.

Sadly, the President vetoed this bill and insisted on maintain-
ing the status quo. This means that next year we will resume the
fight to do away with the tax on marriage and other counter-
productive taxes, once again.

In fact, lowering taxes will be the focus of even more strenu-
ous efforts in 2000. And eliminating the marriage tax penalty
will still be at the top of my tax-relief agenda. Abolishing thns tax
alone would save {'xam an estimated $1 billion over the next
threc years.

I also believe it is unportant for Congress to provide broad-
based tax relief for all taxpayers, so next on the agenda would
come a 10 percent, across-the-board tax cut to ease the burden on
all Americans.

Two other areas of tax relief priorities, as well: reducing the
inheritance and capital gains taxes. The bill President Clinton
vetoed would have phased out and finally repealed the inheri-
tance or death tax. \A?hlle it generates only 1 percent of all feder-
al tax receipts, that revenue is offset by administrative costs and
receipts lost from payroll and other taxes that disappear when
small businesses are destroyed by the tax and jobs are lost after
a death in the family.

The capital gains tax is a bad idea as well: Americans an taxes
on their salaries or incomes. If they have an g left to save
and invest, they are taxed at a rate as high as 20 percent on what
their savings have earmned. Ca d}:ntal gains taxes discourage the
creation of new businesses and get in the way of the growth of
existing enterprises. They are a drain on America’s economic
vitali

The boy sat at the end of a table at the Mount
Dora (Fla ) Children’s Home. He was a sturdy
African-American lad of 12, obviously uncom-
fortable about being interviewed, but he would
occasionally smile or laugh as the talk centered
around Christmas.

Ewing’s shot returns in the Knick of time

Patrick Ewing found his
shot just in the nick of time to
help New York avoid a
fourth-quarter collapse.

Ewing hit a turnaround 14-
footer with 21.3 seconds left
as the Knicks overcame Vince
Carter and the Toronto
Raptors 91-90 Wednesday
night.

It was the biggest shot of
the season for Ewing, who
was playing in just his sev-
enth game since recovering
from a partially torn Achilles’
tendon. He finished with
eight points — just the 36th
single-digit scoring night of
his 984-game career — and
eight rebounds.

“I can’t remember,” Ewing
responded when asked when
was the last time he had made
such a clutch shot. “Last year
because of the (injured) wrist
I missed some, so it’s good to
hit one.

“My shot is back,” he said.

The Knicks led 84-71 with
6:12 remaining before going
scoreless for more than four
minutes.

The Raptors tied it at 86 on
a jumper by Carter, setting up
Ewing'’s game-winner.

“I've said it since he was
hurt: We need Patrick if we're
going to go all the way,”
Latrell Sprewell said.

In other NBA games, it was
Miami 74, Utah 72; Boston 98,

Atlanta 81; Orlando 103,
Cleveland 97; Minnesota 106,
Chicago 86; and L.A. Clippers
103, Golden State 99.

Carter scored a crowd-
pleasing 36 points, the high-

Holly is a shrub or a tree in its
own right, sometimes reaching
heights of 30 to 40 feet. Its clusters
of scarlet berries amid sculptured-
looking dark green leaves with
spiny edging are a joy to behold in
or out of the holiday season.

Mistletoe, grown commercially,
is not common in a home garden.
You just buy already-cut sprigs of
it at nurseries to use as a decora-
tion. But holly, slow as it is to
grow, is a showpiece of many gar-
dens. And it’s nice to cut your own
Yuletide boughs to put in win-
dows and over the mantelpiece.

On the country place I share
with my son we have five hollies,
three female and two male. The
females produce the berries, but
the males are for it to
happen. It's estimated the pollen
of one male tree is effective over a
quarter-mile radius.

survive temperatures of 30 below
