LONDON —(AP)— Ger-
man home affairs fell whol-
lyv under the Gestapo rule
Tuesday with the announce~
ment that Adolf Hitler has
appointed Heinrich Himm-
ler, head of the Nazi secret
service and German police,
to serve also as minister of the in-
terior and “chief: of the Reich ad-
ministration.”

The announcement came in a
DNB dispatch broadcast by - the
Berlin radio and recorded by The
‘Associat>d Press.

The DNB dispatch did not en-
large on the term ‘“chief of the
Reich administration,” but it ap-
parently laid vast new powers in

the hands of the Nazi Gestapo

that Himmler, Reichleader of the
S8S and chief of German police,
succeeded Reichminister Dr, Wil-

Pfundtner has long been a party
bigwig—the man selected by Hitler
in 1936 to seek frictionless adminis-
tration of the Olympic games when
the war clouds already were hang-
ing over Europe.

Allied Bombers
Batter Targets
In Naples Area

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS IN
NORTH AFRICA — (&) — Allied
bomber fleets have hammered two
more key railway points near Naples
without meeting a single Axis de-
fender, while U. 8. Liberators
sweeping in from the Middle East
struck Bari on the southeastern
coast, downing ' 14 enemy planes in
a blazing air battle, it was an-
nounced Tuesday.

None of the Liberators was lost.
No Opposition

No enemy fighters rose to chal-
lenge U. S. medium Mitchels slam-
ming a load of bombs by daylight
into Battipaglia, south of Naples,
nor British Wellingtons that pound-
ed Bagnoli in Naples’ environs be-
fore dawn Tuesday.

American Warhawks had a sim-
ilar experience of no opposition in
a sweep over Sardinia and a sharp
raid upon enemy barracks and fac-
tor buildings at Cagliari.

While the air war thus continued
in full swing an Allied naval com-
munique disclosed that two French
light cruisers, La Fantasque and
Le Terrible, are operating in close
cooperation with other Allied forces
in the Mediterranean.

Defenses Inactive

Strings of bombs ripped up the
tracks at Battipaglia and some
large explosions were seen on the
east side of the main yards. Ware-
housese were hit and fires started.
Ground forces threw up a' heavy
curtain of anti-aircraft fire.

RAF and RCAF Wellingtons con-
centrated the attack upon Bagnoli
into a few minutes. The pre-dawn
half-light combined with bright
moonlight and flares gave perfect
illumination of the targets, and
crews reported many direct hits.

— The Justice Department
announced Tuesday the ar-
rests on espionage charges
Of four persons, one an at-
tractive 34-year-old woman
who was named as leader
of an alleged spy ring fur-
nishing war information to Nauzi
Germany.

The four, first to be arrested
under the wartime espionage act
which provides a maximum p-~nalty
of death, 'were identified by J. Ed-
gar Hcover of the Federal Bureau
of Investigation as Grace Buchan-
an-Dinreen, described as an *at-
tractive, well-educated descendant
of French nobility;” Bertrand Steu-
art Hoffman, 27, Theresa Behrens,
44, and Dr. Fred Bertand Thomas,
44, a surgeon, all of Detroit.

Hoover also announced the arrest
on presidential warrants of two
German aliens in Detroit.

The German aliens Wwere not
ramed, but Hoover said both were
women and that they will be held
for a hearing before the alien en-
emy hearing board in Detroit.

Red Army Drives

MOSCOW—(#)— The: Red Army

The Russians were. Kkeeping up
the heavy pressure from their new
Kharkov base, giving the Germans
no time to recover. The Red Army
was expanding in a drive for re-
conquest of the Ukraine.

Poltava, the historic battlefield
southwest of Kharkov where Charles
XII of Sweden met. defeat, appeared
to be the next Red Army objective.

Farther south in the Donets
Basin another Russian push gained
momentum after taking Donetsko—
Ambrosievka, a railroad station 50
miles north of German held Tagan-
rog. The Red Army pressed its as-
saults on this southern side of the
German flank.

Red soldiers also were attacking
on the northern flank in the Izyum
sector.

The Donets Basin appeared likely
to become the most important scene
of the fighting in the new phase
of the Red Army’s summer offen-
sive.

The Smaller War Plants Corporation is apparently
stepping out as the first of the government war agencles
to begin reconversion to the pursuits of peace. Brlg Gen. |
Robert W. Johnson, chairman of SWPC and a vice chair-
man of the War Production Board, has asked for and re-
ceived his discharge from the Army.

He has taken off his silver star and his olive drab
and donned a suit of conservative business gray with
snappy tie, and that’s symbolic. For from here on in, ac-'
cording to the ex-general, small business firms—meaning
in this case small manufacturers—will get government
assistance if they want it and a head start over big busi-
ness in resummg the production of civilian goods.

There is no question about the legality of this move.
The Smaller War Plants act, sponsored by Senator James
E. Murray of Butte, Mont., and his Senate small business
committee, set up the SWPC in WPB and charged it by
law not only with “mobilizing the productive capacity of
small business concerns to augment war production,” but
also with “insuring that small business concerns will be

NEW YORK —(#)— The Japan-
ese fleet, in the basis of United
Naticns communiques since Pearl
Harbor, has lost 147 cruisers and
destroyers—just 45 short of the
total credited to it as built of build-
ing in a report to the Senate naval
affairs committee at the outset if
the. war. . -

Two days after the Pearl Harbor
attack, Chairman Walsh (D-Mass)
said - that figures obtained by the
Senate committee showed Japan
had 46 cruisers built and 10 build-
ing and 125 destroyers built and
11 ‘building.

United Nations communigqu2$
sinece December 7, 1941, have claim-
ed dsstruction of 45 Japanese
cruisers, 92 destroyers and 10 other
naval vessels listed as being in ei-
ther of the two categories.

Lesses Are Heavy i

‘"The heavy toll of such vessels
while = protecting supply routes
may have been a factor ir the quiet
withdrawal of the Nipponese from
their last American foothold at
Kiska.

In the Aleutians, the Japs lost
seven destroyers trying to safe-
guard cargoes of ammunition, fuel,
provisions and men.

In the South Pacific, Japanr lost
96 warships, . including 15 cruisers
and 42 destroyers, in the first nine
months of the Solomon campaign
ending May 8. :

The price of keeping open the
supply lanes was demonstrated in
March ~when Allied air power
smashed an entire convoy of 22 big
ships in the Bismarck Sea, exact-
ing-a toll of 7 destroyers, 3 cruisers
and 12 transports.

Frederick Riebel Jr., president
of the corporation, said “All air-
plane production has stopped” at
the plant, one of three operated
by the corporation which made
Henry J. Kaiser, West Coast ship-
builder, chairman of the board
after the Navy Department took
control of the plants for a month
in 1942.

The Fourth Naval District said
the guards who were arrested were
charged with refusing to take their
posts in violation of their oaths of
allegiance. Earl, however, said the
guards had a - “right” as wunion
members to select their assign-
ments and working hours on the
basis of seniority.

Hershey said the quotas would
haye” to be filled between Oct. 1
and Jan. 1. This would 'give Con-
gress little more than two weeks to
act. Preliminary steps, however, al-
ready have heen taken. Pending be-
fore the Senate, bearing an okay
from its military committee, is a
measure to ban induction of the
pre-Pearl Harbor fathers until after
Jan. 1.

907,000 Men Needed

In letters to local draft bo:

decision to draft fathers, Hershey
reported that 907,000 men would
have to be inducted in the last
three months of the year, brlngl-%
the total for the last half of
to 1,873,000. ‘

He said that total would be filled
from these sources: an estimated

classified from 4-F and those he-
coming 18 years old, with the esti-
mated 446,000 deficiency coming
from the father group.

Broken down, his figures would
