(This denial came more than five
hours after Helsingfors and other
Finnish cities were bombed and
Russian troops had crossed the
Finnish border.)

Telephone and telegraph com-
munications between Moscow and
Helsingfors had been interrupted.

The United States offer of its
good - office in the soviet-Finnish
dispute was presented to the for-
eign office by Walter Thurston,
American charge de affairs at
12:45 a. m. (three hours after the
bombing at Helsingfors.)

‘| TO VICTORIANS

By RUTH MILLETT

Chances are you are a bit hazy
about the origin of Thanksgiving
as a national holiday.

You know the Pilgrims started
the Thanksgiving idea. But who
carried it on from there?

Well, it was a woman.

From the time of George Wash-
ington to the time of Abraham
Lincoln, Thanksgiving was cele-
brated in a hit or miss fashion.

But along about 1846 Sara Jo-
sepha Hale, a New England wid-
ow and the most influential oy’
of her time, began a 17-year cam-
paign in Godey’s Lady’s Book (she
was its editor for more than 40
years) to make Thanksgiving a
national holiday.

A “RADICAL”

Mrs. Hale—who had a lot of rad-
ical notions like dropping the Fe-
male from Vassar Female College
and insisting there should be such
a thing as “domestic science”’—fer-
vently believed that a National
Thanksgiving Day would be a step
toward a better understanding be-
tween the North and the South.
The war came before she had her
way and in ’61 her plea was that
“we lay aside our enmities and
| strifes . . . on this day”. The plea
»was overlooked in the bitterness of
war.

But in 1863 President Lincoln
proclaimed the first national cele-
bration of Thanksgiving since
Washington’s time. Mrs. Hale had
won her long campaign.

From 1863 until 1939 the Presi-
dent of the United States each
year set aside the'last Thursday in

ing. And the Governors of ‘the va-
rious states dutifully followed the
President’s example by making
their own proclamations.

This year, however, finds the
country once again unable to agree
on, the date of Thanksgiving. Sara
Josepha Hale, who worked 17
years to get. a nation to sit down
as one family to a feast of Thanks-
giving, might not mind a great
deal.

For her reason for a national
celebration was to tie the Union
more closely together. Now Amer-
ica is together—and will give
thanks as a nation, whether those
thanks are given on the last or the
next to the last Thursday in No-
vember.

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Elliott Roosevelt exhibits In all
his actions the relentless energy
for which both his father and moth-
er are famous.

“ His activities ranee from radio

work to livestock breeding experi-

ments on his large ranch home necar

Fort Worth, Texas.

The only member of his imme-
diate family who did not receive a
formal education at Harvard Uni-
versity, Elliott chose instead to
begin work in New York City at
the age of 17. He worked for sev-
eral advertising agencies and later
was partner.in one firm. After
Franklin D. Roosevelt was nom-
inated to the Presidency in 1932,
Eliott resigned his position in a
New York business.

He moved to Texas, then went
on to California as chief execu-
tive of the Gilpin Air Lines. He
liquidated that business and joined
the Hearst newspapers as aviation
editor. His next work was in execu-
tive capacities for Hearst Radio,
Inc., the presidency of which he re-
signed in the spring of 1939, after
he was operating the Texas State
Network.

Just after he had set up his
network serving 23 radio stations,
RoGsevert, obtained a commercial
gponsor and began a series of com-
mentaries which attracted wide at-
tention. He has centered his obser-
vations. on controversial internal

_/znd international problems. He con-

‘tended that his pricipal aim is to

bring about better business and so-

cial conditions in the South and in

Texas.

Roosevelt was center of a leng-
thy controversy when some editor-
jal writers said that he was boom-

- ing Vice President John N. Garner
for the 1940 presidential nomina-
tion in defiance of his father’s
wishes. Some journalists claim that
the younger Roosevelt is a “mouth-
piece” for the New Deal, others
contend that he is an ‘“anti-New
Dealer.”

Roosevelt’s main hobbies are
horses and aviation. His favorite
yhereations are horseback riding
and swimming. The eyeglasses he
wears, his 6 feet and three inches
height, and his 200 pounds weight
have proved no detriment in anoth-
{x of his sports—acrobatics.

More than 30 different kinds of
preumococci — the .germ  that
causes pneumoma—have heen iso-
lated. The majority: of. pneumonia

cases can be grouped according to |

a‘few types, We now have specific
serums for each of these types, in-
cluding horse: and rabbit serums,
When the pneumonia germ gets in-
to the body, the blood beging build-
ing resisting substances. Serums
are made by inoculating animals
with the germs so the bloods of
these animals build up the resist-
ing substances to be injected into
the human body when they are
meeded.

In addition to the serums, how-
ever, we now have :sulfapyridine
and sulfanilamide. The former is
particularly potent against the

pneumonia germ. The studies that ||

have been made so far indicate that
sulfapyridine, when put into the
body of a pneumonia patient, holds
the germs in check until the body
itself can develop enough of the

resisting substances to destroy the |1

germs.

In other words, the drug itself
does not destroy the germs.
that reason physicians recognize
the importance of giving sulfapy-
ndme early and of continuing to
give it until the body has devel-
oped the necessary resistance.

The antibodies appear in
the fluid matter of the blood about
the tlmg the ‘erisis’ would normally
occur, and it is these antibodies
‘which “eliminate the disease.

“Of course, the use of oxygen,
which permits the blood to contin-
ue its function during that period
when the lungs are inflamed by
pneumonia and when it is difficult
to:' get enough . oxygeén into the
blood; is often a life-saver. There
are also drugs to sustain the heart
and [to, control the digestive pro-
cesses.

Experts predict that the appli-
cation of these new methods will
reflect a definite drop in the death
rate, from pneumonia within the
next few years.

CORRESPONDENT TELLS
OF SOVIET BOMBINGS

By Norman Duel.
HELSINGFORS, Finland (UP)
(BY TELEPHONE TO COPEN-
HAGAN)—Terrific aerial bombazrd
ment shook the center of Helsmg-
fors today.

I saw several fires started, build-
ings damaged, and windows shat-
tered as I telephoned this dispatch.

I was hurled to the floor of my
room by the terrific explosions. of
the bombs.

I saw an automobile bus erushed
and bodies thrown out into the
street.

At least a dozen bombs were
dropped and there were two heavy
blasts among them. Windows for
2 dozen blocks around were broken.

Anti-aircraft guns are firing con-
stantly as I telephone from my
hotel window. I can see at least
three burning buildings. There is
smoke and apparently other fires
in the background.

It would appear that the casual-

‘ties were high because the people
.recovering from earlier air alarms
had returned to the streets in mid-
afternoon when the bombs began
falling from a cloudy sky.. The
planes were high in the sky.

They presumably struck at the
railroad station, but their aim was
poor and tons of high explosives

It was reported without conflr-
mation that Russian troops had
landed at the Island of Seiskari in
the Gulf of Finland.

Seiskari was one of the four is-
lands in the Finnish gulf that Rus-
sia had demanded Tor the “pro-
tection” of the Russian base at
Kronstoct.

Five bombs were dropped on
Helsingfors airport but caused lit-
tle damage. Other squadrons bomb-
ed the whole Emso valley trying
to destroy the industrial district.
Emso was bombed and a hospital
set afire.

Five bombs were dropped on the

town of Viborg, and three homes in |

the eastern part destroyed.

The town of Imatra was bombed,
but the russians missed their mark
there, electric plants.

The town of Tammelsuu was
shelled by warships from the gulf
of Finland.

They had beaten down Finnish
resistance with an artillery bar-
rag

An artillery battle was raging at
Kivena where Finnish territory
extends to within 22 miles of Len-
ingrad, a Russian city of 3,500,000.

Foreign ministers announced
that the whole soviet Baltic fleet
had left its base at the eastern end
of the Finish gulf.

Finns Fight Back

~Meager reports indicated that
the Finns were fighting hard. An-
ti-aireraft batteries blasted away
at six Russian planes that raided
Helsingfors.

It was announced at Sveabord
that 12 Russian bombers had ap-
peared over the coast and had been
driven away by ground batteries
before they caused any damage.

The bombs dropped on the air-
port here were small ones. They
exploded harmlessly in the field.
The planes also dropped leaflets
printed in the Finnish language
“you know we have bread, don’t
starve”.

Finnish reports indicated . that
the bombing damage was slight in
all sections.

Fighting was occuring at va-
rious points along the wild, 600
miles stretch of soviet-Finnish bor-
der, extending up into the artic.
Artillery fire was reported at Kola
in the far north, a region where
the wintery nights now are 19
hours long and darkness falls at
two p. m.

The attacks began on all sec-
tors between nine and 9:30 a. m.
(2 and 2:30 a. m. CST) nine hours
after soviet premier Molotof an-
nounced that diplomatic relations
with Finland were severed be-
cause the Finns were threatening
to “attack” Russia. :

Mzrs. Barclay, who was sitting in
the back seat with her husband,
was struck in the head. Her hus-
band jumped from the car and was
shot in the side.

Barclay staggered back toward
the car. Officers directed the driv-
er to take him to a hospital. Mrs.
Barclay died  within five minutes
after her arrival at the hospital.
