~ What Tt Costs to Raise Cotton.

We print this morning the second of
the series of articles on the cotton Indus-
try prepared for the Herald by Mr. At-
Kinson. This one will interest cotton
plauters, and persons in the North, of
whom there isof latean increasing num-
ber, who are tempted by the mild eli-
mate and cheap lapds of Southern States
to begin the culture of cotton. It ap-
pears that in this as in every other busi-
ness the most _skillful and ndustrious
make the greatest profits. It appears
also that even 8o far south as Texas cot-
ton is profitably raised by white farmers,
and that negro labor is not absolutely
necessary in acotton fleld, The South-
ern States want emigrants, und the ac-
counts published by us show that they
are prepared to welcome alkwho come.
The settlement of the Southern troubles,
which seems near at hand, will, we have
no donbt, lead to such a state of good
feeling in the South as will draw many
Northern men and Europeans to the cot-
ton States. There is no doubt at all that
workingmen who desire to buy cheap
land and become farmers haye a better
opportunity in such States as Texas at
this time than in any Northern State;
and it would nof surprise us to see the
tide of European emigration herealter
setting toward the cotton States. But
the people of those States should remem-
ber that the best, the most industrious
and usefnl class of immigrants from Eu-
rope seek out those States where they
tnd free schools, churches, free speech
and s hearty weleame, and with an un-
