with candles or other sources of ignition.

J Make or buy costumes light and bright enough to be
clearly visible to motorists. For greater visibility in dusk or
darkness, costumes can be decorated or trimmed with reflec-
tive tape which will glow in the beam of a car’s headlights.

(J Bags or sacks also should be light colored or decorated
with reflective tape. Reflective tape is usually available in
hardware, bicycle and sporting goods stores. Children also
should carry flashlights to see and be seen more easily.

0 Costumes should be short enough to prevent children
from tripping and falling. Children should wear well-fitting,
sturdy shoes; mother’s high heels are not a good idea for safe
walking.

(J Hats and scarves should be tied securely to prevent them
from slipping over children’s eyes.

J Apply a natural mask of cosmetics rather than have a
child wear a mask, which might restrict breathing or obscure
vision. If a mask is used, make sure it fits securely and has eye
holes large enough to allow full vision.

J Swords, knives and similar costume accessories should
be made of soft or flexible material.

U Warn children NOT to eat any of their treats before they
get home. Examine all treats carefully for evidence of tam-
pering before allowing children to eat them.

U Smaller children should always be accompanied by an
older, responsible child or an adult. All children should use
the sidewalk rather than walk in the street, and they should
walk, not run from house to house. Children should be
cautioned against running out from between parked cars or
across lawns and yards where omaments, furniture or
clotheslines present dangers.

0 Children should go only to homes where residents have
outside lights on as a sign of welcome. Children should not
enter homes or apartments unless accompanied by an adult.

0 Those receiving trick-or-treaters should remove any-
thing that could be an obstacle from steps, lawns and porches.
Candlelit jack-0’-lanterns should be kept away from landings
and doorsteps where costumes could brush against the flame.

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- Coping with separation

Deployments pose challenge for wing family members

Coping with the deployment of family members is much
like coping with the unknown. The only real difference is that
with deployments, family members can work together to
understand and familiarize themselves with the realities of
the deployment.

This fact has hit home recently as a result of Operation
Desert Shield.

“People left behind are most often left to deal with the fear
of the unknown,” said Capt. Larry Friedt, Reese psycholo-
gist. “The fear stems from not knowing where their husband
or wife went, when they’11 be back, what the living conditions
are and, most of all, if they’ll encounter a hostile situation
while deployed.

“It’s from this fear that the rumors are created. Without a
clear understanding of what is actually happening away from
home, those left behind can only. rely on what they hear
through the media and other families whose members were

also deployed. Much too of-
ten, people will try to read
into what they hear, forming
their own beliefs of what’s
‘really’ going on.”

From these rumors and
fears often comes feelings of
guilt, loneliness and anger,
according to mental health
experts. However, life must
go on — there are bills to be
paid, houses to be cleaned
and children to care for. “We
can’t control how long our
loved ones will be gone, but
we can control our reaction
toit,” pointed out the captain.

In dealing with fear of
the unknown, he suggests
visiting the library and learn-
ing all there is to know about
the Persian Gulf region.
Rather than spending all
spare time in front of the tele-
vision watching endless
news reports, write letters to
your mate asking for details
about the living conditions
there and write about things
going on at home.

However, Captain
Friedt cautions spouses
when writing about major
problems at home. “Letters
should be encouraging and

supportive. If you write about a problem without discussing
what you’re doing about it, your spouse will worry until your
next letter — wondering how you’re getting along,” he
explained. “If you must write about a problem, explain
what’s been done about it, and close on a positive note.”

When a parent deploys, the other parent should expect a
million questions from the children, such as “Mommy,
where’s Daddy? When’s he gonna come home? How come
he left us?” They’re simple questions, but the answers don’t
always come so easily.

As aresult of the deployment, children may become very
possessive of the remaining parent. “This can be difficult for
the remaining parent to deal with, although he or she may be
feeling a little ’clingy‘ too,* the captain said. "However, chil-
dren may also become angry and defiant, which requires the
parent to be supportive and understanding, while still enforc-
ing the rules of the home.*

Some children may also display physical symptoms as a
result of stress. Symptoms range from insomnia or oversleep-
ing to chest pains and nausea. Regressions, such as wetting
the bed or sucking their thumb, may also occur.

If physical symptoms occur, the children should be
brought to the pediatric clinic. If the symptoms are due to an
actual illness, the doctor there can treat them. “If they’re due
to stress, the staff can suggest other base offices that may be
better able to provide assistance,” said Captain Friedt. “In
stress-related illness, the best treatment is often simple recog-
nition of the cause. After that, it’s a matter of watching,
waiting and working on the source of stress.”

The most important thing at this point is to keep commu-
nication lines open.

Discuss the deployment and answer any questions the
child may have. “Also, explain to the child why daddy left—
emphasis that he didn’t leave because of something the child
may have done or didn’t do. Explanations such as ‘mommy
ishelping friends’ or ‘daddy was the best qualified to go’ will
often help,” he added. :

Although family separations create problems, some good
can come of them, pointed out Captain Friedt. “There can be
a great deal of personal growth for everyone.

It’s an opportunity to discover new sources of strength and
support,” he explained. “Everyone has to take up the slack
while mom or dad is away. It’s a chance to develop new skills
and discover hidden interests and abilities. It can be a real
adventure for everyone — children and parents.”

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Center offers programs for ‘crafty’ people

The Reese Arts and Crafts Center, Bldg.
340, has many programs available for wing
members, such as workshops, competitions,
craft fairs and customer feedback meetings.

The center is divided into various areas,
some of which are do-it-yourself, while
others require the assistance of a staff
member.
