A KINGS’ CARRIAGE
Old Fashioned and Elaborate Vehicls
Used In England,
England's state carriage is one of the
most costly and splendid in the world.

It. was built in 1761 at a cost of $34.
000 on the occasion of the marriage of

George 111 and has ever since carried

the English kings and queens on all
high state occasions, Sir Willlam
Chambers designed the vehicle, which
weighs four tons.

Despite Its- many years’ service Its
great wheels, gear and body are sald
to be as sound as when bullt,-and It
looks as if 1t would- go on forever.
Steel springs were unknown when the
coach was bullt, and Its ponderous yet
dainty, luxurious body Is suspended on
leather braces, not unlike those of the
old Concord stagecoaches of America
Its balance Is so perfeet that a touch
of the finger is enough to set the body
swinging on the. big: creaking  straps
which brace the carved and gilded tri
tons supporting the driver's seat and
hammer ¢loth. The leugth of the ve
hicle is twenty-four feet, and It 1s
twelve feet high.

The eluborate carvings cost more
than the cnrriage proper; the ‘coach
bulider's bill having been less than
$0,000, while that of the carver was
more than $10,000. Something of the
character of the ornamentation may be
guessed from the fact that the artist
Clprianl recelved $1.500 for palnting
the panels and that the late maker's
charge wus about $4,000, the crimson
satin Interlor of the carrlage belng
most elaborately upholstered.

The preparation of the royal equipage
for state occasions [s a real sight. Six
pairs of milk white* horses from the
royal stud are always used, and. all
wear false talls. The coachman, In
powder and curls, mounts his seat with
the ald of a ladder, but does not really
drive, postillons on the horses and state
grooms who walk beside them belng In
command ,of the team.—Phlladelphla
Press.

Texas €ommniissioner of Agricullure.

Austin, Texas.—Commissioner of Ag-
riculture Milner continues to prepare
data for his forthcoming report, the
first to be issued by the rejuvenated
department. The section on dry farm-
ing is as follows:

Dry farming, as it is termed, is no
new method of agriculture. In some
sections-of Texas it Is .essential to
plow crops after each rain, as a rule,
until late in the season. Cornp Is a
very thirsty plant, requiring more
moisture than it usually receives In
TexAs, unlesy It is plowed after each
raln 80 as to conserve and hold the
moisture in the earth In such a way
a9 to supply the plant between rains,
which is frequently several weeks.
Plowing, though frequent, should be
shallow.

The depth at which lhe land should

be ‘plowed before planting depends
upon the nature of the soll, The less
rainfall, the deeper should tue land be
plowed before planting. The larger
theé sponse, the more water will it hold.
Fall and early winter plowing is to be
recommended in the arld sections. In
the sandy lands of Eastern Texas it is
not wise to plow In the fall and early
winter unless there Is a good thick
coat of vegetation to be turnea under.
Excessive winter rains In that section
leech the soil, thus depriving it of its
soluble fertilizing matrelal gained in
the summer; but the dust mulch In
that section in the growing season Is
as profitable in a “dry epell” aw it is
on the plains,
" Dry tarming in the black lands is
also necessary. A prominent lawyer
who farmed in North l'exas In his
early life informed me recentiy that he
never falled to produce forty bushels
of corn per acre and frequently more,
his reason béing founded on the fact
that he plowed his corn with sweeps
after each rain until late in the sea-
son, thus producing & tmek dust
mulch, thereby husbanding the mols.
ture and killing the weeds. Often he
said, his neighbors would make less
than half the amount produced on his
farm by neglecting late and frequent
plowing.. Close observers have under-
stood the importance of this theory
for many years. The Mormons, fifty
yeurs ago, discovered that constant
cultivation of the soll In the deserts
of Utah made good crops. In a late
bulletin issued by the Utah State Ag-
ricultural College, the history of “arid
farming” is given by Dr. John A. Midt-
soe, from which .l clip the following:

“From the existing records and from
the words of many of the veterans
who still survive, it Is evident that
attempts on a small scale were made
in the early '60s8 to grow graln, espe-
clally wheat, without irrigation. Most
of these attempts falled, because they
were generally made on ‘portions of
irrigated farms. The farmers of that
day were not aware of the fact, so well
understood by us that farming without
irrigation cannot be practiced success
fully on solls>that in occasional years
are flooded with irrigation water

“Then about* 1865, came an_gexperi-
ment-on a much larger scule,.. A com-
pany of immigrants, most of whom

into the sage brush ground, with
hopeless hope, planted seed In soll
that was riot to be irrigated. The coii«
munity watched and prayed; the seeds
grew Into sturdy plants which fought
the summer sun, and flowered and pro-
duced seed and made farming without
irrigation a permanent lnstitution
around Bear River City and in the val-
ley in which it 1§ located.

“About the same tlme or a few
years lmer, some time before 1870,
Father Christopher Layton, one of the
old type of the ploneers, who loved
not civilization well, but preferred the
conquest of the unconquered, plowed
up the soll of the sand ridge between
Balt Lake City and Ogden, and in the
prepared soll planted wheat. The hot
winds came down thé ‘moumtain side
and picked up the sand In clouds;
but the wheat grew and prospered, lnd
arld farming has ever since been es
tablished on the famous ridge of the
Balt Lake valley. Even Major J. W.
Powell thought the sight of these dry
farms was strunge and felt impelled Lo
make special mention of it in his vol-
ume on the “lLands of the Arid Re-
glon,” published In 1879.

“To the thinkers of Utah, such be-
ginnings were, of course, prophetic of
things to come. Brigham Young, in
travels up and down the valleys of
Utah, predicted to_all who would lis-
ten' to him that In tfme to come the
lands above und uway from the Irriga-
tion canals would be covered with
crops. The listeners to such doc-
trines were not muny, for the few
people In the State at that time were
80 busily engaged with the diverting
of the waters of the rivers at the
easlest places that they had po time
10 give to theg reclamation of the des
ert without Irrigation. Onunly as the
rivers and streams passed in  pri-
vate ownership and the population in-
creased did the people of Utah begin
to turn thelr attention serfously to arid
farming.

“Thus It happened that though the
possibllities of arld farming were

known in the '60s, the real beginning of

farming without irrigation in Utah can
scarcely be sald to have oceturred be-
fore the early years of the '80. In the
early '90s 1t Tourished In the northern
countles of the Btate, but the people
In the south looked upon it as a prac
tice which never could cross the east
and west line running through BSalt
Lake City; and It was only in the late
‘90 Ihul 4 few venturesome spirits at-
tempfed farming without irrigation In
the central and southern part of the
State. The results that were here ob-
talned were so wonderful that it took
4 vigorous hold on the public imagi-
nation. The State guve ita ald; In-
dividuals lent thelr' influence to the
movement, and today there are few
people In the Btate who do not hon-

Jestly belleve that judging from the ex-

perience of the past farming without
Irrigation promises to ve the leading
branch of the agricultural Industry of
our Btate,

During the period of twently years
of imited, and twenty years of exten-
sive arid farming in Utah, distinguish
ed by an almost unvarying sucoess,
there havg been learned, of course,
many principles, which are ulmost
axiomatic 1o the arid farmer of the
State.”
