New Fishing Law Is 
Effective Sept 1st
A new Sports Fishing License 

Law which increases fishing license 
fees becomes effective September 
1, 1957. The additional revenue 
will enable the Game and Fish 
Commission to increase its work 
program by about 25 percent and 
will generally benefit Texans int­
erested in better fishing.

The new law states, in effect, 
that it shall be unlawful for any 
person to fish in any waters of this 
state without first obtaining a 
fishing license, according to Ed 
Cooper, wildlife conservation spec­
ialist.

The exceptions to this law, says 
Cooper, are persons under 17 and 
over 65 years of age; any person, 
or member of such persons im­
mediate family when fishing upon 
property he owns or ujion which 
he resides; and persons fishing 
with trotline, throw line, or ordin­
ary pole or line having no reel or 
other winding device when fishing 
■;n the county of his residence. No 
other fishing license shall be re-

(E d ito r ’s N ote: This is the 
fourth  in a series o f  articles 
taken from  the book , “ A  His- 
ory  o f  Eastland County, T exas,”  
written by Mrs. G eorge Langes- 
ton and published in 1904.)

During the year's 1857-1862 the 
Indians were unusually active 
along the frontier. When one re­
members the topography of the 
counties forming the boundary 
line of civilization, the numerous 
streams which cut their way 
through mountains, leap into can­
yons, and tumble out {Tell mell into 
the valleys, where they wind in 
sinuous, undulating way is it to 
be wondered at that the red man 
of the forest yielded to the temp­
tation of his environments and 
sought revenge for the appropri­
ation of his domain to the uses of 
the white man?

Although the primal object of 
the Indians in making raids into 
the white settlements was to steal 
horses; yet, if there were the 
-lightest pretext, they murdered 
with all the zest of their ancestral 
inheritance. During these perilous 
years the pioneer settlers were 
forced to come together for mut­
ual protection.

In the southeastern part of 
Eastland County eight families 
were forted at C. C. Blair’s Ranch. 
The houses were built and the 
tents stretched around an open 
square, and these were enclosed 
by a close picket fence eight or 
10 feet high. The families were 
gathered here, and it was also a 
frequent stopping place for the 
Rangers on their jpurneys hither 
and thither, large supplies of 
bread-stuff and ammunition were 
kept on hand. As the traveler went 
northward, however, he found 
Flannagan’s Ranch practically un­

protected, guarded only by an el­
derly man, “ Bad Reece,”  who 
kept about the house, i f f  the Al­
len neighborhood were three fort­
ed ranches— Allen’s; Clayton’s
and Edwards’ . Smaller ranchmen 
built their houses in groups of 
two, three or four. McCain in the 
edge of Stephens County and 
Uncle Peter Davidson at the foot 
of the mountains in Palo Pinto 
County, both had their ranches 
well forted.

On Gonzales Creek, a little 
farther up the county in Stephens 
County, lived the pjonder settler, 
John Reynolds, whose sons, Geo­
rge, William D. and P. W., have 
large interests in Cisco.

It was in 1860, shortly before 
Blair’s Ranch was forted, that 
;:he Indians stole all the horses be­
longing to the Ranch. The men 
followed hard after them, and the 
women were left to guard camps. 
A daughter o f the Fort writes: 
“ We children were, kept in a little 
two by four house, and the women 
sat under the wagons, expecting 
every minute to see the Indians 
come.

“ By and by the Indians got so 
bad we all went to "Stephenville 
and stayed six weeks. At that time 
there was one store, one drug 
store, and blacksmith shop in that 
town.

“ On our way back to the old 
Fort we had a narrow escape 
from the Indians. We had just 
passed Mr. Ellison’s, the only
house between the two places, 
his dog began to bark, and as 
he stepped to the door, the Indians 
shot, one arrow striking in the

loneer
ground at his feet. He had only 
to shut his door and get his gun. 
They left him, but, providential­
ly, did not overtake us.

“ When we reached home we 
found three or four hogs killed 
and laid in a heap, and one old 
sow walking around with an ar­
row sticking in her back. Present­
ly a cow came running home with 
seven arrows in her. Poor thing! 
We had to pen her before we could 
pull them out. That is one time 
we expected every minute to be at­
tacked.”

Billy Cross and family, a wife 
and five children, lived at Mans- 
ker’s Lake. It is presumed that it 
was these same Indians, above re­
ferred to, who stole 60 of Mr. 
Mansker’s horses, and were pur­
sued by Mr. Mansker, his son Tom 
and Billy Cross. They overtook 
them on Flat Creek and had a 
furious fight, Cross being killed 
and Mr .Mansker’s and Tom’s 
mounts shot from under them. The 
Indians escaped with the horses, 
not one of them ever being recov­
ered. Mr. Mansker and Tom made 
their way home separated and 
afoot.

Shortly after this fig-ht, Mr. 
Cross’s family and a Mr. Dalton’s 
at Blair’s Ranch, moved back East, 
it was just about this time that 
the fort was hnilt.

One .night Mr. and Mrs. Blair 
sat around their own hearthstone 
alone with their children. This was 
before the ranch was forted. A 
large and ferocious cougar, em­
boldened by hunger, came up to 
the yard fence and, catching a 
pig, made off with it. Both Mr. 
Blair and his wife ran impetuously 
after it, “ sicking” the eager dogs 
on in their violent efforts to re­
gain the shoat. The dogs outran

The Texas Egg Law, which be­
comes effective August 22, provid­
es that no person can buy or sell 
eggs within this state. for subse­
quent resale without first obtaining 
a license from the Commissioner 
of Agriculture.

The exception to this, says F. Z. 
Beanblossom, extension poultry 
marketing specialist, are those who 
sell from their own flock and 
claim no grade; hatcheries which 
buy eggs for hatching; public eat­
ing places where all eggs purchas­
ed are served by the establish­
ment; food manufacturers purch­
asing eggs, to be used only in their 
products, agents , employed and 
carried on the payroll on a salary 
basis by persons licensed under 
this act; and any retailer, as de­
fined by law— that is, any person 
selling or offering for sale, eggs 
co consumers in this state.

In order to create a fund for the 
enforcement of the provisions of 
tlris act, each licensee shall pay a 
license fee. The annual fee for

cases there is also radio personnel 
and their equipment from  t h e

In addition to this there are 
the men who operate the public 
address system, the m inim um b e ­
ing one announcer and at least 
one spotter, or assistant. D ur­
ing half-rim e the public address 
system is jo ined  by the hand di­
vectors from  both h^nds, or oth ­
er personnel, to explain what 
the bands are doing during their 
exercises on the field.
There are always football scouts 

who must be accomodated in the 
press box and these gentlemen 
proceed under the idea that they 
own the place and they take all 
tlie best seats and refuse to move. 
They are joined by members of the 
“ press”  who flock to the press box; 
looking for a free seat and whh 
have no intention of ever writing 
a line about the game for any­
body. These press “ spongers”  ara 
invariably joined by a half-dozen 
or more school teachers from both 
teams who have no more business 
in the press bojc than a Brahma 
bull in a baptistry.

So, in the case o f  Eastland, 
a press box that was designed to 
accom odate perhaps eight or 10 
people is always bursting at the 
seams with 35 or 40 or 50. East- 
land isn’ t the only town with 
such trouble— most all o f them 
have it.

Ballinger, which is in District 
7-AA, and which has a stadium 
about the size of Maverick Stad­
ium, solved its problem by build­
ing another press box on the oth- 
■r side of the field. The new press 
box houses and accomodates the 
radio people, almost always the 
personnel from two radio stations, 
and the public address people.

prisoner. They were tried; two 
were hang-ed and the other receiv­
ed a long prison term.

One of the busiest spots in 
Spanish Fort was the Cowboy 
Saloon. On Christmas Eve, about 
1882, cowboys shot the front put 
o f the saloon. Hundreds of shells 
were picked up next morning.

Almost in front of the Cowooy 
Saloon, a pitched battle took place. 
Six men (three on each side) met 
face to face and bullets began 
flying. When the shooting- ended, 
one group had: been wiped put.

But life bad its lighter side,

too. Broke and thristy, one cow­
boy said to another,”  “ Tall you 
what we’ll do. I’ ll go in the saloon 
and, after while, you come in and 
I’ll offer to bet the bartender 
you’re wearing socks and, if bo 
won’t take me up, then I’ll offer 
to bet that you’re not wearing- 
socks.”

The other said, “ You could 
lose.”

“ No,” said his buddy, “ take off 
your left sock right now. Then if 
he bets you’re wearing socks, take 
off your left boot and you’ll be 
barefooted. If he bets the other 
way, take o ff your right boot aiyl 
there the sffGi will be.”

And their little plan worked.
A gambler in Spanish Fort was 

telling- about a train being held 
up and lie concluded, “ It was a 
good thing I didn’t have nfy. six- 
shooter.”  Someone asked, “ What

would-a happened if you had had 
your gun?”  The gambler replied, 
“ They’d a-got tt, too.”

Spanish Fort’Xvas missed when

the railroad built into the country 
in 1887 and so the town dwindled 
un?Tl the once turbulent Triace has 
only a handful of inhabitants now.
