Accepting 
For Loans

The U.S. Small Business Admini­
stration is now accepting applica­
tions for Economic Injury Disaster 
Loans from agriculturally dependent 
small businesses that have sustained 
economic injury as a result of the 
freeze and heavy rains which oc­
curred between September 1 and 
December 31, 1991. Farmers and 
ranchers sare not eligible for these 
SBA loans. The counties eligible for 
economic injury loans assistance are: 
Bowie, Clay, Cooke, Fannin, 
Grayson, Lamar, Montague, Red 
River, Wichita and Wilbarger.

To the extend that farmers and

ranchers are no longer able to pur­
chase goods and services at normal 
levels because of disaster-related 
agricsulturc loss, small business 
which depend on these producers may 
have experienced an economic in­
jury. A spiall business normally able 
to meet iLs bills and pay its operating 
expenses, but cannot do so now as a 
direct result of the disaster, may be 
eligible for economic injury loans. 
They do not cover physical losses. 
Filing deadline is October 28,1992.

sionary in Inner City Houston. Miss 
McWhorter has been a missionary in 
Houston for thirty-four years. She is 
in charge of four missions. She sees 
lo it that food and clothes are distrib­
uted weekly to those in need, she also 
helps the illiterate learn to read, as 
well as a daily bible study is done at 
each mission. Two of the missions 
arc on the east side of Houston which 
arc the Mason Mission and Joy Mis- 
son and the other two are on the north 
side are the Fletcher Mission and 
Gano Mission.

Miss McWhortcer told the group 
from First Baptist it cost approxi­
mately $275,0(X) a year to run the 
four missions. She is fast to let you 
know that she does it with donations 
from individuals and companies. It 
was amazing to watch all the dona­
tions coming in each day, buck loads 
of food, clothes, diapers and etc. ar­
riving all during the day. All the 
supplies from individuals and com­
panies are delivered to the Gano 
Mission and then delivered to the
other missions on different days of 
the week.

While in Houston we stayed at the 
Gano Mission. We helped Miss 
McWhorter bag flour for the needy. 
One day we had to bag a thousand 
pounds of flour into quart size zip 
lock bags; also we bagged lOOpounds 
of doughnut mix, 50 pounds of pan­
cake mix, and 50 pounds of rice. We 
then had to label each bag. Another 
day we helped give out 544 bags ol 
groceries at the Flecher Mission, 
unload the truck of perishable food 
bag up approximeily 150 chicken 
prepared for the freezer. The next 
day we had to wash about 500 jari 
then empty gallons jugs of Picantc 
sauce, mustard, and soy sauce into 
the smaller jars and label them. On 
Thursday, we went to the Joy Mis­
sion where we helped the four and 
five year olds with their bible stories, 
crafts and served snacks. Wcalsohad 
lunch with all the workers at Joy 
Mission.

Bogata looketl real good to us. It's 
nice to live in a small community 
where you can walk down the street 
without having to fear for your life. 
It's nice to know that we don't have to 
bar up the windows of our homes to 
keep crimnals out. We arc so very 
fortunate; if you ever have any doubts 
we would like to see you spend a day 
or a week in Inner City Houston.
