Ship Radioman
Is Indicted In
Ocean Death

BOSTON (AP)—A Suffolk Coun-
ty grand jury has indicted a hand-
some ship’s radio operator, charg-
ing him with murdering a viva-

cious passenger in the climax of
a shipboard romance,

The grand jury returned a mur-
der indictment Monday against
Willem Van Rie, 30, of the Nether-
lands, after hearing only six wit-
nesses.

The 20 men and three women on
the jury reported Van Rie ‘“by
assault and beating did kill and
murder” Lynn Kauffman, 23, a
brunette divorcee

Her battered and semi - nude
body was found on the shore of an
island in Bofton harbor Sept. 19,
the day after the SS Utrecht left
here on its six-week voyage from
Singapore to New York

The pretty divorcee was a pas-
senger on the cargo - passenger
vesse!.

LONDON (AP) — Moscow Radio reported that Lunik
IIT completed its movement around the moon at 9:16 a.m.
(EST) today.

The radio said the spaceship made its nearest ap-
proach to the moon at a distance of 7,000 kilometers (about
4,375 miles).

At least a limited revelation of+4
what the Lunik sees is expected
to be disclosed within the next 24
hours. Even if not detailed, it may
at least say that man's new space-
eye has registered a view of the
hitherto unseen part of the moon.

Soviet scientists said the “‘com-
plete automatic observatory”
as they termed the space traveler
— would begin sending back elec-
tronic data immediately. They
said the central Soviet computing
station will correlate the informa-
tion, making most of it public.

Scientists believe the electronic

moonshots last month — was nee-
essary to prevent the satellite
from escaping the gravitational
pull of the moon, which must send
it curving back toward earth.

Otherwise, Tass said, it would
fly off into orbit around the sun —
the fate of the January moon shot.

Soviet scientists emphasized
that the most interesting achieve.
ments of the moon probe were
that an automatic space observa-
tory had been built and was oper-
ating in space and that it was
sending radio signals to the
earth.

Signals from the satellite’'s two
| transmitters are sent for periods
of two to four hours daily. The
flying laboratory stores up its in-
formation on tape for relay when
the Soviet radio signal again
switches on the transmitter,

This venture has been underwritten by
taxpayers who believe that a modern air-
port is an essential ingredient for a bal.
anced transportation system. Like high-
ways and lateral roads, airports have come
to be a public charge which in time may
become selfl supporting through the reve-
nues that they generate. But likg high-
ways they have come to be one of the
bases upon which the general progress of
a community projects itself

For a time following World War 1I we
saw the fruits of an exceptionally good
airport with ample facilities. For several
years we have experienced the lesson of
how civil and commercial aviation can
be choked in the absence of suitable facili-
Lies \

It is abundantly clear that the develop-
ment of civil aviation—in the air age—
requires al] - weather, lighted runways
with storage and service space handy.
By the time the airport opened for busi-
ness here, virtually all the T hangar

space was taken by private owners of
airplanes. Cosden immediately erected a
large hangar and offices at the field to
handle its fleet of planes. The sale of
fuel the first month was far in excess of
expectations. All of this simply points up
the fact that civil aviation now has a
chance to do some real growing here,

As for commercial aviation, our only
real chance of revival in that field is in
new, adequate and entirely separate facili-
ties than those now used jointly with the
military at Webb. Only one carrier had
the right to go in at Webb, except by
special arrangement, and getting in and
out the base to board the plaa® is un-
handy if not downright discouraging

Perhaps when the CAB shakes us off
the merrysgo-round of fewer and worse

Marquis Childs
Old Pros Of Diplomacy Are Pessimistic

WASHINGTON — Scratch a diplomat
in this town today and you are very likely
to find. a pessimist. President Eisenhow-
er's breathtaking adventure in personal
diplomacy in his meeting with Premier
Khrushchev has left much of the diplo-
matic corps suzzied and gloomy over the
future

One reason may be a professional dis-
trust of person-to-person encounters at
the highest Jevel and the uncertainty of
the verbal agreements that come out of
such encounters. They fly in the face
of the canons of diplomacy, which demand
that agreements be tied up in precise,
lawyer-like language

But more (han professional jealousy is
back of the mood of skepticism and doubt
refllected by many diplomats with whom
this reporter has talked. They are almost
all in agreement that the Khrushchev vis-
it was necessary and even desirable. It
was an inevitable development growing
out of the crisis over Berlin

What troubles them jis the prospect that
the Soviets will in the end get their way
with the West yielding on Berlin and oth
er major issues. The visit, interpreted
in many parts of the world as a con-
cession. will be followed by other con
cessions to the unremitling pressure of
communisim over he years

This is by no means, however a un-
animous opinion. What is striking 1s the
way the pessimists and the optimists di-
vide over the future in the era of a
better atmeosphere about which almost
no ope disagrees' that has now been
opened up. Here are the lwo perspecuves
— the viewers with alarm and the view-
ers with at least moderale hope

The Pessimists

In the long higgle-haggle of negotiation
over months and years the West will in
effect yield on Berlin. Some form of the
Communist “free city”” will be established
and the rights of the West Berliners will
be whittled away The effect will be to
weaken the North Atlantic Alliance and
encourage the spread of neutralism

On disarmament the sweeping Khrush-
chev proposal before the United Nations
will be seen for what is really was — a
propaganda gesture. When it comes lo
actual negotiation for disarming in the
10-nation committee the same old tac-
ties of stalling on minor points of inspec-
tion and control will prevail. Ultimate fail-
ure will be blamed on the West and the
Russian people will be told they cannot
have the consumer goods promised them
because the Western Powers refuse to
disarm
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The prestige of Khrushchev has been
greatly enhanced by the visit. This is
particularly true in Asia where the So
viet Premier’'s trumphal tour is put on
top of the sputniks and the luniks to show
that the West is no longer invuinerable
European diplomats cite a speech by
Philippine Ambassador Carlos P. Romulo
who told an audience in New York that
the United States was today seriously
challenged by the Soviet Union

Communist parties both in Europe and
in Asia have been emboldened by the
reception of Khrushchev in the United
States to demand respectability and ac-
ceplance. In Indonesia when President
Sukarno was criticized for addressing a
Communist rally be replied that if Eisen-
hower could receive Khrushchev surely
he could speak to representatives of the
Communist party in his own country

The Optimists

With patient negotiation a new formula
will be found for West Berlin thereby
ending a situation which both sides agree
is “abnormal "’ It will insure the freedom
of the West Berliners and even more im-
portant it will underwrite the access of
civilian traffic to and from the city which
is not now covered by an agreement

Progress will be slow in disarmament,
since the new I10-nation committee will
have to review what has gone before and
survey both the Russian and the British
proposals put before the U. N, Before the
end of the year an agreement to stop
nuclear tlests with inspection and con-
trol should be reached. In any event, nei-
ther side will start testing again

What emerges from both viewpoints is
that the course of action from here on
out is all important. The meost stern and
serious negotiation still lies ahead after
a small beginning based on the mutual
recognition that nuclear war is suicide.

THIS DAY
IN TEXAS

The doors of the slate penitentiary
clanged shut on John Wesley Hardin on
this day in 1478. The career of Texas'
most dangerous gunman was stagnant
until 1894, when he was released by par-
don.

During his 16 years of confinement he
had studied law, passing the bar exami-
nation, read theological books and served
as superintendent of the prison Sdnday
school. He seemed to have reformed com-
pletely, but when moving to El Paso he
drifted back into some of his old ways.
He was shot in the back of the head by
an El Paso lawman in 1895

Hardin is a controversial figure. Some
biographers describe him os the coldest
killer of them all. Others, such as Lewis
Nordyke, claim he was victim of bad

In either case, Hardin was a gunman
without equal. He killed his first vietim
before his 15th birthday and added six
more ‘“‘notches” on his first trip up the
Chisholm Trail. He married Jane Bowen
and attempted Lo settle down, but shortly
was involved with the Texas State Police
and the Sutton-Taylor feud. He was tried
and convicted for the murder of Charles
Webb, deputy sheriff from Brown County,

He was handsome, courtly in manners
and in his autobiography denied ever kill-
ing anyone without cause But he had
over 30 nolches on his gun and supposedly
was the first six-gun expert to master the
“rol).”

His life span was May 26, 1853 to
August 19, 1895,

Nixon Popularity Soars With GOP

PRINCETON, N. J. — Vice President
Nixon's popularity for the 1960 Republi
can nomination among his party's rank
and-file has risen to a new high

The latest Gallup Poll check on the
Vice President’'s political standing finds
68 per cent of Republican voters across
the country wanting Nixon to head their
party's ticket in the Presidential race
next year

One month ago, the comparable figure
was 65 per cent; the month before that,
61 per cen!

Nixon -enjo¥s greater support for the
GOP nomination today than at any time
since the 1956 election

The Vice President's gains, in the last
two months, have not come particularly
at the expense of his nearest rival for
the nomination, Gov. Nelson Rockfeller.

Governor Rockfeller is in the No. 2 spot
at present with the support of about one
Republican voter in five. This is about
the same degree of popularity he has had
since May

Together, Nixon and Rockfeller domi-
nate the field of potential GOP candi-
dates tested — polling closé to nine out
of ten of all votes cast by Republicans.

As they have at periodic Intervals over
the last two-and-a-half years, Gallup Poll
reporters across the country put this ques-
tion to a cross-section of Republican vot-
ers

Bevan Would

Find Foreign
Ministry Tight

By ALVIN STEINKOPF

LONDON (AP)—Aneurin Bevan,
expected to become foreign min-
ister of Britain if the Labor party
wins Thursday's election, has for
years been one of the country’s
most provocative leaders on the
left wing of politics.

Tte foreign ministry would be
a fire personal triumph for this
politician who came up from a
miner's hut in Wales. But many
of his associates believe the re-
sponsibility for guiding Britain’s
foreign policy is not exactly the
job he would choose for himself.

H- would prefer to be prime
minister, wielding sweeping au-
thority in the domestic affairs
whkich have been his chief pre-
occupation since he first entered
Parliament in 1929.

There has been a subtle change
in Bevar's personality lately. He
has not mellowed, he still uses
fierce phrases in speech and his
goal remains a complete Socialist
system for Great Britain,

But, since Hugh Gaitskell cap-
tured leadership of the Labor
party, Bevan has been frozen in
second position, traditionally en-
titled to the foreign secretaryship.
For months he has applied his
mind to problems of international
affairs

The conclusion of many friends
is that he realizes that his un-

idoubu-d talents will not have full

scope in foreign affairs. Inter-
national relations require the deli-
cate touch, long and unspectacu-
lar studv, and a dependence on
briefs by experts and reports from
ambassadors
for the brilliant
strokes which for many
have been a Bevan trademark

But his friends also say he
would be 2 loval foreign minister,
throwing his bouncing vitality into
the job. It
