Chamber focuses on membership

Relay on the way
Annual fundraiser set Friday at Blankenship Field

A structure fire during the 
early morning hours today 
in the 600 block of N.W. Fifth 
Street claimed the life of an 
unidentified person. Law en-
forcement official are work-
ing to establish the cause of 
death and identity of the vic-
tim.

According to Big Spring 
Fire Marshall Carl Condray, 
the victim — believed to be 
an adult male — was discov-
ered inside the home, located 
at 603 N.W. Fifth St., just min-
utes after firefighters arrived 
on the scene.

“The house was fully in-
volved,” Condray said. “There 
were high winds coming out 
of the south and the order was 
given to evacuate the home 
located across the street as a 
precaution. Approximately 10 
minutes after arriving on the 
scene, firefighters discovered 
the victim in a second room 
that was fully involved.

“The victim was pro-
nounced dead at the scene of 
the fire by Justice of the Peace 
Kathryn Wiseman. The home 
where the fire occurred is a 
single occupant home, but we 
haven’t been able to establish

“A cancer 
survivor is anyone who 
has been diagnosed with 
cancer, whether it was 
yesterday, today or five 
years ago. I challenge 
all of them to come out 
and take that first lap 
with me.”

Throughout the eve-
ning, there will be vari-
ous events taking place 

under the event tent 
and on the field. Several 
Olympics-type games to 
go along with the theme 
“Just Relay,” will be 
sponsored by the differ-
ent teams. Traditional 
events will also take 
place. 

“The overwhelming 
feeling that is felt when 
survivors take that 
first lap with the com-
munity standing on the 
sidelines cheering them 
on is indescribable,” 
ValVerde said. “It gives 
you a feeling that makes 
you want to fight even 
harder against cancer.”

Another traditional 
part of relay will contin-
ue this year with the lu-
minaria ceremony. For 
those who haven’t pur-
chased luminarias yet, 
purchases can be made 
in honor or in  memory 
of someone until the 
ceremony begins at 10 
p.m. Each luminaria 
can be paid for with a 
donation. 

“We are out there to 
show support for those 
affected by cancer and 
bring hope to those who 
have lost someone or are 
fighting cancer them-
selves,” Manny Negron, 

Relay chairman, said. 
“We want to encourage 
any and all survivors 
to come out and experi-
ence the feeling of Re-
lay. They will find sup-
port and inner healing 
throughout the night.

“My purpose at Relay 
this year is to hear as 
many stories from our 
survivors as I possibly 
can. I want to hear their 
stories because I know 
there are a lot of them 
out there and they need 
to be told,” Negron said. 

Survivors who missed 
registration online may 
register on site. All sur-

vivors are encouraged 
to fill out the informa-
tion cards so they can 
receive information for 
next year’s Relay. 

Plenty of food and re-
freshments will be avail-
able for purchase.

There will be security 
at Blankenship Field 
during the all-night 
event and a sweep will 
take place, clearing out 
all those who do not 
have a wristband. The 
bands will be distribut-
ed before the luminaria 
service.

“We want to encour-
age everyone to stay 

all night, take part in 
the activities and get 
involved, but we want 
to know who is there, 
which is the purpose 
for the wristband,” Ne-
gron said. “Come ready 
to have a good time and 
celebrate, fght and re-
member.”

the identity of the occu-
pant at this time.”

Condray said the 
fire is currently under 
investigation, but all 
evidence at this time 
points to an accidental 
ignition.

“It appears the fire 
started accidentally, 
most likely from smok-
ing material,” Condray 
said. “No other homes 
in the area were dam-
aged as a result of the 
fire and no firefight-
ers were injured while 
fighting the fire. The 

guys really did a tre-
mendous job. The home 
was fully involved when 
they got here, and, even 
after all of that, it’s still 
standing. They did a 
good job.”

According to Wise-
man, the victim’s body 
is being transported to 
South Plains Forensic 
Pathology in Lubbock 
for autopsy.

“They will try to es-
tablish identity, along 
with cause of death,” 
Wiseman said.

The case that triggered the 

ruling involved a man who was 
a passenger in a car stopped for 
speeding. A background check 
revealed an unpaid fine on his 
record, so the cops took him to 
jail and forced him to take off his 
clothes, bend over, and the rest 
of it.

He spent the better part of the 
following week in jails, where he 
was strip-searched again, before 
police discovered that their in-
formation was wrong, that he'd 
long since paid the fine.

That was fine with the Four 
Horsemen (John Roberts, 
Samuel Alito, Antonin Scalia, 
and Clarence Thomas) and their 
faithful companion Anthony 
Kennedy. Apparently, you can't 

be too careful. That seems to be 
the paranoid Right's mantra.

Oh, by the way, did I mention 
that Albert Florence, the guy ar-
rested — a finance manager for 
a New Jersey car dealership — 
was black?

The Court didn't seem to men-
tion it either. It acted as though 
it hadn't mattered. I've got news 
for them.

Being black in this society 
always matters. Always.

I've been driving for some 60 
years and I've never been pulled 
over by police in a random 
check. It happens to black men 
all the time, particularly to those 
who commit the crime of driv-
ing a nice car. To be black in our 
society excites the presumption 
of guilt.

Some people are still arguing 
over whether the shooting of 
black teenager Trayvon Martin 
had something to do with his 
race.

We'll never know what actual-
ly happened that February night 
in Sanford, Florida. We have the 
version of the shooter, George 
Zimmerman, who was finally 
jailed more than six weeks after 
the bullets went off. But Martin 
is, well…dead.

I must say, Zimmerman's story 
seems far-fetched. He asks us to 
believe that his sense of duty as 
a self-appointed Neighborhood 
Watch guard prompted him to 
follow Martin and confront him, 
despite a warning from a 911 
dispatcher not to.

Then, he says, Martin jumped 
him as he was walking away, 
causing him to fear for his 
life. So he shot the kid. In self-
defense.

That sounds like a dog-ate-my-
homework alibi if I ever heard 

one. Martin was a tall, skinny 
17-year-old. Zimmerman's a 
28-year-old man on the stocky 
side.

I don't know how it was in your 
neighborhood growing up, but in 
mine, tall skinny kids didn't go 
around committing unprovoked 
assaults on older, heavier guys. 
It just didn't happen.

Following the Feb. 26 shooting, 
the Sanford police released Zim-
merman on the grounds that he 
was protected by Florida's "Stand 
Your Ground" law, which al-
lows people who feel threatened 
to shoot their assailants. That's 
where racism really begins to 
rear its unlovely head.

Had the young black man been 
armed and, feeling threatened, 
turned and shot this hulking 
white stranger following him, 
do you imagine that the po-
lice would have let him go? In 
Florida?

If you think that, give my re-
gards to the Tooth Fairy the next 
time you see her.

With or without Zimmerman's 
potentially racist motive, this 
kill-at-will statute is a monu-
mentally stupid law. It raises 
every altercation — every bar 
fight, every fender bender — to 
the level of a potentially lethal 
encounter.

Whatever happened to the good 
old days when you could have a 
fist fight with someone without 
one of you ending up dead?

Remind me not to go to Florida 
the next time it gets cold up 
north.

And while you're at it, remind 
me to get the bell on my bicycle 
fixed.

Nurse accused in baby 
abduction to be in court

CONROE (AP) — A nurse who had suffered a mis-
carriage was desperate to find a child, so she went 
exactly where she knew she could find one: the 
suburban Houston clinic where she had taken her 
three children for checkups, authorities say.

But when Verna McClain went to the clinic this 
week, her choice of which child — and mother — to 
target appeared to have been made at random.

“There is nothing to indicate this was anything 
beyond planning further than” going to the clinic, 
Capt. Bruce Zenor of the Montgomery County sher-
iff’s office said.

McClain saw her chance when 28-year-old Kala 
Golden and her 3-day-old son, Keegan Schuchardt, 
left the clinic Tuesday afternoon after his first ever 
checkup. McClain is accused of shooting Golden 
multiple times in the clinic’s parking lot and speed-
ing away with the dying mother’s tiny son.

Keegan was found unharmed hours later with 
McClain’s sister who told authorities that McClain 
was planning to adopt the boy. Keegan is back with 
family members. Golden died at a hospital.

McClain was jailed without bail and faces a capi-
tal murder charge that carries a potential death 
sentence. The 30-year-old mother of three, who 
listed a Houston address, was set to make a court 
appearance Thursday before a judge in Conroe.

Texas Board of Education 
mulls new math curriculum

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The head of a key business 
group complained Wednesday to the State Board of 
Education that Texas’ proposed new K-12 math cur-
riculum standards aren’t strenuous enough — but 
members also heard from some education leaders 
who defended the would-be requirements.

The board gave preliminary approval to the 10-
year standards in January, and they are up for final 
passage by its 15 members Friday.

Texas is one of just five states that have not ad-
opted national core curriculum standards. The 
new requirements are based on the math tested in 
previous Texas standardized tests, as well as cur-
riculums in Massachusetts and Minnesota, and in-
ternational locales including Singapore.

But Bill Hammond, president of the Texas Asso-
ciation of Business, testified that the new curricu-
lum is so broad that it’s incoherent in some areas 
and will not adequately prepare students — espe-
cially in algebra.

“We need an educated workforce if we’re going to 
keep jobs here in Texas, and we have not been do-

ing a good enough job at that,” Hammond told the 
board.

Hammond’s association is one of the most influ-
ential business groups in the state. Sensitive to his 
concerns, and those raised in recent weeks by oth-
er critics, board members and the body’s staff have 
modified the proposed curriculum and could still 
make more changes.

In an interview before addressing the board, Ham-
mond said that it may be necessary to delay the fi-
nal vote to ensure that curriculum standards are 
rigorous enough to meet the state’s future needs.

“It’s extremely important because half the kids 
who graduate from Texas high schools today have 
to take remedial courses when they get to commu-
nity colleges, and math is the real issue,” he told 
The Associated Press. “The jobs of the future, the 
jobs that are being created now, are going to re-
quire a higher level of thinking and an ability to 
do math.”

Sheriff: 3 shot to death
at South Texas cockfight 

LA BLANCA, Texas (AP) — A sheriff says masked 
gunmen opened fire at an illegal cockfight in rural 
South Texas, leaving three people dead and eight 
wounded.

Hidalgo County Sheriff Lupe Trevino says the 
gunmen are being sought after the shooting at a 
ranch near La Blanca early Thursday.

Trevino told KRGV-TV that spectators ran into 
the brush when shots rang out. He says the site had 
concession stands and bleachers.

Sheriff’s dispatcher Gloria Felix says a concerned 
citizen called for help around 12:15 a.m. and that in-
vestigators are trying to determine what prompted 
the shootings.

Felix had no details on conditions of the wounded 
nor how many people were at the cockfight.

La Blanca lies about 15 miles northeast of McAl-
len, close to the border with Mexico.

Fort Worth considers 
hiring ban on smokers 

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — Fort Worth city of-
ficials are considering imposing a hiring ban on 
smokers.

The Fort Worth Star-Telegram reports the city’s 
human resources department is reviewing public 
and private tobacco-use policies and will report 
back to the City Council May 8.

Mayor Betsy Price tells the Star-Telegram the 
idea has appeal because of health benefits and low-
er health insurance costs.

But council members Frank Moss and Sal Espino 
express concern that the ban could limit the city’s 
field of job applicants.

Dallas meatpacking plant 
loses occupancy permit 

DALLAS (AP) — A Dallas slaughterhouse that 
drew scrutiny after pig blood turned up in a creek 
no longer has an occupancy permit.

A panel of the Dallas Zoning Board of Adjustment 
on Wednesday revoked the permit, so Columbia 
Packing Co. must remain closed.

The plant suspended operations since a mid-Jan-
uary raid over environmental issues related to a 
1965 zoning change that banned slaughterhouse op-
erations. City officials have raised concerns about 
why odor and pollution complaints from neighbors 
had not led to any citations against the company in 
decades.

The company has said that a clogged sewage line 
led to pig blood being spilled into Cedar Creek.

Houston: 2 indicted over 
2010 immigrant death 

HOUSTON (AP) — Two Californians have been 
indicted over the 2010 death of a suspected illegal 
immigrant whose body was found in a ditch in the 
Texas Panhandle.

Prosecutors in Houston say a detention hearing 
has been set for Tuesday for Demi Mishel Muniz 
and Luis Aceituno, both of Hawthorne, Calif. Mu-
niz and Aceituno were arrested March 21 in Los 
Angeles.

Both were indicted Wednesday on a charge of 
conspiring to transport and harbor illegal immi-
grants.

Investigators say some suspected illegal immi-
grants were being hauled from Houston to Los 
Angeles in August 2010 when a diabetic man got 
sick. His body was later found in a ditch near Vega, 
about 35 miles west of Amarillo.

American plans to cut 
another 1,200 jobs 

DALLAS (AP) — American Airlines wants to 
eliminate 1,200 nonunion jobs as it cuts costs while 
under bankruptcy protection.

That pushes the company’s overall job-cut target 
to 14,200. It announced plans in February to cut 
13,000 union pilots, flight attendants and ground 
workers.

American, the nation’s third-biggest airline, has 
about 73,000 workers.
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What are the facts?
Turmoil in the Middle East. There is upheaval in the

Middle East. Governments shift, and the future of this vital
area is up in the air. In those dire circumstances, it is a
tremendous comfort to our country that Israel, a beacon of
Western values, is its stalwart and unshakable ally.

Unreliable “allies.” Egypt, a long-term “ally” of our
country, is the beneficiary of billions of dollars of American
aid. Its dictator, Hosni Mubarak has been dethroned. As of
now, it is unclear who and what will
be Egypt’s new government. It is
widely assumed, however, that it may
be the Muslim Brotherhood. Far
from being a religious organization,
as its name would imply, it is
dominated by fanatical radicals, ardent antagonists of the
West, obsessed anti-Semites, and sworn enemies of the
State of Israel. If  the Muslim Brotherhood would indeed
come to power, a bloody war, more violent than anything
that has come before, is likely to ensue. 

Saudi Arabia, a tyrannical kingdom, is another important
“ally” of the U.S. It is the most important source of
petroleum, the lifeblood of the industrial world. It is,
however, totally unreliable and hostile to all the values for
which the United States stands. The precedent of Iran
cannot fail to be on the minds of our government. The
Shah of Iran was a staunch ally of the U.S. We lavished
billions of dollars and huge quantities of our most advanced
weapons on him. But, virtually from one day to the next,
the mullahs and the ayatollahs – fanatical enemies of our
country, of Israel, and of anything Western – came to
power. Instead of friends and allies, Iran’s theocratic
government became the most virulent enemy of the United
States. Could something like that happen in Saudi Arabia?
It is not at all unlikely! 

Other U.S. allies in the region – Jordan, the “new” Iraq,
and the Gulf emirates – are even weaker and less reliable
reeds to lean on. Libya, which once, under King Idris,
hosted the Wheeler Air Base, became an enemy of the U.S.

under the late, loathsome Khaddafi – and probably still is.
Turkey, once a strong ally, has cast its lot with Iran. 

A stalwart partner. Israel, in contrast, presents a totally
different picture. Israel’s reliability, capability, credibility
and stability, are enormous and irreplaceable assets for our
country. Many prominent military people and elected
representatives have recognized this. Gen. John Keegan, a
former chief of U.S. Air Force Intelligence, determined that
Israel’s contribution to U.S. intelligence was “equal to five

CIA’s.” Senator Daniel Inouye,
Chairman of the Senate
Appropriations Committee, said that
“The intelligence received from
Israel exceeds the intelligence
received from all NATO countries

combined. The huge quantities of Soviet military hardware
that were transferred by Israel to the USA tilted the global
balance of power in favor of our country.”

In 1981, Israel bombed Iraq’s nuclear reactor. While at
first condemned by virtually the whole world – sad to say,
including the United States – it saved our country a nuclear
confrontation with Iraq. At the present time, US soldiers in
Iraq and in Afghanistan benefit from Israel’s experience in
combating Improvised Explosive Devices, car bombs and
suicide bombers. Israel is the most advanced battle-tested
laboratory for U.S. military systems. The F-16 jet fighter,
for instance, includes over 600 Israeli-designed
modifications, which saved billions of dollars and years of
research and development. 

But there is more: Israel effectively secures NATO's
southeastern flank. Its superb harbors, its outstanding
military installations, the air- and sea-lift capabilities, and
the trained manpower to maintain sophisticated
equipment are readily at hand in Israel.

For proms, the tie must match the dress

It’s a prom must-have, 
right up there with the 
dress and shoes: The 
guy’s tie must match 
the girl’s gown. And 
many teens today use 
cell phones to aid the 
color coordination.

Kourtney Ziercher 
took a picture of her 
dress in the store to 
send to her date, Mi-
chael George, for her 
prom last year at Barat 
Academy in Chester-

field, Mo.
“I told him it was burnt 

orange, and he got the 
tie to match,” she said.

“She knew that it was 
not a typical color, but 
the tie I got even had a 
little design on it that 
matched the design 
on the dress,” Michael 
said, referring to a 
light tiger stripe print 
on the fabric. “She was 
really excited about it. 
The girl’s dress is a big 
deal. If the outfit doesn’t 
go perfectly, if the guy 

isn’t matching, it’s a 
problem. I made sure it 
worked.”

In Fort Collins, Colo., 
Amy Weintraub sent a 
picture of her chocolate 
brown dress to her date, 
Luke Siddens, and he 
used the image to get a 
matching tie and vest 
for their prom last week 
at Poudre High School.

“I didn’t realize he 
wanted to match me,” 
Amy said. “He just kind 
of decided that on his 
own. It was a little light-
er than the dress, but it 
matched pretty well.”

For homemade dress-
es, ties can always be 
made from leftover fab-
ric. For a 2010 prom at 
the Stanley Humphries 
Secondary School in 
Castlegar, British Co-
lumbia, Canada, Arielle 
Roberts made her own 
dress with the help of a 
grandmother and aunt. 
Her date’s mom sewed a 
matching tie “when the 
green bow-tie and cum-
merbund she’d ordered 
for him weren’t quite 
the right shade,” Arielle 
said.

But with so many 
dresses store-bought 
these days, and with cell 
phone photos sometimes 
producing unreliable 
hues, stores often pro-
vide physical swatches 
to assist in color coordi-
nation. David’s Bridal, 
which expects to sell 
110,000 prom dresses 
this year in 300 stores, 
sells fabric swatches for 
$1 with dress purchas-
es.

Sarah LaRue, a senior 
at Sheldon High School 
in Eugene, Ore., picked 
out a dress at the local 
David’s Bridal and was 
happy to have the fabric 
scrap to give her date. 
“It’s a turquoise blue, 
and with that dress, you 
need the exact color to 
match it,” she said. “If it 
was even a little bit off, 
it wouldn’t look right.”

David’s Bridal also 
has a partnership with 
Men’s Wearhouse that 
makes it easy for young 
men to get accessories 
in coordinated hues 
for their dates’ dresses. 
Guys can order ties, 
vests and cummerbunds 

from Men’s Wearhouse 
using the same terms 
David’s Bridal uses to 
identify the dress colors 
— names like “water-
melon pink” or “Malibu 
blue” — and be guaran-
teed an ensemble that 
works.

Amanda Nohrenberg, 
store manager for Da-
vid’s Bridal in Eugene, 
says “90 percent, if not 
99 percent” of her prom 
customers want their 
dates to match. “If they 
aren’t coordinating, it’s 
because the guy is wear-
ing a neutral color.”

Many couples also 
plan matching corsages 
and boutonnieres. “The 
girls are saying, ‘This 
is what I’m wearing 
and I want it to match 
the flowers,’” said Pen-
nylyn Kaine, owner of 
Blossom & Bee Floral 
and Event Design in 
Newfoundland, N.J.

Sometimes the boys 
come in “either with 
their phone picture or 
a physical swatch, but 
now what’s happening 
more often is, the girls 
are coming in and pick-

ing it out in advance,” 
said Kaine. “They’re 
actually saying, ‘This is 
what I want. I’m going 
to send my boyfriend in 
and he’s going to pay for 
it.’”

Kaine, who’s 32, added, 
“It’s not like when I was 
in high school and peo-
ple didn’t care so much. 
You just got the white 
mini-spray of roses.”

But sometimes, de-
spite all the planning 
and purchasing, last-
minute improvisations 
are required.

Sarah Perreault’s date 
“had been obsessed with 
making everything per-
fect” to coordinate with 
her red dress for the 
2010 prom at Brunswick 
High School in Bruns-
wick, Maine. “We were 
going to dinner and he 
had forgotten his pocket 
square,” she said. “He 
was so upset. His outfit 
wasn’t complete. So a 
girl made him a pocket 
square out of a napkin, 
and he wore it the entire 
night.”

Luckily, the napkin 
was red.

Positive outlook may be good for heart
WASHINGTON (AP) 

— Be happy — it seems 
to be good for your 
heart.

Scientists have long 
known that Type A per-
sonalities and people 
who are chronically 
angry, anxious or de-
pressed have a higher 
risk of heart attacks.

Now a Harvard review 
of the flip side of that 
psychology concludes 

that being upbeat and 
optimistic just may help 
protect against heart 
disease.

Rather than focusing 
only on how to lessen 
heart risks, “it might 
also be useful to focus 
on how we might bol-
ster the positive side 
of things,” said lead re-
searcher Julia Boehm 
of the Harvard School of 
Public Health.

Boehm reviewed doz-
ens of studies examin-
ing a positive outlook 
— as determined by 
various psychological 
measurements — on 
heart health. Optimism 
in particular seems key, 
as a number of studies 
found the most optimis-
tic people had half the 
risk of a first heart at-
tack when compared to 
the least optimistic.

Why? Previous work 
shows the stress asso-
ciated with negative 
psychological traits can 
lead to damage of arter-
ies and the heart itself.

Boehm found that peo-
ple with a better sense of 
well-being tend to have 
healthier blood pres-
sure, cholesterol and 
weight, and are more 
likely to exercise, eat 
healthier, get enough 
sleep and avoid smok-
ing. But she cautioned 
that it will take more re-
search to tease apart if a 
positive outlook makes 
people feel more like 
taking heart-healthy 
steps.

The review, funded by 
the Robert Wood John-
son Foundation, was 
published Tuesday by 
the Psychological Bul-
letin.

More research is need-
ed but that link between 
psychological and phys-
ical well-being makes 
sense, said Dr. Elizabeth 
Jackson.

In 1943, during World War II, 
tens of thousands of Jews in the 
Warsaw Ghetto began a valiant 
but ultimately futile battle 
against Nazi forces.

In 1951, Gen. Douglas 
MacArthur, relieved of his Far 
East command by President 
Harry S. Truman, bid farewell 
in an address to Congress in 
which he quoted a line from a 
ballad: “Old soldiers never die; 
they just fade away.”

In 1966, Bobbi Gibb became 
the first woman to run in the 
Boston Marathon, which at 
that time did not allow women 
to participate. (Gibb jumped 
into the middle of the pack after 
the sound of the starting pistol 
and finished in 3:21:40.)

In 1967, Kathrine (cq) Switzer 
became the first woman to run 
the Boston Marathon under an 
official number by registering 
without mentioning her gen-
der; by her own estimate, she 
finished in 4 hours and 20 min-
utes. (Bobbi Gibb, again run-
ning unofficially, finished in 
3:27:17.)

In 1982, astronauts Sally K. 
Ride and Guion S. Bluford Jr. 
became the first woman and 
first African-American to be 

tapped for U.S. space missions.
In 1993, the 51-day siege at 

the Branch Davidian com-
pound near Waco, Texas, ended 
as fire destroyed the structure 
after federal agents began 
smashing their way in; dozens 
of people, including sect leader 
David Koresh, were killed.

News in brief
Despite U.S. demands 
that Assad leave power, 
current policy reflects 
belief he won’t go fast

BRUSSELS (AP) — Despite oft-
repeated U.S. demands that Syrian 
President Bashar Assad step aside, 
the Obama administration’s policy 
now reflects a consensus that Assad 
has a firm hold on power and that 
nothing short of an outside military 
strike will dislodge him quickly.

With rebel forces poorly armed and 
disorganized, efforts to pay them by 
Arab Gulf states failing, and sectar-
ian divisions looming in Syria, the 
U.S. and its allies seem prepared to 
leave Assad where he is. Even if he 
could be ousted, the near future in 
Syria would involve civil war among 
ethnic groups now under Assad’s 
boot, or a slow and bloody war with 
rebels or proxy fighters armed from 
the outside.

The U.S. has edged toward supply-
ing the rebels with communications 
gear and other nonlethal aid but has 
ruled out either a military assault or 
a supply of heavy weaponry for rebel 
forces.

“We are at a crucial turning point,” 
U.S. Secretary of State Hillary Rod-
ham Clinton said Wednesday.

Either a United Nations-brokered 
cease-fire takes hold “or we see Assad 
squandering his last chance before 
additional measures have to be con-
sidered,” Clinton said.

India says it has 
successfully test launched 
missile able to reach 
major Chinese cities

NEW DELHI (AP) — India an-
nounced the successful test launch 
Thursday of a new nuclear-capable 
missile that would give it the abil-
ity to strike the major Chinese cities 
of Beijing and Shanghai for the first 
time, a significant step forward in its 
aspirations to become a regional and 
world power.

The Agni-V missile, with a range 
of 5,000 kilometers (3,100 miles), still 
requires a battery of tests and must 
clear other bureaucratic hurdles be-
fore it can be inducted into India’s 
arsenal in a few years. But officials 

hailed the launch as proof the country 
has taken its place among the world’s 
most powerful and scientifically ad-
vanced nations.

“The nation stands tall today,” De-
fense Minister A.K. Antony said, ac-
cording to the Press Trust of India.

The test came just days after North 
Korea’s failed rocket launch, but 
sparked none of the same global con-
demnation aimed at Pyongyang, an 
internationally isolated regime that 
has been banned by the U.N. from 
testing missile technology.

China is far ahead of India in the 
missile race, with intercontinental 
ballistic missiles capable of reach-
ing anywhere in India. Currently, the 
longest-range Indian missile, the Ag-
ni-III, has a range of 3,500 kilometers 
(2,100 miles) and falls short of many 
major Chinese cities.

Experts: China likely 
supplied N. Korea missile 
carrier in possible breach 
of UN sanctions

TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) — The enor-
mous, 16-wheel truck that North Ko-
rea used to carry a missile during a 
recent parade likely came from China 
in a possible violation of UN sanctions 
meant to rein in Pyongyang’s missile 
program, experts say.

The carrier, also believed capable of 
launching missiles, caught the eye of 
experts during last Sunday’s military 
show in Pyongyang because it was 
the biggest carrier yet displayed by 
North Korea and gives the country— 
truculently at odds with the U.S., Ja-
pan and South Korea — the ability to 
transport long-range missiles around 
its territory, making them harder to 
locate and destroy.

The large size of the vehicle “rep-
resents a quantum leap forward” for 
the North Koreans, said Wendell Min-
nick, a reporter on Asian military 
developments for Defense News, a 
Washington-based publication.

Unlikely to have been made by 
North Korea because of its technical 
sophistication, experts said the de-
sign of the vehicle shows that China 
is the probable source. Pinning a 
sanctions-busting charge on Beijing 
would be difficult, however, because 
it would be hard to prove that Beijing 
provided the technology for military 

purposes or even that it sold the ve-
hicle directly to North Korea, the ex-
perts said.

The vehicle also can be used in oth-
er fields, like oil exploration. At the 
same time North Korea might have 
gotten it from another country in a 
re-export deal.

Secret Service tries to 
quell furor over scandal, 
but GOP lawmaker says 
‘it’s not over’

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Secret 
Service is moving quickly to quell a 
prostitution scandal that has given 
President Barack Obama’s critics 
political ammunition, forcing three 
agents out of government less than a 
week after the embarrassing incident 
came to light. Lawmakers welcomed 
the move but said more needed to be 
done.

“It’s certainly not over,” said Rep. 
Peter King of New York, chairman of 
the House Homeland Security Com-
mittee, which oversees the Secret 
Service.

The Secret Service did not identify 
the agents being forced out or eight 
more it said remain on administra-
tive leave. In a statement, it said one 
supervisor was allowed to retire and 
another will be fired for cause. A third 
employee, who was not a supervisor, 
has resigned.

The agents were implicated in the 
prostitution scandal in Colombia 
that also involved about 10 military 
service members and as many as 20 
women. All the Secret Service em-
ployees who were involved had their 
security clearances revoked.

The embarrassing scandal erupt-
ed last week after 11 Secret Service 
agents were sent home from Carta-
gena, on Colombia’s Caribbean coast, 
after a night of partying that report-
edly ended with at least some of them 
bringing prostitutes back to their ho-
tel. 

The special agents and uniformed 
officers were in Colombia in advance 
of Obama’s arrival for the Summit of 
the Americas.

Michigan museum 
showcases thousands 
of racist artifacts to get 
visitors to ‘think deeply’

BIG RAPIDS, Mich. (AP) — The ob-
jects displayed in Michigan’s newest 
museum range from the ordinary, 
such as simple ashtrays and fishing 
lures, to the grotesque — a full-size 
replica of a lynching tree. But all are 
united by a common theme: They are 
steeped in racism so intense that it 
makes visitors cringe.

That’s the idea behind the Jim 
Crow Museum of Racist Memorabil-
ia, which says it has amassed the na-
tion’s largest public collection of ar-
tifacts spanning the segregation era, 
from Reconstruction until the civil 
rights movement, and beyond.

The museum in a gleaming new ex-
hibit hall at Ferris State University “is 
all about teaching, not a shrine to rac-
ism,” said David Pilgrim, the founder 
and curator who started building the 
collection as a teenager.

Pilgrim, who is black, makes no 
apologies for the provocative exhib-
its. The goal of the $1.3 million gal-
lery, he explained, is “to get people to 
think deeply.”

The displays are startling. The n-

word is prevalent throughout, and 
many items portray black men as lazy, 
violent or inarticulate. Black women 
are shown as kerchief-wearing mam-
mies, sexually charged Jezebels or 
other stereotypes.

Series of blasts across 
Baghdad and five northern 
Iraqi cities kills 30 people, 
police say

BAGHDAD (AP) — Bombings 
struck several areas in Baghdad and 
to the north Thursday, killing at least 
30 people in the first major attacks in 
Iraq in nearly a month. The violence 
stoked fears that insurgents were try-
ing to undermine confidence in the 
Shiite-led government amid rising 
sectarian tensions.

In all, officials said extremists 
launched 12 attacks in the Iraqi capi-
tal and in the cities of Kirkuk, Samar-
ra, Baqouba, Dibis and Taji. Mortars 
were fired into the northern cities of 
Beiji and Saddam Hussein’s home-
town of Tikrit, but no injuries were 
reported there.

Nearly 100 people were wounded 
in the rapid-fire explosions that un-
folded over an hour and 15 minutes. 
Half of the bombs struck at security 
forces and government officials — 
two frequent targets for insurgents 
still seeking to undermine Iraq’s ef-
forts to normalize after years of war 
and violence.

There was no immediate claim of re-
sponsibility for the attacks, but Bagh-
dad military command spokesman 
Col. Dhia al-Wakeel said they resem-
bled those carried out by al-Qaida.

“They want to send a message that 
they can target the stability that has 
been achieved recently,” al-Wakeel 
said. “This will not discourage our se-
curity forces.”

2 black men file racial 
discrimination suit against 
popular ‘Bachelor,’ 
‘Bachelorette’ shows

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — Two 
black men are taking “The Bachelor” 
and “The Bachelorette” to court with 
a lawsuit that claims the reality shows 
are blocking contestants of color from 
starring roles.

Nathaniel Claybrooks and Christo-
pher Johnson filed a federal lawsuit 
in Nashville Wednesday against the 
popular TV shows claiming they are 
engaged in a pattern of racial dis-
crimination that intentionally ex-
cludes people of color. The Nashville 
men said at a casting call in August 
that they were given scant consider-
ation compared to white men seeking 
a leading role for “The Bachelor.”

Claybrooks said white applicants 
were given far more time and consid-
eration during the interview process.

“I only wanted a fair shot at the 
part,” said the soft-spoken Clay-
brooks, a 39-year-old college graduate 
and electric company meter reader 
who owns several small businesses. 
“Looking back at how I was treated at 
the casting call last year, it was clear 
that that wasn’t possible. I never even 
had a chance.”

Their attorneys said it is the first 
racial discrimination lawsuit filed 
against a reality show. It does not ask 
for a specific dollar amount of dam-
ages, but it does propose to make ma-
jor changes in how people are seen on 
TV.
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Hawks soar past 
Frank Phillips, Noatala 
belts three home runs

Three of them were hit Wednesday during a doubleheader 
at Foundation Field against Frank Phillips College. Noatala also 
produced nine RBIs on the day bringing her total for the season to 74 — 
also on the nation’s leaderboard.

One would think it would be difficult to stand out as a power hitter on 
a team that has belted more than 60 home runs this season. But not for 
Noatala, who plays middle infield and also pitches from time to time. 

She also ranks in the nation’s top 10 in total bases, runs batted in, 
total hits, runs scored, slugging percentage and batting average.

When asked how she transformed from the good player she was last 
year to the offensive cornerstone she has become this season, Noatala 
said it was a result of simple adjustments. 

“I am definitely playing differently than I did last year,” Noatala 
explained. “I came into the game with a new mentality. I just try to stay 
focused. They know who I am and how I play now.”

Knowing who she is has forced opposing defenses to try to avoid being 
victimized by Noatala at the plate. She is routinely walked, which she says 

can affect her rythym at the plate.
“It’s frustrating when I get walked over and over,” Noatala said. “I have to be 

patient. When they pitch to me, I wait for that one miss and I try to take it.”
Kelly Raines, head softball coach for HC, believes Noatala is one of the best to 

ever don the Hawk uniform.
“(Noatala) has had a great two years for Howard,” Raines said. “I 

think she is one of the best to ever play here. She holds all the major 
batting records I know of — home runs, RBIs, slugging percentage. 
She’s a difference maker. When she is hitting well, we always have a 
chance to win.”

Noatala will be taking her skills elsewhere next season, as she has 
signed on with Texas Tech University in Lubbock to play on its softball 
team. 

In addition to having a stellar season on her own, the Hawks boast 
a conference record of 16-2 and are in the hunt for a conference 
championship. Howard College is currently in first place, but rival 
Odessa College has a similar record, 14-2, and will be the Hawk’s 
opponents in the final four games of the regular season. That series 
would have implications regarding whether the Hawks are the top seed 
or second seed from the Western Junior College Athletic Conference 

going into regional play.
As long as Noatala’s bat stays hot, Raines is confident HC could make a splash 

in the postseason.
“You don’t get lucky and hit 26 home runs in a season. She is the real deal,” 

Raines added.

Summit steps aside after 
38 seasons at Tennessee

The time Tennessee Lady Vols and 
women’s basketball fans have dread-
ed for months finally has arrived.

Pat Summitt is stepping aside as 
Tennessee’s head coach after 38 sea-
sons, the last an emotionally drain-
ing farewell tour for the woman who 
won more games than anyone else in 
NCAA college basketball history.

“I’ve loved being the head coach at 
Tennessee for 38 years, but I recog-
nize that the time has come to move 
into the future and to step into a new 
role,” the 59-year-old Hall of Famer 
said in a statement issued Wednesday 
by the school.

Summitt will discuss the move, in-
cluding the promotion of longtime as-
sistant Holly Warlick as her replace-
ment, at a Thursday news conference 
on the court named in her honor the 
night she won her 1,000th game. Mak-
ing the decision had been only a mat-
ter of time since Summitt revealed 
Aug. 23 that she had been diagnosed 
with early onset dementia, Alzheim-
er’s type.

It’s why players from opposing 

teams joined fans from coast to coast 
donning T-shirts saying “We back 
Pat” and greeted Summitt with cheers 
at every game. Even the Murray State 
men put shirts with the phrase on 
when they played at Summitt’s alma 
mater in Martin this winter on anoth-
er court named in her honor.

But Summitt’s every move was stud-
ied to see how she felt, down to how 
many officials she yelled at or her 
icy glares at a player. After losing to 
eventual national champ Baylor in a 
regional final, Warlick’s tears during 
the postgame news conference gave a 
glimpse of how exhausting the season 
had been and the possibility it was 
Summitt’s last game.

Mickie DeMoss, who served as Sum-
mitt’s assistant for 21 years combined 
before leaving for the WNBA’s Indi-
ana Fever earlier this month, said 
she’s happy for Summitt.

“Her health and well-being are most 
important to me,” DeMoss said. “She 
now can focus on doing things for Pat. 
She has given 38 years to UT and to 
women’s basketball. Now, she can do 
what’s best for herself, every day. I’m

happy for my friend, and happy that 
she can begin a new chapter in her 
life.”

Summitt will report to athletic di-
rector Dave Hart in her new role, 
while assisting the program she guid-
ed to eight national titles since taking 
over in 1974.

“She is an icon who does not view 
herself in that light, and her legacy 
is well-defined and everlasting,” Hart 
said. “Just like there will never be an-
other John Wooden, there will never 
be another Pat Summitt. I look for-
ward to continuing to work with her 
in her new role. She is an inspiration 
to everyone.”

Her responsibilities will include 
helping with recruiting, watching 
practice, joining staff meetings, help-
ing coaches analyze practice and 
games, and advising the Southeastern 
Conference on women’s basketball is-
sues and mentoring players. Summitt 
also will be working as a spokeswom-
an in the fight against Alzheimer’s.

“If anyone asks, you can find me 
observing practice or in my office,” 
Summitt said. “Coaching is the great 
passion of my life, and the job to me 
has always been an opportunity to 
work with our student-athletes and 
help them discover what they want. I 
will continue to make them my pas-
sion. I love our players and my fel-

low coaches, and that’s not going to 
change.”

UConn coach Geno Auriemma said 
Summitt’s vision for women’s basket-
ball and her relentless drive pushed 
the game to a new level, making it 
possible for the rest to accomplish 
what they have.

“In her new role, I’m sure she will 
continue to make significant impacts 
to the University of Tennessee and to 
the game of women’s basketball as a 
whole,” Auriemma said.

“I am thrilled for (Warlick) as this 
opportunity is well deserved and Pat 
will be a huge asset to her moving for-
ward,” he said.

Warlick, a three-time All-American 
who played for Summitt, was her as-
sistant for 27 years.

Hart said he watched Warlick grow 
this season under what he called 
“unique circumstances” and that she 
is deserving of the head job. While 
Summitt devoted more attention to 
her health, Warlick took the lead 
during games and handled postgame 
interviews, with the entire staff han-
dling recruiting and practices.

“Her mentor will be available for 
insight and advice, but this is Holly’s 
team now,” Hart said.

Warlick said she was thankful for 
all Summitt has done in preparing 
her for this opportunity as her coach, 
mentor and friend.

“We will work as hard as we possi-
bly can with the goal of hanging more 
banners in Thompson-Boling Arena,” 
Warlick said.

Tamika Catchings, one of Sum-
mitt’s former stars and the WNBA’s 
reigning MVP, saw the news on TV 
during a meeting.

“Everyone in the back of their 
minds was thinking this was going to 
happen anyway. Holly will do a good 
job,” Catchings said.

Summitt’s diagnosis came during 
one of the Lady Vols’ most disappoint-
ing stretches — by their coach’s lofty 
standards, anyway. Tennessee hasn’t 
won a national championship since 
2008 and hasn’t even reached the Fi-
nal Four, tying for its longest such 
drought in program history.

“As I’ve said many times, Pat Sum-
mitt is a pioneer in basketball,” Duke 
coach Mike Krzyzewski said. “Her 
amazing career accomplishments are 
among an elite group of leaders. Very 
few people leave a lasting legacy in 
their chosen professions and Coach 
Summitt has done just that at the Uni-
versity of Tennessee and in women’s 
basketball. She raised the level of 
commitment, pride and notoriety of 
her sport. I am honored to call her a 
friend.”

Tennessee’s five seniors were part of 
the team that lost in the first round of 
the 2009 NCAA tournament, the only 
time in school history the Lady Vols 
had bowed out on the first weekend.

Those seniors promised they would 
win a ninth national championship 
this season — not just for Summitt, 
but as center Vicki Baugh put it, “ ... 
for everyone who has Alzheimer’s.”

But they couldn’t make it back to 

the Final Four, losing to Baylor and 
Brittney Griner, a player Summitt 
couldn’t convince to come to Knox-
ville.

Summitt’s career ends with a 1,098-
208 record, 16 regular-season South-
eastern Conference championships 
and 16 SEC tournament titles.

During her time, Tennessee never 
failed to reach the NCAA tournament, 
never received a seed lower than No. 
5 and reached 18 Final Fours.

“Words cannot adequately de-
scribe the extraordinary career that 
Pat Summitt has had in the world 
of basketball,” Stanford coach Tara 
VanDerveer said. “She is a model of 
class and courage, and I don’t think 
that enough can be said for just how 
much Pat has accomplished in build-
ing and elevating women’s basketball 
to its current heights.”

Every Lady Vol player who has 
completed her eligibility at Tennes-
see graduated under Summitt, and 74 
former players, assistants, graduate 
assistants, team managers and direc-
tors of basketball operations are cur-
rently among the coaching ranks at 
every level of basketball.

“You think about the University of 
Tennessee and you think of Pat Sum-
mitt,” Catchings said. “You don’t 
think of anyone else. The great play-
ers that have come and gone, coaches 
that have come and gone, but the leg-
acy that she built for herself and for 
the university. It’s amazing how far 
women’s basketball has come. Her 
legacy isn’t over yet.”

in the fourth and Josh Hamilton had three singles 
and drove in a run for the Rangers, who won their 
sixth straight.
