The Panhandle of Texas is the home of the state’s 
second largest annual fair. Memphis and Hall county 
are important parts of the Panhandle, and the Tri- Mass Meeting To Be 
State Fair at Amarillo belongs to this section just as * “
mucl\ as any other in this area.

Only a few fairs throughout the nation, including 
the State Fair of Texas, exceed the Tri-State Fair in 
magnitude and completeness. It is a true and inspir­
ing picture of the state's most promising section and 
attracts nearly a quarter million visitors each year.

Memphis should appreciate and attend the Tri- 
State Fair just as it should lend encouragement to 
any other movement that has as its object the ad­
vancement of the Panhandle as a whole. A great 
commonwealth is built only when its integral parts 
practice the closest possible co-operation. It is unlike­
ly that one small corner of the Panhandle will ever 
grow while the remainder remains dormant.

It will be a most wholesome thing, in The Demo­
crat’s estimation, if 200 citizens of Memphis and sur­
rounding communities go to Amarillo next Thursday 
and “ rub elbows” with their Panhandle neighbors.
