Robert Buck, 25, Indianapolis, fly­
ing cadet from Randolph field, was 
killed and six others injured when 
four cars piled up Sunday on the Aus­
tin highway three miles out of San 
Antonio.

When a light airplane crashed Mon­
day afternoon in a pasture one-half 
mile west of Farmers branch, near 
Dallas, its two occupants, William 
Lokey of Waxahachie, who had been 
living temporarily at Grand Prairie, 
and William A. Gilmore of Beaumont, 
an employee of the Culver Aircraft 
Sales Co., I^ove field, were killed.

Tom Connally, of MarKn. Veter­
an of Two Wars. DeisiRnAted 
Chairman of Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee.

Washington, July 31.— Senator Con­
nally (D-Tex), veteran of two wars 
who holds that “ a vigorous and firm 
foreign policy is essential to secure 
respect for our rights abroad and the 
security of our people at home," was 
designated chairman of the senate 
foreign relations committee Wednes­
day.

Senator George (D-Ga), who became 
head of the committee after the. death 
of Senator Pittman (D-Nev), last 
year, withdrew to become chairman of 
the finance committee succeeding the 
late Senator Harrison (D-Miss).

The democratic steering committee, 
which made the nominations, also add­
ed Senators Lee (D-Okla) and Tun- 
nell (D-Del) to the foreign relations 
committee to succeed Harrison and 
former Senator Byrnes (D-SC), who 
was appointed to the supreme court.

Connally recalled that his first act 
when he came to congress as a mem­
ber of the house was to vote for the 
declaration of war against Germany.

Connally was in the front rank of 
the fight for repeal of the arms em­
bargo and enactment of the lend lease 
and selective service act.

“ We don’t desire war,”  Connally 
declared in an interview, “ but the 
world might as well know that we 
have rights and pos.sessions for which 
we are ready to fight if it’s necessary 
for their security.”

Merkel, Texas
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Highlights of Woodmen Circle’s 
50th Anniversary

Human “Birthday Cake” Formed as Climax

Local memb«rM of the Supreme 
Forest Woodmen Circle returning 
from Omaha, Nebr„ where they at­
tended the society’s ,50th anniversary 
celebration and National Institute, re­
port one of the greatest fraternal 
fratherings in history. One of the 
group, Mrs. Karl Bonneaux, has pre­
pared for The Mail the following 
interesting account of their trip and 
the proceedings of the Vational meet­
ing;

With six women and one man, we 
left Merkel June ‘21 at r>:2() a. m. in 
a new Plymouth sedan. The women 
making the trip were Mesdames R. 
H. Mathews. Claude Perry, C. W. 
Seagn, Beatrice Reeves, E. B. Wallace 
and Karl Bonneaux, all members of 
the local team of the Woorlmen Circle 
of Merkel, C. P. Church being the 
lucky man. We spent the first night 
in Topeka, Kans., f>81t miles, all miles, 
too. Went on to Omaha the next day. 
The National convention opened on 
Sunday with the keynote addre.ss by 
Mrs. Dora Alexander Talley.

Sunday night was the memorial ser­
vice which included tribute to the hus­
band of Mrs. Dora Alexander Talley 
and the late Morris Sheppard and all 
members who have passed away since 
the last National convention. The 
beautiful candle service was very 
impressive, the candles being lighted 
by five generations of the Talley 
family. The elaborate golden candle- 
holders were six-feet high.

An orchestra of fourteen pieces 
famished the music for the memorial 
service and the pageant.

On Monday at 9 a. m. we met for 
the big parade in a hot sun. Hotter 
than any West Texas sun that ever 
shines because it didn't have that swell 
breeze we appreciate here. For one 
hour there were over 2,000 women 
dressed in white satin with various 
colorsd jacksts which made it a color­
ful spectacle. The streets in Omaha 
hsfve deep inclines and the sun shin­
ing on the gold caps and banners made 
it a sight never to be forgotten. The 
parade was one mile long, marching 
four abreast. It was witnessed by 
25,000 people. The band from Boys 
Town was in the parade along with 
ten other bands. The men’s band from 
Omaha marched directly behind the 
Lone Star Region from Texas. When 
it played. “ The Eyes of Texas." there 
was such applause from the spectators 
one would have thought o f a Texas 
rodso. At the end of the parade the 
Texas delegation was haííed by the 
movie men.

The parade wras led by the Sher­
man band from the Woodmen Circle 
home, led by our Betty Jane Kcifcr 
as majorette. We were all glad that 
Betty Jane was our own little girl 
who went to the Home at Sherman 
•even months ago from Merkel. Her 
mother was musician for our Wood­
men Circle team hsfore her passing 
away. Betty Jane also took part in the 
song and dance numbers and is one 
of' the most talented and popular 
children in the home. We t(s>k her 
sight-seeing and bought her .souvenirs.

We tot>k her through the WtsMlmen 
Circle’s new building, which \sas one 
of the most modern wv saw on our 
trip. We registered who we were and 
where we were from and in a few 
seconds they had our record.s to show- 
how well they keep them.

Seeing the tremendous size of our 
organization and the way they re­
ceived us made us appreciate our 
fraternity more than ever.

The Institute program wa.s jammed 
with pageantry and rituals, parades 
and stunts, along with a number of 
business sessions. More than 2,000 of 
the Woodmen Circle’s 132,000 mem­
bers were in the national headquaters 
city for the affair, which included 
the first quadrennial Tau Phi I.,ambda 
sorority convention and nine regional 
conventions.

One of the most spr-ctacular pre­
sentations of the Institute was a 
pageant at the city auditorium at 
which 2,000 taffeta-gowned women 
portrayed the society’s five decades 
o f progress.

The pageant amazinl spectators by 
its military precision and delighted 
them with its spectrum of pastel colors. 
Eighteen shades of color were repre­
sented.

The pageant o|K>ned with Texas 
Lone Star Region bringing in the 
distingui.shed guests. They were dress­
ed in five shades of blue to represent 
a huge bluebonnet—about 300. Twenty 
heralds, dressed in white with gold 
trumphets, announced the guests. The 
next Region had the march of flags 
which was the most beautiful spectacle 
one can imagine. There were about 
800 dressed in red, white and blue 
The flag carriers carried flags of 
tfvery átate and formed a reception 
line through which the United StaU>s 
flag was marched. .All the flags were 
placed in a flag stand and in the mid­
dle proudly stoo<l the Stars and 
Stripes. The stage was boautiiVilly de­
corated in palms and huge baskets of 
of flowers. A choir in the back sang 
**God Bless America.”

The next group repre.scnted the 
religious part and were draosed in 
choir robes. The next part presented 
the pioneers who werv in purple 
dieaaes with large white dutch col­
lars. The team that brought them in 
ware lavender and green, the colors 
o f the Woodnwn Cirels. The pioneers 
were all women who had been members

I

over 40 years. There were 18 of 
them; 1,200 members have bet*n in the 
Circle over 40 years. The national of­
ficers were seated in white satin 
chairs. .Mrs. Talley told them they 
were not growing old in the service 
of humanity, they were growing 
younger every day.

The next on program came lhe( 
grand march, representing the pro­
gress of 50 years. There were some 
2,000 women in 20 different colors on 
the floor at once, all carrying urnis 
full of roses in different colors. Words 
fail to describe the beauty of this 
grand s|x>ctacle. Then the girls from 
the Woodmen Circle Home in Sherman 
gave a march dressed in red, white 
and blue. Then apix-ared two women 
pantomiming the aged at the Hoiiu 
and the memories of childhoo<l to soft 
music from an electric organ. Then 
the children pantomimed the welcome 
of a new mother and father, who are 
really mother and father to them, Mr. 
and Mrs. Alexander. The children's 
part or the Home’s part was given to 
the reading of the history of the 
Home. Then came the forming of the 
birthday cake. Women dressed in 
four shades of pink formed a revolv­
ing circle representing a cake. The 
outside circle carried garlands of 
roses for the cake decorations; the 
inside group all carried 50 huge 
camlles. The oldest member lighted the 
1st candle representing 46 years con­
tinuous membership. Golden fairies 
escorted the honored members to light 
the candles on the cake. The future 
candles were lighted by the grand­
niece of President Talley. Th»»n the 
grand finale— with all colors encir­
cling the cake, the lights were turned 
out. Two thousand women took part 
in the finale.

A huge banquet attended by 2,000 
persons filled the city auditorium tor 
6ne evening session. Speakers includ­
ed Alex O. Benz, president of the 
National Fraternal Congress of Amer­
ica. of Appleton, Wis., and Mrs. Dora 
Alexander Talley, president of Woo<l- 
men Circle. Mrs. Talley expressed her 
gratitude to ea’ery member for her in­
dividual contribution to the success 
of the organization, and proclaimed 
her faith in the future of the society.

“ I have faith to believe that the 
work of our society will continue to 
go forward,”  she said, “ that not 
only Mrill our membership and assets 
increase, but that our service to our 
country through the protection oi 
homes, teaching the ideals of good 
citizenship and service to humanity, 
will continue to increase.’’

The Supreme Forest Woodmen Cir­
cle, founded in Denver as the “ Mystic 
Circle”  in 1891, is now one of the 
largest fraternal benefit societies 
operate<l exclusively for women and 
children. It has more than 105 mil­
lion dollars of insurance in force and 
nearly 36 million dollars in assets. It 
has more members than any other 
SiX-iety dealing chiefly with women 
and children in 11 states."

“ It was undoubtedly the largest 
and best meriting of its kind that we 
have ever attended”  one woman said. 
“ I Ixdieve ewry woman in attendance 
was inspired anew with the zeal for 
fraternal servi-’e.”

On Tuesday afternoon we wxmt to 
Boys Town, which was ten miles from 
Omaha. Boys Town is a haven for 
wandering boys, regardless of cri*ed, 
color or race. It is not an orphanage 
but a complete community in itself, 
the smallest incorporated city in the 
world. It has a post office, grade 
school, high sch(x>I. trade school, print 
shop, gymnasium, movie theatre 
swimming pool and dormitory. It has 
a mayor and city council, elected by 
poll, all «voters under the age of 21 
years. Boys Town is a self-governing 
community, with the control complete­
ly in the hands of the boys.

It is supervised by Father Flana­
gan and is supported only by dona­
tions. If you ever have the chance 
don’t miss seeing Boys Town, for there 
is no greater service to humanity 
than is given by Father Flanagan. 
Boys range from six to eighteen, al­
though the age limits are from 12 to 
15 years, and they will let them stay 
until they are 21 veal's or until they 
find a job. There were about 3.30 boys 
there, about one-half Catholic and one- 
half Protestant. If you have seen 
“ Boys Town" in the movies, you can 
imagine the trip we had when We 
really ^^sited there.

Members of the Texas Power Re­
serve Electric Cooperative, Inc.,

26. I.«slie C. Roenirk, of Rural Elec­
trification administration, Washing­
ton, D. C.. was principal speaker. Mr. 
Roenick reports that REA in Wash­
ington is greatly impressed by the 
fine work o f REA cooperatives in 
Texas. He, as well as other REA of­
ficials who were prestmt for the dedi­
cation of the Possum Kingdom Dam 
on July 2, were very high in their 
praise of all cooperatives surrounding 
this project.

Year’s Traffic Deaths 
Increased 17 Per Cent

Chicago, July 31.—The nation’s 
traffic toll during the first half of 
1941 climbed 17 per cent over the 
same period of 1940, a trend which 
the National Safety council said 
Wednesday pointed toward an all- 
time high for the year.

The six-month total was 16,810, or 
2,.390 more than the 14.420 for the 
same 11140 p«-riod.

Unless the trend is checked, the 
council said, the 1941 annual count 
will shoot past 40,000, compared with 
last year’s .34.500. The last half of the 
year invariably brings the heavie>t 
toll.
