LONDON, Nov. 4 (AP)—

Repeal Lauded
As the press lauded the United
States for repealing the arms em-

(Authorized sources In Paria
sald the French and Britlsh gov-
ernments were studylng jointly
such questions as shipment, pay-
ment and distelbution between
them of American arms. The Brit-
Ish first lord of the admiralty,
Winston Churchill, was In the
French capital conferring with
French government lenders.)

The government also prepared to
ask parliament next week to pams
enabling leginlation for the first
public loan of the war. The amount
to be offered was a government se-
cret but most estimates put it
nround 260,000,000 pounds ($1,000,

The government's war budget for
this  fiscal year In  2,000,000,000
pounds ($8,000,000,000) with revenue
from taxation estimated at roughly
half.

The debate proceeded a month before the senate
really took hold of the bill and began shaping-it for
passage, In the first violent days, a shout that a
vote for repeal |s a step toward war" made head-
lines. Correspondingly the shivers raked along the
national back when some convineing radio talker
shouted that If we didn't ship arms to the allies Ger-
many soon would have possession of the British fleet,
and where would we be then.

A month ago these rival arguments sounded con-
vinecing. They still sound significant. Anyone 'w;ould
be a ool to say that all the evidence points one way
or the other,

The lmportant thing is that both sides have ex-
pressed thelr determination that the U, 8. shall not
be led Into war. Even more Important is the increas-
ing evidences, found In polls of sentiment and in
more casual manner, that the country la scolidly com-
mitted—for the time being at any rate—against ever
again mixing in a European war.

Sentiment could change, Our own experiences
run back far enough to remember how our boyish
enthusiasm for the Germans one year changed the
next to pitiless hate.

‘Baby Bonds’ Grow
Up As Sales Reach
3-Billion Mark g

WASHINGTON, Nov, 4 (P—The
treasury called its “baby bonds"
virtually grown up today after the
“maturity value" of those outstand-
Ing passed $3,000,000,000.

Sold In units costing as little as

$18.75 at nearly every postoffice
and originated in 1935 to enable the
“little fellow” to Invest In govern-
ment bonds, these securities are
now an important means of financ-
ing the deficit,
In the firat 10 months of this
yeur, for instance, baby bond pur-
chasers supplied the treasury with
§701,509,722 in cash. This was
about $200,000000 more than sales
for all of 1938. HMoweve“, congress
has forbidden most of the adver-
tising and other promotidnal stunts
by which the bonds were first
popularized,

Actual cash receipts from the
sale of baby bonds are $2,258,019,824,
but since the value of the bonds
increases every six months, the cur-
rent maturity value of the bonds
outstanding is $3,010,603,000.

Regular treasury bonds have a
fixed face value In multiples of
§1,000 and bear interest. Baby
bonds, however, draw no interest,
but the face value increases. Thus
& bond bought for $1875 can be
cashed for $25 If held 10 years;=the
maximum maturity of all babye
bonds,

They had a tme of it, too, for
Blg Spring was merging Into the
days of the oll boom which sky-
rocketed the population from about
4,000 to nearly 14,000 Iin the space
of four years.

Overtimeé? Most of the time put
in on_ working the beat was over-
time, As the boom gained momen-
tum, oll field warkers poured into
town, and with them some charpe-
ters who did not have a great deal
of respect for small time “Taws."

There was one such man, & truck
driver out of Amarillo, who came
nearest giving Choate a knockout
blow. Wheh he attempted to arrest
the burly fellow, Choate caught n
blow across -his eye that “knocked

. me almost across Main street.” But

he didn't give up, and finally
brought the truck driver to jall.
Choate had two more “run-ins" with
the man, but the third time the fel-
low came along peaceably.

Bank Protection

At this time, a wave of bank rob-
Beries was sweeping across the
country, Banks here were jittery
because they offered m perfect set
up for a “clean sweep.” Bo every
viorning before opening time,
Chonte and other membera of the
police staff (it had been expanded
slightly) parked the police car at
a strateglc point and kept their
eyves open for strange cars or
strange people. Maybe this had
something to do with the fact that
no robberies were attempted,

‘When signal lghts were Installed,
n means of communicating with
officers on the beat came with
them, This proved helpful to
Choate on the night beat, and later
as night desk sergeant.

Incidentally, since he became =
niember of the police force, there
hl\:e been only a couple of years
il which he did not work on the
night shift, Today he la back on
tl:ie night side, and feels perfectly
atl home on the job.

Operated Hotel

Mr. and Mrs. Choate have the
distinction of being the last ones
to operate the historic Stewart ho-
tel, which the Earl of Aylesford
was reputed to have bought back
in the 80's (it was the Cosmopoll-
tan then) because he could not en-
gage a suite. The Chontes, aflter
several false starts and with much
misgivings, opened the old frame
bulding, Choate gave it a scalding
from top to bottom and fixed the
place up. At prices of 50 cents to
$1 they had the hotel full, and when
the Cole hotel burned in December
of 1826, they did a land office busi-
ness until the property was bought,
demolished and replaced by a mod-
ern brick structure.

The police department has come
a long way since Choate first knew
it. a solitary officer, it has
expanded to 13 men, including two
radlo dispatchers. And the radio is
most typical of all the changes. To-
day when an officer needs help or
there ls an urgent call, the radio
furnishes an instantaneous contacl.
It's not like the old days when one
officer had it all to himself.
