No bill
Grand jury 
decides not 
to indict in 
woman's death

A Howard County 
grand jury failed to 
return an indictment in 
the case of 73-year-old 
Norma Faye Morrow, 
who is believed to have 
died of morphine toxici­
ty.

According to District 
Attorney Hardy
Wilkerson, the grand jury 
reviewed the circum 
stances of the woman’s 
May 20 death, and subse­
quent exhumation from 
its resting place in early 
June.

Carbon Black plant release mes^y but safe, manager says

A Tuesday morning release at 
the Sid Richardson Carbon 
Black plant located east of Big 
Spring is beirig attributed to a 
“process upset," leaving at least 
two area residents with a messy 
problem.

Local resident Jean Cooper 
said her dog, who stays outside

at her home on E. Midway 
Road, had a different “ look” 
Tuesday morning.

“You couldn’t tell what color 
he really was. He was just 
black.” said Cooper, who along 
with at leqst- one neighbor 
seemed to be on the receiving 
end of the release. “The grass 
was also black, and you can’t 
walk across the yard without 
your shoes and pants leg

becoming a total mess.”
Coopers said the mess — 

made up of carbon black mater­
ial released from the local plant 
Tuesday morning — hasn’t 
caused any damage at her resi­
dence, but h axB i tainly. been 
an annoyance.

“ It’s bwn more of an annoy­
ance than anything else,” said 
Cooper. "I went outside yester­
day to pick up pecans from my

yard and you wouldn’t believe 
the mess that stuff made. I’ve 
lived on this road for the past 
45 years, constantly smelling 
Cosden (currently ALON USA 
Big Spring Refinery), but I’ve 
never seen anything like this.” 

According to Steve Honea, 
plant manager for Sid 
Richardson’s Big Spring loca­
tion, the reason Cooper has 
never seen this kind of release

before is simple.
“This is the first time the Big 

Spring plant has had a release,” 
said Honea. “We’ve never had 
this problem before, so this^is 
really all new to us.”

Honea >aid the inatei iai 
released which included 
hydrogen sulfide, sulfur diox 
ide, carbon monoxide, nitrogen

The council was created in 
June by Gov. Rick Perry and 
charged with reviewing the 
state’s court system and rec­
ommending reforms to the 
Legislature by year’s end.

Kathy Walt, the governor’s 
spokeswoman, said Perry 
won’t comment until after 
seeing the results of an 
investigation into the case 
by Bexar County District 
Attorney Susan Reed. Phone 
calls to Reed’s office were 
not immediately returned.

“It’s too early to say 
whether those are valid

claims 20 years after the 
fact,” Walt said.

She added that other pri­
vate efforts are under way to 
review individual claims of 
wrongful execution like the 
Cantu case and that the 
council’s charge is to 
improve public confidence in 
the overall judicial system, 
including the use of new 
forensic technolc^ies.

The case’s lone witness, 
Juan Moreno, appeared 
Wednesday with his wife at 
his attorney’s office to 
denounce the death penalty 
and stress how police inves­
tigators made him so aft-aid 
he was forced to blame 
Cantu.

“I was under a lot of pres­

sure and I wanted to get out 
ftoin under the whole court 
process,’’ said Moreno, 
through a Spanish-language 
interpreter. “There are peo­
ple who aren’t responsible 
for crimes who are put to 
death.’’

Moreno met with Cantu’s 
mother Tuesday and 
expressed sympathy for her 
son, who maintained his 
innocence and was 17 in 1984 
when he was charged with 
capital murder.

It was a typical case of a 
homicide suspect not getting 
adequate defense, because of 
his minority status and low- 
income background, said 
Moreno’s pro-bono attorney, 
Gerry Goldstein.

at today’s ceremony. “We’re here 
to cont^ue the fight against this 
pandemic which has encompassed 
the globe ... It is one of the biggest 
medical, social and economic chal­
lenges we face today.’’

Shadix said estimates state that 
five people will die each minute 
from the disease, while between 35 
million and 42 million people will 
become infected with HIV, the 
AIDS virus.

Seventy percent of those newly 
infected patients will come from 
developing countries in the Third 
World, most of them teenagers and 
young adults, Shadix added.

Those who become infected

become “social, physical and spiri­
tual untouchables,” Shadix said, 
which only increases the urgency 
of efforts against the disease.

“We live in a mighty, needy 
world," he said. “ It’s said that God 
helps those who helps themselves. 
... but I also believe that God helps 
those who cannot help them­
selves.”

After Shadix’s address, partici­
pants in the ceremony were 
encouraged to share their memo­
ries of loved ones who had suc­
cumbed to the disease.

Afterward, red ribbons were tied 
to the branches of the AIDS memo­
rial tree outside the VA Medical 
Center. The tree was planted sever-. 
al years ago in memory of VAMC 
patients who have died from AIDS.

tion of medications and 
ultimately decided not to 
go forward with it,” said 
Wilkerson.

While the grand jury 
chose to no-bill in regards 
to the woman’s death, 
they did issue a true-bill 
indictment for a pair of 
teens accused of making

Bush should free Aaron and Taylor

n Sept. 28, President ,
I Bush issued 14 pr^den- 
' tial pardons — raffhg 
the total of pardons he 

hasTssued to 58, plus two sentenbe 
commutations. White House 
spokesman Ken Lisaius noted, 
'“The president has now granted 
more at this stage in his adminis­
tration than President Clinton did 
at this point during his.**

True. But the quali- —
ty of the Bush par­
dons is lacking. High 
numbers of prisoners 
are serving time in 
federal penitentiaries
— more than 150,000
— and sentences for 
first-time nonviolent 
offenders can exceed 
a decade, Yet Bush 
has failed to put his 
faith where it is 
needed most.

For years now. I ’ve been writing 
about Clarence Aaron, a first-time 
nonviolent offender who, because 
he facilitated two large cocaine 
deals between two drug dealers, 
was sentenced to life without 
parole. At age 19, Chrissy Taylor 
was sentenced to 19 years in 
prison for buying legal drugs for 
her boyfriend’s illegal drug opera­
tion.

Bush should commute the sen­
tences of Aaron and Taylor so tliat 
they can become productive mem­
bers of society. 1 believe in being 
tough on crime. 1 support the 
death penalty and long sentences 
for repeat offenders and violent 
criminals.

That said, 1 have to agree with 
those who argue that, barring 
extraordinary circumstances, no 
nonviolent offender should serve 
more than five years for a first

offense. (And the extraordinary 
circumstance should be more seri­
ous than the foct that the defen­
dants didn’t plead guilty or pro­
vide evidence against other par­
ties.)

There is such a thing as being 
smart about crime, and that 
means giving people who screwed 
up a chance to turn their lives 
around before they reach middle 
age.

Look at the September pardons 
— all issued to individuals who 
completed their sentences a 
decade or decades ago. Adam 
Wade Graham served less than 
one year for conspiracy to deliver 
10 or more grams of L6D — he 
was sentenced in 1992. Larry Paul 
Lenius had been sentenced to 36 
months in 1989 for conspiracy to 
distribute cocaine. Larry Lee 
Lopez was sentenced to three 
years probation in 1985 for con­
spiracy to import marijuana.

Margaret Love, who was the par­
don attorney for President George 
H.W. Bush, observed: "It seems to 
me that the list of people who 
were pardoned reflects a philoso­
phy of punishment that the federal 
system seems to have abandoned. 
These people served reasonable 
sentences, which gave them an 
opportunity to turn their lives 
around.’*

While Love is heartened by the 
fact that Bush now issues pardons 
on a regular basis, she hasn’t seen 
Bush redress federal sentencing 
outrages, or make any heroic deci­
sions: “l i ie  ones who are making 
it are so uniformly unremarkable 
that it makes you wonder what 
principle of selection is at work 
here.”

In fact, you get the feeling that 
the Bushies have read the criti­

cisms of Bush’s stinginess with 
the pardon and responded by issu­
ing more pardons, but for the least 
urgent cases. Critics noted Bush 
had commuted no sentences, so 
Bush commuted two sentences. 
Editorials compared the Bush 
record to that of his father and 
President Clinton — so Dubya 
squeaks past the Clinton record of 
56 pardons and commutations in 
his first five years. It’s as if the 
administration doesn’t want to be 
criticized for meting out too little 
mercy — so it throws merry 
where it is least needed. v

Indeed, last year. Bush pardoned ^  
a man convicted of food stamp 
fraud in 1994 -  who had died the 
year before. In his 2004 State of 
the Union speech, Busli proposed 
a program to help released 
inmates find jobs and establish 
lives that work within tlx* law.
Bush noted, “America is I lie land 
of the second chance — and when 
the gates of prison open, the path 
ahead should lead to a Ix'ller life.” 

Clarence Aaron has served more 
than a decade for a first I ime non­
violent offense — and all he has to 
look forward to is speixling the 
rest of his life behind l)ar.<>. 
Personally, I don’t think Aaron 
would face a future without free 
dom if he were white, luit black.

The only person who can give 
Aaron a second chance is 
President Bush. The good news is 
that Aaron’s petition is still pend 
ing — it has not been rejected.
The bad news is that Bush has the 
power to grant mercy and a sec­
ond chance to Aaron and others 
like him — but he.is afraid to use 
it.

What does ‘standing up’ mean?

I P  A "When U.S. Rep. John 
I  /  Murtha, D-Pa., called 
m l  « /  for a withdrawal of W w U.S. troops from Iraq, 

the White House quickly 
denounced him.

But this week, U.S. military offi­
cials were leaking word of their 
plans to withdraw around 50,000 
troops from Iraq next year.

A phased withdraw- __________
al of troops has been 
talked about for a 
long time, even 
though it is clear the 
United States is not 
winning the war in 
Iraq. As Murtha, the 
ranking member of 
the House 
Subcommittee on 
Defense, pointed out, 
insurgent incidents 
have increased as the 
fighting has continued.

“ Instead of attacks going down 
over time and with the addition of 
more troops, attacks have grown 
dramatically,” he said. “Since the 
revelations at Abu Ghraib, 
American casualties have doubled! 
An annual State Department 
report in 2004 indicated a sharp 
increase in global terrorism.”

But that is not the reason we are 
planning to withdraw troops from 
Iraq next year. We are withdraw­
ing them because every member 
of the house and one-third of the 
Senate is up for re-election next 
November, and Republicans have 
made clear to President Bush 
there has to be some kind of troop 
withdrawal or they may lose con­
trol of Congress.

President Bush denies that poli­
cy in Iraq is tied to politics in 
America, but in the modem White 
House, politics and policy are 
inextricably linked.

Officially, Bush’s policy on tiDop 
withdrawal is very simple. It is 
less than 10 words long. And he 
likes to repeat it.

June 28, 2005: “Our strategy can

be summed up this way,”
President Bush said in a speech. 
“As the Iraqis stand up, we will 
stand down.”

Aug. 11, 2005: “As Iraqis stand 
up, we will stand down,” the presi­
dent told reporters.

And juskiast week, the president 
said once again, “As Iraqis stand 
up, we will stand down.”

Though the White House spin 
does fudge (are you shocked?) at 
what “standing up” really means.

According to the White House, 
“more than 160,000 Iraqi security 
forces are now trained and 
equipped.’’ Some, President Bush 
has said, are capable of operating 
independently, and others need 
our support.

So how many of those 160,000 
Iraqi troops are ready to stand up 
without our propping them up?

Some 750 soldiers. More than 
two and a half years after begin­
ning this war, we have managed 
to train only a tiny number of 
Iraqis to fight on their own.

Which is why more than 150,000 
Americans are in Iraq fighting for 
them.

It is easy to blame the Iraqis for 
not standing up and fighting for 
their own country, and I admit I 
have been guilty of this in the 
past.

But there was a story that 
caught my attention the other day. 
It was on the front page of The 
New York Times, but even so it 
did not make a big splash.

It was headlined, “Lack of 
Armor Proves Deadly for Iraqi 
Army,” and It said: “Even as 
American forces are relying mqre 
on Iraqis to fight the insurgency, 
the Iraqi Aimy is facing some of 
the same procurement problems 
that American troops have experi­
enced in getting adequate armor 
and other equipment, according to 
interviews in Iraq with American 
and Iraqi military officials. But if . 
the Americans have faced an 
uphill battle in getting vital gear

— their shortfalUs coni mii ■ to this 
day — then their Iraqi numu»r ' 
parts are confronting a I L‘i ( iilean 
task.”

We all know that Aim i h m 
forces were rushed ini* vvar 
without adequate eqinii !i- tii for 
the occupation oflraLi m i many 
have died or been hoi i iM> wound­
ed because of inadeciuaii' iiody 
armor and inadequate vehicle 
armor

But while the situation is iu)l 
good for American trooiTs the situ 
ation for Iraqi troo|)s is horren 
dous.

“Unlike the Americans, tlx* vast 
majority of Iraqis have neiihoi- 
armored nor unarniored Huinvees, 
and are still having to navigate 
the booby-trapped roads of Iraq in 
pickup and flatbed trucks.” the 
story said. “The makeshift armor­
ing operation started in tlie spring 
has managed to reinforce oidy 
about three dozen veliicles. ...”

Three dozen vehicles! To fight a 
war in which there are approxi­
mately 700 insurgent attacks each 
week.

Yes, we are training the Iraqis to 
fight. But as Kalev Sepp, a retired 
Army Special Forces colonel and a 
professor at the Naval 
Postgraduate School who has 
worked on counterinsurgency 
strategy in Iraq. said. 'Even the 
best training won't stop an AK 47 
bullet or deflect a blast from a 
grenade or mine."

Even though we are spending 
billions and billions on this war, 
we are still trying to fight it on 
the cheap, and we are .still not get­
ting the troops the equipment they 
need to survive.

President Bush says we will 
stand down when the Iraqis stand 
up.

But if, when the Iraqis stand up, 
they get blown up, what good does 
that do?

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Mercedes' touring vehicle 
is a new category of car

Mercedes-Benz now 
sells a dozen models to 
U.S. buyers. They include 
sedans, coupes, wagons, 
convertibles, roadsters 
and sport utilities.

None, however, is quite 
as surprising as the new 
2006 R-Class, which went 
on sale in late September.

Company executives at 
a media introduction took 
great pains not to call it a 
minivan — or a sport util­
ity or wagon.

“We’re saying it basical­
ly creates a brand-new 
segment,” said Ron 
Mueller, manager of luxu­
ry sport utility and tour­
ing vehicles for Mercedes- 
Benz USA. “We’re calling 
it the sports tourer seg­
ment.”

Indeed, finding a vehi- 
, cle that compares with 

this six-seats-in-three- 
rows, all-wheel-drive, 
four-door machine is diffi­
cult. Chrysler, which 
along with Mercedes is 
part of Germany’s 
DaimlerChrysler,, offers 
the Pacifica, but it’s much 
smaller and much cheap­
er and less powerful.

Mazda has the new 
MazdaS, but it’s even 
smaller, even cheaper and 
even less powerful.

Some suggest Cadillac’s 
SRX, a wagon-SUV combo 
that seats either five or 
seven, is the nearest rival 
to the R-Cl .ss.

Perhaps it’s best to look 
forward instead and see a 
time in the near future 
when Audi will sell the 
Q7, BMW will have the V5 
and Lexus will have a 
production version of its 
LF-X concept (or Toyota’s 
FSC concept). Then it’ll 
be easier to decide if the 
R-Class is an anomaly or 
the start of something Big­
ger.

Did we say bigger? 
That’s one of the words 
Mueller used to describe 
the R-Class.

“This vehicle is much 
bigger than it appears," 
he said. It’s 14 inches 
longer than the 2006 M 
Class sport utility, which 
itself grew six inches over 
the 2005 version.

Otherwise, it's 10 inches 
longer than Cadillacs 
SRX and 4 inches longer 
than the massive Cadillac 
Escalade full-size sport 
utility.

Mueller notes the R 
Class is 203 inches long, 
76 inches wide and 65 
inches high.

“As soon as people look 
at this vehicle, they say. 
It’s nice looking.' They 

crawl inside this vehicle, 
they say. Holy cow! 
Where’d all this space 
come from?” ’ he said.

“That’s the whole idea 
of what we’re trying to get 
across with the R-Class. It 
is huge. For the first time, 
you don’t have to compro­
mise luxury for size. You 
can have both for the 
American taste.”

And although it’ll be 
sold elsewhere, it’s obvi­
ous the R-Class is made 
for America. It comes out 
of the Mercedes plant in 
Vance, Ala., where work­
ers also build the M-Class. 
Both vehicles share plat­
forms and V-6 and V-8 
engines.

Buyers are expected to 
be 45 to 55 years old, with 
household incomes of 
more than $150,000 and 
driving perhaps their 
third or fourth sport utili-

ty, Mueller said.
In Mercedes marketing- 

speak, they’ll either be 
late-forming affluent fam­
ilies or socialite empty- 
nesters. The first w ill' 
have two or three chil­
dren. The second will be 
“well-educated, emotion­
ally rational” trend-set­
ters and early adopters.

Either way, they’ll want 
what the R-Class offers.

All R-Class models have 
six leather-covered buck­
et seats, wood trim, all 
wheel drive, a seven- 
speed automatic trans­
mission and six cup hold­
ers.

The R350, with a start 
ing price of $48,775, has a 
268-horsepower, 3.5-liter 
V-6 engine, 17-inch alloy 
wheels, a load-leveling 
rear air suspension, dual 
zone air conditioning. 
Rain Sensor wipers and 
window curtain air b.igs 
for all three rows of seats.

The R500,. which starts 
at $56,275, comes with a 
302-horsepower, 5.0 liter 
V-8, 18-inch wheels, a six 
disc CD changer, hurl 
walnut trim and the

The 2006 Mercedes R-Class
TeleAid safety-concierge 
system.

Most buyers, Mueller 
said, will opt for the pre­
mium package that 
includes upgraded enter 
tainmi'nt features, a 
panoramic roof that gives 
the vehicle an airy feel, a 
power rettr lift gate and 
DVD navigation.

Fuel economy is "very 
good,” Mueller said, “for

such a big vehicle.” 
According to the govern­
ment’s www.fuelecono- 
my.gov site, the R350 gets 
16 mpg in the city and 21 
mpg on the highway, 
while the R500 gets 13/18.

Mercedes displayed sev­
eral concept versions of 
the R-Class over the past 
several years, calling it 
the Vision Grand Sport 
Tourer. The production R-

Class emerged little 
changed, Mueller said.

The goal was to build 
something for buyers who 
needed versatility, but 
wanted luxury, too.

“These are the people

who jumped on the SUV 
trend in the early ‘90s and 
now they’re looking for 
something different,” he 
said.

Critics think they’ve 
met that goal.

Chase goes on 
for NASCAR hall

Now that N ASC AR  has a champion, racing 
leaders arc ivady to focus their attention on the 
race for the sport’ s hall o f  fame. And that 
competition still has a few laps to go.

NA.SC'AR chief executive Brian France 
said recently that all five competing cities —  
Charlotte, N.C.; Atlanta; Kansas City, Kan.; 
Richmond. Va.; and Daytona Beach, Fla. —  
still have a shot at the shrine, and he dashed 
expectations that a choice could be announced 
in the next week.

France said he expects negotiations with a 
city or cities to begin after the holidays and a 
decision likely will be made in the first quarter 
o f  next year. In other words; Forget about a 
big revelation at NA.SCAR’s postseason ban­
quet Friday in New York, where Tony Stewart 
will be hononxl as this year’ s Nextel Cup 
champion and the sport will bask in the glow
