US Protests UNRRA

Sidetracking Issue
Because Of Politics

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J., March 26 (AP) — United States Delegate C.. Tyler Wood

bluntly and openly protested today that a Ukrainian-Russian move to

gidetrack ~an

UNRRA argument because it had political im plications would be ‘“‘the course of cowardice.”
Wood took the floor immediately after A. M: Baranovsky, the Ukrainian delegate,
arose to argue against an American plan to limit the practice of allied armies “living off
the land” during periods of occupations.
The proposal was first advanced yesterday by the United States which argued speci-

ically that the Soviet was
cquiring large trdcts of land
1 Austria which could be
sed for production of food.

The United States proposed 1o
the 48 members of UNRAA's coun-
cil that thev adopt the principle
that their military forces refrain
from requisitioning foodstuffs—
other than perishable frults and
vegetables—or using fuel “or oth-
er supplies” Included In the
UNRRA relief program.

Without mentioning the pur-
pose, this country simultaneously
advocated & barrier agalnst use of
relief supplies by liberating forces
by proposing a ban against “Im-
peding in any way the equitable
distribution of imported and in-
digenous rellel suppliea”

To give force to the plan, the
United Suates— f{inancial source
of approximately 75 per cent of
UNRRA's supplies—proposed that
violation of ils plan o assure
minlmum living standards be met
with a downward readjustment in
the ald to the countries whose
armies are responsible,

As the policemen rode up on
sldewalks, waving long night sticks,
the erowd scatiered from in front
of the horsex but closed in _behind
the policemen, shouting taunts
while a union public address sys-
tem blared.

Drastic Limits
Put On Building

WASHINGTON, March 26 (™ — tions on bullding or repair of vir-

tually all- other structures.

The Civillan Production Admin-
istration lssued a far-reaching or-
der, effective at once, forbidding
the start. of any new commercial
or Industrial construction unless
specifically authorized. -

This applies to such things as
stores, offlce bulldings, road-
houses, theaters and factories.

The objective Is to make more
scarce bullding materials avallable
for the 2,700,000 new homes the
government Is alming at during the
next twp years.

The measure, announced by Na-
tional Housing Expediter Wilson
W. Wyatt and CPA Administrator
John D. Bmall, applies throughout
the United States.

The order does not apply to con-
struction, repair, alteration or In-
stallation jobs on which the cost
does not exceed these allowances:

1. Houses designed for flve or
fewer familles, also farmhouses or
other structures, such as a garage,
on residential property—$400 a job.

2. Hotel, resori, apariment
house or other residentlal buliding
designed for occupancy by more
than five families—8$1,000 a job.

3. Commarcial or service estab-
lishment, such as offlce, store,
garage, theater, warehouse, radlo
station, gas service station—§1,000
a job.

4. Farm ' bulldings excluding
farmhouses—4§1,000 a job.
| _8. Church, hospital, school, pub-
lle bullding, charitable institution
—$1,000 a jJob.

8. Factory, plant or other Indus-
trial structure used for manufac-
turing, procemsing, assembling or
carrying on of business—$15,000 a

job.
7. Other structures—$200 a job.

WASHINGTON, March 28 (/) —
John L. Lewis announced loday
that his 400,000 miners will stop
work this weckend unless a new
contract Is perfected with bitu-
minous operators before tuen,

Lewls rejected the operators’' re-
ply to his demands as “entirely
unsatisfactory” and there was no
Indleation that an agreement could
be reached before midnight Sun-
day, when the present contract ex-
plres,

The operators’ proposals include
a wage increase of about 18%% cents
an hour and a jolfit unioncindustry
survey of the possibility of setting
up a “reasonable fund” to take
care of victims of mine accldents.

Lewis- told reporters that the
United Mine Workers will “stay
home with their families” mnext
week. He said “there will be no
miners’ blood spilled” next week

Manufacture Of Atobombs

WASHINGTON, March 268, (P—
An easier road toward world-wide

appeared opening up today with
reports that scientists have dis-
covered how to render plutonium
useless for bomb making,

This "“denaturing” process as-
sertedly would not interfere with
the release of atomic power for
industrial purposes.

These reports were carried to
the Senate's special atomic com-
mittee yesterday by Under Secre-
tary of State Dean Acheson. Mem-
bers saild he presented a study
which urged an international li-

menis three senatérs credited to
Acheson that scientists have ' arn-
ed how to “denature” bot. plu-
tonium and U-235. ]

One senator, who declined to be
quoted by name, said the problem
of sharing atomic enerfly secrets
with the rest of the world may be
“very much simplified” if the
process is proved in practical oper-
ations. -

He pointed out that if a way can
be found to control tightly the
world’s supply of .fisslonable ma-
terial and if it can be treated to
| make it useless for explosive pur-
poses, then there need be little

censing system to control raw ma-|
terials and the production of atom- |

British-American, Red
Clash Arises Over Iran

Russia Claims
Matfer Seftled -
By Agreement

NEW YORK, March - 28
(AP)—The United States and
Britain insisted today that
both Russia and Iran should
report to the UNO Security
Council- the details of what-
ever agreement they have
made—as reported last night
by Prime Minister Stalin—
for withdrawal of Red army
forces’ from Iran,

NEW YORK, March 18 .™—
The big three split sharply In
the United Nations Security
Councll loday, with Russls try-
Ing to block a councll Inguiry
Into the Iranian sitostion and In
early afterncon the peace-en-
forcement agency recemsed wilh-
out reaching a vole,

Russia opposed having the roun-
cil take up the Iranian case, at
least In so far as It was presented
by complaints lodged with the
peace-enforcement agency by Iran-
ian Ambassador Husseln Ala. In
sharp opposition, Seecretary of
State Byrnes for the United States
and Sir Alexander Cadogan for
Britain, declared the case must be
heard.

Gromyko sald there was no need
even to place the Iranian case on
the counclil agenda for further dis-
cussion because it has been settled
by an agreement between Moscow
and Tehran. _

Byrnes replied that If Russia
had made such an agreement It
should have Informed the security
council, and certainly, he argued,
the councll would not therefors
deny Iran-an opportunity to be
heard.

Sir Alexander endorsed the
Byrnes declaration. He eciled »a
resolution adopted in Londom by
the council two months ago saying
that Iran and Russia should try to
settle their troubles directly but
that the council might ask them
to report what they were doing.

“Then there is the other ques-
tion—the maintenance of Soviet
troops in Iran" beyond the March
2 deadline for their withdrawal,
Cadogan said.

Byrnes, who had been taking
copious notes on the arguments of
Soviet Ambassador Andrel Grome-
yko, arose immediately after the
slow-voiced Gromyko finished his
contention that the troubles were
already settled as & result of the
Moscow-Tehran agreement for
withdrawal of troops.

Gromyko told the council that
Iran’s letter of appeal for council
help contained subject matter nnt
“fit to be placed on the agenda™
of the council

Gromyko's argument appeared
directed at having the council pass
over the Soviet-Iranian controversy
for the present.

He spoke after Council President
Quo Tal Chi of China had swept
aside as unready for action techni-
cal items on the agenda of todav’'s
councll session and plunged the
peace-enforcement agency into dis-
cussion of the tangled Iranian
Issue.

What About The Statutes

Dallas has a juvenile problem. The Dallas
News admitted it openly in promising to pube
licize offenders when charges are p
The incident stemmed from the wanton
destruction of an old mansion by a group of
voung people, presumably from the “mette

families.

This was the thing which brought it to a
head. What happens remains to be seen, for
as the paper pointed out, there had to be
charges against an individual for a specific
offense before it could carry names. |

Now Dallas is no different from Big
Spring, from Chicago, from any other city,
large or small. The problem is general. The
News may be correct in its assumption that
publicity would be a helpful deterrent in
such cases. It is true among adults that
many fear the publicity much worse than
punishment. The psychology seems to be
that the wrong is not in wrong-doing, but in
getting caught at it and other people know-

ing about it.

All of which brings us to this point. -Are
‘the juvenile statutes of the State of Texas
more well-meaning than they are effective?

The juvenile laws underwent an extensivé

over-hauling not long ago.
changes were stimulated by

people who assumed that to punish or pub-
licize a*juvenile offender's wrongs was to
consign him to a career as an offender.

This may be in theory. As yet it has
its weaknesses
, . thus far has been that the juvenile statutes
™ " now contribute as much in ‘aid and comfort
to the youthful offender as they do toward
his correction,

The reason for this is two-fold. 1), The
deterrent of publicity and punishment is
dulled or removed, and 2) the machinery for
correction is indefinite and inadequate. Un-
der the law, juvenile delinquency generally
is a civil action. It is not really a conven-
tional judicial matter, Frequently, the defi-
nition of a juvenile is so vague
who fall below certain éfe brackets literally
cannot be dealt with

Now boys and girls are not familiar with
the technical terms of the law, but they are
quick to learn limitations for immunity.
They do not know why, but the y do learn
that in certain instances about all they can
expect is a good scolding.

Moreover, in many counties, there is not
—nor will there be—adequate personnel set
up to administer a juvenile program.

Thus, it seems to us that there might well
be some serious study given the practical
application of our present juvenile statutes.
It is not impossible that some over-hauling
should be done.

EGYPTIAN SAYS “GO” TO WIFE
AND SHE’S NO LONGER HIS WIFE

CAIRO, March 25 (—Divorce
is easy for men in Egypt. They just
call in the wife, say "go" to her
three times and they are free men
agein,

But for the ladles It Is no such
simple matter.

“Here a woman nol only can't
say 'go, one girl told me. “She
can't even say come'”

For getling married to a man
of her cholce In of much more
eoncern to the average educated
young Egyptian girl than how she
will dispose of him later, If she de-
cldea Lo change her mind.

Meeling the young man himself
Is the biggest problem In this old
land where ecourtship has many
more barriers In its path than mar-
riage. This Is because the old Mos-
lem famlilies don't allow thelr
daughters the freedom girls have
In western countrles,

Girls ait In co-educational class-
es with men in the universities,
but they can't meet them outside.
At least theoretically they,can't.

“We are tolally different from
our mothers,"” sald one young uni-
versity graduate who precipitated
a crisis in her own family by tak-
Ing an editorial post in a magazine
where men were also employed.
“My own mother saw no man be-
fore or after marriage for years,
except her brothers and her mar-
led uncles."

. “Men servanis In her household
didn't see her. She didn't go to
school. She was taught in her own
house by women  teachers. Now
she does go out and she finally ab
lowed me to go to school and later

never alone or with a boy friend.
A girl usually can't even Invite
her boy friend to her home, be-
cause that would bring up the
question of how she met him,

Lehman Resigns Because Of Hoover

WASHINGTON. —The tight veil
of secrecy which-surrounded the
resignation of Herbert Lehman as
secretary-general of UNRRA can
now be lifted.
The excuse that the former New

York governor resigned because of
poor health was mere "diplomatic

- double-talk.” Actually, Lehman re-

signed because he was disgusted
with the deceit and fraud which
has surrounded the entire gques-
tion of feeding a hungry world,
plus Herbert Hoover. Hoover was
the straw that broke Lehman's

_ back.

More was Involved than the fact
that Hoover was given permission
to make a food survey of territory
which UNRRA had already care-
fully surveyed. Lehman was
Franklin Roosevelt's close friend

- and Herbert Hoover was one of

Franklin Robsevell’s bitterest
enemies,

On the day after Hoover'ts ap
spointment was announced, Lehman
recalled to friends the way Hoover
‘used relief for political purposes
after the last 'war, and he was con-
vinced that Hoower would repeat
the same errors in 1946.

Lehman was not even consulted
regarding Hoover's appointment.
The one Roosevelt cabinet mem-
ber who was consulted, Henry
Whellace, protested vigorously. But
in the end, he went along as a
“good soldier” under urging from
President Triman and Secretary
of .Agriculture Anderson.

Even before the Hoover appoint-
ment, however, Lehman was on the
verge of resigning. For months he
had been warning that world fam-
ine was imminent. He had appeal-
ed for the continuation of ration-
ing and charged at inner govern-
ment conferences that the admin-
istratlon had wept crocodile tears
for the rest of the world while
ducking rationing because of polit-
leal expedlenioy,

Lehman's experts estimated that
angther 5.000.000 to 7.000,000 tone
of food could be exporied by ra-
tioning, and that this amount
wiuld apell the differende between
‘ife and death for 10,000,000 peos
ple

Another of Lehman's battles In-
volved the combined food board
composed of Canadian, British and
American members, which has &
virtual death grip on the nasign-
ment of food for exporl, Lehman
felt that many of ita decislons were
frankly political, and that food was
being used as a weapon to Influ-
ence the polities of certain na-
tions not friendly to England, Fin-
ally, when he saw he had lost on
sll these fronts, Lehman, a gentle-
man and a loyal Democrat, politely
cashed in his chips, refusing to Is-
sue a critical blast against the Tru=

man administration.

Stettinius Cashes Check

Harry Trumam and Jimmy
Byrnes are now paying off a blank
check they signed last June. It was
a check they gave Edward R. Stet-
tinius when they made him Ameri-
can delegate to the World Security
Council. Unfortunately it affects
the future peace of the world and
the lives of the next generation.

- Here is the inside story of what
happened:

During the San Francisco con-
ference, vivacious George Allen
flew out a special emissary of Pres-
ident Truman to break the news
to Stettinius that Jimmy Byrnes
was to be Secretary of State. Al-
len told the then Secretarv of
State that Truman had nothing
against him, but wanted his old
friend with whom he had served
in the Senate to step Into this
top cabinet job.

But as a sop, Stettinlus was

told that he could become Ameri-
can delegate to the United Na-
tions. Stettinius asked for 24
hours to think it over, then agreed.

Since then, both Truman and
Byrner bave regreited tne offer.
Stettinius, who is one of the best-
hearted and willing men ever to
have served in government, sim-
ply doesn't have enough on the
ball when it comes to delicate, dif-
ficult international negotiations.
At the London conference, it was
noticed that he read his remarks
from statements previously okayed
by. Byrnes or Dean Acheson. About
the only time he departed from a
prepared text was when he pro-
posed that the meeting adjourn.

About three weeks ago, Stettin-
fus returned to Washington and
asked Byrnes to name a deputy
delegate to the United Nations, so
he “would not have to carry the
burden alone.” Byrnes said he
would think it over: but he did
not think very hard. For, privately,
it is hoped that Stettinius will ease
himself out of the United Nations
picture.

Austria, Turkey, Iran and Man-
churia.

Many competent ubservers here
in Europe are greatly encouraged
by the more positive stand being
taken recently by the Big Three in
their dealings with one another.

Military leaders and statesmen
alike recognize that the moment
has arrived when firmness and
two-fisted frankness is necessary.
A soft answer still may turn aw
wrath, but the soft answer doesn
necessarily have (o be the “yes"
of appeasement.
