“The world is a finer place
for his having lived in it,”
Hoover said, calling MacArthur
“a statesman for peace.

WASHINGTON—(NEA'=In Colorado, Re-
publican Gov..John Love is learning that sav-
ing money does not necessarily buy happiness.

A strapping fellow belonging to the “howdy
ma'am" school of Western good looks, Love
swept into the governor’s chair in 1962 on
a promise of slashing Colorado’s personal in-
come taxes sharply.

He made good on the promise. For the
whole of calendar 1962, he jammed through
a 15 per cent tax rebate.

East Germans Restless

WASHINGTON — The resurgence of basic
human nature that has been making life
hard for the ‘communist bosses of P@and,
Hungary, Rumania and even the USSR.
has finally spread to the East Germam so-
called “democratic republic.”

Until recently dictator Ulbricht, confident
oi his control of what some consider the most
docile people in the,world, has steadily re-
sisted that “liberalization” of communist
bondage that sfarfed in Russia alfer Stalin's

" death and almost resulted in the liberation

of Hungary. Ulbricht has continued to play

., -the part of a lesser Stalin.

A recent East: German anecdote illumin-
ates his popular iwhage.

LUlbricht died and was refused entrance into
heaven by Saint Pet¥®. who condemned him
to-the nether regions. Twenty-four hours later
a frightened horned figure was beating on the
beavenly gate — the Devil himsell. * '

“Peter, Peter, let ‘me in quick. | demand
political asylum.” Ulbricht had taken over
hell. '

But now the Devil's successor is having his
own troubles, chiefly among the intellectu-
als. Sometime ago Wolfgang Harich, prefes-
sor of philosophy at the East Berlin Universi-
ty f(omce the great Humboldt University),
was arrested for alleged conspiracy against

_the regime and sentenced to-prison. .

He is still there. But now a second very
important professor has raised his voice ‘in

- favor of (can you imagine such blasphemy?)

more personal freedom. Robert Havemann
declared that to show the virtues of ‘“so-
cialism” (read: communism), East Germans
should be given more freedom than West
Germans enjoy. Havemamn has a great fol-
lowing ameng East German students, many
of whom had been going each week from
Berlin to Leipzig to hear-ihe professor lec-
ture. b :
Havemann's demand, published in a Ham-
burg newspaper, was high treason to commu-
nism even though the professor insisted he
favored “socialism.” But Ulbricht could not
afford to imprison -another professor - just

— Now that Spring is here, it is time to plan that party you

have been thinking about all winter. Catch up with your
obligations, gather together a group of good friends, neigh-
bors or club members. Plan a sunny party lunch filled with
the spirit of Spring. Bring out your prettiest and gayest
linens, your best china. Get a jump on the flowers that aren’t
yet bleoming by planting your window boxes with Spring
flowers from Europe — that is, with colorful life-like plastic
flowers such as the ones that are imported from Italy. Look
